Advises City to Continue Work 
of Harbor Improvement and 
He Will Try to Get Govern­
ment to Do the Dredging 

Necessary.
♦

The joint' commît tee of the board of 
trade and common council on harbor mat­
ters met this morning in the mayors of­
fice. The special harbor board appointed 
by the committee had met previously 
when Hon. Dr. Pugsley’s resignation 
accepted and John Sealy appointed in his 
stead.

The following were present at the meet­
ing: Ed. Sears, who was made a member 
ex-officio, W. E. Vroom, John Sealy, Col. 
J. E. Armstrong, T. H. Estabrooks, R. 
B. Emerson, J. H. McRobbie Aid. Mc- 
Goldrick, Bullock, Baskin, Holder, Pick­
ett, Baxter, George Robertson, M. P. P., 
D. J. Purdy, M. P. P., Hon. Dr. Pugsley 
and Eguene Lefleur, chief engineer pub­
lic worics department, E. T. P. She wen 
and J. R. Scammell. As a result of the 
meeting the city will push the work 
which the government will pay for out 
of an appropriation - for this purpose the 
coming session, as the minister of public 
works assured the committee that he 
would use his influence to that end.

In answer to the minister’s qustion as 
to what was the most important work at 
the present time Mr. Lefletir replied the 
cleaning up of the berths, the removal of 
the old wharf and the cleaning up of the 
channel between the new wharves.

The work projected at the meeting was 
the dredging of the existing berth sites 
Nos. 1, 2, 3 and 4, the removal of the 
knoll at the entrance to Sand Point slip, 
so that the Empresses might .move in at 
all times of tide. The minister suggested 
that the city should proceed with the 
clearing of the berth sites. He would, he

id, impress upon the government the 
desirability of providing for it in next 
year’s appropriations. Hon. Mj. Pugsley 
also suggested that the city appoint the 
director of public works or the engineer 
of the department to advise with the of­
ficers of hie department as to the dredging 
most required from time to time, and also 

to the safety of North Rodney wharf 
and the street railway trestle.

Aid. Baskin brought up the question of 
dumping dredged material within the 
proper limits, and the minister promised 
in future to have an inspector go out with 
the barges to see that this was done.

Mr. Estabrooks asked as to the dredg­
ing of the channel entrance and Mr. Le- 
fdeur replied that the Fielding would soon 
be put to work.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley asked that the citiz­
ens’ committee with the new members, go

administration which had already been 
agreed upon, subject to change, and sub­
mit it to the council for the approval of 
the citizens. He thought it desirable that 
a complete scheme of harbor management 
be placed before him, so that he might 
have a bill prepared.

It was suggested that Aid. McGoldrick, 
chairman of the public works department, 
and John E. Moore, chairman of the har­
bor committee, confer as to the dredging 
of the new 600 foot wharf and let Hon. 
Mr. Pugsley know the result of the con­
ference. This dredging would be on the 
southerly side of the new wharf ahd 
northerly side of Sand Point slip.

It is understood that Mr. Lefleur has 
expressed a hope that the plans as pro­
jected at today’s meeting be carried out 
at once as among other things he may 
desire to confer on, is the condition of 
Rodney wharf from time to time. He has 
expressed the opinion, however, that there 
is little likelihood of the wharf sliding.

A DAMAGE SUIT

A. GXIdgecombe Claims $10,- 
ooo Damages, Eiecause He 

Alleges That Geo. McAr­
thur Assaulted Him and 

Spat in His Face.

The case of A. G. Edgecombe against 
George McArthur, which was taken up at 
this morning’s session of the circuit court, 
caused a decided sensation.

In this case Alfred G. Edgecombe, 
prietor. of a local carriage manufactory, al­
leges that on the 29th of April last George 
McArthur, contractor, in the course of a 
dispute which took place in the Queens 
Holla way, slandered and assaulted him,
called him a thief, and a -----------------------
of a thief and spat in his face; for which 
he is suing the defendant for $10,000 dam­
ages.

Mr. Edgecombe was on the stand this 
morning and in the course of his evidence 
stated that the defendant told him he 
would bite his nose off.

The plaintiff's case was finished this 
morning, and adjournment was made till 
2.15 o’clock this afternoon.

A. W. Baird, who, with L. A. Currey, 
K. C., is acting for the plaintiff, out­
lined the case to the jury, after which 
Alfred G. Edgecombe, the plaintiff, 
placed on the stand.

Had Just Left Bible Gass
Mr. Edgecombe stated that on the 29th 

of April he and Frank Kinriear had been 
at Rev. G. A. Kuhring’e Bible class at 
Stone church, after which they went to 
the Queens Rollaway with W. G. Scovil, 
Of Oak Hall.

At.tho.iuk he met Mr. McArthur, who 
said to him that he (McArthur) had pur­
chased a new carriage and sold his old 
one for $10. Witness replied that he 
was sorry that he could not sell him a 
carriage, and would have given him $40 
for the old one. Later the defendant ask­
ed him about some stock in the roller 
rink, and in the course of the conversa­
tion intimated that he (Edgecombe) was 
trying to get Mr. Campbell out of the 
company. This witness denied, whereup­
on Mr. McArthur called him a thief and
a----------------------------------of a thief, and
got so close to him that he almost hit 
his nose.

Mr. McArthur Kept His Word
“Mr. McArthur then said: “I’ll spit in 

your face, I’ll spit in your face, I’ll spit 
in your face,” and did so.

Witness also declared that'defendant in­
timated that he would rip him up and 
struck him two blows in the riba and one 
in the back and said to him: “All you’ve 
got you robbed from other people. If 
you’re worth $25,000 I’m worth $125,000. 
You had a fire down there that you got 
$1,000 out of the insurance. You’re bro­
ther ‘Fred has got some money but you’ve 
got nothing.”

Witness made no reply, and made no 
attempt to retaliate, merely holding up 
his umbrella to defend himself.

Cross-examined by Mr. Mullin witness 
said he had had business transactions with 
defendant during the year previous to the 
conversation referred to and had always 
been on friendly terms with him. He had 
had some conversation relative to Mr 
Campbell’s stock in the roller rink—worth 
about $1,000—but had not said to Fred 
Fleming or J. V. Russell that he would 
purchase that stock.

Witness denied having told the defend­
ant that he would never get a cent of the 
balance due him on the rink at Quebec, 
or of having said in the office that Mr. 
McArthur had not spat in his face but 
might as well have done so.

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WANT A LONGER

Yacht Owners and Sailing

This closed the plaintiff’s case.
Adjournment was made until 2.15 o’clock 

this afternoon.

W. G. Scovil On the Stand
W. G. Scovil was next sworn and stated 

that he knew both parties to the suit and 
on the night of April 29th. last was with 
the plaintiff in the Queen’s Rollaway. .He 
went out for a few minutes and on re­
turning to the roller rink saw Mr. Edge­
combe and Mr. McArthur. Witness said 
he heard Mr. McArthur call the plaintiff 
a liar, after which he spat at hifn. Mr. 
Edgecombe rubbed his face as if to remove 
something. Mr. McArthur also said to the 
plaintiff: “I’ll bite your d-----n nose off.”

Witness was then cross-examined by 
Mr. Mullin, and stated that the syndicate 
owed nothing to Mr. McArthur for work 
he had done on the rink at Quebec, and 
declared it had been paid.

He saw Mr. McArthur touch the plain­
tiff twice, but he would not swear wheth­
er with his fist or his open hand. He re­

The train, which was crowded with pas­
sengers from Markdale to the Toronto fair 
left Markdale yesterday morning and 
when about 42 miles from Toronto, Cal­
edon and Caldwell Junction, the train 
was ditched through some unknown 
cause and the car§ telescoped. There were 
five cars in the train and the killed and 
many of the injured wtsrre ifi* the smoking 
car, which turned completely over. Two 
other cars were telescoped and the last 
two cars did not leave the rails.

When seen this morning Mrs. Hart, 
who was much affected, said she was al­
most certain that the Robert Gair whose 
name appeared in the list of dead, was 
her brother. In the account of the ac­
cident Carr’s residence is given as Shel­
burne, Ont.

Mns. Hart says her brother, who was 
about 40 years of age and unmarried, had 
been employed in the Union Foundry 
here. He went to Toronto 14 months ago 
and obtained work as a moulder. From 
Toronto he went to Hamilton, and his ad­
dress in the latter city was 129 1-2 Bay 
street north. From this address Mrs. Hart 
had a letter from her brother. Last week 
she received a card from him saying he 

leaving Hamilton and would send his 
address later. That was the last com­
munication she had from him.

POSTMASTERS
DISSATISFIED

presents to its readers today 
what is believed to be an accurate state­
ment of the quantity and cost of the 
“liquid refreshment” taken up river on 
Thursday last when the visiting British 
journalists were entertained by their fel­
low craftsmen in this city and the corpo­
ration of the city of St. John.

Rev. Mr. Jenkins in his deliverance 
took particular exceptioa to the quantity 
and cost of liquor carried. On this subject 
he is quoted as saying:—

“Thià boat lately, took on an excursion 
a party of visiting journalists. Let me 
describe to you a little scene before her 
departure where a sloven was backed up 
at the wharf and keg after keg of liquor 
was placed on board, until even one of the 
visitors from Scotland remarked that the 
men who were arranging the excursion 
must be planning a drunk for themselves. 
Citizens of Carleton had to be carried 
home on that occasion and your very re­
presentatives were drunk. Are you satis­
fied with this expenditure of 
money?”

In the St. John Sun of this morning’s 
issue Rev. Mr. Jenkins’ name is signed 
to a remarkable letter in which he says:—

“The Ludlow on that day was a float­
ing rumshop and if the city council plan­
ned or ordered or any one or three of the 
council arranged' this reception and per­
mitted intoxicating liquors on that occa­
sion, they are guilty of breaking the law 
of clean citizenship and casting virtue un­
derfoot.”

Some indignation has been created since 
Sunday by Mr. Jenkins’ utterance. As to 
his graphic picture of “keg after keg of 
liquor” being placed on the Ludlow those 
who are in a position to know say that 
he has exceeded even the license usually 
granted to orators. There was liquor on 
the Ludlow—$23.75 worth, or to be precise 
$21.25 worth of intoxicants and of this 
$4 worth was returned unopened.

There was, however, no such wholesale 
drunkenness as Mr. Jenkins pictures. 
Some men who were on the excursion 
showed signs of intoxication on their re­
turn, and it is known that one man was as­
sisted to his home. But it is also stated, 
on good authority, that, these men were 
not sober when they boarded the steamer, 
and simply saw in the Ludlow excursion 
an opportunity to add to the collection of 
stimulants they had already acquired. Un­
doubtedly Mr. Jenkins stated some things 
that are borne out by facts, also some 
things that are not.

As far as the Ludlow excursion is con­
cerned, there are one or two facts which 
have not been made public ,and which 
Rev. Mr. Jenkins has evidently not heard 
of, or he probably would have regarded 
them as furnishing additional fuel to his 
fire.

Ontario Postmasters Say Gov­
ernment is Starving the Ser­
vice for the Sake of a Sur­
plus.

TORONTO, Ont., Sept. 4—(Special)— 
The postmasters of Ontario are not sat­
isfied with the revision of salaries and al­
lowances announced by the department at
Ottawa, and the dominion government re­
ceived some strong criticism at a meeting 
of the Ontario Postmasters’ Association 
held here yesterday.

President G. H. Burgar of Welland de­
clared that the raise announced was not 
in accordance with the promises made by 
the postmasts ivgeneral on the floor of the 
house, neither did it agree with the sen­
timent as unanimously expressed at the 
Liberal caucus at Ottawa. “We thank 
goodness for small mercies,” he said, “but 
people are getting tired of promises. 
However, we shall keep at our point till 
we get what we require.” Mr. Burgar 
thought the room rent allowed for the 
post offices was too small. In his opinion, 
however, it would be better to leave the 
matter of salary for another year, when 
they could press for their rights. “Thé 
people in Ottawa,” he concluded, “are 
starving the service for the sake of a Bur- 
plus.” __

PROCLAIMS
A HOLY WAR

New Ruler of Morocco is 
Courting a Swift and Sudden 

Dissolution.
PARIS, Sept. 4—The Petite Républi­

que prints the text of a letter today which 
it alleges Mulzi Haiftig, the brother of 
the Sultan, who has been proclaimed ruler 
of Morocco, sent to the governors of all 
the towns in the empire, proclaiming a 
holy war under his leadership. Mulzi 
Ilaiflig takes this step, he declares, on ac­
count of the incompetence of his brother, 
Abd-El-Aziz, whom he declares to be sunk 
in ignoble pleasures.

BIG EIRE IN
SKOWHEGAN

The List Includes 
Bankers, Railway 
Kings, Journalists, 
Capitalists and 
Smaller Fry

$75,000 Damage Done by 
Blaze in Maine Town Early 
Yesterday Morning.

SKOWHEGAN, Me., Sept. 4-A fire 
which broke out early yesterday morning 
burned six wooden business blocks with­
in an hour in the centre of the town. It 
is estimated that the loss on the build­
ings and stocks of goods in the stores will 
exceed $75,000.

The fire started in the millinery store 
of Mrs. L. M. Withee, at the comer of 
Water and Madison streets, and spread 
rapidly, fanned by a high wind.

The Skowhegan fire department, con­
sisting of an engine, a hose wagon and a 
hook and ladder truck worked desperately 
to subdue the flames. At the start the 
firemen were hampered by delay because 
of the failure of the electric fire alarm 
system to work, and much valuable time 
was lost while the alarm was being given 
by the ringing of church bells.

For more than two hours the fire rag­
ed in the section bounded by Water and 
Russell streets and Madison avenue.

For a time there was talk of calling for 
outside assistance, 6ut it proved unneces­
sary.

Roche and Michael Carney has been be­
fore the courte. The case made its ap­
pearance again today m the supreme 
court and as a result of what took place 
the conclusion of the trial is apparently 
farther off than ever, if, indeed, it has 
not become practically certain that the 

will not be concluded within the lifecase
of the present parliament.

Twenty-three times since the petition 
was filed, in November, 1905, has the case 
been before the judges, and yet it is not 
terminated. An interesting feature of the 
litigation * that, so far, the petitioners 
have been called on practically . f°r n0 
costs, but the respondents’ bill amounts to 
several thousands of dollars. The costs 
today for subpoenas alone will amount to 

\ about $1,000, which the court decided shall 
**T5e paid by Roche and Carney.

The decision of the court today is that 
: the trial apt down for this date cannot 

proceed, pënding an appeal to Ottawa. 
By the time the Ottawa decision is rend­
ered parliament will likely once more be 
in session. The court had set down the 
trial for today, but counsel for Mr. 
Roche had taken an appeal to Ottawa 
that the case could not proceed because 
the petitioners had been guilty of neglect 
in not going on between October 30 and 
the opening of the November term last 
year. The supreme court ruled against 
this and set the trial down for today.

The question was argued before Towns­
end and Russell, election judges. The re­
sult is that it is accepted as a fact that 
the appeal to Ottawa stays proceedings 
here. In the meantime costs are given 
the respondents for witnesses’ fees, sub­
poenas and service.

The list of witnesses subpoenaed in the 
cross petition of Roche vs. Borden is a 
long and interesting one. It embraces rail­
way kings, capitalists, bankers, journal­
ists, professional men and Halifax ward 
workers, big and little. It numbers eighty - 
one, and includes the following: Sir Thos. 
Shaughnessy, Montreal ; Alex. Murray,. 
Montreal; D. Russell, capitalist, Montreal ; 
W. B. Torrance, Montreal; H. A. Powell, 
K. C., St. John; R. O’Leary, Richibuc- 
to; H. V. Meredith, manager Bank^ of 
Montreal, Montreal ; B. A. MacXab, 
Montreal Star, Montreal; Wm. Macken- 
y.ic, capitalist, Toronto; E. 1.

Counsel for Roche and Carney argued 
that an appeal having been entered at 
Ottawa there was nothing now before the 
court here. There was no petition or any­
thing else on which the case can go on.

Mr. Justice Russell—“Then the officers 
of the court who accepted and forwarded 
this appeal decide the case.”

Mr. Justice Townsend—“If true I would 
feel inclined to put the officers in con­
tempt for « day or two.”

Mr. Roscoe—“Your lordship would first 
Lave to go to parliament to find out why 
it, had been done.”

>Ir. Justice Russell—"I would not like 
to take the officers’ chances.”

The court, however, inclined to the 
view that the controverted elections act 
allowed the appeal as it had been taken, 
and there was no case in Halifax.

J. J. Ritchie for the petitioners, said 
that while declining fully to accept this 
interpretation he thought it would be un­
wise for him to take the responsibility of 
go$pg through a trial that might last ten 
day's, and incur heavy expenses, when only 
a silort time would elapse when the case 
would be put on firm ground. He would 
state that he did not care to assume the 
responsibility of a long trial which in the 
end might be abortive and large expendit- 

would then be thrown away. He 
therefore agreed to the motion, but he ask­
ed for costs for the day, for subpoenas 
and witnesses’ fees, which had all been in­
curred before the notice. This was agreed 
to by the court. It was also directed that 
an order be drawn up that the case be not 
proceeded with pending the decision in 
the appeal to Ottawa, but that thereafter 
either party shall be at liberty to move 
to have a day for the trial set down.

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The Financial Position and the 
Trade Position in the Light 
of This Week’s Events.

(New York Evening Post.)
If the first 3-weeks of Aug. broke almost 

all precedent of the month by their dis­
play of financial disorder, collapsing stock 
markets, and tightening money, the clos­
ing week has similarly broken with the 
past through its evidence of indifference 
to the approaching autumn test, 
money on the Stock Exchange has been 
lower than in the first half of the month; 
on occasion, even time money was relax­
ed. As far back as the second week, Lon­
don was in a paroxysm of fright; its 
bank rate went to 5 per cent., its open 
market rate to 4 7-8; sterling exchange at 
New York rose to 4.87 7-8; at Paris to 
25.23 1-2; at Berlin to 20.34—two of these 
rates being close to the gold export point 
from the markets named. All this de­
rangement of capital occurred in anticipa­

tion of the severe strain of September 
Yet this week, on the eve of September’s 
opening, London discounts have fallen to 
4 1-8 per cent., and sterling has fallen to 
4.86 1-4 at New York, to 25.14 3-4 at 
Paris, and to 20.49 3-4 at Berlin; the New 
York and Paris rates being heavily in fa­
vor of those markets.

What is the meaning of this sudden and 
extiaordinary change? 
means exactly what this week’s recovery 
in 'prices means on the New York and 
London Stock Exchanges—that financial 
markets had not only been prepared for 
a period of strain, but had, so to speak, 
over-prepared for it. This opens a highly 
interesting inquiry as to whether or not 
the trade and credit situation of these 
and other countries has made similar pre­
paration. It is not easy to give an off-hand 
answer. Oh the one hand, it is a well- 
known fact, in this country at any rate, 
that merchants and manufacturers have 
been reefing sail and adjusting their af­
fairs to the credit restriction of which 
they had plain warning six or eight 
months ago. On the other hand, one hears 
as well from Europe as from industrial 
America, that the relaxation which had 
been hoped for, in the activity of trade 
ipd hence its aggregate demand on capit­
al, has not come in sight.

If it has not arrived, must the abrupt 
check to trade activity come later, and if 
so, what will be the result? This is per­
haps the most interesting question of the 
autumn. It will be answered by some peo­
ple in the light of the warnings of last 
March, by others in the light of the stock 
market itself, whose recovery from a se­
vere but quick decline might be interpret­
ed' as the forerunner of a trade reaction 

unlike that of 1903.

The train consisted of five coaches and 
left Markdale crowded with passengers.

If there is to be only one built, then it 
would be more desirable to place it near 
the east end of the Island. Anyway the 
Patriot has done its duty. It has warned 
both the department' and the local office 
reiarding the need of life-saving sta­
tions, and urged the necessity of having 
them erected this fall.

one province of the dominion that. is 
wholly surrounded by the sea and with 
an exposed and dangerous coast has no 
life-saving stations at all. This is the case 

it stands thirty-four years after the 
marine service of the province was taken 
over by the government of Canada. Dur­
ing that period many lives have been lost, 
ten of them a little less than a year ago, 
all of which might have been saved, if 
the government had done its duty.

These facts have been well known to the 
government and to everybody during all 
that time. Moreover they were brought 
specially to the attention of the marine 
department and the government by our 
board of trade, and by our representat­
ives in parliament and through the press 
of this province. The board of trade 
recommended that four stations be pro­
vided and equipped, respectively at Tig­
nish, Souris, Charlottetown and Elleralie. 
The official promise was made that three 
would be provided.

A yacht may technically foul anoth­
er yacht, by forcing her about, but to 
technically foul a markboat is something 
new. St. John is bound to keep ahead of 
the procession!”

WOULD EXTEND THE
INTERCOLONIAL

(The Toronto Star, Liberal.)

It would be satisfactory to have an an­
nouncement that the Intercolonial ■ Rail­
way will not be merely a maritime prov­
ince railway. Some years ago the Inter­
colonial railway was extended from Levis 
to Montreal, the reason put fôrth being 
that the railway should not end “in a 
field,” but shoùld bid for a share of the 
great trade of the western provinces. That 
policy was good as far as it went, but it 

The Intercolonialstopped too soon; 
ought to have been extended to the Geor­
gian Bay, and it is not too late to remedy 
the error. The Grand Trunk and the Can­
adian Pacific Railways are fully alive to 
the importance of the short cut through 
Ontario. xThe Grand Trunks obtained con­
trol of the Canadian Atlantic, giving it 
a new line from Depot Harbor to Quebec, 
and the other day the Canadian Pacific 
opened its new line from Giièlph to Gode­
rich. There are other good harbors on 
Georgian Bay and Lake Huron, and the 
railway companies are fully aware of their 
advantages. In these days of big enter­
prises, a government railway from Mon­
treal to the Georgian Bay would not be 
a formidable undertaking. It would run 
through a good country, and would pick 
up plenty of traffic. In fact, under care­
ful management the Ontario portion of the 
Intercolonial would pay from the start.
