New York, Feb- 8—The retirement of 

Charles F. Murphy as leader of Tam­
many Hall was demanded in a resolu­
tion adopted last night by the National 
Democratic Club. Today friends of Mur­
phy announced their intention of appeal­
ing to the board of governors of the 
club on the ground that the aye and nay 
vote was illegal.

Thomas F. Smith, secretary of Tam­
many Hall, who with other friends of 
Murphy fought the resolution and the 
method of its adoption, denounced the 
action of Edward F. O’Dwyer, president 
of the club, in refusing to put the ques­
tion to a rising vote. He called it the 
“worst instance of boss rule I ever saw.”

The whole proceeding was illegal, 
Smith declared, and he said the matter 
would be taken before the board of 
governors in the form of a protest. It 
was also announced that another meet­
ing of the club will probably be called 
and an attempt made to rescind the ac­
tion taken last night, or declare it illeg-

That all the men who were in the Sal­
vation Army Métropole escaped with 
their lives when the place was burned 
early this morning is the firm belief of 
the officers of the army who were about 
the building last night.

LONDON HAS A ST. JOHN "STORI" I
Colds

Colds are not directly due to cold 
weather, although the opinion that they 
are is wide-spread. In the Arctic Zone 
the very coldest inhabited region of the 
globe the disease which we call a “cold” 
is, or has long been, practically un­
known. It is, really, a disease of civili­
zation, that is, of thickly settled com­
munities, and is directly occasioned By 
one or several varieties of germs, the 
nature of which is ■ not yet thoroughly 
understood.

Colds, therefore, are to a certain de­
gree, contagious» but, as a rule, are only 
so when the human system is depressed 
from some cause or other. This depres­
sion may come from a great variety of 
things, but by far the two most fre­
quent are bad air (poor ventilation) and 
draughts.

Bad air, in winter is most often found 
in places of public assemblage, though < 
many public buildings are now so well ■" 
ventilated that it is difficult to render the 
air in them dangerously impure. The

Gives His Views in Speech Before 
Montreal Canadian Club

Company Fully Exonerated By 
Coroner's Jury

Montreal, Feb. 8—The progress of the 
movement in Britain towards the idea 
of an imperial parliament was outlined 
before the Canadian Club here yesterday 
by J. Norton Griffiths, Unionist M. P. 
for Wednesbury, England.

“There have been many suggestions,” 
he said, “as to the method of creating 
an imperial council, and once public 
opinion throughout the British Empire 
is convinced that an imperial constitu­
tion must be written, it will not be long 
before a clear and cohesive proposition 
will be laid before the people. Our pres­
ent aim is to have the whole Empire 
united in demanding such a council for 
their protection and their welfare.

‘I am not going to tread unforbidden 
ground today, but many people in this 
country have asked me what is the real 
position in the navy. Are we facing 
danger or are we not? Now could not 
an imperial council, unaffected by any 
party bias, have given the true lead and 
told the Empire really the truth?”

He had no hesitation in saying that 
the critics of the world realized that in 
naval matters we were going through 
one of ..the most critical periods in our 
history. Behind security and strength 
lay cheap money and prosperity. The 
British empire had always had cheap 
money because of her naval

Brussels, Jan. 20—Ex-Empress Char­

lotte, widow of the ill-fated Maximillian, 
Emperor of Mexico,"who, almost fifty 
yçars ago, lost her reason in her unsuc­
cessful efforts to induce European in­
tervention to save her husband, now 
shows signs of recovering. The prospect 
has made a stir in royal quarters; and 
couriers are daily passing between Brus­
sels and Bouchout Chateau where the 
empress is living. Doctors declare that 
her ex-majesty shows all the symptoms 
which precede recovery from patholog­
ical melancholia, the disease from which 
she suffers? and that it is highly prob­
able the last years of her life will be 
spent in mental health.

The Chateau de Bouchout lies near 
the village of Meyse which is four miles 
north of Laeken, the summer palace on 
which the late King Leopold spent his 
millions. It is in a part of the world 
well known to the empress, who was 
bom at Laeken seventy-three years ago. 
When Empress Charlotte was removed 
to Bouchout from Tervuren Palace in 
1879, she experienced three days of al­
most perfect lucidity, and the doctors 
predicted that she would recover quick­
ly. After that she became more insane 
than before and forgot her own name. 
Between that and last August there was 
no period of complete lucidity ; but four 
years ago the former complete mental 
blankness disappeared ; and since then 
the empress has been somewhat better. 
In August last she suddenly made an­
other improvement, and of late has been 
three quarters normal. This partial re^ 
covery was expected. The

At the. con­
clusion of the conference, however, a 
communion service was held in a Pres­
byterian mission church, which, by the 
way, was the only building available. All 
the missionaries attended and the sacra­
ment was administered to all by Doctor 
Willis, the Anglican Bishop of Uganda, 
assisted by Doctor Peel, the Bishop of 
Mombasa. This “open communion,” as 
it is called, is the rock on which the 
church threatens to split.

News of what had happened came to 
the ears of Doctor Weston, the Bishop 
of Zanzibar, who is an extreme High 
Churchman, and he at once cried out 
that an ecclesiastical crime had been 
committed and that the Bishops of Ug­
anda and Mombasa were guilty of her­
esy. Their heresy consisted, in the eyes 
of the sacerdotalists, in admitting to the 
sacrament persons who had not been 
baptized or confirmed and who, there­
fore, technically, were not Christians. 
It may be explained that under the 
High Church interpretation of the laws 
of the Church of England, no one who 
has not been ordained by a bishop, who 
in his turn has received his consecra­
tion by Apostolic succession, is com­
petent to administer baptism or confir­
mation. In admitting Presbyterians, 
Methodists, Baptists and Quakers to 
Communion, therefore ,the bishops were 
guilty of heresy.

Charlotte asked abruptly, “Why does 
not Marie come?” and on being given 
an evasive answer, said “I know she is 
dead.” She has never since asked for 
the countess. On matters like this her 
memory and consciousness are practical­
ly normal.

An important development in the lum­
ber manufacturing industry of Maine has 
Just taken place in Van Buren in the 
completion of the large mill by A. E.
Hammond, who was formerly at the 
head of the Van Buren Lumber Co. Mr.
Hammond sold his holdings in that com­
pany to the Stetson, Cutler Co, which 
owns and operates large mills in St 
John, N. B, Van Buren and Ashland 
and began last season on the erection of 
the plant which is now completed.

The new mill is located at Allendale, 
a mile and a half from the Van Buren 
post office on Violette stream, a tribu­
tary to the St John river. The stream 
was dammed at a point just below the 
mill site, making a wide pond which ex­
tends about four miles up stream and 
affords a large storage for logs.

The main mill is 310 ft. long by 80 
ft. wide, and the engine room is 25 
by 60 feet There is a boiler house that 
is 45 feet wide and 55 feet deep, and a 
small detached pump-house that is 12 
feet square. A well equipped machine 
shop has been built, this building being 
25 by 50 feet.

The shingle shed is 200 feet long and 
there is a storehouse 80 feet wide. The 
loading platform is 800 feet long and 50 
feet wide.

The entire equipment of the plant is 
new and modem in every particular, and 
was selected after a thorough Investiga­
tion in some of the largest plants of the 
country to determine the best to be used 
for the purpose. The boilers at the 
plant, which is run by steam are of 600 
horse-power capacity and the engines at 
560 h. p.
Its Yearly Capacity.

An intimation of the sise, and im­
portance of this plant on the northern 
boundary of the state of Maine may be 
had from the figures which give the an­
nual capacity, til product of the mill.
These figures were furnished by Mr.
Hammond. It- will turn out annually 
15,000,000 feet of long lumber, 20,000,- 

shlngles, 7,500,000 laths and 1,000,- 
clapboards.

The mill is on the line of the Bangor 
& Arooptbok railroad, and a siding 
giving three tracks takes care of the 
shipments of the finished products and 
the logs that come in by rail as well.

On each side of the long platform 
there is,a track, where the lumber will 
be loaded direct to the cars and a third 
one-goes along the side of the mill pond 
on a wharf. This is for the log cars 
and is conveniently placed for unload­
ing directly into the pond.

The crew of the new plant will 
ber about 100 men. Charles A. Piltx of 
Van Buren is the superintendent. He 
designed and constructed the mill and 
will have full charge of it in operation.

A. E. Hammond is one of the leading 
lumbermen in northern Maine, and one 
of Aroostook county’s most prominent 
citizens. It was he who was the pioneer 
in the practice of cutting logs in north­
ern New Brunswick tiong the line of 
the International railroad and bringing 
them over the St. John river from St.
Leonards, which is the terminus of the 
I. R. R. to Van Buren to manufacture.
The bulk of the logs for the new mill 
are being cut along the line of this rail­
road, although some are on the B. k A.
R. R.
Has Four Log Haulers.

To haul the logs from the railroad to 
the new mill Mr. Hammond owns and 
has in operation four gasoline log haul­
ers, which are running all the time.

There is being cut this season for the 
new mill 15,000,000 feet of spruce and 
2,000,000 feet of cedar.

An Ottawa Despatch says:—
The finding of the wreck commisison- 

ers’ court in the matter of the investiga­
tion into the causes which led to the 
stranding of the Cobequid on January 
18, was filed yesterday, and copies sent 
to the agents of the vessel at Halifax, 
the Dominion Marine Association, and 
the St John Board of Trade. The court 
was composed of Commander Lindsay, 
R. N. R., dominion wreck commissioner, 
with Captain Neil Hall and J. W. Har­
rison acting as assessors.

The court is unanimous in its opinion 
that the stranding and ultimate loss of 
the steamer was caused by the grave er­
ror of judgment of John Howson, the 
master, inasmuch as when at four a. m. 
on the day of the stranding he saw that 
the weather conditions at that time were 
so bad and likely to last, and with a 
strong gale blowing on to the land, he 
was not justified in attempting to pass 
inside of the Lurcher shoal, especially 
he was practically ignorant of the 
ditions of the tidal streams in that lo­
cality and in the court's opinion should 
have hauled his vessel out to the west­
ward into deep water where there was 
ample sea room tS handle his vessel 
til such time as the weather cleared or 
he was able to proceed with safety.

The court therefore severely censures 
the master, but on account of the very 
efficient and satisfactory manner in 
which everything was carried out on 
board his ship for the safety of the pas­
sengers and crew after the stranding, 
does not deal with his certificate.

Indianapolis, Ind., Feb. 2—Increases 
in salaries amounting to about $10,000 
a year were voted today by the United 
Mine Workers of America, in convention 
here.

tem from such a cause is pecu­
liarly insidious and generally in­
sensible to the person involved, 
•but it is often just when this takes 
place that the germs of cold effect a 
lodgement in the system. It may be 
pretty generally laid down as a rule 
that these germs do not exist in effect­
ive quantity in the open air, either in 
winter or summer, and , as a conse­
quence, colds are not contracted other 
than within doors.

The second ordinary cause of depress­
ed vitality leading to colds is draughts. 
Draughts are narrow currents of air, of 
considerable velocity, perhaps from five 
to ten feet a second, and very decidedly 
lower in temperature than the general 
air surrounding the person. Such a cur­
rent striking the body (most effectually 
on the back) depresses the system, and 
affords the germs, when present, effect­
ive access to the breathing passages.

It is for this reason that colds are 
<more frequent in the cold than in the 

season. The greater the difference 
in temperature between the air outside 
and inside a house, the greater will be 
the velocity of the draught, other things 
being equal, and, hence, the more pro­
nounced will be the resultant chill. It 
is well to note that the depressions from 
each of these causes are essentially tem­
porary in their character, the inevitable 
tendency being, once the cause is re­
moved, far the system to almost at once 
regain its accustomed vitality. It is for 
this reason that persons of vigorous 
physique suffer only momentarily from 
a cold, perhaps merely to the extent of 
sneezing a few times. In these cases, 
in so many other instances of infection, 

,=u the human system proves superior to 
; the poisons inhaled and no harm results. 
It is not so, however, with many of less 
resisting force, especially when 
both of these two depressing causes is 
frequently encountered. Specific direc­
tions regarding how to avoid voids are 
generally useless, as the circumstances 
under which they may he contracted 
arc so nearly infinite in nurnher. w hen, 
however, one obtains some rational no­
tion of their cause, he can do much to
