CEREMONY OF INVESTITURE

London, April 5—According to the lord 
chamborlain's provisional arrangements 
for the investiture of the Prince of 
Wales in Carnarvon ca»t|e on July 13, two 
main prode#itins will be formed, that of 
the Prince of Wales proceeding, first, fol­
lowed by that of their majesties the king 
and--queen.

The redigious cermofiy will be conduct­
ed by the Bishop of Bangor and a repre­
sentative nonconformist minister and there 
will be a choir of 400 trained voices. The 
mantle, rings, staff and chaplet are to be 
designed by a Welsh royal academician, 
Goseombc John, and will be presented to 
the prince by the Welsh people.

The ceremony of investiture will be per­
formed by King George, and the prece­
dent of Henry IV., in the investiture of 
the then Prince of Wales, afterwards 
Henry V., will be followed as closely as 
possible.

iThere is an old superstition that ex­
cessive mourning for the dead destroys 
their peace, and that tears burn the 
shrouds of those departed, but it is more 
than a village superstition that blood shed 
by ruthless reaction and injustice must 
in some way be atoned. The present un­
rest in Spain is attesting the truth of 
this. Though Francisco Ferrer has been 
dead for more than a year, the feeling 
created by his unjust execution is still 
Jtrong enough to cause the resignation of 
I he Spanish ministry. Before the execu­
tion of this intellectual leader many of the 
most liberal journals and correspondents 
of Spain protested with great clearness 
and reason, but with no effect. Several 
members of the British parliament took up 
his cause. Anatole France gave notice,1 
long before his trial, that the whole world 
would refuse to accept any condemnation 
of Ferrer, whether by civil or military 
court in Spain.

After his execution, or his “judicial 
murder,” as the Manchester Guardian call­
ed it, fifty-nine French municipal councils 
decided to name a street in his honor. 
The numerous Masonic lodges, under the 
National Federation of Free Thought, de­
cided to place a monument of Ferrer just 
in front of the great church of the Sacred 
Heart. The Freemasons of Troyes have 
asked the French Grand Orient to begin 
a movement for placing his statue near 
the Vatican in Rome. Mayor Nathan of 
Rome eulogized Ferrer and denounced his 
execution in the most violent terms. In 
France the Federation of Labor proposed 
an insurrection in his name, and the Con­
gregational Union in England joined those 
who hailed him a martyr.

LADY MACDONALD DEAD.
Lady Macdonald, widow of General Sir 

Hector Macdonald, died in Edinburgh re­
cently. It is eight years since her famous 
husband shot himself in Paris. They met 
in Edinburgh in J832. when Sir Hector 
was a subaltern in the Gordon Highlanders, 
lady Macdonald was then Miss Christina 
Duncan, whose father was a teacher, and 
afterwards a shipowner, of Perth.
June, 1684, Sir Hector, whose regiment 
was ordered to the south of England, per­
suaded her to contract a secret marriage 
according to Scottish law. The end of 
the romance came just ten years later, 
when Lady Macdonald was granted a de­
cree of divorce.

The mea­
sure. was approved of by 250 municipal 
councils, 200 labor organizations, and 168 
newspapers, which çhows how general was 
the interest taken. At the request of 
Premier Whitney, however, the bill was 
withdrawn.

“In Toronto the tax is placed both 
the ground value, an^l on the building, and 
the assessment is therefore not on the 
floor space of the firm, taxed, as is the 
cases' 'in oth’èr^jfàtes, and this feature 
bear^iHtvthe location,of a building as well. 
There is a local, improvement department 
in Toronto -"much f^tvorks very erfectivèiy 
in the residential districts. For instance, 
if a petition is framed to have a portion 
of or a whole Street pqved. or beautified, 
the council pays half the cost and a front­
age taxe is taken fropi the property own­
ers in the sttéet Jpfc’.the other half. But 
in the downtown or. business districts this 
tax. does, not work as well as in the resi­
dential streets. It is planned to apply it' 
to the water and lighting system.

“One result of local .improvement 
system is that, as soon as a new street is 
opened., the ownçrs^ find the tax so high 
that they are compelled to build at once.
