MURDERER DAY.

IS EXECUTED AT WELLAND, ONT.
THIS MORNING.

e Wears a Jaunty Air and Calmly
Surveys the Crowd at the Scaffold—
He Says Goodbye—His Neck is Not
Broken.

WELLAND, Ont., Dec. 18.—Arthur Hoyt

Day, was hanged at8.01 this mcrning.
The condemned man spent his last night
on earth writing letters to relatives and
singing gospel hymns. He did not sleep
more than half an hour during the whole
night and up to the last passionately
blamed his sister who, he claims, was
the one who planned thevisit to the
falls. At four o’clock the Rev. Mr. Mc-
Cuaig arrived at the jail and remained
with Day to the end. The condemned
man joining heartily in singing hymns
and in prayer.
The procession started from the cell
shortly before 8, the Rev. Mr. McCuaig
and Sheriff Smith first, then Day and
two guards, then the hangman who was
deputed to do the work by Radclive.
Day was, in outward appearance, the
least affected, the most jaunty of the
party. Arriving at the scaffold the con-
demned man calmly surveyed the crowd
of spectators, shook hands in turn with
the goaler, the sheriff and the minister
and simply said “goodbye.”
The hangman quickly adjusted the
straps and black cap, pulled down the
fatal rope and placed it around the neck.
Rev. Mr. McCuaig offered up the l.ord’s
prayer and as the words “deliver us from
evil” were uttered, at a sign from the
sheriff, the hangman pulled the cord and
the great weight dropped. It was ten
minutes before his pulse stopped beat-
ing.

After twenty minutes the body was

cut down and Dr. Smith declared the

neck unbroken and death was produced
by strangulation.

About August 1 of this year there was

committed at Niagara Falls on the Cana-

dian side a crime of singular cold-
bloodedness and brutality. Arthur Hoyt

Day, who today paid the penalty of his

crime, killed his wife deliberately and

calmly by pushing her over the brink of
the precipice near the falls. The motive
for the crime appears in the following
narrative of the case. A few days
before the murder took place Day ar-
ranged a little pleasure party, as he
termed it to take in the sights at the
Falls. On theday of the murder, Day
accompanied by his wife and a sister
who had arrived from Rochester, their
home, and spent the morning and part
offthe afternoon walking about and
enjoying the scemery. Late in the
afternoon the party paused for a few
moments near the precipice. Day and
his wife ;were close to the brink and
the former's sister a short distance
in the baekground. The Ilatter

happened ,to turn her head for a

moment and in doing so lost view of the

couple for a few seconds. When she

Jooked in their direction again Day stood

alone. Terrified at the thought of her

gister-in-law’s fate she rushed to where

Day was standing and asked where 'the

answered that he had pushed her

over the brink of the precipice but
spoke without any emotion and without
assigning any reason for the foul deed.

Brother and sister returned to Rochester

that night but the fearful occurrence so

dwelt in the woman’s mind that she left
her brother and crossing to the Canadian
side informed the authorities of the
murder and the circumstances.

THE LIBERAL COLLAPSE

The Liberals of St.,John, are now
sensible of the mistak‘h they made in
inviting Mr. Laurier. and Mr. Davies to
address them at the Institute, and they
recognize the fact that their-so called
demonstration has done thein a great
deal of injury. The motive which im-
pelled them to take the action they
adopted ‘was to reunite the shattered
fragments of Liberalism, which suffered
such a shock some months ago, but the
result only served to accentuate the
divisions which were than developed
and which seem likely to continue
in the Liberal renks. Messrs.
Alward and Stockton are deeply
offended at Mr. C. W. Weldon, and they
refused to sit on the same platform with
him at the meeting, yet Alward and
Stockton, however meanly we may
think of their abilities, have until now
been the great champions of the Liberal
party, and when Tories and Toryism
were to be denounced in scathing terms
their services were always in request.
At some future day we intend to publish
a collection of the choice epithets, which
Messrs. Alward and Stockton bave used

. todescribaSirJohn A.Macdonald and his

government in times past, and'we think

* they will be found to be interesting read-

ing, especially for Liberal Conservatives.
We are not among. those who believe
that Messrs Alward and Stockton have
turned Conservatives. Achilles sulked
in his tent but he did not join the Tro-
jans and when the necessity for his
presence was duly recognized he again
appeared on the field. Messrs Alward
and Stockton will still fight on the Lib-
eral side but they will not fight for Mr.
C. W. Weldon. Perhaps the best way
for the Liberals to heal the present
breach in their ranks would be to retire
Mr. C. W. Weldon and nominate Mr. A.
A. Btockton whose opinions in most
matters are the same as thcse of
Mr. Ellis. ©~ We. have reason fo
know that Mr. Weldon’s prominence in
the ranks of liberalism ia St. John is
looked upon with great astonishment by
persons from a distance who have only
seen Mr. Weldon In'the House of Com-
mons or in the Supreme Court of Cana-
da. One of these surprised persons is no
less a man than Mr. Davies himself,who
cannot be got to understand how a man
who has no statesmanlike views what-
ever, and who cannot even make a good
speech cap be accepted as the leader of
the Liberals in St. Jobn. Mr. Davies
did not conceal these sentiments from
those with whom he talked during his
last visit here, nor did he refuse to ad-
mit that Mr. Laurier's speech on Mon-
day evening was an utter failure. Mr.
Davies is at times a very candid
-person and can whisper his sentiments
in the ear of a companion with great
vigor occasionally, and it is evident that
he looks upon Mr. Laurier’s leadership
with great disfavor. Mr. Davies knows
of another .man who lives on a certain
island province of the Dominion of Can-
ada, who would make a much better
leader of the Liberal’ party than Mr.
Laurier but he is too modest to mention
his name. There is no doubt, howeyer,
that Mr. Davies was quite correct in
declaring Mr. Laurier’s speech to be a
dismal failure, and that is the universal
verdict of those who heard it.

It will probably be a good many months
before there is a general election, and in
that time the Liberals of 8t. John will
have an opportunity of considering their
position. If Messrs. Weldon and Ellis,
or either of them is found to be a dead
weight on the party, they can be retired
to private life, and Messrs. Alward and
Stockton adopted as candidates in their
places, in which case Mr. Geo. McLeod
could no doubt be induced to run again
for the city. It must be evident to the
Liberals that as matters stand now they
have no chance of success® at the next
election and that an entire reorganiza-
tion of their party here is mnecessary if
they hope to win.

FARM LIFE IN WINTER.

Some newspaper writers are able to
draw very charming pictures of rural
life, and if all their days have been
spent in cities, as is often the case, their
pictures are apt to be very rose-colored
indeed. One who knows what country
life is, is able to decide at a glance whe-
ther the writers of such essays draw
thieir inspiration from experience and ob-
servation or from a fertile imagination.
‘We fancy we know what raral life should
be, perhaps might be, but what
should be or might bein a majority of
instances is very different from what it

really is. “Breakfast in the winter,”
says a writer in a popular magazine, “is

gble luncheon, is had before daylight,
and by 9 o'clock in a snowy morning the
house hag been put in order, and the
good wife and daughters with smoothed
hair and finely laundried aprons
have settled quietly down to
the sewing or patehwork with which
the family basket is always full and run-
ning over, for idle hands have no place
in the economy of farm life.” 1t is per-
sumed that in the old-fashioned fireplace,
for every ideal farm house has its old-
fashioned fireplace, a great fire blazes
and roars, that in one corner there 1s a
cupboard well filled with books, from
one of which one member of the house-
hold reads aloud while the others ply
their needles. Grandmother, says this
writer, always knits, as her eyesight is
failing, and her ' practiced hand can al-
most “heel and toe” a stocking in the
dark; and then there are always three
or four calico dresses in process of mak-
ing, for those women are their own dress-
makers; and the small, low-ceiled bed-
rooms are always hung with first, se-
cond and third best calico dresses. e
women have not been settled arcind
the big; wood fire long when they
are joined by the men, who have
done the “feeding,” which is about the
sum total of their day’s labor when the
weather is cold. While they con the
late newspapers, the winter days go by.
There is no real leisure like that enjoyed
by country people in winter time.
Contemplating the picture oneis likely
to exclaim, Who would not be a farmer
or a farmer's wife! But unfortunately
the picture is like those that revealed
themselves to Ik Marvel in his fire of
anthracite, unsubstantial and based on
dreams. We will not say that the farm-
er’s hoine might not be made to approach
this ideal, perhaps it does in rare in-
stances. The truth is, however, that the
work of the farmer is as urgent and con-
tinuous in the winter as in the summer ;
the pressure upon his time is such that
he often leaves for the female mem-
bers of his family the work of
‘milking the cows, of bringing the water
for house purposes through the snow-
drifts from a distant well, and green, ice
covered fuel from an open shed. Then
he leaves for them the care of the poultry,
the feeding of the pigs, and many other
duties against the performance of which
they would be justified in inaugurati
a rebellion. The average farmer,
there are those who are much
above the average, has little chivalry in
his composition; if he had more his
home  life and the lives of
those depepdent wupon him would
be much less irksome than it is. But the
farmer has his excuses which can hard-
ly be said to be invalid. If he is of the
kind that make the best of their oppor-
tunities, he houses all his farm imple-
ments in the fall and during the winter
puts them in order for use when the
season arrives. He goes to the wood lot
and cats down a year's supply of fuel
which he makes ready for use in the
stove or fire place. He has to
provide - rails  with  which to
repair his fences in the spring,
and may be he cuts one or two hundred
cords of kiln wood which he hauls to the
bank of the river or bay or to the rail-
way station, with the proceeds of - which
he purposes to discharge a mortgage,buy
& mower, or perhaps an organ for his
ically lined daught While
doing this he is continually in the
snow, chopping or shovelling out roads,
instead of “‘conning the newspapers as
the winter daysgoby.” The winter is
by no means so paradisical for the
farmer, his wife, sons and
daughters as it has been painted, yet it
i8 noworse than it is for men and women
in other spheresrof life, and it is believed
that as the farmer grows better acquaint~
ed with nature and avails more readily
of the advantages afforded by labor
saving machinery his home life will
grow to be much more like the life we
fancy it should be than it is. Working
with nature and every day coming sin
contact with her mysteries,he has oppor-
tunities for growth that are not afforded
to the men who sell spool thread, shape
horse shoes or pore over journals and
ledgers all the days of their lives.

FERRY EXTRAVAGANCE.

Gatemen is Looked After.

To tho Editor of the GazerTr.

Str:—A sort of lean-to or shed that
stood near the steps of the east side toll
house was removed by the action of a
recent gale, it is said. Whether that is
the fact or not does not matter. It is
gone and the graceful outline of the east
side ferry building is preserved its en-
tire depth on the southern side.
shed was occupied by the gatemen as a
shelter from the severe cold or rain of
winter and summer. That it posssessed
more warmth and comfort than its un-
pretentious exterior would indicate is

first, because the gatemen are still alive,
and second because there was no stove
or other modern nuisance of the
kind in it. Houses of refuge are not
built now as that shed was built. Today
the house dwellers feel that they must
have stoves, furnaces and heating ap-
paratus in their residences, else they
may not enjoy even partial immunity
from climatic surprises. Alas, the old
shelter is gone. But there is yet hope
for the gatemen. A gigantic mind is fre-
quently employed with the problem
how he can best minister not only to
their comforts but the comfort and hap-
piness of every employe of the ferry
service. Yes, there is still hope. Some
genius of artistic mind, purposes erecting
on the wharf, in rear of the toll house
a structure which, thus placed will be
more protected from the fury of the storm.
The work has in fact been already be-
gun, & man being employed this morn-
ing in laying the foundation, if that is
what it may be properly called.
Two tiers of deal about  Bix
feet in length are laid at right angles
with air space between; this will keep
the floor warm whatever structure may
be placed on top ofit. Now comes the
sticking point. I protest against unnec-
essary outlay of the public monies in
any direction, particularly in respect to
the ferry. Some one ought tocry a halt
now in respect to this proposed
structure. It will be too big, from present
indications, if the work is allowed to
proceed; the bunilding will yet attain the
palatial proportions of a sentry box.
What are the heads of departments
about? Where is the chairman of Pub.
lic Works? If this proposed expenditure
is allowed togo on, these rugged gate-
men will be ordered to occupy it and just
think of the terrible results thatiwill fols
low. These men will be obligéd to en-

though, as a load of hard ceal
for toll house fuel has been
procured since the cold weather
began, Their health will be undermined,
they will be invalided and rendered
wholly unfit for duty. These men are
human! Well perhaps they are, but they
required no such pampering and nonsense
as stove heat while the old shed stood
and why should they require it now?
You see, Mr, Editor, I assume the large
floor space of the proposed new structure
will permit a stove and a man to be in
it at the same time. Don’t let it be done,
Mr. Superintendent; you are influential,
your word is Jaw. Noone in'or about
the ferry can dispute. your will. Don’t
do this thing; these east side gatemen
never had hnmane treatment before,don’t
spoil them now. Itdoes not matter if
the west side men can sit by a stove
when they get cold, theydre different,
besides you live on that side of the har-

bor. Don't give these east side men
anything and so will you merit the ap-
probation of your enemies.
