At the latest dates the aggregate 
jxPthe worlds visible supply of sugar was 
549 018 tons, against575,168 tons a week 
earlier, and 816,433 tons a year ago, and, 
876,094 tons two y ears ago, There ie thus 
good statistical warrant for the compara­
tively high cost of the article.

It should be done 
night and morning in the hot weather, 
and if a musquito bites you, don’t try 
any heroic remedy, but simply apply a 
little cold cream, which somehow 
comes the {xiisou and irritation when 
nothing else will. I have seen children 
that were nearly wild with the irritation 
of many musquito bites calmed in a mo­
ment by the application of cold cream.— 
Olive Harper.

railway along the harbor front, for which 
provision has lieen made in (he shape of 
a government grant. The only difficulty 
now seems to be in regard to the land 
damages- w hich the government desires 
the corporation to pay. I f we understand 
the cjise aright tho corporation is willing 
lo pay the, land damages, but desires tlie 
government to do the work of expropri­
ation under the railway act which gives 
them ample powers. It is jHissible tliat 
if the eor|>oration undertook to buy (he 
land from tho private owners, 
an excessive sum would be 
demanded for it, where as, if it is taken 
under the railway act-thc land damages 
would be assessed by a jury and the 
award would lie something near the ac­
tual value of the properly. The cori>ora- 
tion has already given tho government 
the right of way for the proposed railway 
extension along its wharves and streets, 
and it is willing to pay tho other land 
damages, which the government may 
liecome liable for in building the railway. 
This, we are informed, is the mean­
ing of the Common Council’s recent reso­
lution on the subject, although all this 
does not appear on the surface- 

In Lower Cove the railway extension 
will interfere with but two private prop.

Steel.
Philadelphia, Aug. 13. The Pennsyl­

vania Railroad company will have an 
efficient fire service on its passengei* 
trains this year, and is looking forward 
also lo making some very important 
changes in the style of its coaches. 
Lately one ingenious contrivance has at­
tracted the attention of the company, and 
if it is a success such a thing as a pass­
enger train fire will he next to impossible.

This new thing is a fire-proof railway 
car, its originator being an inventor 
named Ford, who lives in Missouri. The 
distinctive feature of the car is that it is 
all iron or steel. The roof, sides and ends 
of the car are made of steel boiler-plates 
riveted together. The car is somewhat 
the shape of a horseshoe, the round 
part being the top. In the bottom arc 
several steel girders packed in cement 
—much the same as in the Pullman cars. 
Along the sides is an nrray^of windows 
precisely similar to those of any ordinary 
passenger coach. The top of the car is 
destitute of the heavy roof and ventilat­
ing arrangements that are seen on ordin­
ary cars. It is said that ventilation is 
secured by pnmping air into the car 
through pipes. These pipes 
are arranged also to furnish warm air.

There is also a system of ventilators 
around the windows. The claims made 
by the inventor foT his device are that 
it will not burn up, that it will last for­
ever, and won’t telescope or break up in 
a collision. In addition to these ad­
vantages it is claimed that the car is 
cheaper than the regular passenger 
coaches now in use. It is understood that 
the Pennsylvania Railroad officials will 
investigate this unique concern to find 
out its merits and defects. The test will 
be probably made as to whether the 
coach will run smoothly, give comfort to 
its occupants, and at the same time be a 

steam stout proof against all the elements.
The company has also arranged for the 

introduction of a complete fire apparatus 
the first one of its kind in the history of 
the company, upon all its passenger 
coaches. For some time it has been un­
der examination by the officers of the 
road, and in all of its experiments it has 
been successful. This device is a fire 
pump. It consists of a bucket indurated 
fibre eighteen inches in height, tan inches 
in diameter and five tenths of an 
inch in thickness furnished with 
a pump-like concern. With regard to its 
use the pump fire-extinguisher is the 
simplest kind of an arrangement, and 
ean easily he ojieraled by the hand. It 
throws a much stronger stream and at a 
far greater distance than the ordinary 
chemical extinguisher, and is far more 
economical. It is the intention of the 
Pensylvania Railroad company to place 
this pump upon all its passenger engines 
and drill the train hands in the rapid 
w orking of the contrivance.
