BRITISH ASSOCJATION
OPENS ITS SESSIONS

Sir W. Whyte Speaks on De-
velopment of Overseas
Transportation.

Winnipeg, Aug. 26. — The whole
twelve sections of the British Associa-
tion opened their sessions this morn-
ing, the presidents of each delivering
their addresses, The inaugural meet-
ing was held last evening at the
\WWalker theatre before an audience of
two thousand people. Sir Joseph Thom-
<on, the president, said in part: ‘The
. ssociation was now an Imperial one.
The association was doling much in
uniting the different Donxinions of the
I'mpire by holding its meetings in
various parts thereof.”

The address to-day which attracted
most attention was delivered by Sir
Wm. Whyte, president of the engineer-
ine section. It'was atterrded by Lord
cirathcona, who" followed the speaker
with keen interest.

Sir William dealt with the important

aring enginéering has had upon the
w‘m-ldtlon and development of the col-
onies and dominions beyond the seas,
with particular reference to Canada.
He discussed at some length questions
of economy in the cost of overseas
transportation, and of Increase in
sneed and dimensfons of ships, He also
illustrated the intimate comnection be-
tween a powerful fleet. and the de-~
velopment of mercantile shipping and

commerce.

Somewhat of a sensation was created
in the chemigal section when tire presi-
dent, Prof. Armstrong, in his address,
attacked methods of advertising used
br seme scientists,

“1 thought,” he. said in conc!usxon,
“the reputation ¢f scientists was liable
to be besmirched by the way they
were seeking netoriety. I know that
not a few who have labored steadfast-
v and seriously in the oldifaghioned |
exact and painstaking ‘way hdve ‘been
deeply hurt by the manner in which
their efforts’ hava failed to meet 'with
encouragement, whilst those who have
thrown caution to the winds have
been favored.”

In the educational section, Dr. Gray,
head of Bradfield college, in.his presi-
dential address, pointed out the ignor-
ance of many of his countrymen, even
the best educated, in regard to Canada,
and advocated the teaching of more
geography in the English schools and
subjects bearing on -the history, econ-
omy, etc., of the Empire.

In the antropological section, Prof.
John L. Myers, in his presidential ad-
advacated the establishment of
an Imperial bureau of ethnology to
study the races of the Empire. It was
a dream he hoped would soon be ful-
filled. What was more  practical and
nearer conception was a Canadian
bureau, and he hinted that during the
convention plans would be laid for
founding one.

He took up the question of the best
immigrants needed in the West. “What
kind of men,” he asked, *“do best in
Canada? What kind of men is Canada
taking out of the raw material which
Europe is feeding into God's mills ‘on
this side? This was the question they
should study. They studied 'grains,
cattle, land ete., but not men.”

PARTLY DESTROYED

Flames Wipe Out Busineés
Section of Krupp—Loss
$400.000.

Wilson Creek, Wash., Aug. 26.—Mer-
chants of Krupp, seven miles east of
here, are to-day. erecting tents to be
used as temporary places of business
until permanent structures can be built
to take the places of those burned in
vesterday’s conflagration, which - de-
stroyed the greater part of the town.
The loss is to-day placed” ‘at $400,000,
partly‘covered by insurance.

Handleapped by not having fire-
fighting apparatus of -any kind, the
flames, which originated in an empty
warehouse, spread rapidly to the busi-
ness section and almost every business
house' in ;the town'was.wiped out.

The Dominion Trust building in Van-
couver, in ground area, occupies g
Space - 85 feet by 70 feet. The total
square feet on the ground floor is thus
5,950. As it is 14 stories in height, the
total floor space in the entire building
is 83,300 square fset.

The Pemberton block in Victoria oc-
cupies a ground area measuring 188 |
feet by 89 feet—or a total gréund floor
space in square feet of 16,532. The block
will be seven stories in height-—count-
ing the basement as one story—and
thus the \grand total of square feet in
floor space in the entire structure is
no less than 115724, In other words,
the ' Pemberton block will ‘be nearly
twice as large as the. much-vaunted
Deminjon Trust building in Vancouver,
and were a similar ground space to be
occupied it ‘would reach to no less a
height than 28 stories.

were respectively—the mayor, Alder-
men Fullarton, Henderson, McKeown,
Humber; and Aldermen Turner,
Stewart, Ress, Bishop and Mable.

When the resolution was presented,
Mayor Hall said all appreciated the
work being done by the Agricultural
Society, but there could be no harm in
passing the resolution.

Ald. Turner thought the city had no
right to interfere in the matter. The
members of the board of directors of
the Agricultura]l Society should settle
their own affairs, He did not feel
called upon to discuss the queStion of
petting, but he did not think the coun-
cil should step in and tell the society
how to run their business. The coun-
c¢il had two representatives on th=
board and they could voice their senti-
ments.

Ald. . Henderson said the resolution
was in no sense a demand upon the
gociety, but a request to reconsider
their action.

Ald. Turner thought it was neither
fair nor reasonable for the council to
attempt to dictate to the board of
directors. It had been suggested that
the council should “kick them out.” He
was opposed to any drastic action, and
he moved in amendme.at, seconded by
Ald. Mable, that the resolution be laid
upon the table. It savor of repudia-
tion for the council to interfere in the
voting proposed with the board of di-
rectors.

Ald, Mable seconded the amendment
and said the whole question should be
taken up at the annual meeting of thef
board.

As is well known, there are four
owners of the Pacific cable, the Imper-
jial government, the governments of
Canada, of Australia and of New Zea-
land. When the board in London was
approached at- the recent conference
and asked to reduce the press rates,
the manager, Mr. Baxendale, at once
agreed to do so, reducing the- cost per
word from London to the Antipodes
via Canada to nine pence instead of a
shilling, as formerly.

Mr. Asquith and Mr. ‘Buxton,” who
were afterwg,rds seen by the commit-
tee, stated they.had approved . Mr.
Baxendale’s action, and it was presum-
ed the matter was settled, no opposition
being anticipated from the colonial ad-
ministrations,

The Journal, which is a Conservative
publication, attributed Canada’s alleged
action to opposition from Sir Richard
Cartwright and Hon. A. B. Aylesworth.

In reply to a query, the Times cor-
respondent at Ottawa effectively deals
with the report as follows:

Winnipeg, Aug. 24—Two hundred
and forty members of the medical pro-
fession of Canada, the United States
and England, including some of the
most eminent surgeons and physicians
of the countries, registered in the
University office yesterday morning. at
the opening of the Winnipeg meeting
of the Canadian Medical Association.

A portion of the forenoon, was spent
in exchanging greetings and welcomes,
but at 10 o’clock the addresses com-
menced, and the business of the con-
vefition was started in earnest. In
all the six special sessions, with the
exception of pathology, papers were
read, and until well past the noon hour
visitors and local doctors were enter-
tained on professional and technical
subjects.

The - paper of Dr. R. W. Bruce-
Smith on “The Relations of General
Hospitals to the Community’ was the
feature of the morning. Dr. Bruce-
Smith’s exhaustive researches ' and
study of the subject was an assurance
of an able and interesting paper, but
the strength of his arguments against
civic hospitals and against the pau-
perization of the public by free treat-
ment was more convineing than an-
ticipated.

Dr, H. C. MeNeil, of Toronto, read a
paper on another subject of mych local
interest. It. was “What is certified
milk, and how can we secure it for
our patients?”’ A milk commission to
deal with this problem of public health
was what he advocated as an essential
The
objects of this commission were to
preserve clinical standards of purity
for cows, and to have the periodical-in-
spection of dairies under its patronage,
and to provide chemical and biologi-
cal examinations of milk and dairy pro-
ducts. The commission would also
haye to make frequent scrutinies of
stock with the assistance of competent
veterinaries.

FOREIGN POLICY
MAY CAUSE SPLIT

Radicals, Who Are in Majority,
Demand Resignation of
Grand Vizier.

(Times Leased Wire.)

Constantinople, Aug, 24.—Civil war
again threatens Turkey as. the result
of. a split which has developed in the
ranks of Young Turks over thé gov-
ernment’s foreign policy and which
promises complete dlsintegratwn of‘the
party.

The Young Turks in the capitol, and
those closest in touch with the admin-
istration, favor conservatism in dealing
with other governments and oppose ag-
gression of any kind such a% would ‘in-
terfere with the country’'s intérna] de-
velopment. In the provinces and espe-
cially at ‘Salonica and Monastir; they
urge a determined stand- for national
honor and dignity, arguing that a for-
eign campaign should. not be feared,
but. that it would go far: to. unite all
elements in the country. ugainst inter-
ference of outsiders.

The quarrel began with the Cretan
crisis. . The provincial party contended
that the trouble should ‘have been met
by a prompt--declaration of hostilities
against Greece. The group at the
capital overruled them and having its
hands on the machinery of the govern-
ment ig still having its own way.

The conservatives are generally the
statesmen and politicians of riper ex-
perience than the radicals, but the lat-
ter are in the majority and probably
would win should the dispute ex’ld in
a clash of arms,

Grand Vizier Hilmi Pasha, -though
not a member of -the Young Turks
party, is'supported by the conservatives
and the radicals are demanding his
resignation. They voice a desire to
establish a purely Young Turkish gov-
ernment.

Why Bankers and Investors
Lok Askance at Provin-
cial Leases.

Vancouver, Aug. 24.—Before the for-
estry commission this morning, T, F.
Patterson continued his evidence o5&
yesterday and was closely examined by
the commission .as to the reasons for
any preference by bankers or investors
for Dominion licénses as comipared to
provincial licenses.

He told the commissioners that
the present capacity of the mills in the
province was twice what the market
open for shingles was and at least one-
third@ more tharn what the lumber mar-

et was.

J. S. Emerson, in a manuscript which
he . read to the commissioners, compared
asking timber speculators what should
be done with regard to their licenses
to asking foxes as to the disposition of
a flock of geese.

At this, China megekly yielded, and Ja-
pan instantly sent a courteous note to
Pekin, thanking the government there
for its prompt and satisfactory reply to
the Mikado's request.

No sympathy is felt here for the pre-

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AN INJUSTICE TO VICTORIA.

The province of British Columbia is
rapidly inereasing in population. The
increase in school population corres-
ponds with the general growth of pop-
ulation. In no part of the province is
the tendency more marked than in the

city of Victoria and on Vancouver

Island. The number of pupils seeking
admission to the High School of this
city is one of the marked features of
the beginning of the autumn term, The
situation thus created has forced upon
the city trustees the necessity for the
coni'tructlon of a new High School
building. That is a situation _Which
must be considered without loss of
time, It is purely a municipal problem,
and the clvic authorities must face it
and overcome it. ;

But there is another side to the story,
a side to which the Times has fre-
quently called attention. We refer, of
course, to the necessity of the institu-
tion of 2 Normal School in the city of
Viectoria. We have always held that
the capital of British Columbia, like
the capital of every other province of
the Dominion, should be the education-
al centre of the province. To ne other
province of the Dominion doges - this
propeosition apply so strongly and con-
clusively as to the province ‘of Brit-
ish Celumbia.. In no other city of tha
Dominjon are the conditions. so- over-
whelmingly fayorable to the selection
of the capital as the permanent edu-
catidnal centre. Unfortunately, the
political circumstances in British. Co-
lumbia have been permitted to over-
come ‘the physical and genera] circums
stances—and the Normal School is lo-
cated elsewhere, But we have neither)
desire nor reason to be unfair in this
matter,  and it is but just to admit that
there may -have been a colorable ex-
cuse for the action of the government
in departing from all precedent and lo-
cating the first provincial training
school for teachers in the most popu-
lous city of the province.

Our purpose now is to call the atten-
tion of the McBride government to the
urgent necessity for the establishment
of a Normal School wupon Vancouver
Island,” and of course in the cityg of
Vietoria, which is at once the capital
of the province and the educational
centre of the island, The arguments
which were used in favor of the loca-
tion of the first Normal School at Van-
couver apply with equal force to the
situation in the city of Victoria to-day.
If it wounld paw‘e been unjust to young
women and men residing on the main-
land desiring to qualify for the teach-
ing profession, and also a hardship to
their parents, to force them to take
their pedagogic traiping in Viotoria, it
is. quite as unjust to compel the hun-
dreds of students whose homes are in
Victoria and on the islang to stand the
expense of a year's attendance at the
Normal Schoo] in Vancouver, where the
cost -of living- is:-high and is steadily
increasing. !

We ask the Preniier, who is the rep-
resentative’ of Victoria in, & specigl
sense, to consider theseé fagts and let
the public know whether he thinks the
demands of his constituents are reason-
able’ or ‘unreasonable and ‘What he pur-
poses dofng about the establishment of
a Normal School here. ‘A promise to
lay ‘the matter before the:gavernment
and"to give it personally his most ser-
ioug”eonsideration ‘will not be satisfac-
tory.

PROVINCIAL POLITICAL
BLINGS,

RUM-

There are signs many of /an intention
on the part of the goverhment to dis-
solve. the provinclé.l legislature and
preeipitate 'a general election some
time durlng: the ~presgnt year. The
most significant indication of the inten-
tions of the Premier is a very feeble
attempt on the part of the government
organg to revive the ' Oriental bogey-
man. We are told  the " Grand Trunk
Pacific Raillway Company is petition~
ing or importuning the Dominion gov-
ernment to permit the importation of
Mongolian laborers under bond to work
on the Pacific division of the line. That
is not a nmew story. It is as old as the
second Canadian transcontinental rail-
way. It has been doing duty for the
McBride government ever since the day
when the present Attorney-General was
sworn in as a member of that admin-
istration. Indeed we helieve it ante-
dates the advent of that distinguished
legal light and unimpeachable adminis-
trator. Its history goes back to the
time when Mr, Bowser acted as legal
adviser of the Japanese contractor, M.
Gotoh, and undertook on behalf of his
client to have dellvered within the
confines of the province a considerable
number of Japanese laborers for the
Canld}nn Pacific Railway Company and
the Wellington Colliery Company. Tt
has also direct connection with the
passage through the legislature of a

torney-General which purported to ex-
_elude Orientals from the province, but
which 'actually declared to be legal the
immigration of the classes of persons it
professed to exclude. These facts
would naturally incline the mind of a
real opponent of Asiatic immigration
to be sceptical as to the sincerity of
any member of the McBride govern-
ment who professed to be concerned
| for the protection of white labor. Con-
sequently when an organ-of that gov-
ernment says there is & movementi on
foot to have Mongolians imported un-
der hond to work on the Grand Trunk
Pacific Railway, the natural cohclu-
sion is that there is no such scheme
brewing, but that a provincial general
election is impending and that the Mc-
Bride government is in search of a cry
which will strengthen its position in the

the Dominion government went over all
sections. of the western divisions of the
Grand Trunk Pacific Railway to inves-
tigate the conditions under which labor
was being employed on the road,

have a semi-official assurance that the
McBride government is going to con-
stitute itself a strong bulwark between
the white: workingmen of British Co-
lumbia find the Oriental menace, Such
an assurance may indicate that the
Attorney-General has severed his pro-
fessional relations with M. Goteh. But
it may.also be an indication that such
a connection is no longer profitable he-
cause owing to the agreement between
the Canadian government and the gov-
ernment of Japan immigration from
the latter country of the laboring
clagses has entirely ceased.

THE NAVAL PROGRAMME.

Canada will have a ‘navy of her
own presently, but hardly as quickly
as some gentlemen of the press would
fain “ have their ;-eaders' believe, The
foundations of the Canadian navy will
be laid in due time, But let us in the
meantime have patience. The - pro-
gramme of the ‘Imperijal Defence Com-
mittee has been agreed upon. The de-
talls of the programme have not yet
been made public, Such details will be
of supreme interest to Canadians and
to all the world, not, possibly, because
of the strength of the Canadian navy
in the first instance, but because of
the posasibilities of their ultimate de-
velopment, Earl Grey, our present
Governor-General, a gentleman who
has greater faith in the future of Can-
ada than most native Canadians, not
even excepting some of the members
of the Canadian government, foresees
the position this country will occupy
within the British Empire. And he is
understood to be thoroughly in accord
with the posi{ion of our delegates to
the defence conference—that the policy
for Canada to pursue is one looking
primarily to the defence of oud™ own
coasts in the event of war and finally
to the co-operation of all our forces,
naval -and. military,. with Imperial
forces in maintaining the integrity of
the Empire. " That_is the only policy
consistent with the autonomy of the
self-governing ‘dominions of the Bm-
pire. It is thé omly course for the Do
minion ‘of ‘Canada, which in the course
of half a century promises to be: the
most populous - ‘part of the Empire,
which must eventually"be the richest
and the most prosperous portion of the
Empire, to adopt. It provides for fu-
ture development. and guards . against
possible. jealousy and -frietiog, which
would be sure to follow the: &xpendi-
ture of the revenue of the pedple for
any ‘purpese over which the contribu-
tors had ng. control. " This-is a fea-
ture of the situation which, naturally,
military and naval men do not appre-
c¢iate-to the same extent as ministers
who have to reckon at intervals with
public - opinion, Yet it is a feature
which must be emphasized. It occurs to
us that probably the first evidence -of
the inauguratfon of the ' programme
tof naval defence will be seen in the
construction of dry-docks of adequate
eapacity at the various Imperial naval
stations,

CANADA’'S GREATEST YEAR.

The danger of a visitgtion from frost
is aver. Five hundred miles of freight
cars, it is said, will be necessary to
move the wheat crop alone of the
prairie provinces during the present
year, There are other crops second only
in value and volume to wheat, which
is the staple product of the three
northern provinces. But we are also re-
minded that the harvest of the North-
west is a small thing when compared
with the total harvest of the Dominion.
Nature has dealt bountifully and gen-
erously with the whole land from the
Atlantic to the Pacific. There has been
some slight damage from hail in cer-
tain districts, it is true, and the usual
blights have fallen in iselated and
limited areas in other parts; but on the
whole the yield will be above the aver-
age and the acreage reaped will be far
above the ordinary also, The net re-
sult will be busy times for everybody—
by far the most prosperous year in
Canada’s higtory., The whole country

will reap the benefits of the greatest

Still - it is ‘-eminently gratifying to

harvest on record. Business is feeling
the stynulug already. The improve-
ment, while as yet imperceptible in the
West, is marked by a steady increase
in the treasury receipts at Ottawa.
That is the surest indication of the up-
ward trend of business.

But Canada will reap an(_)ther harvest
than the harvest of the fields as a re-
sult of the splendid crops and the sym-
pathetic onward march in all branches
of business. It is estimated that the
immigrants who took up land in the
Northwest alone = during the year
brought into the country wealth of the
value of at least seventy millions of
dellars. Thousands upon thousands of
the friends of these new settlers have
been waiting eagerly for tidings of
their doings in the newland of prom-
ise. Had the crops been a failure, or
only a partial success, the tide of im-
migration would assuredly have been
stemmed for a year at least, But now
the good news of assured success and
remunerative prices will be spread
broadcast throughout the world. The
rush during the coming year will be
greater than ever before. The millions
of - dollars representing the value of
the ,products of the scil will be aug-
mented by millions more the new-
comers will bring in with them, This
means increased activity in British
Columbia as well as to the merchants
and manufacturers of the Eastern
provinces. The test of another year has
been successfully endured. Canada's
reputation as a land of plenty in all her
parts is firmly and finally established.

The Asquith government is going in
for root and branch refofms in -many
directions,- It will not be content with
providing old age pensions, insurance
against unemployment and shifting the
incidence of taxation -to. the - .should-
ers best constituted for bearing the
purden.

“Shop assistants are not to be em-
ployed more tHan sixty- hours a week,
nor after 8 p.rh. on more than three
evenings in the wegek.

There mugt bz a. weekly half-holi-
day, every shop to close not later
than 2 p.m, on cne day in the week.
Lqcal authorities (in London, the
county council) will have the ' power
to select early closing day.

“Shops, with the exception of public
houses, will: be closed on Sunday:

“In Jewish localities shops - will.. be
allowed to remain open till 2 p.m. on
Sunday if they have been closgd
from sunset on Friday till sunset om
Saturday.v §

“Street markets, where important and
customary, may be exempt,

“Hawkers and cheapjacks will be re-
stricted on the same lines as shop-
keepers.

““‘Special provisions will be made in
respect of holiday resorts and public
holidays. < p

one thousand.”

When the lady in question ' arrived
she was closely guestioned by the im-
migration authorities, who in a very
short time found that she was not
telling the truth. This lead was follow-
ed up, and it was soen found that her
papers were false. Finally she ocon-
fessed everything. There were at least
iwo good reasons for sending her hack
to Japan. One .was the fact that her
papers were fraudulently abtained,
and another that since she left Canada
she had married a Japanese citizen,
and by doigg so had lost her Canadian
citizenship if she ever obtained it, Any
Canadian marrying a person of another
nationality by that aet takes the na-
tionalitg of the person she marries.

ish Columbia, and particularly on Van-
¢oyver Island, and these inquiries had
become so insistent that he determin-
ed to come-and make an investigation.

As a consequence of the inspection
trip which he is undertaking on this
island, Mr. Gray hopes to be able to
arrange to send an almost unlimited
number of British settlers here to lo-
cate. These men are mainly of the
clags who have some means, and will-
ing to undergp the hardshipsg attendant
upon commerncing life in a new coun-
iry providing the land which was of-
fered them was reasonable in price and
in an attractive locality. ;

By inducing such men to come here
Mr. Gray was of the opinion that the
problem of land clearing on/Vancouver
Island would be.in a fair way of being
solved. The labor problem had up to
the present been the -stumbling block,
preventing the C. P, R. from earlier
opening up the land for settlement, but
in a conference which he had had with
Mr. R. Marpole, general executive as-
gistant of the C. P. R., they had agreed
upon a large plan for the  bringing
here of settlers in large numbres.

The company some months ago had,+
in order to feel their way 'in the matter
go to speak, sent .a number of settlers,
to Cowichan district, and -the reports
they had received from them were of

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FOUR OVERCOME
« BY GASOLINE FUMES

Have Narrow Eécape From
Death in the Cabhin of
Launch.

Anacortes, Wash., Aug. 26.—James
Hamilton, a mill owner of this place,
and his two sons with a boy named
Latshaw, are recovering from the ef-
fects of being overcome by the gaso-
line fumes on a launch they were using
to tow logs .Tuesday night.

This lad ‘noticel that the boat was off
its course and entering thé cabin he
found Hamilton, his two sons and the
Latshaw boy lying unconscious, He
dragged one after the other to the deck
and worked over them until conscious-
ness was restored, two hours being re-
quired to bring the father back to life
again.

LORNE RETURNS
WITH NEW BOILER

P

Powerful Tug Has Speed In-
creased and Fitted With
Modern Conveniences.

After an absence of three months,
during which time she has been thor-
vaghly overhauled, the tug Lorne is
once more in port ready to do service
for the merchant marine that enter Vic-
toria or Vancouver harbors.

The main feature of the improve-

ments in the vessel is the new Scotch
marine boiler which was installed by
the Commercial Boiler Works of Se-
attle, which' gives the tug one-third
more heating surface than the 4wo old
boilers combined, and which has in-
creased her speed by nearly two knots.
The house and galley have also been
renovated, and everything modern in-
stalled. Electric }ight has replacéd the
ancient system formerly used and has
made possible a powerful searchlight,
which will be found an invaluable aid
on dark nights. The Lorne made the
trip  from Seattle in six hours, which
is,atleast 1%. knots better than’ shg
has ever done before, ‘
One. of the most. important features
of the alterations is the gain in the
matter of bunker space. The tug can
now carry forty tons more coal than
she was able to take formerly, nearly
350 tons being the amount which she
can carry at one time now. This en-
ables her to remain out nearly, three
days longer than formerly without go-
ing to a coaling port,

It was a rather curious coincidence
that the new boiler should have been
put in the Lorne by the same men who
helped to instal the first two boilers
at the time she was built. Fox & Jen-
kins, the proprietors of the Commer-
cial Boiler Works, are Victoria men,
who worked on the first boilers when
the Lorne was built by Robert Duns-
muir & Sons near the outer dock.

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JUDGE SCORES \
SOUNTY OFFICIALS

Rebukes Them for . Declaring
-~ They Cannot Care for Fed-
eral Prisoners.

Seattle, Wash., Aug. 26.—Judge Han-
ford, of the United States district
court, has handed down a scathing de-
cision in which he repuked the King

'l county commissioners for announcing

their inability to care for federal pri;
soners, saying in part:

“If this county cannot care for United
States prisoners, then this is not a fit
place for the United- States court to
try cases. The marshal will make ar-
rangements to have the prisoners
transferred to some other county and
the court ‘will héar the cases where the
prisoners are cared for,

“These officials by their petition, pro-
claim to the world their incompetence.”

Judge Hanford referred to the fact
that this county has asked various fa-
vors from -the 'United States govern-
alent and said that he did not see how
the senators and representatives could
continue to ask consideration from the
government after what he termed ‘‘this
act of hostility toward ° the TUnited
Siates.”

“It is absurd,” declared the judge,
“for a county which has conducted a
great world’s fair to say that it cannot
take care of the federal-prisoners.”

The' judge explained that the govern-
ment pays for the keeping of such pri-
soners and that it is customdry in
every county where a United States
court sits. The case arose through the
contention of the county commission-
ers that they were unable to provide
for federal prisoners, asking that they
be removed, Judge Hanford ordered
that they be kept in the local jail until
the marshals arrange to remove them,
and said if they were turned out in the
meantime, the county officials would
be prosecuted as having caused a de-
livery.

on the Whole

One of the Finest Structures

Pacifie Coast.

On the west coast of Vancouver Isl-
and, half way between Victoria and
Cape Scott, is ‘situated one of the most
prominent projections on the coast.
Mariner’s charts describe it as Estevan
Point, or “The-Hole-in-the-Wall.”” The
latter name originated from the fact
of this being the only “break’” or hole
in the 200 foot wall of trees skirting
the waterfront of the peninsula. For

nearly two years there has been a wire-
less station. in operation at this point,
which has been a great convenience
to vessels plying to and from Alaska

landing place over a tramway two and
a half miles long.

The tower is 9f concrete, reinforced
by thick steel rods every few feet. From
the fact that the foundations, eight
feet ' down to bedrock, contains - 230
vards of concrete, with 80 solid upright
rods supporting, .and eight four-foot
buttresses surrounding the tower, a
look of solidity is given to the struc-
ture. The massive wall of concrete
with embedded rods, is now complete
up to the first floor (27 feet), scaffold-
ing fifty feet higher, and at present

{BOWLING GREEN AT

BEACON HILL PARK

Hon. J. S. Helmcken Protests
to City Council Against
Privileges Granted.

‘The following - lettér was received
from Hon. J. 8. Helmcken at Monday
evening’s meeting of the city council.
It was laid on the table without dis-
cussion, the mayor merely remarking
that the general public had never been
debarred from going to that portion, of
the park to which the writer had al-
luded:

The following resolution was passed
by the board of parks commissioners
on October 19th, 1908. It need hardly
be said that the resolution was ultra
vires of the board of parks commission~-
ers and the trustees likewise:

“That permission be granted to
Messrs, Young, Oliphant et al., to cre-
ate a bowling green on Beacon Hill
park, on the understanding that such
permission shall not interfere with the
use of that portion .of the park used
by the Albion Cricket Club, known as
the Albion Crick Club. grounds, and
further on the understanding that it
shall confer no exclusive’privileges and
that it is granted subject to the plea-
sure of the public parks board.”

The ‘“resolution” simply gives to
Messrs. Oliphant et al., the applicants
and promo?rs, permisgion to create a
bowling gréen on a specified portion of
Beacon Hill public park, and there the
matter ends as far as the promoters,
the Beacon Hill park bowling green,
are concerned, they having finished
their work. But neo! The creators
without any publicly kncwn définite
agrecment arrogantly take possession
and issue orders, as though it were
their own property! “This matter de-
serves and demands the scrutiny of
your honorable body, it being a very
important one. On whosé or what au-
thority do they do these things?

The undersignéd respectfully begs to
inform your honorable body that the
Beacon Hill Park Bowling Gréen Asso-
ciation, ‘alias Messrs, Oliphant, Young,
et al.,, the promoters, have created a
bowling gréen and club house on ‘“that
portion of Beacon Hill public park
known as the ‘“‘crickét ground,” which
by resolution of October 18th, they were
forbidden to do. By so doing they have
destroyed their permission and the re-
sults thereof. (The permission itself
indeed was out of the power of the
parks board to give.)

The bowling green and house, there-
fore, belongs, as it has always belong-
ed, to .the trustees of the park, “in
trust.’” - The public are the park and
the park the public, both combined in
the trustees, the guardians thereof for
its preservation for specified purposes,
viz: their recreation and enjoyment.

Further, the bowling. green and house
have been fenced’ on two sides by wire
netting and posts (which seems to have
been used for another purpose in the
park) save one panel. a strong longti-
tudinal wire being substituted for this.
A third side, by a° diteh, (originally
made by. the Victoria Cricket .Club)
and the almost Impenetrable bush
growing along it on the fourth side by
the club house, a rough board fence
and bush, the whole giving the appear-
ance of the cultivated grounds. inside
being a private domain into which only
those invited (members) should enter,
and thus assuming pseudo. proprietor-
ship or possessory rights.

There Is very great and immediate
danger that the company will by cun-
ning attempt to acquire, not a title to
the land, the charter preventing this,
but a perpetual lease of the portion of
the park occupied by the bowling green
and house. Just think of it,

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CHANGES MADE
IN NAVY LEAGUE

EXPANSION AIMED
AT BY THE BODY

Women’s Sections to Be In-
cluded in Work—0ther
Alterations.

At a recent extraordinary meeting
the Navy League .in London the
question of important changes in the
constitution came up. Robert A.
erburgh, the president, oceupied the
ir and in a speech introducing the
motion relative to the changes qutlined
to a considerable extent the character
f them. He said: 5
Ladies and gentlemen, I rise to move
that the report of the organization com-
mittee be received. As it has been cir-
culated among the members, I do net
think it will be unecessary for me to
enter inte any detailed explanation of
the proposals made M the report. I

will, therefore, content byself with |

drawing attention to its leading fea-
tures, and explaining the
that actuated the committee in arriving
at the conclusions whick the report
embodies. But may I before dealing

with the matter in hand, take this op~ |

portunity of emphasizing the views
expressed in the report as to the obdi-
gation under which the Navy League
rest to the members of its executive
committees for the wunselfish and de-
voted services which they have sa un~
crudgingly rendered at much saerifice
of time and comvenience in past years?
(Cheers.) It iz their work, as the re-
port states, and their work alone, which
has well and truly laid the foundation
upon which it is possiblé to rear an
adequate and durable structure, which
shall rival in extent and inffuence the

body to which German naval expansion |

owes so mucl, the German Navy
lLeague, whick, F believe at the pre-
sent moment numbers one million pay~
ing members, and has amn income of
some £50,000 a year. The three main
principles whick appeared to the com-
mittee, after lengthy consideration, to
be their safest guide in framing the
scheme of organization were the prin-
ciples, if I may eoin a word, of de-
mocratization, representation, and de-
centralization. The committee felt
that the invidious monetary distinction
between members and asseciates should
be swept away, and that a subscription
of one shilling' per annum should en-
title the subscriber to the full privileges
of membership. It is heopeéd by this
means that, in the future the league
will Be largely recruited fromy the ranks
of those in whose hands—that is, the
lower: middle class and the werking
clags—in whose hands lie, i the last
resort, the respomsibility for the safety
of the Empire. (Cheers.) As the cér-
ollary of the prineiple of democratiza-
tion we find the prineiple of representa-
tion. The commitiee felt that, altheugh
the ordinary member of the leaguwe is
entitled to attend and vete at any

meeting of the league, the expense and |

the inconvenience entailed i his doing
so are a complete bar to his utilizing
the privileges: e possessed, and they
have, therefore, decided that they
would recommend a system of repre-
sentation of every individual member
on the grand counmcil by means of dele-
gates from each provincial eeuncil, who

would themselves be. elected by the |

representatives eof the  particular
branches and sub-branches sitting on
the council.

Now to take the question of decen-
fralization; upon this matter the com-
mittee had the advantage of cbtalming
the opinion and utilizing the experi-
ence of other bodies whose work is eof
a similar character to that of the Navy
League. Fhe evidence which they re-
ceived ceonvinced them that the inter-
ests of the league would be best served
by adopting an organization based -om
local sentiment—(cheers)—which would
enable themt to wutilizé the county . feel-
ing that, even in these déays; remains
a strong factor im our natiomal FHfe.
(Hear, hear.} That an organizatios
which leaves local sentimient cut of ace
count rests on & very "insecure basis
is, the committee considéred, amply
evidenced by the very small number of
branchés which have been formed up
to the present time. Upeon this point it
will no doubt have been remarked by
those who have redd the report that
no mention ¢ made in it of the colonial
branches. They will, of ecourse, ceme
under the general principle laig down,
and will be entitled to reépresemtation
on the grand council.

FOR MACKENZIES

PURI, OF CALCUTTA,
MAY BE PURCHASED

Capt. Mackenzie Says There |s
No Idea of Opposition
to C. P. R,

It is altogether probable that the
Mackenzie Steamship Company will
have a daily steamer on the run be-
iween Vancouver and Seattle. This
vessel is likely to be the Puri of Cal-
cutta, a twin screw steel steamer that
can make 18 knots, and with a guar-
anteed speed of 17% knots, She is a
fine steamer, and will be a fitting com-~
panion steamer to the Repert City,
which the company already run on
that route in conjunction with the run
to the north,

Captain S. F. Mackenzie was seen
Wednesday in regard to .the report,
and he would neither deny nor confirm
it. He acknowledged. however; that ne-
gotiations were in progress for the pur-
chase of the steamer. He denied em-
phatically that there was any idea of
opposition to the C. P. R. “If we buy
the Puri,” said the captain, “it will be
simply with the idea of making con-
nections which have been found neces-
sary. We run our business in our own
way, and have no hostility to the C.
P. R. They do their business and we
do ours, and there is no idea of oppo-
sition or hostility. I wish you would
state that very emphatically. The Puri
is a fine steamer and is guaranteed to
make 17% knots.”

“We have had a splendid year in the
shipping business so far,” continued
the captain. “The Rupert City has not
missed a run since she started at the
beginning of the year, and has proved
herself to be an excellent craft. We
have not touched the tourist trade at
all. Our business has been purely of a
commercial character, and that is the
business we like. It is more steady
than- the other.”

The Puri was built 14 years ago by
Gourlay Bros. & Co., of Dundee, for
the India General Railway & Naviga-
tion Company, of Calcutta, to run in
connection with the Indian railroads.
She has a registered tonnage of 936
tons. < With triple expansion engines
she can develop 296 nominal horse
power, ‘The vessel is 260 feet long, 34
feet beam and 15.3 feet deep.

Prominent Citizen of Auckland
Thinks ‘Union Company
Should Have Business.

Auckland, N, Z, Aug. 24.—Mr. W,
Reece, a member of the Christchurch
tramway board, who recently returned
home from a trip to Canada, made a
few remarks to an interviewer on the
subject of the Vancouver service.

President Taft Turns Matter
Over to Attorney-Gerieral
Wickersham.

‘Washington, D. C., Aug, 24.—That the
federal forestry service is bitterly op-
posed to the policy of Secretary of the
Interior Ballinger in pushing toward a
settlement the so-called Alaska coal
lands cases, involving worth nearly a
billion dollars, developed yesterday, fol-
lowing an announcement that President
Taft had turned the matter over to
Attorney-General Wickersham for de-
cision.

BREAKS ANKLE TO SAVE LIFE.

Foot Becomes Wedged in
Switch Frog as Train Bears
Down Upon Him.

San Francisco, Cal,;, Aug. 25.—His
foot caught in a switch frog and a
train bearing down upon him, Jos. De
Santo, a resident of Oceanview, saved
himself from death by deliberately
breaking his-ankle.

De Santo was crossing the  tracks
near. Fourth and Townsend streets
when he stepped on the frog and his
shoe caught between the two rails. He
tried to pull himself loose, but his foot
was tightly wedged: A moment later
the warning shriek of a locomotive
whistle told him of the rapid approach
of a train. The engine was nearly
upon- him when the man gave a des-
perate wrench, which broke his ankle
and at the same time extricated his
foot from the frog. A moment later
the . train rolled over the spot where
the man’s foot had held him prisoner.
He waslater ‘found ‘and taken to the
emergency hospital for treatment.

| GERMAN CRUELTY

TO THE CHINESE

Intolerable State of Affairs Said
to Exist i
- Samoa.

Auckland, N. Z,, Aug 4—Complaints
have been made from time to time
during the past few months alleging
cruelty against the German planters
towards the Chinese coolies in Samoa.
Two commissioners recently, at differ-
ent periods, visited the island for the
purpose of investigating the charges
which had been made against the
planters, of their representatives, and
it was stated by the commissioners on
their return to Sydney, on their way
home, that the reports were substanti-
ally correct,

A letter was received a few days ago
by Mr. Tong Chai Chih (editor of the
“Tung Wah Times,” a Sydney paper),
pointing out that the cruel treatment
was still practised by the plantation in-
spectors or superintendents. Without
the least provocation these officials,
the leter stated, cuffed and kicked the
coolies in the most brutal way.. The
unfortunate Chinese laborers find
their burden greater than they can
bear, and in one case the barbarity
was resented. A eoolie armed himself
with a knife, and inflicted a slight flesh
wound on an inspector’s leg. The Chi-
nese was promptly arrested, tried, con-
‘victed an June 26th, and sentenced to
death. The whole Chinese community
in the island is in a state of ferment
at the drastic nature of the punish-
ment for what is regarded as a com-
paratively 'trifling offence. Steps have
been taken in the direction of having
a new trial, and a move is being made
in the meantime to stay the carrying
out of the sentence,

A petition has been forwarded to Mr.
Liang Lan Hsun, the Chinese consul-
general for Australia, requesting him
to communicate with the viceroy of
Canton, asking for protection for the
Chinese in Samoa, and also intimtaing
that they should have consular repre-
sentation,

There are upwards of 1,000 Chinese
coolies in the island, who have enter-
ed into contract with the ' planters,
One of the conditions of the contract
is that the men should-be well fed, and
kindly treated. In addition to cruelty,
it is alleged against the planters that
the .coolies’ letters are opened, and
many personal rights estreated,

HILL GAINS VICTORY
OVER HARRIMAN

Secures Year’s Start in Rail-
way Race Through Cen-
tral Oregon.

Portland, Ore., Aug. 25.—James J.
Hill, “Empire Builder,” gained a vic-
tory yesterday over E, H. Harriman,
the railway king, in the fight between
the Hill and Harriman interests for
control of the right of way in Des-
chutes canyon, the key to mastery of
central Oregom, the California valleys
and an assured outlet at San Franeisco
for an inland coast line,

Hiss was given at least a year’s start
over. his powerful rival by a decision
of Justice Robert S. Bean, of the Unit-
ed States court, in which the Harri-
man interests were temporarily en-
joined from occupancy of disputed
right of way in the canyon,

The decision is a victory for the Ore-
gon: trunk :railroad. company, or Hill
interests, and recognized every right
contended for by Carey & Kerr, Hill's
attorneys.

W. W. Yotton, chief counsel for
Harriman in the northwest, in spite of
protests from Judge Carey, demanded
an injunction against the Oregon Trunk
Railroad' Company to prevent the Hill
men from occupying other than a 200-
foot strip to which their absolute title
was recognized by the court,

The temporary injunction granted in

| favor by the Oregon Trunk by Judge

Bean will have in its provisions de-
cisive influence on every other phase
of litigation pending, or yet to
be brought between the rival rail-
road companies.

When Mr, Cotton appears to plead
for a second injunction in accord-
ance with his demands of this morning
there will be certain matters relating
to the organization 'of the Oregon that
he will not - be allowed to mention.
These are:

The Oregon Trunk railroad is a Ne-
vada corporation and as such has no
right to construct in Oregon having
been vested with no such right in Ne-
vada,

That the survey of the line delineat-
ed on the Oregbén Trunk’s map is not
in compliance 'with the provisions of
the Incorporating act of 1875, and the
secretary of the interior had, for that
reason, no power or authority to ap-
prove the map,

These were the contentions of the
Harriman interests in litigating against
the issuance of the temporary restrain-
ing order prayed for by the Oregon
Trunk. But Judge Bean ruled that
these contentions were not revelant,
saying:

‘“The’ defendant is not in a position
to raise any of the questions. It had
no titlevor interest in the property at
the time the map was approved which
was affected thereby. It was a stranger
to thegproceedings and the title, The
secretary of the interior had jurisdic-
tion and authority to dispose of pub-
lic domain and his  approval of the
plaintiff's map was equivalent to the
issuance of a patent to the land and
cannat be challenged by one who is not
in privity with. the government, or
who had not acquired a right to be
preferred in the acquisition of the land
before such approval.”

Some inquiry should be held, he
thought.

minster bridge-on June 19th, involving
the loss of two lives, was raised by g
steam derrick near Monk’s whs.rf yes-
terday morning.

The incident held the. éttentlon of
hundreds - of speetators, who lined
Front street during the proceedings,
The cable which broke. on ‘Baturday
had been replaced, and the wrecking
crew eased the engine away from the
rock which had previously held 'it.

After two months in .the water the
engine plates were very rusty, but the
wheels, all except ~the begey truck
were still attached.  The engine. will
be placed on-the rails and hauled to
‘the repairing. shops. Nothing has yet
been seen of the tender,

The negotiations and efforts made in
connection with this aecident. have
cost the company at least $4,000. The
Jocomotive and tender when they fell
into the river were valued -at about
$14,000, The lossg from two. months’
jmmersion in the river is much less
than would be expected from its ap-
pearance at the present time,
Assistant Superlntendont Devery and
the other officials, as wel las Diyer
Cook, are well satisfied with the issue
‘of th¥ir prolonzed dabors.

congress.

Congressman Brachfeld, of Pennsyl-
vania, said:

‘“We are a positive joke among the
nations of the world in maritime mat-
ters. My suggestion is to ‘add $8,000,000
or $9,000,000 to the expenses of running
the government for the purpose of en-
couraging cominerce by ' subsidizing
merchant lines between our ports and
those of South America and the Ori-
ent.”

Congressman Rxchard Bartholdt, of
Missouri, -stated that he favored dis-
criminatien in favor of the American
ships -and his colleague, Congressman
Elvins averred that he would vote for
the ship subsidy bill at the first oppor-
tunity,

A number of other congressmen said
they favored the passage of the bill,
and only a small number expressed

subsidy scheme to build up America’s
depleted shipping industry.

Monday evening’s meeting of the City
Council the purchasing agent and the
water commissioner submitted a report
on the tenders recently received for
gate valves and castiron pipe. In view
of the attractive offer of .J. H. B.
Rickaby of what is known as Mannes-
man weldless stee] tubes, a committee
consisting  of the Mayor, Aldermen
Turner and Stewart- will pass on the
merits %f this particular.tender.

The tender for valves will he award-
ed to A, J. Forsyth & Co., of Vancou-
ver, at $2,759,50.

The lowest tender for castiren pipe
was that of R. Angus at $48;969, and
for pig lead, Robertson, Godson & Co.,
at 3.45 per pound.

Mr. Rickaby’s tender for the same
quantity of castiron pipe was $9,394
less than Mr. Angus’, while the weight
of the tubes is 483 tons, compared with
1,346 tons of the castiron pipe. Should
the steel pipe be used only one-half
the quantity of lead will be required.

Ald, Stewart said he was Iinformed
that by waiting a little time Mr,
Rickaby would be in a position to save
the city a considerable sum of money.

NO EXTENSION OF.
SOCKEYE SEASON

Why Department Ijefused to
Grant Request.of Can-
nerymen,

(Special to the Times.)

Ottawa, Aug. 24,—The fisheries de-
partment has given out the following
statement in explanation of its- re-
fusal to ext&nd the season:

Every fourth year-occurs what is
known as a ‘“big run,” the intervening
years proving very much less produc-
tive, Hence, on the advent of the “big”
run extensive preparations are made
by canners and -fishermen- for a-large
pack and consequenf rich harvest. The
season for sockeye salmdn, which is
the choice fish for  canning purposes,
closes' on August:26th, and, so far as
can be gathered, the cate¢h of British
Columbia 'fishermen has not" reached
expectations, although the TUnited
States catch in Puget Sound traps has
been very large,” Urgent ‘representa-
tions were made to ‘the department of
marine ‘and ‘fisheries by the British
Columbia, Canners’ Association that,
owing to the run being twe weeks late
this season, the pack Wwas smaller
than had’ been anticipated, The otan-
ners were practically unanimous in re-
questing an extension of ‘the sackeye
fishing season, to and inchusive of Sep-
tember 3rd. It was likewise represent-
ed by the association that fishermen
had fared very poorly and had not se-
cured enough .to pay . for their nets,

On the other hand, one of the import~
ant canning firms opposed the request
for the extension decided' upon at a
meeting of ‘canners, -on the grounds

Fthat it was not consistent and that It

would be practically valueless as the
run of first class sockeye was practi-
cally over, also that it would endanger
the reputation of the pack: by utilizing
inferior fish, while it would jeopar-
dize the “big” run four years hence;
by not permitting a sufficient number
of fish to reach the spawning grounds,
and at the same time might injerious-
ly influence Canadas position in urging
protection measures on . .the United
States authorities for the consenatmn
of the fisheries.

There was a request also from the
president and secretary of - the British
Columbia Fisheries’ TUnlon of New
Westminster . that there -be no exten-
sion - granted in sockeye fishing this
year,

In view of the diversity.of opinion,
involving the objections raised, and
having due regard to the policy of the
department, it was considered inexpedi-
ent to grant the extension asked for.

'COUNCIL AUTHORIZES

MORE IMPROVEMENTS

Great Quantity of Street Work
in Order to Keep Pace With
Growth of City.

While a tremendous quantity of local
improvement work has begn done by
the corporation this summer—an
amount, in fact greatly in excess of

any previous year in the history of the

city—a vast quantity yet remains to
be dattended to, so rapidly is the city
expanding in every direction. Just as
long as- the good weather continues
civic workmen will be busy in fuill
force to carry out the great amount of

‘new work ordered, and throughout the

winter months, whenever climatic con-
‘ditions may permit the same energy
will be. shown in an effort to keep pace
with the growth and requirements of
‘Victoria,

Many new undertakings to be under
the charge of the ‘city engineer’'s de-
partment were authorized at Mon-
day’s meeting of the council. A by-law
‘will be immediately prepared recom-
mending work as follows:

To grade and rock surface Catherine
street from Esquimalt road southerly
to the harbor and permanent side-
walks on both sides of same; to grade
and rock surface Pembroke street, be-
tween Fernwood road and Pandora
avenue to its full width, and to the
proper grade between Houghton street
and Shakespear street; to grade and
rock surface Pandora avenue from its
intersection with Pembroke street to
Mount Tolmié road, and construct per~
manent sidewalks on both sides-of said
portions of Pembroke street and Pan-
dora, avenue, except where sidewalks
are already constructed on Pembroke
street; permanent sidewalk on the west
side of Vancouver street from Pandora
avenue tp Humboldt street; to grade,
rock shirface.and drain Rockland ave-
nue from’'Vancouver street to Moss
street and construct a permanent side-
walk ‘oh the morgh side from Iinden

avenue to Moss street, and boulevards §

on both sides from Cook sireet to Moss
street, with .curbs and gutters; to
grade, rock surface and drain Pender-
gast street from Vaneouver street to
Cook street and construct permanent
sidewalks on both-sideés; to grade, drain
and .rock surface Harbinger avenue
from Richardsen -street to Fairfield
road and construct permanent side-
walks on both sides,

Notice will be_given by advertise-
ment of the intention to proceed with
the foHowing public works:

To grade, drain.and rock surface
Grant street between Stanley and Bel-
mont avenues, and contruct permanent
sidewalks on hoth sides of the same,
thé owners to pay four-fifths of the
cost; permanent sidewalks on  -both
sides of St. Lawrence  street beiween
Erie and Niagara street, and to grade
and rock surface the readway, the
owners to pay four-fifths of the cost;
permanent sidewalks on beth sides of
Rose  street between Hillside avenue
and King’s. .road; on both sides of
Blanchard street between Hillgide ave-
nue and Bay street and en both, sides
of Work street between Hillside ave-
nue and Bay street, the owners to pay
four-fifths of the cost in each case.

General Reyes.

Laredo, Tex., Aug. 24—From a Tre-
liable sources in Monterey it is dented
that there has been any concentrated
movement of federal troops looking to
the arrest of General Bernardo Reyes,
governor of Nuevo Leon.

VERNON DISASTER.

Sendational Statements -Made at In-
quiry Into Recent. Fire,

Vernon Aug. 25.—Evidence at the
coroner’s inquest tends to show that
others than Alexander Smith were im-
plicated in the crime of setting fire to
the Okanagan hotel, Before he disap-
peared, Smith wrote a letter to a
friend , in Chilliwack  saying that his
body would be found_in a swamp at
Swan Lake. He borrfowed a pistol
from a friend before leaving, and told
him that he was not guilty, but that
he knew who had set fire to the hotel.
He said it was a man worth ferty-five
thousand dollars, and that he would
never divulge his name; he would take
the rope first. The country is being
scoured .for Smith, as it is'not thought
that  he committed suicide, it being
known that he took a pair of blankets.
with him; and that he told the boy who
gave him the 'gun that he intended to
steal a horse and get across the line.

A gensational 'stafement was made
at the inquest by A, Sigalet, one of the
hotel proprietors, who hinted that he
suspected his' partner, Albers, of being
guilty of the crime.’ He 'said ' that
shortly- after they started business Al-
bers said to him that if things did not
turn. out satisfactory, all they had to
do was to fouch a match to the build-
ing. Albers did not stop in the hotel,
and-did not go-to bed the 'night .of the
fire, sleeping with his pants and: boots
on,.on. the lounge .in"his. house. He
explained this by saying he was suffer-
mg from:dfarrhoea,

Tt ' transpired at- the- inquest that
there was only one fire escape on the
building and no‘ropes in the bedrooms,
as required by law. -

The proprietors testiﬁed that the
building had never been inspected for
fire escapes. As the ﬁre brigade here
is a volunteer orga.nize.tion, the act
places the duty of Jooking after the
enforcement of the fire escape law up-
on the city police:

The reason that the jury adjourned
was that they haped that Smith would
be secured during the week, and might
be induced to turn King’s evidence.

JAPAN’'S TAXATION.

Adachi Kinnosuke, writing in the
World’'s ‘Work, says that in 1907, largely
as a result of the war with Russia, Japan
found itself under an enormous financial
burden. Japan, he says, is more careful
than many nations to place the burden
on those of her sons who are ablle to bear
it.with greatest ease. Hence her-ingeni-
ously graded. system of income taxation.
Prior to the war, the people whose income
amounted to or exceeded $50,000 per annum
paid 56 per cent. of it to the government.
It was raised to -about sixty-eight per
cent. -through a special taxation law at
the time of the war. Let us pause.long
enough ‘to explain  (lest this might pass
the understanding of our good Occidental
friends .to whom private property speaks
sometimes more eloquently than the
claims of state) that people in Japan
with $560,000 & vear or more, are asked to
hand over to the government $34,000 of it.
Wonderful, is it not? More wonderful
still—they say ‘nothing about it.

Of course, it is graded down so that a
man of a yearly income of $500 pays about
seventeen per cent. F¥From this it may be
easy to see the reason why we manufac-
ture very few millionaires. On an aver-
age, the people of Japan pay about thirty
per cent. of their net.income in taxation
in one form or another—a taxation ‘which
would create a revolution in Eurepe or
America within twenty-four hours. And
it is under such financial strain that
since the Russian war Japan has increas-
ed her army about three times and her
navy—in efficiency, if not.in number of
ships—more  than three times.
