London, Aug. 26.—According to pri­
vate advices reaching here to-day from 
Mellila, there has been a large loss of 
life among the Spanish tropps from 
disease, and it is estimated that out of 
the army of 38,000 men which General 
Marina had in his command barely 
three-fourths of them are now alive.

Since the recent reverses the troops 
have hugged the fortifications.

lum in Alaska.

For several years many Nome ves­
sels have been doing a lucrative busi­
ness on the Siberian coast, trading 
with natives for whale bone, ivory and 
furs. These all made their home port 
at Nome, shipping their product to Se­
attle.

The restriction of the Russian edict 
applies to all small traders of what­
ever nationality, except Russian, and 
covers the most valuable territory 
heretofore sought by whalers and 
traders of the Pacific.

ATTORNEY FOUND DEAD. Bellingham, Wash., Aug. 26.—A short 

time before Marshal Byron Kingsley, 
Of Blaine, arrived at his home to place 
him under arrest for participating in 
the, raids on the fish traps near the in­
ter-national boundary line last week, 
John Elder dropped dead of heart 
failure.

Recent developments 
tend to rob the story of some of its 
romance, and there is a faint suspic­
ion in the minds of the authorities that 
the wpitchmen on the traps were really 
the ones - who engineered the big steal 
and then gave out the story of the 
coming of the strangers in the dark in 
order to divert suspicion from them­
selves.

Kingsley left Blaine, yesterday morn­
ing bearing two warrants, one for the 
arrest of Jofin Elder and the other for 
Elmer Raymond Moon. The latter is 
a youth just about 19 years of age. He, 
too, was a watchman on one of the 
traps. Moon was caught by the mar­
shal without any adventure, and will­
ingly submitted to arrest and is being 
brought to this city.

He said that he would possibly 
send a man to Vancouver this week to 
make an effort to locate him.

Two More Men Die of Injuries 
Sustained in Fight With 

Troops.

-(Times Leased Wire.)
Spokane, Wash., Aug. 24.—In addi­

tion to the terrible havoc wrought by 
vast forest fires in the Idaho Pan­
handle, flames were directly respon­
sible for the loss of one life on Sunday. 
Arthur Harris, fighting the fire, was 
struck by a falling tree enveloped in: 
flames, and was so badly injured that 
he died yesterday. The injured man 
was carried twelve miles oh a stretch­
er and taken to Spirit Lake, where he 
died soon after.

At Priest Lake the flames are still 
raging to-day. Three square miles of 
timber have already been burned over 
and the fire is now beyond the con­
trol of the foresters who are working 
day and night. Scores of Idaho ranch 
houses are in danger.

A private dispatch to a member of 
the Times staff from Toronto, a few 
days ago, conveyed the information 
that the Ottawa Journal of that day 
contained a story that the Ottawa gov­
ernment had declined to sanction the 
proposed reduction of rates on the Pa­
cific cable as approved at the recent 
Imperial Press Conference.

As is well known, there are four 
owners of the Pacific cable, the .Imper­
ial government, the governments of 
Canada, of Australia and of New Zea­
land. When the board in London was 
approached at the recent conference 
and asked to reduce the press rates, 
the manager, Mr. Baxendale, at once 
agreed to do so, reducing the cost per 
word from London to the Antipodes 
via Canada to nine pence instead of a 
shilling, as formerly.

Mr. Asquith and Mr. Buxton, who 
afterwards seen by the commit­

tee, stated they had approved Mr. 
Baxendale's action, and it was presum­
ed the matter was settled, no opposition 
being anticipated from the colonial ad­
ministrations.

The younger Newman was 
elected to succeed his father, winning 
out of five other candidates for the 
office.

Interstate Commerce Commis­

Glace Bay, N. S., Aug. 24.—The 
seventh week of the strike ended yes­
terday with the situation apparently 
unchanged.

While the 
other collieries are all doing fairly 
well, present indications point to a 
very substantial increase in the pro­
duction from the collieries during the 
present week and the following days 
to the close of the month.

A number of new men have gone to 
wmrk at No. 2 colliery, and before this 
week is out the tonnage hoisted from 
the big shaft will probably reach the 
1,600 or 1,700 ton mark.

The company is now preparing to 
re-open collieries Nos. 5 and 9. A large 
number of men came in on Friday, 
Saturday, Sunday and yesterday from 
Newfoundland, Inverness, Grand 'Nar­
rows, Pictou County and from Mont­
real. About 76 per cent, of these men 
are practical miners, and most of them 
have at some previous time been em­
ployees of the Dominion Coal Com­
pany.

Two Hundred and Forty attend 
Medical Association 

Convention

Dentists From All Parts of the 
World Gather at 

Berlin.

Winnipeg, Aug. 24.—Two hundred 
and forty members of the medical pro­
fession of Canada, the United States 
and England, including some of the 
most eminent surgeons and physicians 
of the countries, registered in the 
University office yesterday morning at 
the opening of the Winnipeg meeting 
of the Canadian Medical Association.

A portion of the forenoon, was spent 
in exchanging greetings and welcomes, 
but at 10 o’clock the addresses com­
menced, and the business of the con­
vention was started in earnest. In 
all the six special sessions, with the 
exception of pathology, papers were 
read, and until well past the noon hour 
visitors and local doctors were enter­
tained on professional and technical 
subjects.

The paper of Dr. R. W. Bruce- 
Smith on "The Relations of General 
Hospitals to the Community" was the 
feature of the morning. Dr. Bruce- 
Smith’s exhaustive researches and 
study of the subject was an assurance 
of an able and interesting paper, but 
the strength of his arguments against 
civic hospitals and against the pau­
perization of the public by free treat­
ment was more convincing than an­
ticipated.

Dr. H. C. McNeil, of Toronto, read a 
paper on another subject of mqch local 
interest. It was “What is certified 
milk, and how can we secure it for 
our patients?" A milk Commission to 
deal with this problem of public health 
was what he advocated as an essential 
factor in procuring pure milk. The 
objects of this commission were to 
preserve clinical standards of purity 
for cows, and to have the periodical ■in­
spection of dairies under its patronage, 
and to provide chemical and biologi­
cal examinations of milk and dairy pro­
ducts. The commission would also 
have to make frequent scrutinies of 
stock with the assistance of competent 
vete'rinarles.

Berlin, Aug, 24.—Dentists from all 
parts of the civilized world gathered 
yesterdày in the stately halls of the 
Reichstag buildings, when the fifth 
convention of the international dental 
congress was called to order, 
dentists were welcomed by representa­
tives of Kaiser Wilhelm on behalf of 
the nation.

During the week meetings will be 
held every day. Among the matters to 
be discussed are:

The 
Mikado representatives show, the ut­
most politeness but they do not allow 
it to interfere with any of their plans.

The Antung-Mukden raifi-oad incident 
illustrated their methods. After wait­
ing what they considered a reasonable 
length of time for China to authorize 
the improvement of the line, they per­
emptorily demanded it. China declined 
whereupon Tokio notified Pekin that 
the road would be rebuilt any way. 
Then work was actually begun on it. 
At this China mpekly yielded, and Ja­
pan instantly sent a courteous note to 
Pekin, thanking the government there 
for its prompt and satisfactory reply to 
the Mikado's request.

No sympathy is felt here for the pre­
sent reactionary Chinese regime, but it 
is strongly felt that the threatened re­
duction of so important a country as 
China to a position practically of vas­
salage to the Japanese, threatens very 
serious consequences to the world.

We refer, of 
course, to the necessity of the institu­
tion of a Normal School in the city of 
Victoria. We have always held that 
the capital of British Columbia, like 
the capital of every other province of 
the Dominion, should be the education­
al centre of the province. To no other 
province of the Dominion doee this 
proposition apply so strongly and coh- 
ciusively as to the province of Brit­
ish Columbia. In no other city of tho 
Dominion are the conditions so over­
whelmingly favorable to the selection 
of the capital as the permanent edu­
cational centre. Unfortunately, the 
political circumstances in British Co­
lumbia have been permitted to over­
come the physical and general circum­
stances—and the Normal School is lo­
cated elsewhere. But we have neither' 
desire nor reason to be unfair in this 
matter, and it is but Just to admit that 
there may have been a colorable ex­
cuse for the action of the government 
in departing from all precedent and lo­
cating the first provincial training 
school for teachers in the most popu­
lous city of the province.

Our purpose now is to call the atten­
tion of the McBride government to the 
urgent necessity for the establishment 
of a Normal School upon Vancouver 
Island, and of course in the city# of 
Victoria, which is at once the capital 
of the province and the educational 
centre of the island, 
which were used in favor of tho loca­
tion of the first Normal School at Van­
couver apply with equal force to the 
situation In the city of Victoria to-day.

"Shops, with the exception of public 
houses, wjll be closed on Sunday.

“In Jewish localities shops will be 
allowed to remain open till 2 p.m. on 
Sunday if they have been closgd 
from sunset on Friday till sunset on 
Saturday.

“Street markets, where important and 
customary, may be exempt.

“Hawkers and cheapjacks will be re­
stricted on the same lines as shop­
keepers.

"Special provisions will be made in 
respect of holiday resorts and public 
holidays.

"The bill will not apply to rural 
parishes with a population of less than 
one thousand.”

Your contemporary seems unable or un­
willing to discriminate between manly, 
honorable boys and mean, criminal boys, 
who from day to day brood over plans for 
robbery. The idea of stating such artful 
dodgers have no criminal intent is much 
too thin.

It would be advisable for the "reform­
ers” to Include such erring writers of edi­
torials when “devising a way to reform 
parents,” as suggested by your contem­
porary. The “way” I would suggest when 
boys rob night after night and bring home 
their ill-gotten gains for storage in their 
fathers' houses is, that the police should 
assume the parents knew all about ’ it 
and charge them with being "receivers 
of stolen property.”

CANADA’S GREATEST YEAR.

The danger of a visitation from frost 
is over. Five hundred miles of freight 
cars, it is said, will be necessary to 
move the wheat crop alone of the 
prairie provinces during the present 
year.

ARE NOT EFFICIENT

Prove Hindrance to Progress 
to New Forces of the 

Empire.

San Francisco, Cal., Aug. 26.—Ac­
cording to Major Gen. R. G. Broad- 
wood, of the British army, who arrived 
in San Francisco from China, the 
greatest drawback to the efficiency of 
the new Chinese army is in the quality 
of the men who officer it. 
to-day:

“The Chinese as a nation are educat­
ed to commercialism and in all the 
times past the army has been held in 
contempt. For that reason the best 
quality of men have not gone into the 
military service.

“In Japan it is just ^he opposite.

cision in which he rebuked the King 

for announcingcounty commissioners 
their inability to care for federal pri­
soners, saying in part:

“If this county cannot care for United 
States prisoners, then this Is not a fit 
place for the United States court to 
try cases. The marshal will make ar­
rangements to have the prisoners 
transferred to some other county and 
the court will hear the cases where the 
prisoners are cared for.

"These officials by their petition, pro­
claim to the world their incompetence.”

Judge Hanford referred to the fact 
that this county has asked various fa­
vors from the United States govern­
ment and said that he did not see how 
the senators and representatives could 
continue to ask consideration from the 
government after what he termed “this 
act of hostility toward the United
States.”

"It is absurd,” declared the judge, 
“for a county which has conducted a 
great world’s fair to say that it cannot 
take care of the federal prisoners.”

The judge explained that the govern­
ment pays for the keeping of such pri­
soners and that it is customary in 
every county where a United States 
court sits. The case arose through the 
contention of the county commission­
ers that they were unable to provide 
for federal prisoners, asking that they 
be removed. Judge Hanford ordered 
that they be kept In the local jail until 
the marshals arrange to remove them, 
and said if they were turned out in the 
meantime, the county officials would 
be prosecuted as having caused a de­
livery.

One of the Finest Structures 
on the Whole Pacific Coast.

On the west coast of Vancouver Isl­
and, half way between Victoria and 
Cape Scott, Is situated one ot the most 
prominent projections on the coast.

Point, or “The-Hole-in-the-Wall.” The 
latter name originated from the fact 
of this being the only “break” or hole 
in the 200 foot wall of trees skirting 
the waterfront of the peninsula.

FOUR OVERCOME 

£ BY GASOLINE FUMES

Have Narrow Escape From 
Death in the Cabin of 

Launch.

Anacortes, Wash., Aug. 26.—James 
Hamilton, a mill owner of this place, 
and his two sons with a boy named 
Latshaw, are recovering from the ef­
fects of being overcome by the gaso­
line fumes on a launch they were using 
to tow logs Tuesday night. Had It 
not been for the. action of one of the 
sons and brother of the Hamiltons It 
Is likely that all would have been 
asphyxiated. Hamilton with his sons 
and the Latshaw boy took the launch 
to recover a boom of shingle bolts that 
had gone adrift. One of the Hamilton 
boys was riding the boom when he fell 
in. His father jumped Into the water 
and brought the boy to safety, but 
both were wet and cold, and it was 
necessary for them to take refuge in 
the cabin which they had closed 
tightly. Only one of the Hamilton boys 
remained on deck to watch the boom. 
This lad noticed that the boat was off 
Its course and entering the cabin he 
found Hamilton, his two sons and the 
Latshaw boy lying unconscious. He 
dragged one after the other to the deck 
and worked over them until conscious­
ness was restored, two hours being re­
quired to bring the father back to life 
again.

L0RNE RETURNS

WITH NEW BOILER

Powerful Tug Has Speed In­
creased and Fitted With 

M odern Conveniences.

After an absence of three months, 
during which time she has been thor­
oughly overhauled, the tug Lome is 
once more in port ready to do service 
for the merchant marine that enter Vic­
toria or Vancouver harbors.

The main feature of the improve­
ments in the vessel is the new Scotch 
marine boiler which was installed by 
the Commercial Boiler Works of Se­
attle, which- gives the tug one-third 
more heating surface than the -two old 
boilers combined, and which has in­
creased her speed by nearly two knots. 
The house and galley have also been 
renovated, and everything modern in­
stalled. Electric light has replaced the 
ancient system formerly used and has 
made possible a powerful searchlight, 
which will be found an invaluable aid 
on dark nights. The Lome made the 
trip from Seattle in six hours, which 
ls1,At,^ast 4,%. knots better than sh$ 
hsus ever done before.

One of the most important features 
of the alterations is the gain in the 
matter of bunker space. The tug can 
now carry forty tons more coal than 
she was able to take formerly, nearly 
150 tong being the amount which she 
can carry at one time now. This en­
ables her to remain out nearly, three 
days longer than formerly without go­
ing to a coaling port.

It was a rathgr curious coincidence 
that the new boiler should have been 
put in the Lome by the same men who 
helped to instal the first two boilers 
at the time she was built. Fox & Jen­
kins, the proprietors of the Commer­
cial Boiler Works, are Victoria men, 
who worked on the first boilers when 
the Lome was built t>y Robert Duns-1 
muir & Sons near the outer dock.

I 
will, therefore, content bysetf with 
drawing attention to its leading fea­
tures, and explaining the principles 
that actuated the committee in arriving 
at the conclusions which the report 
embodies. But may I, before dealing 
with tile matter in Rand, take this op­
portunity of emphasizing the views 
expressed is the report as to the obli­
gation under which the Navy League 
rest to the members of its executive 
committee for the unselfish and de­
voted services which they have sa un­
grudgingly rendered at much sacrifice 
of time and convenience in past years?

Now tfo take the question of decen­
tralization; upon this matter the com­
mittee had the advantage of obtaining 
the opinion and utilizing the experi­
ence of other bodies whose week is of 
a similar character to that of the Navy 
League. The evidence which they re­
ceived convinced them that the inter­
ests of the league- would be best served 
by adopting an organization based on 
local sentiment—(cheers)—which would 
enable them to utilize the county feel­
ing that, even to these days, remains 
a strong factor to our national life.
(Hear, hear.) That an organization 
which leaves Bocal sentiment out of ac­
count rests on a very 'ineecure basis 
is, the committee considered, amply 
evidenced by the very small number of 
branches which have been formed up 
to tile present time. Upon this point it 
will no doubt have been remarked by 
those who have read the report that 
no mention is made to it of the colonial 
branches. They will, of course, cerne 
under the general principle laid down, 
and will be entitled to representation 
on the grand1 council.

The next point I have to take is the 
arrangement which has been arrived' 
at, I am happy to say, with the Wo­
men’s Navy League.

Portland, Ore., Aug. 25.—James J. 
Hill, “Empire Builder,” gained a vic­
tory yesterday over E. H. Harriman, 
the railway king, in the fight between 
the Hill and Harriman interests for 
control of the right of way in Des­
chutes canyon, the key to mastery of 
central Oregon the California valleys 
and an assured outlet at San Francisco 
for an inland coast line.

Hiss was given at least a year’s start 
over his powerful rival by a decision 
of Justice Robert S. Bean, of the Unit­
ed States court, in which the Harri­
man interests were temporarily en­
joined from occupancy of disputed 
right of way in the canyon.

The decision is a victory for the Ore­
gon trunk railroad company, or Hill 
interests, and recognized every right 
contended for by Carey & Kerr, Hill’s 
attorneys.

W. W. Cotton, chief counsel for 
Harriman in the northwest, in spite of 
protests from Judge Carey, demanded 
an injunction against the Oregon Trunk 
Railroad Company to prevent the Hill 
men from occupying other than a 200- 
foot strip to which their absolute title 
was recognized by the court.

The temporary injunction granted in 
favor by the Oregon Trunk by Judge 
Bean will have in its provisions de­
cisive influence on every other phase 
of litigation pending, or yet to 
be brought between the rival rail­
road companies.

When Mr. Cotton appears to plead 
for a second injunction in accord­
ance with his demands of this morning 
there will be certain matters relating 
to the organization of the Oregon that 
he -will not be allowed to mention. 
These are:

The Oregon Trunk railroad is a Ne­
vada corporation and as such has no 
right to construct in Oregon having 
been vested with no such right in Ne­
vada.

That the survey of the line delineat­
ed on the Oregon Trunk’s map is not 
in compliance with the provisions of 
the incorporating act of 1875, and the 
secretary of the interior had, for that 
reason, no power br authority to ap­
prove the map.

These were the contentions of the 
Harriman interests in litigating against 
the Issuance of the temporary restrain­
ing order prayed for by the Oregon 
Trunk. But Judge Bean ruled that 
these contentions were not révélant, 
saying:

“The defendant is not in a position 
to raise any of the questions. It had 
no title'Or interest in the property at 
the time the map was approved which 
was affected thereby. It was a stranger 
to thegproceedings and the title. The 
secretary of the interior had jurisdic­
tion and authority to dispose of pub­
lic domain and his approval of the 
plaintiff’s map was equivalent to the 
issuance of a patent to the land and 
cannot be challenged by one who is not 
in privity with the government, or 
who had not acquired a right to be 
preferred in the acquisition of the land 
before such approval.”

Winnipeg, Aug. 25.—The big Ameri­
cans who are coming to Winnipeg to 
join their British brethren at the Brit­
ish Association for the Advancement of 
Science meeting began to arrive yester­
day. The great reception room, which 
now presents a very animated spectacle 
was thickly populated with them. On 
every side the intellectual graduates of 
Harvard, Tale, Columbia and Chicago 
might be seen talking to friends from 
Oxford, Cambridge, McGill and other 
seats of learning under the Union 
Jack, each of which has its represen­
tatives at this convention. Among the 
interesting Americans who are here is 
Professor Charles Kapp, of the State 
University of Illinois, Who has just 
made a trip through Alaska: L. R. 
Mayer, Montevideo; Prof. Brown, F. R. 
S., New Haven; Prof. Campbell, Ph. D„ 
Stanford University; C. M. Gould, Ith­
aca, N. Y.; Dr. Oliver Huntington, 
Newport, R. I., are among those now 
here, and others are arriving by every 
train.

Among those who also arrived Mon­
day night were Sir Joseph Larimer, 
Prof. Starling, Prof. Macallum, Mr. 
and Mrs. J. P. Dickson, Dr. Cumber­
land Clark, H. Evan Bernays, Prof. J. 
L. Myers, Prof. John Perry, D. S. C., 
LL. D., F. R. S.; Prof. J. Stanley Gar­
diner, M. A„ F. R. S.; master of 
Caius College, Cambridge. Sir J. J. 
Thomson, president of the British as­
sociation, is an interesting character 
and a very affable and approachable 
man, quite willing to divulge any in­
formation that might throw light on 
the mysterious subjects of science. He 
sat and talked entertainingly of the 
trip that he has enjoyed so much, and 
the principal topic upon which he de­
votes so much time. Being president 
of the association, he IS in touch with 
all the members and was a very busy 
man, but spared himself from the bus­
iness of the convention sufficiently 
long to give an interesting interview. 
He came over on the Empress of Ire­
land with his son and brother. His 
chief scientific interest lies in electrical 
development and allied interests. A 
great many Canadian students came to 
him in Cambridge, he said, and al­
though students all the world over are 
pretty much the same, yet he could 
truthfully say that Canadian students 
to him appear to be particularly bril­
liant.

Victoria to Be Port of Call

New Westminster, Aug. 25.—Sir Rich­
ard Cartwright, minister of trade and 
commerce, is at the present time tak­
ing the waters at Harrison Hot 
Springs, and it is expected that hè will 
pay an unofficial visit to the coast 
cities in the near future.

Sir Richard arrived at Harrison -in 
his private car last Saturday, 
minister is suffering from acute rheu­
matism, and it is in hope of finding 
a cure that he has Journeyed out to 
Harrison Hot Springs.

They had secured a 
number pf walrus, white bear and other 
arctic animals. So pleased was Herr 
Von Guttman with the vessel and with 
the success attending the expedition 
that he has presented the captain with 
a honorarium of a thousand dollars.

Captain S. F. Mackenzie was seen 
Wednesday In regard to the report, 
and he would neither deny nor confirm 
it.

SEARCH FOR MISSING
POLISH COUNTESS

-WILL ENLARGE PLANT.Auckland, N. Z„ Aug 4.—Complaints 
have been made from time to time 
during the past few months alleging 
cruelty against the German planters 
towards the Chinese coolies in Samoa. 
Two commissioners recently, at differ­
ent periods, visited the island for the 
purpose of investigating the charges 
which had been made against the 
planters, of their representatives, and 
it was stated by the commissioners on 
their return to Sydney, on their way 
home, that the reports were substanti­
ally correct.

A letter was received a few days ago 
by Mr. Tong Chai Chih (editor of the 
“Tung Wah Times,” a Sydney paper), 
pointing out that the cruel treatment 
was still practised by the plantation In­
spectors or superintendents. Without 
the least provocation these officials, 
the leter stated, cuffed and kicked the 
coolies in the most brutal way. . The 
unfortunate Chinese laborers find 
their burden greater than they can 
bear, and in one Case the barbarity 
was resented. A coolie armed himself 
with a knife, and inflicted a slight flesh 
wound on an inspector’s leg. The Chi­
nese was promptly arrested, tried, con­
victed an June 26th, and sentenced to 
death. The whole Chinese community 
in the island is in a state of ferment 
at the drastic nature of the punish­
ment for what is regarded as a com­
paratively trifling offence. Steps have 
been taken in the direction of having 
a new trial, and a move is being made 
in the meantime to stay the carrying 
out of the sentence.

A petition has been forwarded to Mr. 
Liang Lan Hsun, the Chinese consul- 
general for Australia, requesting him 
to communicate with the viceroy of 
Canton, asking for protection for the 
Chinese in Samoa, and also lntlmtaing 
that they should have consular repre­
sentation.

There are upwards of 1,000 Chinese 
coolies in the island, who have enter­
ed into contract with the planters. 
One of the conditions of the contract 
is that the men should be well fed, and 
kindly treated. In addition to cruelty, 
it is alleged against the planters that 
the coolies’ letters are opened, and 
many personal rights estreated.

San Francisco, Cal., Aug. 24—At a 

banquet tendered the members of the 
congressional party en route to Hono­
lulu last night in the Colonial ball­
room at.the St.- Francis hotel, a num­
ber of congressmen assured the people 
of the 'Pacific coast that a ship sub­
sidy bill to build up the American 
merchant marine would be passed by 
the house at the session of the 61st 
congress.

Congressman Brachfeid, of Pennsyl­
vania, said:

“We are a positive Joke among the 
nations of the world in maritime mat­
ters. My suggestion is to add $8,000,000 
or $9,000,000 to the expenses of running 
the government for the purpose of en­
couraging commerce by subsidizing 
merchant lines between our ports and 
those of South America and the Ori­
ent”

Congressman Richard Bartholdt, of 
Missouri, stated that he favored dis­
crimination in favor of the American 
ships and his colleague, Congressman 
Elvins averred that he would vote for 
the ship subsidy bill at the first oppor­
tunity.

A number of other congressmen said 
they favored the passage of the bill, 
and only a small number expressed 
doubts as to the practicability of ship, 
subsidy scheme to build up America's 
depleted shipping industry.

rock surface Pandora avenue from its 
intersection with Pembroke street to 
Mount Tolmie road, and construct per­
manent sidewalks on both sides of said 
portions of Pembroke street and Pan­
dora avenue, except where sidewalks 
are already constructed on Pembroke 
street; permanent sidewalk on the west 
side of Vancouver street from Pandora 
avenue to Humboldt street; to grade, 
rock surface, and drain Rockland ave­
nue from'Vancouver street to Moss 
street and construct a permanent side­
walk on the north side from Linden
avenue to Moss street, and boulevards CONGREGATIONAL CHURCH
on both sides from Cook street to Moss 
street, with curbs and gutters; to 
grade, rock surface and drain Pender- 
gast street from Vancouver street to 
Cook street and construct permanent 
sidewalks on both sides ; to grade, drain 
and rock surface Harbinger avenue 
from Richardson -street to Fairfield 
road and construct permanent side­
walks on both sides.

Notice will be. given by advertise­
ment of the intention to proceed with 
the following public works;

To grade, drain, and rock surface 
Grant street between Stanley and Bel­
mont avenues, and contruct permanent 
sidewalks on both sides of the same, 
thé owners to pay four-fifths of the 
cost-; permanent sidewalks on both 
sides of St. Lawrence street between 
Erie and Niagara street, and to grade 
and rock surface the roadway^ the 
owners to pay four-fifths of the cost; 
permanent sidewalks on both sides of 
Rose street between Hillside avenue 
and King’s road; on both sides qf 
Blanchard street between Hillside ave­
nue and Bay street and on both, sides 
of Work street between Hillside ave­
nue and Bay street, the owners to pay 
four-fifths qf the cost in each case.

Tests to Be Held Next Satur- 
' day at the 

Gorge.

(Special to the Times.)
Ottawa, Aug, 24,—The fisheries de­

partment has given out the following 
statement in explanation of its re­
fusal to extend the season :

Every fourth year occurs what is 
known as a “big run,” the intervening 
years proving very much less produc­
tive, Hence, on the advent of the “big” 
run extensive preparations are made 
by canners and fishermen for a large 
pack and consequent1 rich harvest. The 
season for sockeye saimbn, which is 
the choice fish for canning purposes, 
closes on August 25th, and, so far as 
can be gathered, the catch of British 
Columbia fishermen has not reached 
expectations, although the Unitéd 
States catch in,Puget Sound traps has 
been very large. Urgent representa­
tions were made to the department of 
marine and fisheries by the British 
Columbia Cannera’ Association that, 
owing to the run being two weeks late 
this season, the pack was smaller 
than had been anticipated. The ban­
ners were practically unanimous in re­
questing an extension of the sockeye 
fishing season, to and inclusive of Sep­
tember 3rd. It was likewise represent­
ed by the association that fishermen 
had fared very poorly and had not se­
cured enough to pay for their nets,

On the other hand, one of the import­
ant canning firms opposed the request 
for the extension decided upon at a 
meeting of cannera, on the grounds 
that 4t was not consistent and that It 
would be practically valueless as the 
run of first class sockeye was practi­
cally over, also that it would endanger 
the reputation of the pack by utilizing 
inferior fish, while it would Jeopar­
dize the “big" run four years hence, 
by not permitting a sufficient number 
of fish to reach the spawning grounds, 
and at the same time might injurious­
ly Influence Canadas position in urging 
protection measures on the United 
States authorities for the conservation 
of the fisheries.

There was a request also from the 
president and secretary of the British 
Columbia Fisheries' Union of New 
Westminster that there be no exten­
sion granted in sockeye fishing this 
year.

In view of the diversity of opinion, 
involving the objections raised, and 
having due regard to the policy of the 
department, it was considered inexpedi­
ent to grant the extension asked for.
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The Vancouver island swimming 
championships will be decided on Sat­
urday afternoon next at the Gorge. 
The provincial championships have 
all been decided now and the water 
athletes from all over the Island will 
be given a chance to show what they 
can do. It is expected that there will 
be a large number of entries from the 
towns on this Island and also from the 
adjacent Islands.

If the weather holds good for next 
Saturday there is no drawback to hin­
der a successful gala day. The citi­
zens of Victoria take a great interest 
In the swimming races and turn out 
in large numbers.

There will be races for both seniors, 
and juniors under 18 years of age. For 
the senior championship races of 100 
yards, 440 yards, life-saving, 
gency swim of 100 feet and the relay 
race will be held. For the juniors 
there will bè a 100 yards swim, and 
for the ladies a 60 yards race has been 
arranged. This programme, although a 
little short, will nevertheless prove in­
teresting.

FISHING IS GOOD
4 AT S00KE LAKE

JAPAN'S TAXATION.
Cohoes Are in Straits—Deer 

Plentiful in Sooke Lake 
District.

Adachi Kinnosuke, writing in the 
World’s Work, says that in 1907, largely 
as a result of the war With Russia. Japan 
found itself under an enormous financial 
burden. Japan, he says, is more careful 
than many nations to place the burden 
on those of her sons who are a tile to bear 
It with greatest ease. Hence her .ingeni­
ously graded system of income taxation. 
Prior to the war. the people whose income 
amounted to or exceeded $50,000 per annum 
paid 55 per cent, of it to the government. 
It was raised to about sixty-elglit per 
cent, through a special taxation law at 
the time of the war. Let us pause long 
enough to explain (lest this might pass 
the understanding of our good Occidental 
friends to whom private property speaks 
sometimes more eloquently than the 
claims of state) that people in Japan 
with $60,000 a year or more, are asked to 
hand over to the government $34,000 of it. 
Wonderful. Is it not? More wonderful 
still—they say nothing about it.

Of course, it is graded down so that a 
man of à yearly income of $500 pays about 
seventeen per cent. From this it may be 
easy to see the reason why we manufac­
ture very few millionaires. On an aver­
age, tjie people of Japan pay about thirty 
per cent, of their net income in taxation 
in one form or another—a taxation which 
would create a revolution In Europe or 
America within twenty-four hours. And 
it is under such financial strain that 
since the Russian war Japan has increas­
ed her army about three times and her 
navy—in efficiency, if not in number of 
ships—more .than three times.

Fishing is engaging the attention of 
a good many sportsmen att present. 
Cohoes are being taken regularly in the 
Straits, but no very large catches are 
recorded so far. Just two or three to 
the boat is the usual take.

At Sooke Lake the fishing is said to 
be splendid. Forty anti fifty each of 
the pretty little lake trout has been 
the record of those who have been in 
to the resort within the last few weeks. 
This week-end several well known 
anglers are talking of trying their 
lqck, and on Labor Day there will be 
quite an influx.

Deer are said to be very plentiful in 
the Sooke district. People driving in 
over the road often see them and they 
are quite tame, allowing the buggies to 
approach easily within gunshot.
