Restrictions to be Remaved.

Though the government put aside till
another time the yuestion of further re-
duction of coal o¢il duty they proposed
making further concessions to the people
with respect to the restrictions imposed |
on the oil trade. At present all petro- ;
leum; whether Canadian or imported, |
must be barrelled before being inspected. |
The packages must bear the inspection ;
marks and inspection fees must be paid, |
varying from one<fifth of a cent to one- !
half a cent, according to the size.

“We\propose‘,” said Mr. Fielding, ‘“to
sweep away all these restrictions. Cana-
dian oil will be imspected at the refin-
eries and the imported oil at the port
of entry, and having been so inspected
may be sold without restrictions as tw©
packages. The inspection: fees will be
entirely abolished. The present law con-
tains provisions for gmaranteeing the
safety of the oil. This will have to be
adhered to and rigidly enforced.  But
apart from what may be necessary in
the interests of safety our aim will be to
allow the utmost freedem in the hanad-
ling of the oil. The Minister of Inland
Revenue will introduce immediastely a
bill. to abolish all these restrictions to
which T have referred. There'.is no
doubt that a large part of the oil- busi-
ness will still be handled in barrels.
The tank cars will_come to large centres
where the oil will be stored in tanks,
and from thence distributed in barrels
to -different parts of the country.

In concluding Mr, Fielding explained
the desire of the government to: ohtain
a certain ‘reasonable measure -of tarift
stability and the marked change within
the past few months in Canada with
respect to reciprocity with the United
States. “ Whatever our- American
friends may have intended by their trade
policy.” he said. “there iz one thing they
eortainly have done; they have made
Canada more® independent and self-reli-
ant and have caused it to look more
steadily than ever before to the home
market and its markets over the sea,
where there is an open door.”

Thres Men of the Diana Lost
Off the Fairweather
Grounds.

The Mate and Two Sealers of the
Mary Taylor Drowned--
Some Catches.

Upon the arrival of the sealing schoon-
er Otto, Capt. J. -Gosse, this morning,
news was given of the drowning ot
three sealers. Three of- the white crew
of -the schoomer Diana are reported to
have been lost in April while their ves-
sel was hunting off the Fairweather
grounds. A They left the schooner in the
morning and Jater in the day their boat
was found bottom upwards. No trace
wus found of the men. The only one
known to the crew of the Otto was Jack
Stewart, a young man well known to the
local sealing fraternity. The identity of
two of the three unfortunate sealers of
the schooner Mary Taylor, who lost
their lives earlier in the season, as re-
ported in these columns, is now known.
They were mate Peter Hansen and Jack
Martin.

The loss of the men of the Diana
makes the third disaster of this season.
The Minnie lost a boat in San Juan
river in which two lives were lost, the
Mary Taylor lost three men and the Di-
ana three. ZPagy .

The Otto had a catch of 740 sk'ms,
which she landed at the Rice Mills
wharf this afternoon. She reported
speaking the schooner Mermaid, Capt.
T.e Blane, .on April 16. The Mermaid
had then taken 1,240 seals; 913 have
been received from her.

Contrary to the city by-law, tﬁls‘ side-
walk is now used daily by hundreds of
bicyclists. Several accidents have already
occurred to old people and children and
ladies walking on the s'dewalk have often
to step off inte the mud to allow wheels
to pass. When redress is applied for we
are informed that this sidewalk and road
Is not ‘considered to be under the control
of the city authorities.

With regard to the roadway itself I
would state that at present it is simply
fn.passable for teams, ‘let alone wheels,
and that its present state is in .a great
measure owing to the heavy trafic that
occcurred after the disaster to the bridge.
Ditches and culverts have been filled in
and the present condition is a disgrace to
any authorities,

The cost of repair would be small but is
needed at once, as there is.considerable
traffic- 'to the shipbuilding yards and the
Marine hospital, and breakages oceur every
day. I shall be obliged, therefore, if you
will inform me whether the corporation
wish to give up all control of the road.
