HOVW AN OLD TAR CAME NEAR BEING
COOKED FOR DINNER.

“f never think of Christmas
turkeys witheut rememberin the
timd I' come near to bein the
turgy myself,” said an aged sailor
to the group of seamen who sur-
rounded himas he sat upon the
end of an old spar on Seuth street,
New York.

The ancient mariner’s name was
Jack Brown, and as he had follow-
ed the sea as man and boy for over
50 years and had ernised in every
part of the world the group listen-
ed in respeetful silence, well know-
ing that when old Jack Brown
started $o spin & yarn 1t was sure
to be wall worth hearing.

The Belligerent Cleveland.

A Washington despatch of 16th says :
“The message which President Cleveland
sent to Congrees to-day in connection
with the Venezuelan correspondeunce ex-
pressed in forcible terms his belief thau
the Monroa doctrine, as enunciated to
Lord Salisbury in Secretary Olney’s des-
patch of July last,was ‘fpunded upon sub-
stantial consideration and involved our
safety and welfare and that it was fully
applicable to our present conditions and
was directly related to the pending cuntro
versy.’” He expresses deep disappoint-
ment that the appeal of the United States
for arbitration, ‘actuated by the most
friendly feelings towards both nations
directly concerned, addressed to the
seénse of justice of and to the magau-
imity of oue of the great powers of the
world; and touching its relations to one
comparatively weak and small, should
have produced no better results.’” ‘The
dispute he says, ‘has reached such a
stage as to make it incumbent up-
on_the United States to take meaaures to
determine with sufficient accuracy what is
the true divisional line between
Venezuela and British Guiana,” and he
suggests the appoint tof a isai
for the purpose, stating that in making
this recommendation he is ‘fully alive to
the responsibility incurred and keenly
realizes all the consequences that may
follow.” - Nevertheless, he says, ‘while it
is & grevious thing to contemplate the
two great English-speaking people uf the
world as being otherwise thaa friendly
competitors in the arts of peace, there is
no calamity which & great nation can in.

Orime.

Dr. Crothers, of Hartford, who has
had long experience in the management of
institutions for the inebriate aund insane,
saya that “inebriety is the active cause of
from fifteen to fifty per cent of all in-
sanity ; from thirty to eighty per cent of
all idoicy ;. from sixty to ninety per cent.
of all pauperism, and from fifty to eighty
five per cent of all orime,” then asks the
question : ““Who can estimate the relief
of the taxpayers by theremoval of the
perils to both property and life from
drunkenness ¥’ Dr. Day, of Boston, in
his Iate annual report of the Weshington
Home for the Treatment of the Inebriates,
says: ‘‘On the individual the effect of
vicious alcholic indulgence is disease of
the body. Sooner or later it must suc
ocumb. Disease of the mind is not far off.
It may be delirium or insanity.” Dr.
Formad found in the dead house autopsies
of the Philadelphia Hospital that in 250
chronic alcholists nearly nincty per cent
had fatty degeneration of the liver, sixty
per cent. had eongestion ora dropsical
state of the brain ; the same nomber an
inflamed or deg ted stomach, while
not quite one per cent. had normal kid-
neys. To be convinced of the cause of so
muca pauperism in the couuntry, we have
only to examine the statistica of the
liquor traffic in the United States. “‘Ac-
ocording to the report of Internal Revenue
Commissioner Mills, for the year 1892,
the patrons of the saloons paid $609,000,-
€00 for whisky and $617,258,460 for beer,
a total of $1,226,268,460, the interest of

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BREMINISCENCE—SOME FARMING—A MAGA-
ZINE CIRCLE—NEWS NOTES.

I remember hearing the late William
Elder, a good many years since, chide
one of his reporters for a too -free use of
the ““personal” columns of the Telegraph
newspaper. ““We want,” said Mr. Elder,
‘“these personal items to be a crdlit to the
person noticed, and we want the person
noticed to be a credit to the Tdegraph.”’
The utility of personal notes is festroyed
by an indiscriminate use of them. I
think Mr. Elder was right hnd that
everyone who wades through' a half
column of personalsevery morning with-
out fnding the name of a singls 1indivi-
dual in whom any resident of: the city
could possibly be interested, will agree
with him. In Mr. Eider’s time ' all mat-
ter of a personal character that was
submitted for publication in  his paper
was carefully scanned. Merit way recog-
uized and chronicled, but no attempt was
made to build up a reputation for the
living or the dead that was fictitious.
This characteristic of Mc. Eider is recall-
ed by the panegyrics that are being publish-
ed on a former resideat of St. John who
recently died in the west, Here he was
known as the keeper of a resort of
questionable reputation, a prize fighter,
and now and again an inmate of the celis
at the police station. Buat in. the west
he was ‘head bartender in a leading
hotel and_ very popular,” . and ‘‘news of
his death was heard with regret by many
friends in this city.” T would not, except
in the zanse of right, recapitulate the
frailties of the dead ; much less would I
attribute to them virtues which they
never possessed; they are beyond the pale
of human judgmeut; their errors should
be allowed to die with them; their virtues,
if they had any, should be remembered
and held up as examples for others to
follow, Good men and women are dying
daily and going to their graves unnoticed,
but how ridiculously cheap a newspaper
panegyric appears compared with the
welcome tkat awaits them at the gates of
the hereafter.

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service to mankind. Bacteria are not

only disease-preducers, but they manu-

facture a host of products that are
beneficial and essential to life. If we

could separate the industrial germs from

the disease-producers and domesticate
the former while we drive the latter out

of existence, life would be more worth

the living. This is gradually being at-
tempted.  Bacteriological analysis of
water is showing us how to keep such
germs as those of typhoid fever out of our
cities ; a study of milk is making 1t
possible to reduce taberculosis, which is
thought to be largely sprezd by milk and
butter from consumptive cows, some
veterinarians claiming that 30 per cent of
all cattle are affected. Meat is less
dangerous becanse cooking destroys the
bacteria, but European . cities have
guarded themselves even against diseased
meat by a system of inspection. The
yessts, plants related to bacterie, are
fonnd to be quite numerous, and are now
cegularly produced in cultures free from
bacteria. This has revolutionized Gecman
brewing and ether indnstries. Almost
any desired bouquet is given to wine by
the proper germs ; and cheese is similariy
flavored. Bread from the pure yeasts is
sweeter and more digestible. [In the soil,
the so-called nitrogen-forming bacteria
are more necessary to the growth of food
plants than anything else, and instead of
using tons of fertilizers, the future agri-
culturist will cover his fields with cultares
of the nitrogen germs and get betler
results. We will even have special germs
for special plants. Considered thas only
as related to food, bacteriology has made
great advances, but these are as nothing
compared with what is yet to come.

The land crab has been put to work in
the cause of science by Mr. James Ster-
ling, assistant Geological Surveyor in
Victoria. Noticing that this excavating
crustacean brought yp pieces of rock from
the subsoil, he caused the burrows of the
crabs to be carefully watched, when a
miner detected small pieces of coal around
one. A shaft was sunk, resulting in the
discovery of a coal seam. Crabs are now
regularly employed by the Geological
Survey where alluvinm covers the rock.

The great progress made in the Swiss
nationa! industries during the last fifteen
years is pointed out as a remarkable
example of the influence of State and
Municipal establishments for technical
education. The skill and artistic know-
ledge imparted supply, especially, what
is most required in the production of the
finer grades of goods. In the cantons of
Geneva and Neuchatel, with a population
soarcely exceeding 220,000 there are five
schools for watchmakers, and these
Chaux de Fonds have schools for instruc-
tion in the fine arts and in artistic handi-
crafts. Thereare also commercial schools
and the professional schools' in wbich
various industries are taught to both
sexes. In the Geneva watchmaking
school, girls are instructed in certain
operations peculiarly suitable for female
labor. The astronomical observatories at
Geneva and Neuchatel lend their aid to
the watch industry, not only by tasting
chronometers but also by co-operating in
the annual trade competitions.

At 'the beginning of the century, said
Prince Krapotkin the other day ina
lecture on food and population, the false
assumption of Malthus taught us that
the soil cuuld never be made to produce
food to go round if the population con-
tinued growing at its customary rate.
Now, at the end of she century, our
economists are talking of ‘‘over-produc-
tion,” and groaning about the results.
While the*‘over-production” idea is just as
false as that of Malthus, the most obvious
truth that has come out is that the more
densely the soil is populated the larger
are its food returns. It all depends upon
the skill of the men cultivating the land.
At schosl the British student learns
everything about Wthelred the Unready
and other sorts of kings, but not a word
about the growing of corn; and while a
few private agricultural colleges have
sprung up, there are no Government
experiment stations as on the Continent,
and no attention is paid to the reports of
the latest discoveries in agricultural
science.

A new optical instrument, which Dr.
Fraser Harris has proposed showing to
the Glasgow Philosophical Society, is
known as the stereo-photo-chromoscope.
Its purpose is to photograph an object in
such a way that the “‘positive” of the
pivture, viewed as a transparancy, will
present the object not only in natural
ocolors but also with stereescopic effects.

The Bathurst Schoel Question
Agaln.

The Bathurst school question was before
the Equity Court in St. John last week for
argument, beginning on Tuesday and clos-
ing on Friday, Judge Barker presiding.

Messrs. C. N. Skinner and Geo. W.
Fowler (Sussex,) M, P. P,, were present
for the plaintiffs, and Messrs R. A. Lewlor
(Chatham) and L. A. Currey for the
defendanta.

Mr. Fowler began ‘the argument and laid
down asa startling point the proposition
that the school building (Coavent) is a part
of the propaganda of Rome and assuch
was rented to the School Board. He said
the building was a sectariaa building and
the portitn of the Convent building used
for a school room was a continuous part of
the Convent building,not a separate building.
He described the work of the Sisters as
mission work, aod he read letters and
telegrams passing betweem the church
authorities and the Sisters to show that
the Catholic people regarded the schools
as religious from the Catholic standpoint,

The second proposition was that these
Sisters were engaged through the Roman
Catholic authorities, becsuse they were
Roman Catholics, and to carry on the
mission work of the Roman Catholic
church. It was part of the understanding
that these schools were to be taught in the
Convent buildipg. The first Sisters (Notre
Dame) were not employed by the trustees.
From Mr, John E, O'Brien’s evidence he
read toshow that the Sisfers when em-.
ployed had temporary licenses though
they had never attended the Normal School

a line of demarcat.on between the Catholic
and Protestant pupils, and cannot fail to
impress upon the minds of the pupils the
distinctive  differences between the two
forms of faith, which would not be the case
were the schools parely sectarian.”

The fifth proposition is: The mode of
teaching religion by the Sisters is io effect
the same as if taught in schovl hours, and
is in fact taught in school hours,

The sixth is that the fact that the schools
are closed during Rimun Cutholie holy
days stamps the schools as sectarian.

The seveuth is that the weariog of religi-
ous symbols by the Sisters is sectarian and
coatrary to the school law.

Mr. C. N. Skinoer followed Mr. Fowler
arguing at length. He said the Protestants
of Bathurst had been promised free aud
non-sectarian schools. The Protestants were
not objecting to the teaching of Catholic
doctrine in Catholic schools, bat they object-
ed to being cowupelled to send their children
to the common schools and have them there
taught Catholic doctrines.

The Protestants of Bathurst do not wish
to complain aygainst the Rowan Catholic
teachings. All they claimed was their right
dnder the law to have the common sshouls
free from these teachiogs.

They wers not finding fanlt with Roman
Catholic holy days. The Roman Catholics
have a right to as maoy as they think right
but the Protestants object to having the
impress of holy daye peculiar to the Catholic
religion stamped upon the public schools.

Mr. Lawlot began the argunment for the
defence on Wednesday at 12.20. He said
that in 1864 the Sisters of Charity tanght
school in Bathurst Village, and the school
wae patronized by Protestanss and Catholics
alike. The Sisters left aboaut 1871, and
afterwards the Sisters of Notre Dame were
secared ; and this building 1n question is
the one in whioch the Sisters of Notre Dame
taught. For about twenty-five years the
Catholic people had this kind of school and
the advantages of the ed given by
these Sistere and they regarded it as superior
to the common school system.. It was not
oecessary for him to give the Catholic idea
of education, but the Catholics believed the
common school system was a bad one. The
Catholics had always supported these schools
in addition to paying their taxes to the rega-
lar schiools. Fiaally theNotre DameSisters
made up their minds to leave uniess there
would be a raise of salary. This was com-
municated to the Bishop. M. Lawlor read
from the evidence to show that at a meeting
called at this time (1890) it was generally
expressed that the Sisters’ schools onght not
to be closed and,to show that,the desire was
to keep these schools open as they were if
sufficient money could be raised, and if not
then to get Sisters to teach under the law
The other side had drawa apon their
imagination and had been looking for ‘‘a
nigger in a woodpile.” The Catho'ice are
a8 good and law-abiding citizenw as the
Protestanta and their words and actions
ought to be regarded from the same broad
staudpoint as the other side. The Catholics
were not seeking to foist any iniquitons
scheme on the others. He quoted the
school law to show that the trustees had a
right to lease bumildings for school purposes
and duriog sehool hours these should be ander
the control of the trustees. Special stress
has been laid by the other side on the point
that the lease and other circamstinces were
part of the propagranda of Rome and a well-
laid scheme. There was nothing of the sort.
It was a plain, hooest agreement. The
trustees could have gone and hired the
| Orange Hall or any other bulding just as
well as this one. The Sisters had taught
ian the public schools. He read from Mr.
O’Brien’s evidence to show that there was
not accommedation enough in the Grammar
School for the pupils, and to show there
was no compact with anybody with refer-
ence to the leasing. He also read from
Father Barry’s evidence to show that
teachers would be allowed to change baild-
ings. He read from Dr. Inch’s letter to
show the latter had sanotioned the wvse
of another ouilding with the Grammar
School for school purposes, He read from
Dr. Iach’s evidence to show that the
Catholics were acting in accordance with
the regulations of the Board of E iucaticn
in the way in which the building was
rented. He read from Inspector Merserean’s
evidence to show the pablic school buildiog
would not accommodate the pupils. He
also read evidence to show that the trustees
in carrying out their duties have regard to
the wishes of the people The Iuspector
had regularly visited the Sisters’ school
once & year. Mr. Lawlor said the renting
of the building was in accordance with the
law and the wishes of the people. There
is not, he eaid, one tittle of evidence to
show that the ratepapers of Bathurst have
brought the matier up. The ratepayers
have yearly voted the amount .necessary
for this baildiog. At the school meetiugs
the accounts are all gome inio and this
matter must have come up for discussion,

The assertion of Mr. Skinner that & fiery
furnace existed in Bathurst over this
question Mr. Lawlor emphatically denied
and said that there was much more talk,
more agitation and more discussion of this
matter outside of Bathurst than there was
within it.

The foregoing is not very clear. What
the “above figures,” which relate to spool
wood and palings exclusively, have to do
with Mr. Neale’s deal shipments it is not
easy to understand. - We may say that the
ApvANCE takes every reasonable precaution
to have what appears in it correct. After
Mr. Neale had directed our attention to
the error in the returns of his shipments,
as published by us last week, we investi-
gated the subject sufficiently to ascertain
that the discrepincy between the figares
in the custom house and those in his office
was nob bl ble to the tom house
people. Mr. Neale, for instance, in clear-
ing one cargo—that of the Daphne—which
took more than 476,000 s. f. deals, scantling
aud ¢nds, himwelf passed the entry at 240,-
695 s f. He inadvertently, no doubt,
copied the standard line of figurss, instead
of the thousand line when putting the cargo
down on his entry blank, but neither the
custom house people nor the ADVANOE could
know that, and it is probable that even
the Sun . would fail to detect such errors
At all events, the ADvaNcE would never
think of blaming it for not doing so.

Heowill. doubtless, Apologise.

Those of the World’s readers -who were
not disgusted over the language it employed
when referring to the Miramichi-Osceola
matter last Saturday, were amused. When
the editor of .the World is particalarly
wrathful, and also when be thinks he has
done an especially good thing, he is not
eatisfied with writing -editorially, but he
also publishes letters from imaginary corres-
pondents to sooth bis Jacerated feelings, or
advertise himself. ‘‘Araminta,” on Wedaes-
day 11th, sod “A. F.,” on Saturday,
farniehed us with sp of ‘“‘worldly”
efforts in the letter line, the last named,
together with the article on *‘the mendacious
monomaniac” in Saturday’s paper being, zo
doubt, a vulnerary for his wounded sehn-
aibilities over the proof we gave last week
of his having endeavored, in his usual
indirect way, to attach some blame of the
disaster referred to to the man who was iu
charge of the schooner. In his first reply to
our few words of admonition, he said the
findiog of Capt. W. H. Smith was the same
as the World’s comment, but he left his
readars to understand that the comment he
quoted was all the World had said. He did
not mention the fact which he now admits:
viz., that he called for censure on the mate
of the schooner. Is there soythmng to
justify that in Capt. Smith’a report and
finding? Satarday's World says that this
mate, whose duty it was te keep a lookout
forward should have practieally abandoned
that duty aod meddled himself with the
navigation of a steamer which, was abeam
of his vessel and,according to the practice of
navigation, was to pass astern of her, mach
nearer the pilot at the helm than to the
mate at the forecastle. Had he been a self-
advertised ‘“‘commodore,” the mate wight
have pranced about, waved the flying jib
sud tooted the schooner’s steam whistle,
in accordsnce with the World’s apparent
anderstanding of the daties of a mate in
such circumstancesy~but Captain Smith
svems to thiok differently, and he, there-
fore, omitted to second the World’s censare
of the Coroue:’s jury for not censuring the
mate. The fact is, the World wanted $o
blame the schooner, in some way, in - con-
nection with the disaster, and it could not
do so without reflecting on the pilot who
was in charge of the pavigation and himself
at the wheel. The pilot, therefors, was
attacked- over the shoulders of the mate,
simply because the World was afraid to
refer to the pilot directly, for obvions
reasons. This is the conclnsion any logical
mind must reach on reading the World’s
attack on the mate, for if it was his duty
to cry ount to warn those on board of the
steamer, it was much more the duty of the
man at the wheel, who was equally near
them. The fact is that it was not the duty
of either to make alarm whistles of them-
‘nr]vu', as they wouid have had to do to
be hnesrd, for the steamer was going at
the rate of over eight bundred feet a
mioute, and within the last mmmute before
the collision she could have safely gone
on her proper course under the schooner’s
stero. We hope the editor of the World,
in dealing further with this matter, will
not think it necessary to write any more
letters to himself about his ‘‘valuable
paper” or articles chiefly characterised by
his usaal bad language, but frankly admit
he was wrong in censaring pilot Nowlan
over the mate’s shoulders, and apologise
for his error, If he can’t keep from writ-
ing to himself he might give us another
treatise on that Caocadian patroo seaint
business in his role of ‘‘Araminta,” for his
contributions of that kind to his own
“valuable paper” are at least npot so valgar
as those he writes on nautical subjects,
although the hand-squeezing imputation
was in the usnal taste of persons of his
class when they try to be witty.
At any rate, it being Christmas times, he
c«nnot do less than apologise to pilot
Nowlan.

Retirement of Oom. Ritchie.

CAPT SMITH, R N. R., TESTIFIES TO HIS
EFFICTENCY —RESPONSIBILITY OF COMMAND-
ING A PASSENGER STEAMER.

To the Fditor of the Miramichi Advance,

Chatham. .

8tRr,—The ret'rement of. Captain Joseph
Ritchie, recently senior captain and com-
modore of the Allan flset of miﬂ,s\telmera,
deserves more than a passing -setice from
the public. Commodore Ritchie has been
nearly half a century going to sea, and, if
he had remained a few months longer in the
Parisian, wonld have actually completed
forty-eight years of service afloat. He com-
menced his ses life ata very early age,a
mere boy, on board of sailing ships, making
voyages to various parts of the world.

On board those vessels where a most
rigorous discipline was maintained, he
received the training which made him a
thorongh seaman, and in after years was
acknowledged to be one of the best sailors
orossing sthe Atiantic. As a skilful and
careful navigator, he had no superior, either
in the service he was engaged in, or on
board any of the steamers running between
the old and new worlds. This is shown by
the many successful voysges made by him
since he has had charge of the navigation of
several p 2 r g between
Great Britian, Caoada and the United
States. - '

For the last seven years Capt. Ritchie
has been in command of the royal mail
steamer Parisian, and during the whole of
the time he his held the position of master
in the service of the Messrs. Allan, no
acoident or stranding or collision has
oocurred to a single vessel while noder hin
care, which certainly speaks well for the
manner in which this officer has exercised
the trust imposed upoa him.

To commsad a large ocean passenger
steamer, with a thousand or perhaps tweive
hundred Haman souls on bosrd, of various

navigation. A man placed in that position
ought to be regularly trained for it and pass
step by step through the various grades of
his profession.

1t is necessary for him to sct in such a
manner that the passengers and crew will
place confidence in his jadgment and ability
in all the trying and difficult circumstandes
he may be placed in. He must be courteous
and pleasant to all on: bosrd and able to
give information of every description to
passengers who are constantiy asking
quesiions, which to them are of great
importance.

Above all he has t2 be sympathetic dering
the time that dreadful malady, seasickness,
attacks those who are travelling in his vessel,
nnsd also be endowed with a considerable
amouant of tact to settle little disputes which
80 frequent'y arse on board ship, and if not
carefully dealt with may pdssibly mar the
pleasure of a voyage. No individual man
io any position of life has such responsibili-
ties as the maa who commands a large ocean
steamer,

Owners, merchants and underwriters all
look to him as the trustee of their valuable
property, and relatives of passengers entrust
him with the lives of their friends. During
fine weather, when no danger was near,
Capt. Ritchie occasionally gave some of his
spare time to the passengers in relating
interssting and amusiog snecdotes of his
8Sea experiences.

He has carried many thousands of pas.
sengers across the Atlantic in safety, and
upon some voyages has had a very miscel-

Has the greatest of all discoveries for the
bicycle been reached ! asks The New York
World. Will the reeord-breaker on the
rubber tires of the future outfoot the birds
and put to shame the proudest efforts of the

race horse? Have we at last reached the
bicycle millennium, when science will enable
the man on the machine, supplying his own
motive power, literally to aannihilate space
by the exercise of a minimum of physical
power. i

Fifty miles an hour on a wheel.

This is the astonishing claim put forth for
a pew lever chain now undergoing the
experimental tests in Eogland. It is known
in the bicycle world as the Simpson lever
chain: All England is agog over it. Bicycle
makers all agree that the next great im-
provement will be in the chain. The
Simpson lever chain has waked up bicycle
manufacturers as has no other one discovery
since the pneumatic tire dawned upon the
scientists of cycling.

The Simpson chain aims to give greater
driving ‘power without increased effort. It
is assnmed that the reader, whether heisa
cyclist or not, de what sprockets
are and what is their fanction, In wheels
equipped with the Simpson chain there will,
of course, be two sprockets. The forward
sprocket, or driving wheel will be the same
as is now usad. The rear sprocket will be
greatly different.

The rear sprocket will consist of twooppos-
itz halves. Each half or side will have eight

teeth, as now, but the teeth will be cut on
a pew plan. There is a little hollow be-
tween each pair of teeth, which will engage

the links of the chain as it rolls along over
the sprocket. The angle at which these
little hollows or grooves are cut has been
criticised. The,little grooves are supposed
to be so many leverage points, at each of
which the links of the chain will brace itself
for the next leap over the sprocket teeth.
The little grooves will act as conservators
of energy, They will prevent the loss of
power. If they can do that they will be a
great boou to the bill-climber.

But the most important feature of this
new sprocket is its'size, It is nearly twice
the size of the ordinary sprocket, but it has
no more teeth. The latter fact is highly
important. If there were more teeth than
on the ordinsry sprocket the gear of the
wheel would be affected. If there were ten
teeth, for instance, the gear of the wheel
would be 50.4, assuming that the forward
sprocket had the usual number of eighteen.
The average wheel is geared to 63. A gear
of 50.4 would be an anomaly.

The increased size of this new sprocket,
therefore is the keynote of the Simpson in-
vention. It permits the chain to revolve
about a larger radius, thereby increasing the
driviog power of the chain. The new chain
is a series of double “triangles connected at
the bases, the bases going over the larger
spocket and the apices over the smaller one.
It does this with the exercise of no more
power on the pedals.

This large spocket will readily give the
bicycle s higher gear, but without oalling
for more driving power, It is claimed that
it will give the eqaivalent of a gear of 84 on
the ordinary bicyele, A gentleman whe has
seen the Simpson chain on an English
maehine in England, says that some wheels
with this chain have had tbe equivalent of a
gear of 96.

Since there are two halves to the spocket,
each of whose eight teeth is gripped by the
link pins of the chain in its flight, there isa
double forward pull and a double saving of
powey, although by thisis not meant that
the pull and saving are two-fold.
