PESSETEISERAR G LA
THIS HITS MONTREAL.

The Montreal Herald says that the
shortage in the corn crop threatens the
grain trade of that port, The ship-
ments of corn from Montreal in May
and June were $2,602,264 bushels, com-
pared with 2,686,914 in the like perlod
last year; but in July only 720,849 bush-
els were shipped, compared with 1,5683,«
110 in July, 1900; and the outlook is
that scarcely any, perhaps none at all,
will be shipped in. August, compared
with 2,678,098 in August of last year.
From August 1st To the close of navi-
gation last year some 7,000,000 bushels
of corn were shipped from Montreal,
and the Herald fears there will ba lit-
tle or none for the balance of the pres-
ent season, While the shipments of
wheat were nearly a millionn bushels
greater in July than in thé same month
last year, our contemporary sees indi«
cations that this activity has slackens
ed of late, while there was also a fall-
ing off in the export of oats to the ex-
tent of half a million bushels in July,
compared with July, 1900, although in
May and June there had been an in-
crease. ‘The question of what the
steamers will take as cargo in place of
the corn is one that is causing some
anxiety.

ST, STEPHEN WANTS PAPER MILL

Lumber Concern Which Contemplates
Sale of Its Property Insists Upon
This.

CALAIS, Aug. 6.~It is rumored that
the hitch in the negotiations between
the New York syndicate and the Bt
Stephen lumber concern for the pur-
chase of the mill privileges and tim-
ber lands of the latter, is caused by
the unwillingness of the New Yorkers
to erect a paper plant In connection
wWith the pulp mill which they intend
erecting here. The 8t. Stephen con-
cern is willing to sell out providing a
paper manufacturing plant is estab-
lished to give employment to the men
who will be thrown out of work by
the abolishment of the saw mills now
operating on the privileges held by the
concern, and the New Yorkers appear
unwilling to make the promise. The
public spirit which prompts the 8t.
Stephen firm in making the proviso is
highly appreciated on the border by all
classes of citizens who realize that the
mere erection of a pulp mill will not
help out the present low state of in-
dustrial conditions to any marked ex-
tent, whereas the erection of a paper
plant, employing additional help, would

THE POINT AT ISSUE,
What is Involved

in
Btrike.

PITTSBURG, Pa., Aug, 7.-~The de-
velopments of the last few days in the
steel strike have clouded the matters
at lssue with statements that do not
really cover the fundamental points.
With the recession made by the Unit-
ed States Steel Corporation and the
concessions made by the Amalgamat-
€d Association, the members of the lat-
ter feel now that the point at issue
with them is the life of their organiza-
tion,

With the manufacturers the vital
point is the preservation of the bal-
ance of pov 'r that they hold in the
non-union m '¢, With a certain num-
ber of their , ants outside the organ-
ization, they can resist unreasonable
demands of the men in the union
plants, Thus the real significance of
the refusal of Mr. Morgan and Mr.
Schwab to agree to sign for previous
non-unfon mills is the precedent that
it would set for non-union men. If
the scale were signed for McKeesport
and Wellaville this year, next year the
corporation would be confronted with
organizations at Vandergift, Home-
stead, or some of the other plants which
are now the trust's citadel against the
strike.

On the other hand, the Trust work-
ers feel that {f they lost this struggie
the trust will slowly exterminate the

lation. ‘The proposition of Mr.
Morgan was to sign for all mills, sign-
ed for last year, but Leechburg and
Old Meadow, at Scottdale. This would
be a loss of two mills, even under fav-
orable conditions for the workers. Next
year the trust might ask that some of
the present union strongholds be om-
itted in signing the scale and 8o on
each year.

Now that the men in previously non-

BISHOP OF ST, HELENA.

Asked That His Flock Be Treated at
Least as 'Wel as The Boers.

—
(London Telegraph.)

While lachrymose and imaginative
sentimentalists in this country are in-
dustriously pumping up tears over the
woes of Boer: prisoners, the Bishop of
St, Helena has quite another story to
tell of the treatment these captives re-
celve at the hands of British seldiers.
There was & scarcity of meat on the
island, all the available supplies being
commandeered by the military author-
ities for the rationing of the Boers,
and to make up the deficiency quanti-
ties had to be requisitionsd from ‘the
Cape. The Bishop and his flock were
reduced to a state of vegetarionism,
and for days were unable to procure
for themselves elther a chop or steak.
They bore the vegetable diet without
murmuring until they learned that
while they themselves were on short
COmmons the Bder prisoners were re-
galed with beef twice a day, with ve-
®etables in addition. The Bishop wrote
to Cape Town, and asked the author-
itles there to ration him and his con-
Sregation on the same scale as the
Boers, but recelved a' reply that such
& Course was impossible, for, as his
lordship was & man of peace, he was
not entitled to the treatment meted out
ta those who had fought against Brit-
isli soldiers, The Bishop thought sach.
preferential térms were very hard
lines, and refused to sit calmly down
to his potatoes and cabbages while the
Boers were becoming robustious on
roast beef. He therefore wrote to the
Commander-in-Chief ,in South "Africa,
calling his attention to the injustice
of the situation, and ultimately, after
a considerable delay, received permis-
sion to obtain from the military auth-
orities the same rations that were al-
lowed to the Boers, And they con-
sidered themselves very lucky, under
the circumstances.

FOREST FIRES DRIVE GAME.

Great Damage Reported in Northern
Ontario and Quebec.

QUEBEC, Aug. 5.—Tremendous dam-
age has been caused by fire to the for-
ests in Northern Ontario and Quebee,
especially in the neighborhood of the
headwaters of the Ottawa River and
of its principal tributaries. In many
districts the havoc wrought by the
flames is complete.

Wild animals, including moose and
deer, and game birds were all driven
from their haunts to the rivers and
lakes. During the progress of the fire
they could readlly be shot down or
captured, as they refused to turn back
into the woods. In several instances
sectlon men on the line of the Canadian
Pacific rallway found large numbers
of partridges and other game birds on
the track, which were so terror-strick-
en that they were easily made captives,
Large game was much more afrald of
the fire than of man, and in several
instances made no effort to avoid cap-
ture. A number of wolves escaped
the flames only to be slain by the em-
ployen of the railway. The flames trav-
eled with great rapidity, and in twen-
ty-four hours over a hundred square
miles of territory were burned over.

It is hoped by sportsmen that the
fire has not permanently affected the
hunting in these favored homes of big
game, but that the moose and red
deer will quickly return and thrive
upon the luxuriant growth of vegeta-
tion which follows so soon in the wake
of great forest fires.
