In order to bave the earth in
the pot well filled with roots from oenire
to circumferenoe, place ina small pot fire',
When the roots have filled the outer Inver
of soil with their fibres, then cheuge to »
pot alightly larger in Il the additio. -
al space arovad the ball of earth with
good soil sed allow the roats to fully
aocupy that space,. Thus the plant osn be
chaoged from ane pot (o snother, gradually
