That the Dominion Coal Company is
just as optimistic as the U. M. W. is
shown by the following interview with
a  prominent ouicial  tonight: “Al-
though the present strike is unplea-
sant to all concerned, we are in ex-
actly the same position we took at
the commencement of the trouble. If
the strikers will continue in demand-
ing recognition, they can wait until
the cows come home, for we absolute-
ly refuse to recognize the U. M. W.
We were forced into the fight and in
it we intend to remain. If American
coal operators secure our trade, then
we will fight until we get it back. It
would mean the ruination of Cape
Breton to allow the U. M. W. to con-
trol the whole situation. 1 have care-
fully studied their record elsewhere
and know what I am talking about.

County, asked tonight by your corres-
pondent for a statement. as to the ef-
fects of the strike so far - upon the
strength of the Union in this district,
said: “Our organizition is in a much
stronger position than when the strike
was called two weeks ago. We have
at least one thousand more men than
we had then, and I can tell you, that
only eighteen of our members have
gone back to work. Of this number
the majdrity were boys, but neverthe-
less they were members, and that is
the actual falling off.
“The Dominion Coal Company
brought in ninety-five men on Sunday
from Montreal, and before mnoon to ||
day, eighteen of them were initiated
into the ranks of the U. M. W. and
many more have come this afternoon
asking for initiation. A large number
of these men have already been sent
away by us to work on the National
Transcontinetnal. I have never been
better pleased with the situation
since the strike was called more
than I am tonight; and further, of all
the strikes I have been in the pros-
pects for victory were never better.
The men who are being brought in by
the company are doing us no more
harm than keeping up the hopes of
the company that we will break down.
They are not practical miners, and 1f
the company employs such men there
{s not only danger of injury to the
miners, but great loss of property, and
a terrible sacrifice of human lives.

To The Fisherman.

It is a fairly successful night of
salmon fishing off St. John harbor
which gives two boats 20 good fish.
A 10 pound fish is a fair size and is
usually worth $1.50 te the fisherman.
It is not the custom to sell their catch
by weight. Unless the fish weighs 20
pounds or near that it is counted as
one salmon and it is 80 counted if it
is less than 10 pounds. But a 20 pound
fish counts as two, a 30 pound fish as
three, a 40 pound fish as four. It is
not often that one is taken here which

.|counts more than four fish. A 43 pound

salmon was taken a few days ago. It

During the week the removal
of the remains of former clergymen’
from the Catholic cemetery to a new-
ly made burial ground behind the
church will be made. The procession
formed then is expected to be the
largest of its kind ever seen in St.
John.
