Mrs, Pankhurst Evaded Arrest
When Police Raided Suf-
ragette Gathering,

THREE MEMBERS OF
ARSON SQUAD CAUGHT

Suffragette Leader However
Got Away in the Excitement
After Issuing Challenge to
the British Government,

-

London, July 14.—Mrs. Emmeline
Pankhurst, the leader of the suffra
gettes, made her escape from the po-
lice today under exciting circum-
stances.

With Miss Annie Kennedy, one of
the most ardent of the militants, she
appeared this afternoon at a meeting
of the Women's Social and Political
Union.

Both women, although they were
suffering severely from the effects of
their recent hunger strike in prison,
delivered stirring addresses. Mrs.
Pankhurst announced she would rath-
er die than submit to the government.

“My challenge to the government
is: *@ive"me freedom or kill me,’”
she said,

Miss Kennedy auctioned off two. of i’
hev leenses—under theé et 14
mouse” act for $30 each. The police
yndertook to arrest Mrs. Pankhurst
and Miss Kennedy. Mrs. Pankhurst
fled from the building, making her
escape in a taxicab. She was pur-
sued, but so wild were the scenes of
disorder outside the pavilion that she
got away in the confusion.

Late tonight she was at her apart-
ment in Westminster and the police
made no further attempt to place her
under arrest.

The fact that three other women
were arrested led to the belief that
one of them was Mrs. Pankhurst.

The attempt to arrest Miss Ken-
nedy, precipitated a free fight in
which well-dressed men and wemen
engaged in hand-to-hand fighting with
the police. Umbrellas and sticks were
freely used. The police succeeded in
forcing Miss Kennedy into an' auto-
mobile and drove her to Holloway
jail.

Sylvia Pankhust, who was réleased
last night from Holloway jail, because
of her hunger strike, courted re-arrest
by addressing an enthusiastic meeting
of militants at Bromley tonight, She
said she intended to disregard the
terms of the license and openly defy
the government on every possible oc-
casion.

London, July 14—That the Balkan.
struggle will end by a process of
mutual exhaustion seems the only
hope that Sir Edward Grey, the Bri-
tish foreign secretary, is able to hold
out. In a statement in the House of
Commong tonight he said thAt mere
words were not likely to affect the
situation and it would be most diffi-
cult for the Europesn powers to re-
sort to force to impose peace.

Neither Servia nor Greece has paid
any attention to Russia’'s proposal
that they cease hostilities. They ap-
pear determined to negotiate peace
with Bulgaria only-on the field, with-
out intervention by any third party,
and unless Bulgaria proves amenable
it is believed that an advance will
be made upon Sofia to enforce accept-
ance of the Servo-Greek terms.

Serious fighting for the time being
is suspended but the advance of the
Turkish and Roumanian troops con-
tinues without opposition. A Bel
grade report sayg that the Servians on
Sunday captured an important posi-
tion eight miles west of Kustendil.

According to the Athens  corres-
pondent of the Dally Telegraph,

COMMISSION TO DEAL
WITH FUTURE DISPUTES

Board of Mediation and Concil-
iation to be Established to
Regulate Industrial Ques-
tions—President Will Name
Commission at Once.

Washington, July 14.—Representa-
tives of the 8,000 conductors and'train.
men of eastern rallroads, who have
voted to strike for higher wages, and
managing officers of the railroads,
agreed at the White House today to
submit their differences to arbitration
under the provisions of the Newlands-

Clayton Act, which President Wilson
and Congressional leaders promise to
make law by tomorrow night.

In the meantime no strike will be
declared, officials of the employees’

until Wednesday night.

This victory for arbitration over
the strike was the result of a two-
hour conference at the White House
between President Wilson and con-
both Republicans
and Democrats, thé presidents and
managers of the railroads and repre-
sentatives of the brotherhoods of train-
men and conductors.

The agreement not only averted,
temporarily at least, the strike which,
threatened to tie up railroad traffic
generally in the east, but smoothed
out differences of opinion that had
arisen in both houses as to the com-
position of the board of mediation
and provided a permanent commis-
sion to deal with railroad disputes.

The pathway was cleared for prompt
aetion in both houfes. Senator Ikern
t-lephonlng from the White Housa
to have the senatie adjourn until to-
morrow, instead of Thursday, as con-
templated, and Reprnsenmthe Clay-
ton announcing that he would move
to teke from the Speaker’s table his
bill, to which amendments in conform-
ity with thia Newlands bill in the
senate would be attached.

Ottawa, July 12.-—~Hon, J. D. Hazen,
the Minister of Marine and Fisheries,
pays a willing tribute to the memory
of the late Senator Ellis, as follows:
“The news of Senator Hllis' death

will be heard with deep  regret
throughout the Dominion and more
particularly in the city and province
in which the greater part of his life
has been spent. In many respects he
was St. John's leading citizen, and
was always ready to render public
service and to assist and encourage
any worthy cause. As a member of
the House of Assembly of New
Brunswick and of the Parliament of
Canada he was most painstaking and
industrious and left the impress of
his mind upon the enactments of
these bodies, for no member took a
keener or more intelligent interest
in perfecting legislation that came be-
fore them. As a member of the Sen-
ate he easily otcupied a foremost
place in the esteem of the country
and of his fellow members, by' whom
his mature judgment, his wide and
varied experience, his independence
of thought and his great abilities
were highly and deservedly appre-
clated. As a Senator he never allow-
ed party considerations to. interfere
with his convictions of what was best
for Canada, and in this respect he was
a striking exception in a body which
though in theory independent has of
late years become more partisan than
the House of Commons {tself. This
fact is all the more striking, as Sen-
ator Ellis was a staunch upholder of
the Liberal party and rendered it more
actual service in St. John and New
Brunswick than any other man of his
generation.. He founded and created
the St. John Globe and made it a
journalistic power in New Brunswick.
“Personally, I was associated with
him in connection with the work of
the University of New Brunswick, the
St. John Horticultural Society and in
other ways, and always found him a
delightful and interesting companion
and sincerely desirous of promoting
the public welfare. His death will be
deeply deplored, and of him it may
be truly said that he was faithful in
all things and a large hearted and
large minded Christian gentleman.”

In 1909, at the Defence Conference,
'the British Admiralty came to the
' Ministers of the several Dominions
with a definite plan for the estab-
lishment of an Imperial Pacific Fleet.
It was to consist of four battle-cruls-
ers, a dozen cruisers, and a torpedo
service. To the Canadian Ministers
in particular they said in effect:—"“Put
all your force upon the Pacific Ocean.
{ We are quite able to look after your
tAtlantic shores, but we are uneasy
about your British Columbia coast. Go
‘§n with Australia, New Zealand and
with us In starting this Imperial Paci-
fic Fleet.” Their plan was that Cana-
da and Australia should each provide
one fleet unit, that Great Britain and
New Zealand should join in providing
a third fleet unit, New Zealand paying
for the battle-cruiser; and that Great
Britain should provide a fourth fleet
unit. Bach fleet unit was to comprise
one battle-cruiser, three light cruisers,
six destroyers, and three submarines
United they would furnish a formid-
able squadron of four Dreadnoughts,
supported by twelve cruisers suitable
for scouting and commerce protection,
and a torpedo fleet of 24 destroyers
and twelve submarines.

Australia and New Zealand accepted
this proposition, Canada refused it.
Instead, Canada proposed to provide
no Dreadnoughts at all, though the
Dreadnought was the essential part of
the fleet unit, and only four light
cruisers, with some destroyers. Two
cruisers only were to be on the Paci-
fic Coast. Thus at the outset  the
Laurier Government failed to keep
pace with the Australians. The mo-
ment the Australians and New Zeal-
anders accepted the Admiralty’'s pro-
posal they ordered the ships, The
Australians ordered their destroyers
in the autumn of 1909; their battle-
cruiser, the “Australia,” was begun in
[ June, 1910; the light cruiser, “Syd-
ney,” was:begun in February 1911, and
the light cruiser, “Melbourne,” in
April, 1911, The Australian Naval Act
was passed in November, 1910, and in
the ensuing month two destroyers
were actually in their harbors. That is,
the Australians did not wait to pass
the act before ordering the ships, and
part of their fleet unit was sailing’
from England, where it was built, be-
fore the act was assented to.

The Laurier Government did noth-
ing in the way of preparation, beyond
engaging some naval officers, buying
two training ships, etc., until the act
was passed, early in 1910; they then
took a full year to screw up their
minds to the point of calling for tend.
ers for the four cruisers and six des-
troyers. The hammers were ringing
on two Australian light cruisers, and
the battle cruiser “Australia” was
nearly ready to launch, when the
tenders for the very first ships lay on
Mr. Brodeur's desk. Though the tend-
ers were available by May 1, 1911, and
the Government did not decide to dis-
solve until the end of July, the tend-
ers were not let. Mr, Pugsley has re-
cently explained that this was because
they were afraid of Quebec.

One excuse put forward for not
awarding the tenders is that Sir Wil
frid Laurier had to attend the Im-

not allow such considerations to hold
their hands, They ordered ships in
1909, 1910 and 1911 whether their Min-
isters were in or out of Australia.

The impression has been created,
by those who have not given the sub-
ject much thought, that the Boy Scout
movement hag a military tendency.
This view is entirely erroneous and it
is instructive to quote some remarks
by the Chief Scout, made at the exhi-
bition on this question. “The whole
aim of the movement,” he said, “is to
mwake good citizens, and one miscon-
ception which this exhibition is par:
ticularly designed to remove is that it
is a military organization. It bhas
nothing more to do with soldiering
than with any other form of activity
in life. Its aims are divided under
four heads—-first, charaocter; second,
handicraft; third, public service; and
fourth, physical, development and
llL‘il“h.”
As to character, the boys are taught
backwoodsmanship, because of the
resourcefulness, the self-reliance, the
sense of duty, which the backwoods-
man is bound to develop, and which are
harder to find in town populations.
With regard to handicraft, the train-
ing appeals as much to the slum boy
as to the better-class boy. In refer-
ence to public service and the duty of
helping others, Sir R. Baden-Powell
mentioned that, although every case of
lifesaving reported to headquarters is
carefully inquired into, some 700 boys
have already been decorated for gal-
lantry, and the average number of
recommendations for lifesaving, or as-
sisting in saving life, is about one a
day. “The Scout system of educating,”
he added, “is not to ‘thumb’ knowledge
into a boy, but to help him to get it
for himself.”
The practical side of the movement
is shown by the demand for Boy
Scouts among employers in the Old
Country. There are now over 23,000
in London, and no difficulty is experi-
enced in finding them good situations.
The association also has a farm in the
country at which the boys are doing
exceedingly well. The Sea Scouts, it
is predicted, are going to be a valuable
asset in getting men for the navy and
mercantile marine. There are now
something like 180,000 Boy Scouts in
Great Britain,

The Boy Scout movement owes its
origin to the genius of Sir Robert
Baden-Powell who, for the benefit of
the boyhood of England, founded this
voluntary organization to discipline
their lives and elevate their character.
Scarcely had he set the movement on
foot before it was taken up with en-
thusiasm all over the United Kingdom;
while with very brief delay other coun-
tries followed England’s lead. In Can-
ada there are about 30,000 Boy Scouts
and there {8 now scarcely a country in
the world which has not a more or less
flourishing organization. The Scout's
code of duty teaches him to help his
neighbor, not to hate his enemy, ac
tual or potential. The movement is
therefore in the best sense interna-
tional as well &s national. It appeals
to the finer instincts of boy nature all
the world over,

FIRST AUCTION SALE.

The first auction sale in England
was held 213 years ago today by
Blisha Yale, who had been governor
of Madras, and who adopted that plan
for selling the Bast Indian wares he
had brought home. The sale attracted
wide attention, and was so successful
that others immediately adopted the
plan, Before the close of the
eighteenth century England began to
place a tax on auction sales, and at
times these duties have ranged 08
as five per cent. In 1845 the tax
was repealed, but a charge was impos-
ed on the license to be taken out by
all auctioneers.
The abuses at auctions, caused by
combinations of brokers to bid up the
offerings, led to the adoption of strin-
gent regulations. In the Unittd Stateg
auctioneers of a certain class have al-
so been guilty of many impoeltloni
en the public. Fake “guction sales
of alleged bankrupt stocks of merchan-
dise, “fire sales,” and similar schemes,
have long been used to impose on the
credulous. At many Such sales the
auctioneer has confederates in the
crowd, who start the bidding and con-
t'nue it until some legitimate biddor
has offered a price that affords the
promoters & handsome profit. The
imposition of heavy fines and prison
sentences has discouraged this class
of auctioneers in most sections.

Fredericton, July 14.—The Lieu-
tenant Governor in- Council has ap-
proved the classification of crown
timber lands and the fixing of bonus-
eg to be pald by the licensees under
the new Crown Timber Lands Act,
passed at the last session of the
legisiature. A new scale of stumpage
was approved. The stumpage rates
are still below private ones and the
increase will probably net the prov-
ince about $750,000 per year. The
new classifications and rates will be-
come effective on Aug. 1st, Premier
Flemming in an interview in Wood-
stock, stated that he did not believe
an immediate Increase in the crown
lands revenue would be effected, but
he was of the opinion that a more
careful method of .cutting would re-
sult. If the annual cut remained con-
stant, the revenue would increase,
but the Premier looked for a decrease
in the cut which had been above the
growth during the past few years.
