HYDRO-ELECTRIC
BILL IS UNDER FIRE.

Sirong Opposition to Scheme
Because of Injury to Fishing
and the Lumbering Indus-
tries.

Predericton, March 24—The cor-
poration committee held two sessions
today to take up the St. John River
Hydro-Electric Company’s bill.

At this evening’s session T. F. Allen
sald he appeared in the interests of
the Tobique Salmon Club, having rep-
resented them in the province for the
last twenty-four years, to oppose the
bill. He had made a specialty of the
protection of salmon and other fish,
and felt confident to speak on mat
ters relating to it,

The industry is valued from the
head of the Tobique to the Bay of
Fundy at $80,000 annually. The sal-
mon club pays annually $12,000 to
$15,00¢ for the sport they have taken
with the fly. The fish costs about
$4.50 a pound, but fishermen don't val-
ue their sport from a commercial
point of view. They employ twenty-
four men to look after the' fisheries
and see that the fish are protected.
A large number of men are employed
at seasons of the year when there is
no other work to be had.

With regard to fishways, so few
salmon get by dams that it would be
of no use whatever to pay for pro-
tection of such up above the dam
proposed. In the many rivers in New
England which were formerly good
fishing, rivers where dams has been
erected and fishways provided the
fish had now all left them. If fish
once found their way obstructed they
would in a very short time leave the
distriet.
young fish are hatched out at the
hatcheéry at Grand Falls and other
hatcheries are. projected in tributary
rivers. These hatcheries, of course,
help wonderfully in providing fish,
but if obstructions are placed in the
river and the parent fish cannot reach
the spawning grounds, the value of
these hatcheries is largely thrown
away. The Tobique is now the only
river tributory to the St. John left
where fish can group to spawn. To
take away the spawning grounds in
the St. John river would mean the to-
tal extinction of the salmon fishing
industry in the Bay of Fundy. No
fish can spawn successfully in the
lower part of the St. John river, be
cause conditions are not snitable.

In answer to Mr, Carter, Mr. Allen
said there were many rivers in Maine,
the Penobscot, Kennebec and others,
which were formerly excellent fishing
grounds, but the erection of dams
had resulted in driving practically sll
the fish away, notwithstanding the
fact that fishways had been provided.

Should Have More Information.

W. A, Ewing asked if there were
any further objections.

J. J. F. Winslow said the committee
should know how much of the $500,000
of stock had been applied for and
paid for.

The fact hds been established frem
all obtainable evidence that General
Hubert Gough and the other officers
of the Third Cavalry Brigade demand-
ed and obtained written assurances
which had been drafted by a lawyer
that they would not be ordered to
fight Sir Edward Carson’s volunteers,
and that these asurances were obtain-
ed largely through personal inter-
vention of the King.

Before they left London yesterday
they sent telegraphic messages Lo
their brother officers in Ireland that
they had found support ‘“from the
highest quarters.” On their arrival
at Curragh camp today they were
welcomed by a guard of honor with
cheers, and related the outcome of
thelr summons to the war office

The government has promised to
throw  more light tomorrow upon re-
cent history by giving to parliament
all the written communications with
General Paget and the officers who
refused service, but how far the ne-
gotiations were carried on by written
communications remaing to be seen.

The most reliable parliamentary
writers will make this statement in
the morning papers.

Labor Party in Revolt,

The labor party members, who
throughout Mr. Asquith’s administra-
tlon have been criticized by many of
the rank and file of their party for
seeming to be docilely chained to his

Have Been Built

“The comstruction of the N. T. R.
from Levis to Moncton,” said Dr.
Reid, “which when complete will cost
in the neighborhood of $35,000,000 was
not justified and ghould not have been
constructed. It would appear from the
evidence given by Mr. Woods, assls-
tant chief engineer of the Grand
Trunk Pacific that this 460 miles ot
railway was foisted onto that com-
pany and that the Grand Trunk Pa
cific Rallway Company had to take it
at illy-nully and were aware from the
first that it would not be a paying
proposition.

“The Yorkshire Post says that Col.
Sam Hughes has informed the Orange
organization that the Canadian Gov-
ernment propose to take no action to
prevent the departure of the first con-
tingent of one thousand picked Cana-
dian Orangemen who are coming to
Belfast in May next.”

The truth of the cable was not prov-
én, The Montreal Star did not take
the responsibility for it. It merely re-
presented a statement said by an Eng-
lish newspaper to have been made by
the Canadian Minister of Militia to
the Orange organization. Yet it suffic-
ed for the ground of an attack upon
Col. Hughes; and it is more than pos-
sible that the statement credited to
him was never made but suppose it
had been made to the Orange organiza-
tion as quoted. Any person familiar
with the workings of any secret so-
ciety can at once see that it is most
improbable that communications to
any of them would find their way into
the newspapers,

Also there is another ground upon
which to view the matter, taking it at
its most serious valuation. 1t Col
Hughes made the statement quoted
was he not within the truth? Can the
Government interfere with men leav-
ing this country, whether they leave
as a contingent or as individuals? It
is more reasonable to suppose that
any interference they might encoun-
ter would come from the other side
of the water where they might be
deemed undesirables, according to the
British immigration laws and refused
permission to land. But how could
they be interfered with in Canada,
unless it were definitely shown that
their purpose in leaving was to take
up arms against the British crown,
and this has not been shown? It is
not even kuown that such a contin-
gent is in existence. (onsequently it
can be seen that when a Liberal mem-
ber raises such a question in the
House of Commons, a tribunal which
recognizes no class or creed, and does
it on such scant authority it can easi-
ly be seen to what leagths the Lib-
erals are reduced in their attempts
to make political capital.
(Col. the Hon. Sam Hughes, since
becoming Minister of Militia, has
raised the standard of that depart
ment to a point of efficiency never
dreamed of by Sir Frederick Borden.
Consequently there is no ground for
complaint on that score. The fact that
his opponents are willing to take ad-
vantage of such a triviality against
him indicates at once how slender is
the line upon which Col. Hughes is at
all open to criticism. He will not suffer
by attacks of such a nature. Rather
will they reflect upon the men mak-
ing them.

HISTORIC DAYS IN CANADA

In 1862 he recelved and accepted a
call to St. John's, and in Newfound-
land and the Labrador and Maritime
Provinces and their waters he found
abundant “raw materia” for the natur+|
alist. Next to the spread of religion,
natural history research was his great-
est passion, and he was also a student
of history and the author of several
historical works. In 1878 he discov-|'
ered the devilfish, or at least brought
sclentific proof of the existence of
that monster of the deep, which up to
that time had been dismissed by most
naturalists as a mythical creation of
the fervid imaginations of mariners
and fishermen. The creature thus
brought to public attention and popu-
larity associated by name with his
Satanic majesty was given the scien-
tific name of Megalotuthis Harveyl, in
honor of the clerical naturalist who
had brought it to light. Moses Har
vey's published works include several
of a religious nature, including *“The
Harmony of Science and Revelation,”
a scholarly attempt at the reconcila-
tion 'of theology and science, and
thoughts on the Poetry and Liturature
of the Bible,” which rather unhappy
title covered a work of considerable
merit. He also published a volume of
“Lectures, Literary and Biographical,’
and a book on “Newfoundland.” In
addition, he contributed many articles
to magazines, newspapers, reviews ana
encyclopedias, dealing with religious
histprical and literary subjects and
with the history of Newfoundland,
Labrador and Canada. The learnec
clergyman and scientist died in St
John's, Sept. 3, 1901,

THE HUMAN PROCESSION

DR. SIMON FLEXNER

Dr. Simon Flexner, director of the
Rockefeller Institute for Medical Re-
search, was born in Louisville, Ky.,
fifty-one years ago today. The emi-
nent Hebrew physician—whose broth-
er, Dr. Abraham Flexner, has also
gained an international reputation in
the medical world—was educated in
Louisville, Johns Hopkins, and the
German universities of Strassburg and
Berlin. He was a member of the med-
ical faculties of Johns Hopkins and
the University of Pennsylvania, and
connected with Philadelphia hospitals,
before he took charge of the labor-
atories of the Rockefeller Institute in
New York. Dr. Flexner and his col-
leagues have made many important
contributions to medical sclence, and
has been bitterly attacked by the an-
ti vivisectionists.

DR. DANA

American boys are coddled too
much, and are in need of “sympathetic
and intelligent but hard taskmatsers,”
in the opinion of Dr. Charles Loomis
Dana, the celebrated neurologist. Dr.,
Dana was born in Vermont sixty-two
years ago today, and for thirty years
he has been a recognized authority on
nervous diseases. “We are too senti-
mental toward the child, and too
much stress is laid upon their ca-
prices and their alleged nervosities,”
declared Dr. Dana in a recent address
before a body of educators.

WESTERN SCULPTOR

John Gutzon de la Mothe Borglum
doesn’'t sound like the name of a hu-
man product of the wild and wooly
West, but the famous sculptor and
art insurgent was born in Idaho, the
son of a physician, forty-seven years
ago today. He was educated in a little
Kansas college, and studied art in
San Francisco and Paris. His famous
works include the herolc statue of
Lincoln now being shown at an ex-
hibition of Bourglum’'s works in Co-
lumbia University; the colossal Lin-
coln head in the rotunda of the Capi-
tol at Washington; the great figures
of the twelve apostles for the Cathe-
dral of St. John the Divine in New
York, the Princeton gargoyles, and
the Sheridan monument in Washing-
ton.

VATE PACIFiCATOR,

John Lind, who has lately occupied
prominent place in the Mexican
limelight as President Wilson's pri-
vate pacificator and personal represen-
tative in that turbulent so-called re-
public, will pass the three-score mark
today. The onearmed Minnesota-
Scandinavian diplomat and statesman
who has been trying to pour oil on
the troubled waters of Mexican affairs
was born at Kanna, Smaland, Bweden,
March 25, 1854, He was fourteen when
his family was caught in the tide of
emigration then sweeping across the
Atlantic from Scandinavia to Uncle
Sam's Northwest.

East St. John Man Objects
to Building Tuberculosis
Home on Poor House
Grounds.

What is the explanation of the sud-
den action of the Municipal Council
re the removal of the Tuberculosis
Hospital from Merritt street to the
poor house grounds?

One day tenders were asked for the
Merritt street building, and behold
next day the council announces that
it will be built on the Alms House
grounds. Whence this sudden change
of base? Why was it done? Certain-
1y not for the reason advanced that
it was a better site. Some people in
Douglas avenue claimed Merritt street
was too noisy from its proximity to
the railway; that there was too much
fog; that it would be a nuisance and
a menace and would injure the sale of
property there. Still they are perfect.
ly satisfled to have it moved to East
St. John to be a menace and nuisance
there; a place that will soon outstrip
Douglas avenue in value and impor-
tancé. Do these people think that
they can force on the people of East
St. John a hospital that they have
made every effort to get rid of?

As to fog. Everyone knows that
very little fog passes over the hill on
Merritt street, while the part of Kast
St. John salected is noted for its fog.
As to noise. There will be many
times as much nvuise from the blasting
and public works going on at East St.
John, day and night, as long as there
is a dry dock. ‘What about that noisy
spot for sick people?

This class of patients are particu-
larly sensitive and hard to get to any
hospital, let alone one situated on
pauper ground, where they would be
considered as paupers.

Very few houses could be built near
the Merritt street site on account of
the slope of the ground; while at East
St. John, it would be in the middle of
a new town, close to a thickly settled
district.

One reason given for the change,
is that it will cost less for excavation.
While this is debatable; how about
the extra cost of sewers? Where are
they to empty? If inside the break-
water, then the contents of the sewer-
age will be thrown into the new ba-
sin, where the water will be practical-
ly stagnant.

Why should a new building, costing
when finished $85,000.00, be built on
land upon which an option was given
some time ago. If the Alms House
has to be sold to make room for im-
provements, what will become of the
new $85,000.00 hospital? What is the
real reason for the proposed change?

Why should it cost $85,000.00 to
build and furnish, when a couple of
years ago a committee of the Anti-
Tuberculosis Society, to whom the
matter was left for investigation, af-
ter looking into the subject thorough-
ly, came to the conclusion that all
that was necessary to begin with was
a hospital to contain twenty beds, on
plans that could be gradually extend-
ed to accommodate thirty or forty as

A meeting of the city commissioners
has been called for today at noon
when matters concerning the harbor
fisheries will be considered in commit-
tee,

acting Minister of Rajlways and Can-
ting this afternoon to the
nual budget statement of
tha Department of Railways and Can-
als, dealing with transportation prob-
lems generally, summarized briefly at
the outset the work done on the canals
branch. He noted that the large pro-
jects underway in connection with the
Canadian canal system were now the
construction of the New Welland Ship
Canal, and the carrying through to
completion of the Trent Canal: On
the New Welland Canal, four sections
for the heaviest part of the whole
work had already been let. The ten-
ders received in each 'case were lower
than the estimates of cost prepared
by the departmental engineers. The
total estimated cost of the four sec-
tions now under contract was $20,
150,000, which was several millions
less than was estimated by the depart-
ment. Tenders would be called for in
a short time for section eight of the
canal, which would be the last big
contract to be awarded. The other
sections were all comparatively small
and would not be let for some little
time to come. If the contracts yet to
be let continued within the estimates
to the same exent as these already
dealt with, the total estimated cost of
$50,000,000 for the whole work would
be materially reduced.
In regard to the Trent Canal, Dr,
Reid said that it was expected that
the entrance to Lake Ontario would
be completed by the end of the com-
ing fiscal year. On the section from
Georgian Bay to lLake Bimcoe, one
contract had already neen let and ten-
ders had already been called for ao-
other section, The whole western sec-
tion of the canal would be under con-
struction in the near future. It was
not expected that there would be a
very heavy freight on the canal owing
to its small depth but there were
great tourist possibilities and the
water power development would be of
great benefit to the province.
The canal traffic last fiscal year
showed an fucregse of 4,406,668 tons,
or 94 per cent. in the volume of
freight tonnage. The aggregate of
freight transpirted during 1913 was
52,063,913 tons, of which 42,699,324
tons went through the Sault Ste Marie
Canal; 3,670,714 tuas through the Wel
land and 4,302,427 tons through the
St. Lawrence Canal.

I. C. R, Freight Rates Increase.

+Turning to & resume of the year on
the gevorenment railways, Dr. Reid
nuted that the increase in frelght rates
on the Intercolonial had been under
consideration for some time previous
to the retirement of the former board
of management appointed under the
late government. Before the change
of management was made, the former
board had alyeady decided on an In-
creased tarift for all freight commodi-
ties. ‘This increase of freight rates
had been put into force just previous
to the change in management. 1 me-
tion this fact, sald Dr. Reid, “for the
reason that many people in the lower
provinces are under the impression
that these increases had been first de-
cided upon and put into effect by the
present management.”

Turning to the reasons making this
necessary, Dr. Reld noted that the
Maritime companies had advanced
their prices on ccal to the I. C. R,
sufficiently to compel an increased
expenditure of $350,000 for fuel. The
salary increases granted to the 1. C.

R. employes, putting them on the
same basis as employes on cther
railways in Canada, meant an io-

crease in operating expenses of about
$325,000 per annum, The net sucplus
on the I. C. R. for the fiscal year jnst
ending, he estimated at $300,000 which
would be transferred to “remewal of
equipmeént account.” Receipts for
the year would be $12,632,973, and the
estimated expenditure $12,328,000.
During the year a total of 3510,060
had been transferred from receipts
to equipment renewal account. The
increagsed cost
vear was $783,000, of 'which $247,000
went to meet the increase in salaries
and wages; $307,00€ to increased cost
of fuel; $86,000 to increased cost of
material, The increase in the number
of passengers moved from April 1st
to November 80th, was 299,564, and
the increased freight was 210,971
tons.,, The expsnditurea op capital ac-
count included the new terminal fa.
cilities of Halifax apnd St. Jehn,
Speaking of the work at Halifax, Dr.
Reid said:

“When these terminals are con-
plete we believe that we shall have
a harbor equal to any other port ip
the world, with a capacity sufficient
to handle all traffic which may be
expected.”

Million For New Rallway Stock,

For new rolling stock about $1,000,-

00 had been expended during the
year, and for other improvements
chargeable to capital expenditure

there had been an outlay of §900,000.
In regard to the Prince Edward
Island Railway he estimated the earn-
inge for the current year at §410,000
with an expenditure of $555,000, or a
defizit of $145,000. The increased
deficit was due t the similar cost of
wages and material as enumerated
on the 'I. C. R,
In concluding his references to gov-
ernment railways, Dr. Reld declared
that the government believed that the
railway should be properly equipped
and maintained at the highest possible
standard, and that this was the end
Hon Frank Cochrane had in view.

In regard to the Hudson Bay Rail
way, the minister said that ninety
miles of gteel had now been laid and
one hundred and thirty miles of grad-
fng had been completed.

(Council of Board of Trade
and City Commissioners
Talk Matter Over—East.

St. John were considered by the mem-
bers of the ecouncil of the Board of
Trade and city commissioners yester-
day afternoon. A general discussion
took place but it was decided to take
no further action in the matter until

J. M. Robinson. The others present
were Mayor Frink, Commissioners
Wigmore and Agar, D. F. Pidgeon, F.

Schofleld, P. W. Thomson, J, A, Like-
ly and C 8.

W. F. Hatheway introduced the
matter of Valley Railway routes and
explained the advantages of the dif-
ferent ways in which the  rallway
could reach 8t. John. Mr. Hatheway
gave a detalled account based on re-
ports made by engineers as to the
depth of water and the distances be-
tween Bt.' John and Evandale via
Rothesay and Perry's Point, Rothesay
and Reed's Points and via Westfield
botl;‘ by the back line and the river
bank,

Reed’s Point Route.

The Reed's Point route would be
the best in his opinion on account of
the shallow water and also on account
of a reduction in the distance between
8t. John and Evandale of 6% miles
over tire other lines, He believed that
the council of the Board of Trade,
as well as the city commissioners,
should take the matter up with the
members of the legislature and urge

on them the necessity of having the| -

road come into St, John by this short
route.

Mr. Hatheway referred to the fact
that some reports supposed to have
been made by engineers showed that
the Westfield route was shorter than
that down the eastern side of the
river but he would not vouch for the
accuracy of the statement.

Mr. Robinson understood that when
the Valley Railway was proposed it
was to be part of a transcontinental
line, and he thought that the line
should be completed to St John so
that it would not fall under the com-
plete control of the C. P. R.

Mr. Hatheway pointed out that the
bill introduced in 1907 in the local
house by Mr. Pugsley called for the
connecting up of the road with the

He pointed out
that the line from Andover to Grand
Falls had been refused a Dominion
subsidy by Hon. Mr. Cochrane be-
cause he saw no necessity for this
third raflway along the banks of the
8t. John River, 1

No Change in Route,

He had been assured by Hon. J. K.
Flemming that so far as the provin
clal government was concerned the
Valley Rallway was to come into St.
John by the eéastern route and the con-
tract had been let accordingly.
