The first concern of the Canadian Government is the defence of
our own terrltdry, including our ports and harbors. For this purpose
about 8,000 men are now under arms in Canada, and are serving on
garrison, or outpost duty from the Atlantic to the Pacific. At impor-
tant points on both coasts the defences have been strengthened and
guns have been mounted. Other coast and harbor defences, the nature
of which it is not desirable to publish have also been prepared. Ex-
pert military advisers of the Government advise that this force could
be very rapidly increased from the active militia at a few hours’ no-
tice, and they consider that every reasonable safeguard against suc-
cessful attack has been provided.

FURTHER CONTINGENTS

To thé organization and dispatch of further contingents, the fol-
jowing conclusions have been reached. .

{. From the present time until the end of the war, or so long as
the war office shall deem it advisable, Canada will keep continuously in
training and under arms (in addition to the eight thousand men above
mentioned) 30,000 men.

2. As soon as arms, guns and equipment can be provided for a
force of ten thousand men, that force will be despatched to Great Brit-
aln, as the first instaliment of a second expeditionary force. There-
wpon additional men will be enlisted so as to keep the number under
training continuously at 30,000. This process wil continue from time
to time; that is to say, as soon as each force of 10,000 men is armed,
equipped and despatched, another force of 10,000 will be enlisted to
take its place and to bring the number in training up to 30,000.

GERMANS DRIVEN BACK FOR

THIRTY MILES BY ALLIES

British and French Forces in Northern France and Belgium Make Splendid Gains —Enemy
Driven from Channel Ports—Sir John French in Official Statements Tells of Terrific
Fighting on Aisne and of Great Bravery. of British Soldiers.

O ————————————————————————

Berlin says it is not known where these new troops are going,
but the Allies probably soon will learn their destination, as their avia-
tors are sald to be busy everywhere over the German lines. It is
thought here, however, that it probably will be some days before the
Germans make their presence feit.

In the centre and in the Vosges the situation is stationary. This is
not taken here to mean that no fighting is taking place, and it is con-
sidered likely that the battle on the Alsace frontier, which has been
going on for some days, has yet to reach its end.

The Germans have established civil administrations in the greater
part of Belgium and are said to have demanded war levies from Ostend
and Blankenberghe—Ostend being called upon to pay $1,000,000, and
Blankenberghe to supply certain provisions for man and beast.

The arrival in London of thousands of Belgian refugees has stirred
up the populations in the poorer districts of the city against the Ger-
mans. Thousands of Germans are still carrying on business, or con-
tinuing In their places of employment, not only in London but through-
out the country, and the agitation for the discharge of those employed
in hotels, barber shops and other places is growing in intensity.

CONTRADICTORY REPORTS FROM EAST

Again the Russians and the Austrians flatly contradict one aneth-
er as to the progress of events in the east. The Austrians claim that
the operations are progressing favorably for them, while an official
report from Petrograd received tonight says that atempts by the Aus-
trians to cross the River San failed, and that in the fighting south of
Przemysl, which took the form of a bayonet charge, they captured fif-
teen Austrian officers and 1,000 men.

On September 5, Gen. Joffre decided
to take the offensive, as he considered
conditions very favorable to success.

Field Marshal French believes that
about moon on the sixth the enemy
realized that a powerful move was
being made against the flank of his
columns moving south and east, and
began the great retreat which bpened
the battle.

This battle, so far as the Sixth
French Army, the British Army and
the Fifth and Ninth French Armies
were concerned, was concluded on the
evening of September 10, when the
Germans had been driven to the Sols-
sons-Rheims line, with the loss of
thousands of prisoners, many guns
and enormous masses of transport.

Acting Premier Tells of Needs

Sent.

Fredericton, N, B., Oct. 19, 1914,
To the People of New Brunswick:

The disaster which has followed
the Belgian people since the opening
of the war shows no prespect of
abatement, and they are in great dis-
tress.

From many parts of the Empire as-
sistance has beeen given to meet the
necessities of the situation and to mit-
igate the suffering which has been
forced upon a nation which, desiring
peace, was compelled to take up arms
for the preservation of its national in-
tegrity. The contributions so far
made are not sufficient to meet the
pressing needs, if suffering and death
are to be prevented. Under the cir-
cumstances it has been deemed prop-
er to issue a direct appeal to you and
| am satisfied it will meet with a uni-
versal response.

It is needlesc for me to say that the
Belgians are deserving at our hands
of every assistance we can render. In
defending their own homes they are
fighting our battle for the preserva-
tion of the liberties which we so fully
enjoy. Their heroism and the sacri-
fices made by them in defence of their
freedom and their families and for
the maintenance of liberty and inter-
national good faith have challenged
the admiration of the world, while the
delay secured by their magnificent re-
sistance to the German invaders has
proved of invaluable service to the
Empire and its allies.

Because of their heroic stand the
lands of the Belgians have been laid
waste, their towns and cities have
been sacked, their homes have been
violated and wrecked, their industries
ruined, and they have been brought
face to face with starvation and com-
plete destitution. Ailready in many
portions of the Province the work of
providing relief has been begun. It is
important that it should be generally
undertaken, for there are few homes
within our borders which cannot con-
tribute something in the way of food
or clothing.

With the approval of the Govern-
ment, | am taking the liberty to ask
that committees be appointed in ev-
ery city, town, municipality and parish
in the province; that these commit-
tees 'solicit gifts of clothing and food;

of the trade. Manufactur-
ers state that it is next to impossible
to secure the general run of colors
except in large quantities and some
colors are impossible to procure at
any price. This makes the manu-
facture of certain cloths an extremely
expensive undertaking. Prices have
advanced sharply and stocks are next
to mothing, and although the trade
is hopetul of finding a solution to the
difficulty, none has been forthcoming
so far. The United States are in an
equally bad position and have asked
some of the principal chemical men
in Canada for supplies, but without
success, according to all reports. .

The position of the knit goods trade
remains much as it was a month ago,
although manufacturers are starting
to put forward next spring’s samples,
Prices for the next year, it is said,
will remain firm. Although this year's
business will not be asatisfactory, a
more optimistic feeling prevails re-
garding next year and though no one
expects a phenominal rise in the vol-
ume of orders, they look for a steady
trade.

A good demand has been noted for
all lines of sweaters, heavy -socks, and
practically all lines of winter under-
wear. Repeat orders have not been
coming forward for fall goods and this
business has shown a considerable
falling off from last year. There is
little worry on the part of the manu-
facturers as to this winter's trade as
they are fairly well fixed and intend
to keep their mills running as mear
full time as is physically possible.
‘The Department of Trade and Com-
merce has brought this fact well home
to them in a series of articles by ex-
perts on Canadian trade. It would
be a bad thing for the industries and
the country alike if the mills were
forced to close down partially and
thus throw a burden of unemployed
on the ocountry’s hands during the
present crisis.

Business for spring has beew fair,
although cutters-up and jobbers are
none too hopeful for the next few
months’ trade.

The war in Europe is causing great-
ly increased activity in the cotton
industry In.Caneda and cotton factor-
ies that were running on short time
for months are now being ordered to
full capacity. The putting of cotton
to new uses to replace other imported
raw materials that cannot be secured
is one reason for the increased ac-
tivities in the cotton industry. It has
been customary to use jute in the
manufacture of 3ugar and flour bags
for export. Jute in its raw state
comes from India and, as a rule, is
manufactured in the United Kingdom.
The holding up of several shipments
of the jute has resulted in a dearth
of jute in Canada and the substitution
of heavy cotton for jute in bag man-
ufacture. Other possible uses for cot-
are beinz investigated by Canadian
manufacturers, and it said that pew
uses are being discovered every day.

Thus, the outlook for the industry
in Canada is brighter today than it
has been for some time. One method
of overcoming the dyestuff shortage
is that, with some reeadjustments and
perhaps some changes in shades,
sufficlent dyestuffs and chemicals to
meet the Canadian demand will be
secured. Everything points to a busy
winter for all the Canadian cotton
mills and to the continued employment
of the 14,000 hands required fn their
operation.

At that period the featherweight
champions and runnergup included
such great little men as Tommy War-
sen of Louisville, who was & native of
Los Angeles; Ike Weir, “the Belfast
Spider,” who was born in Ireland;
Frank Murphy, the English boxer, who
fought Weir eighty rounds to a darw;
Australian Billy Murphy, who hailed
originally from New Zealand, and who
defeated Weir; Johnny Griffin, “the
Braintree Lad,” of Massachusetts,
who whipped Billy Murphy; Abe Wil-
Uis and Young Griffo, both of Austra-
lia; Jack Skelly, the Irish-American,
and Skelly’s conqueror, George Dixon,
the Nova Scotia ‘“Chocolate Drop.”
Solly Smith of Los Angeles and Dave
Sullivan, a native of Ireland, also be-
gan at about this time the careers
which led to the featherweight cham-
plonship. There were at least a dozen
other little fellows good enough to be
champions today--such boys as Dal
Hawkins ,Billy Plimmer, George Sid-
dons and Pedlar Palmre.

Johnny Griffin, one of the feathers
weight champions of that era, was
born in Braintree, Mass., forty-five
years ago today, October 16, 1869, He
was victorious in most of his early

attles, fought mainly in Boston and

«Xprocton. His first serious reverse
ame in 1889, when he was defeated in
elghteen rounds by Frank Murphy of
Birmington, England. This was just
shortly before Murphy went to Indi-
ana and scrapped Ike Weir for the
featherweight title, the mill lasting
eighty rounds. A coyntry village was
the scene of this historic conflict,
which began.in the night and contin-
ued until dawn, when the sheriff ap-
peared and put a stop to the game

Tommy
alleged that he was sick, and offered
to fight the Massachusetts boy at a
later date, but at the time set Warren
did not appear and forfeited $500 ap-
pearance money. Grifin was then
matched with Australian Billy Mur-
phy, who had just arrived in San
Francisco from the Antipodes, and to
the surprise of the fans the Austra-
lian put the Braintree lad away in the
third chapter. A few months later
Australian Billy knocked out Tke Weir
in fourteem roynds for the diamond
belt emblematic of the world's feath-
erweight championship. Griffin fought
Ike Weir at Nantasket Beach, Mass.,
in 1891, the articles calling for a fin-
ish fight with small gloves, but in the
fourth round the cops broke up the
session. In 1892 Griffin went to New
York, and, after knocking out Jimmy
Lynch, he was matched with Austra-
lian Billy Murphy. This match was
said to be for the world’s title, but
George Dixon-then had a better right
to that honor. This time Griffin had
the better of the argument, knock-
ing out the Australian in the seventh
round. A few months later, at Roby,
Ind., Grifiin was knocked out by Solly
Smith, the Californian turning the
trick in four rounds. Griffin retired
from the ring in 1894, after having
been defeated by George Dixon and
Kid Lavigne.

Griffin was one of the strongest and
sturdiest of the featherweights of the
golden era, but he lacked the clever-
ness which characterized the ring
work of such masters as lke Weir,
Young Griffo and George Dixon. In
fact, Griffo and Dixon were about the
cleverest boys who ever wore gloves.

HUMAN HEAD
WAS USED AS
- A FOOT BALL

Football is one of the oldest of
sports, and some authorities say it is
the daddy of all outdoor games, The
ancient Greeks and Romans played a
game similar to football, the Romans
calling it Folis.. The gridiron pastime
has always been of a ferocious nature,
The first contest pulled off in England
was at Chester, when a human head,
from which a captured Dane had been
separated, was used as a football. As
early as the twelfth century football
was England’s most popular sport.
There were no “elevens” in those
days, but the adult male populations
of whole townships contended one
against the other, and the contest fre-
quently lasted all day. A game that
didn’t leave several corpses strewed
about the premises, and send most of
the players home with broken bones
or heads was considered very tame

The sporting writers frequently
speak in the highest terms of Hank
0O'Day, who, when he was the manager
of the Cincinnati Reds, was one of the
best on the job. The Reds at first
resented Hank’s iront mitt and his
method of driving them in the spring,
then they beran to like it, and when
the season started in real earnest
they'd do anything for Hank.

O'Day as an umpire for 20 years,
always had to decide matters quickly
and sternly, and he did not change
when he became a manager.

The Reds found that while O'Day
was something of a “bear” in his ways
he hadl a big heart. When a player
was hurt, O'Day saw that he got the
best of attention and got it in a hur-
ry. Time and again during the train-
ing season Hank was invited to

theatres and big dinners and every
time he refused.

O'Day was a great believer in the
old onerun game. “Get one and it
takes two to beat you,” is his motto.
He put Bullet Bescher, the best base
runner. in theé National league, at the
top of the Red batting order, and sent
Bates, one of the best sacrifice hitters,
up second. Then he filled in with
Dick Hoblitzell, a demon in a pinch,
and Mike Mitchell, who with Hoblit-
zell, batted in more runs than any
man in the league last season.

O’Day had won most of the Reds’
victories by using remarkable judg-
ment in picking pitchers for each
and his pitchers never knew when
they would work.

“Wien pitchers work in regular
turns, you sometimes have a pitcher
on the bench who is in better shape
than the mam in the box,” says O'Day.

accepted Peter's challenges the latter
would have become champion. Jack-
son was the great master of ring gen-
eralship, and what he did not know
about the game was not worth know-
ing. He whipped every man who
would fight , except Corbett, and
ed with the ex-bank clerk. And the
best that Corbett, in his prime, could
do was to a draw. He defeated
Paddy Slavin, another great Austral-
fan, in London, and the English sports
made a hero of the negro and ruined
him with high living and luxurious en-
tertainment. When he came back to
America he was not Peter Jackson at
all, but a magnificent ruin of once su-
preme fighting machine. The fortune
he made in the ring and on the stage
he squandered as fast as he got it, and
when he returned to Australia to die
he was dead broke. The sports of
Sydney have erected a monument to
perpetuate the meraory of “the greatest
heavyweight in ring history.” For five
years Jackson was managed by “Par-
son” Davies, who took him on the road
in “Uncle Tom's Cabin,” and made a
big hit. The “Parson” always insisted
that Jackson was the brightest star
in the pugilistic firmament. Of the
Jackson-Corbett battle, the *“Parson”
once said: *Jackson should never have
fought that battle. He was a cripple.
He was thrown from a buggy four
weeks before the fight and was badly
hurt. 1 tried to have the fight post-
poned, but they wouldn’t lMsten to it,
and Peter went ahead and fought any-
way.”

THE LONGEST
BATTLES IN
RING HISTORY

New Orleans fight fans witnessed
the longest battle-in the history of
the ring twenty-one years ago, April
G, 1893, when Andy Bowen and Jack
Burke lambasted each other for 110
rounds, or seven hours and nineteen
minutes, before a Crescent City
club. The decision was a draw. The
following year Bowen, who was light-
weight champion of the South, was
killed in a battle with Kid Lavigne.
Andy had a reputation for gameness
and durability, and although the Sag-
inaw Kid battered him terribly he re-
fused to give up, In the eighteenth
round Bowen dropped to the floor and
died soon afterward of concussion of
the brain. Lavigne was charged with
manslaughter, but acquitted, and was
80 upset by the fatality that for sev-
eral months he refused to look at a
glove. When the horror of the acci-
dent had worn off the Kid réturned to
the ring and became lightweight cham-
pion of the world.

The Burke-Bowen bout, although it
holds the record as the longest in
time, was not the longest in number
of rounds. That record was set up
away back in 5, when Jack Jones
defeated Patsy Tunney at Cheshire,
England, in 276 rounds. The fight, how-
ever, lasted only four hours and a
half. In 1855 Jonathan Smith and Jim
Kelly fought six hours and a quarter
with bare knuckles at Melbourne, and
in 1849 Bill Hayes and Mike Hadden,
English fighters, scrapped six hours
and three minutes with bare fists. In
1860 Fitzpatrick and O’Neill establish-
ed the American bare knuckle record
by fighting four hours arnd twenty min-
utes at Berwick, Me.

Prof. Mike Donovan, long the boxing
instructor at the New York A. C., was
the hero of many long battles. His
first ring battle, with Bill Crowley at
St. Louis,” went ninety-six rounds,
Donovan losing on a foul. At San
Francisco in 1879 Donovan fought nine-
ty-three rounds with Bill McClellan.
Joe Coburn won the American cham-
pionship in 1863 by
McCoole in sixty-seven rounds. Paddy
Ryan became heavyweight champion
fn 1880 by licking Joe Goss in eighty-
seven bare-knuckle rounds. John L.
Sullivan took seventy-five rounds to
stop Jake Kilrain in 1889, “Buffalo”
Costello, who died a few weeks ago,

SPEAKS ON
FUTURE O
THE CHURGH

Rev. E. 1. Hartt. of Mon-
treal, heard in forceful
sermon in Centenary
church last evening.

“We Live By Faith,” was the text
of an interesting sermon delivered by
Rev. K. 1. Hartt of Montreal, superin-
tendent of missions, before a large
congregation in Centenary church
last evening.

Haughton spoke of Germanic greed,
culture and barbarism, He called
particular attention to the 'weitings
of General Vom Bernhardi, of the
German' army, and sald in part:

“It is astonishing to many to find
how the present war is belng carried
an by 'the Germans by a programme
out]ined in Bernhardi’s book, reveal-
in2 a coldlbloeded, definite, deliberate
plan awhich the German ammy officers
have been pursuing for many years.
‘While Christian people have been pray-
ing for the day of universal brother-
hood, and have had dreams of uni-
versal- peace, Germany has been
laughing at it all, and has been quietly
building up a great military pachine
with which she might drive back the
onwayd march of democracy, confis-
cate-the rights and liberties of men
and ‘women and . Germanize and “con-
quer the world by the dominion of
savage and brutal oppression. Bern-
hardl says ‘the inevitableness) the
idealism, the blessing of war as the
indispensable and stimulating law of
development must be repeatedly em-
phasized. War is the greatest factor
in the furtherance of culture and
power. It is a biological necessity
of the first importance.’

“This is the spirit that is let loose
upon Europe and - the world today.
It is the spirit of rreed, the spirit of
despotic rule. It is the spirit of bar-
barism bent upon conquest, and the
destruction of the weaker by the
power of the sword. Germanic brut-
ality would substitute today the sword
and militarism for the Prince of
Peace, and the God of love and mercy,
The god of Germany is the god of
power: her creed is ‘might’is right.’

“God is on the side of justice and
mercy, and truth, and righteousness,
That Is the basis of our faith in the
ultimate overthrow of despotism, and
the predominance of the Christian
gpirit and ‘Christian principles. Today
it is war. If we keep faithful to God,
tomorrow it will be victory.”

Church History.

The present St. Luke’'s was built in
1880, during the time when Rev. L. G.

The
building was designed originally by the
late D E: Dunham but has since under-
gone many alterations to meet the
needs of a growing congregation. Rev.
#. L. Stbbald succeeded Mr. Stevens
as rector and in 1895 Rev. Mr. McKim
came from St. John's church, West
Toronto, to become rector of the Par-
ish of Portland. At that time the par-
ish was $5,000 in debt and not only
has this been wiped out but many im-
provements have been made to the
church, besides the building of the
rectory last year and a total sum of
more than $25,000 has been expended
on repairs and new buildings.

The parish i{s now in a very flour-

’ | ishing "condition and the Thanksgiving

offering this year presented by the con-
gregation without any special appeal,
amounted to $410.

The debt of $5,000 which was on the
church when Rev. Mr. McKim assum-
ed the rectorship was wiped out ten or
twelve years ago when all mortgages
and other documents signifying any
indebtedness were ceremonjously
burned. The church could then have
heen consecrated according to the let-
ter of the canon law, but there was
still a floating indebtedness and until
that had all been cleared up, the con-
gregation felt that fhey would rather
wait before they could feel that they
were free to ask the bishop to conse-
crate the church.
