Petrograd, June 18, via London—
{The capture by the Russians of Czer-
nowitz, capital of the Austro-Hunga-
;rian Crown Land of Bukowina, was
officially announced today by the Rus-
slan war office.

Petrograd, June 17, via London—
Russian troops have occupied the
itown of Radzilowo, on the railroad
gixty miles northeast of Lemberg, ac-
cording to the officlal statement fis-
gued today by the Russian army bead-
quanters.

London, June 18—The Russians, af-
ter bitter fighting, have captured
Czernowitz, the capital of Bukowina,
according ¢o a Reuter despatch from
Petrograd today.

Petrograd, June . 17, via London

“The Emperor has received this

“Northwest of Rojitche, on the

tokhod river, in the course of a hot
gagement with the Germans, our
ps, commanded by Gen. Kislyiss,
{ captured, by a brilliant attack, the
| village of Svidniks, taking four offic-
| ers and 850 men prisoners. The Hus-
sars of White Russians, supported by
the fire of the horse artillery, brilliant-
1y charged through three extended
lines of the ememy and also sabred
two Austrian companies.

“Our cavalry at noon yesterday oc-
,oupled Radziviloff, after dislodging the
enemy, whom it continued to drive
back upon Bredy (northeast of Lem
berg).” |

“The enemy was driven out of Star-
1yi Movyl and Potchaieff, as well as|
from the old convent of Potchaieff,
and both places were occupied by our
troops yesterday.

Fell in Hundreds,

“An army corps, commander, who
was an eye-witness of yesterday’s
fighting in one of the Stripa districts,
says the enemy was in flight on the
entire battlefield. Thrown into the ut-
most confugion by the salvos of our
batteries Germans and Austrians, in-
termingled, fell in hundreds, Brigades
of our batterles, at full gallop, occu-

pled the open positions, whence theyl

fired point blank on the fugitives. The
dash of our troops was irresistible,

{‘Fierce fighting is proceeding in

‘\lho region of Gaivoronka and Kurd-
vano, on the Stripa, where the ene-
my is furiously attacking the Snioti-
can rallway. An enemy column was
thrown back across the river Tcher-
miava.

“In the region of Dvinsk our artil
lery continued to bombard the enemy
positions with visible success.

“We repulsed an attempt by the

. Turks, in the Caucasus, to take the

Jl:ﬂon.llvo in the Trebizond sector. Our

troops have advanced in the Platana
sector.

“In the direction of Mosul a party
of 27 officers attacked an enemy de-
tachment numbering 300. The ensuing
fight lasted uninterruptedly for two
hours. Finally the handful of our
brave officers, by their accurate fire,
dislodged the enemy from his position
and forced him to take flight.”

Berlin Report.

Berlin, June 17, via London—Gen-
eral Von Linsingen's troops have en-
gaged the. Russians in battle in the
Stokhod and Styr sectors, says ¢he
official Statement issued by German
ammy headquarters today.

ister. In addition to Radicals, Demo-
crats and Conservatives the new cab-

inet, the composition of which was an.
nounced today, includes two Socialists,
one Republican, one Catholic and one
follower of Ex-Premier Giolitti. Four
mihisters are without portfolios.

Premier, Paolo Bozelli; Leonida Bis-
solati-Gergamaschi, without portfolio,
entrusted with civil services connect.

HILL, BUT

Follow Up Violent Bambardment
by Infantry Thrusts, but Repulsed
With Heavy Losses---British Line
Scene of Considerable Activity---
Two Successful Raids:en Enemy

Line Near RiverLys and Givenchy

Paris, June 18.—Several attacks by,

the Germans on

the new French positions in the Dead Man Hill region north-

west of Verdun were repulsed,

the French maintaining their

recent gains, the war office announced this afternoon. The
Germans suffered heavy losses, as they did also in futile at-
tacks on French trenches in the Thiaumont sector to the

east of the Meuse.

The statement says:

“South of the Somme, a strong ene-
my detachment in a reconnaiesance on
our trenches before Fay was compel-
led to retreat, leaving some prisoners
in_our hauis,
lively fighting with hand grenades in
the region of Vauquois. The explosion
of one of our mines at La Fille Mort
produced a vast crater of which we
occupied the southern edge. The fire
of our long range artillery caused
flames to break out in the station of
Challerange, where train movements
had been noticed.

“On the left bank of the Meuse (Ver-
dun front) the Germans, after a bom-
bardment of extreme violence, attack:
ed several times our new Dead Man's
Hill positions. The enemy, who used
jets of flaming liquid, was repulsed,
suffering serious losses in each of his
attempts, We have entirely main-
tajned our preceding gains,

“On the right bank of the Meuse. a
series of enemy attacks on our
trenches, to the north of Thiaumont
woods, also resulted in a sanguinary
failure, A little further to the east,
in the neighborhod of Hill 320, we re-
pulsed, shortly afterwards, a hand
grenade attack,

“The artillery struggle is still very
lively in the sector north of Souville.

“In the Vosges our rifle fire stopped
a German troop which attempted a
surprise attack on one of our works
1,200 metres southwest of Carspach.

“On the Verdun front our aviators
made numerous attacks on German
machines which came to bombard Bar
Le Duc. During these engagements
two enemy aeroplanes were brought
down, one near Malancourt and the
other at Samogneux. Three other Ger-
man machines were hit at short range
by our machine gun fire, causing them
to descend vertically, the first at Fres.
nes, the second at Septsarges and the
third near Bethincourt.

“In Lorraine, four of our machines
engaged four Fokkers above the ene
my lines. Two of the Fokkers, of
which one fell in flames were brought
down east of Dezange. One of our
aeroplanes was compelled to descend.

“Our bombarding squadron also has
displayed great activity, Twenty-four
bombs were dropped on énemy depots
near the Semide station (in the re-
gion of Vouzieres); twenty bombs of
large calibre on factories at Thionville
where two explosions were noticed,

“During the night enemy 'aeroplanes
threw bombs on Pon Mousson,
Nancy and Baccaret. The material
damage was insignificant. One person
was wounded at Baocaret.”

Capture Parts of Enemy Trenches,

Paris, June 17.—The official com-
munication issued stonight by the war
office, reads:

“On the left bank of the Meuse the
bombardment continued against our
finst lines on Hill 304, and our second
lineg inthe region of Chattancourt.

“On the right bank of the river an
attack by our troops against the Ger-
man positions to the morth of Hill 321
enabled us to take, this morning, some
elements of trenches and capture
about thinty prisoners. In the course
of the day there was = violent artillery
action in the sector south of Fort
Vaux.

“The day and night was calm along
the entire front. In the course of the
night we captured a post, taking some
officers prisoners.”

Gas Attacks Failed.

London, June 17—The British offic-
ial statement issued tonight reads:

“There was a considerable amount
of activity last night in various parts
of our front. The enemy bombarded
our trenches vigorously at many
points from the River Bouve to Wiel-
tje about midmnight. This bombard-
ment was accompanied by two inef-
fective discharges of gas westward
of Vimy ridge. There was no infantry
attack.

“Further south we carried out two
successful raids, one near the River
Lys, the second near Givenchy. In
both cases our parties accomplished
some useful bombing, returning safe-
ly. Near Hulluch, north of Arras,
we exploded mines with success.

“Today has been devoid of any par-
ticular incident, except for continued
mining activity in the vicinity of
Loos.”

German Report.

Berlin, via London, June 18.—A
French attack in Thjaumont wood
north of Verdun broke down. The
text of the statement is as follows:

“Western front: At various pointis
on vur front, between the Franco-Bel
gian frontier and the Somme, there
has been lively artillery and patrol
activity.

“During the night on the left bank
of the Meuse (Verdun) there was pa
trol fighting for advanced trenches on
the southern slope of Dead Man Hill.

“On the right bank of the river a
French attack on German positions in
Thiaumont wood, preceded by artil-
tery fire lasting several hours broke
down. A small first line trench taken
by the enemy was cleared during the
night.

“Alr attacks against military works
at Bar Le Duc were again repeated.
A French biplane was brought down
near Lassigny by our anti-craft guns
and smashed to pleces. In the region
of Beszange La Grande, south of Cha
teau Salins, Lieut. Wintgens shot
down his sixth and Lieut. Hoendort
his fifth aeroplane. The occupants of
one machine were Kkilled. ©On the
evening of the 16th the wreckage f
a French biplane, brought down in
an aerial battle, was observed in
flames northwest of Hesse wood.

“Eastern front: General Von Lin-
singen repulsed Russian attacks on
the Styla, on both sides of Kolki.
Between the Kovel-Lutsk road and the
Toria sector our troops, in successful
engagements, captured 11 Russian
officers, 3,446 men, one cannon and 10
machine guns.

“Before Gen. Count Von Bothner's
army enemy attacks north of Prze-
lowka broke down under our curtain
of fire.

DRIVEN BACK

Summary of Most
Recent Activities in
Different War Zones

Caernowitz, capital of the Austrian
Crown Land of Bukowina, is in the
hands of the Russians, and the Aus-
triane, who had held it, are in retreat
toward the Carpathian mountains.
Hard fighting took place in the cap-
ture of the Czernowitz bridgehead, and
in the passage of the river Pruth, but
when finally the Russians gained the
right bank of the river the Austrians
evacuated the capital, leaving 1,000
prisoners and some guns in the hands
of the Russians.

To the north of Galicia and Volhy-
nfa, the Russians are meeting with
desperate resistance on the part of
the Austro-Hungarians and Germans,
some of the latter of whom are de
clared by Petrograd to have been
brought from the French front in an
endeavor to aid in stemming the Rus-
sian advance.

While Petrograd asserts that the
Russians are repulsing the counter-
attacks, pressipg the Teutonic allies
farther back snd taking from them
and quan-

armg in Galicla and@ Volhynia.

Vienna says that north of the Lipa
river in Galicia, the Austrians put
down a Russian attack, gained ground
and took 900 men prisoners, while
Berlin asserts that along the Styr,
on both sides of Kolki, and between
the Lutsk road and the Turya sector
the Germans under Gen. Von Linsin
gen repulsed Russian attacks and
captured 3,446 Russiuns and some
guns.

Fresh attempts by the Germans
against the French positions north-
east and northwest of Verdun met
with no success, say the French war
office, and the Germans suffered heavy”
casualties in their attacks—delivered
against the Le Mort Homme and
Thiaumont sectors. *

Again there has been considerable
activity in the Argonne forest and in
the Vosges mountains, where the
French in the former sector used their
long rapge artillery effectively against
German' positions, and in the latter
sector put down a surprise infgntry at-
tack southwest of Carspach.

On the French front much fighting
in the air has taken place. A British
flier, unaided, drove down two Ger-
man machines, and French aviators
accounted for seven others. The
French lost one machine.

As yet the Austrians have not with-
drawn troops from the Italian front
because of the Russian offensive in
the east, says the Rome communmica-
tion and they are continuing their
violent efforts to break through the
Italian line. Their efforts, however,
are meeting with no, success, the at-
tacks being put down with heavy
casualties.

Austrian air squadrons have bom-
barded numerous towns in Southern
Italy.

From Constantinople,

Constantinople, June 17—The Turk-
ish official statement issued today
follows: b

“Irak front: The British attempted
to land on the morthern bank of the
HEuphrates between Korna and Nas-
selbe, but were forced to retreat in
complete disorder after six hours of
fighting. They left 180 dead.

“After three daye of fighting with
a Russian detachment which appear-
ed on the Persian fromtier north of
Suleimani the enemy was beaten back
in the direction of Bana, Persia. Our
troops and Persian warriors drove
the Russians out of Bana, and pushed
them northward. We captured one
gun and a machine gun, and took
much ammunition and material.

“Caucasus front: Our left wing ie
counter-attacking. We repulsed an
attack made by Russian battalions
against our advanced positions.

“The enemy, who some time ago
gained a footing on the Island of Kes-
tan (coast of Asia Minor) from & posi-
tion he had been attacking the near-
by coast recently, was obliged to evac-
uate the island owing to our effective
artillery fire.

“On June 13 enemy airmen unsuc-
cessfully bombarded El Arish. They
were driven off by our battle planes.
Our airmen successfully bombarded
an enemy serodrome and returned
safely.”

Petrograd, June 18, via London—The
Emperor has received a congratula-!
tory telegram from the King of Serbia |
on the overwhelming success of the
brilliant Russian troops, with warm
wishes for continued success. A simi-
lar telegrAm was recelved from the
Serbian Crown Prince stating that the
Serbian troops were filled with warm
admiration -and joy over the Russian
victory.

A FINE MODEL OF
ANCIENT WARCRAFT

. Here Xenophon Rested Army
in Retreat from Persia and

Greeted the Sea With Their
Famous Cry.

(From the Manchester Guardian).
Although, by article XIX, of the
Treaty of San Stefano, Russia obtain-
ed nearly forty miles of coast line on
| the Black Sea and some 20,000 square
miles of territory inland, she has al-
ways had her eye on Trebizond, the
| ancient capital of Mithridates, and fa
mous historically, geographically and
politically because of its unique posi-
‘tion. Renowned in its time as a By-
zantine and Comnenian stronghold,
“Trebizond, which the Russians are
now approaching had been besieged
by the Goths, the Georgians, the Sel-
Juks, the Turkomans, and the present
Ottoman Turks in turn. It was here
that Xenophon rested his army, after
his retreat from Persia, and a hill
tome few hours’ journey away inland
is still pointed out as being the place
where his tired hosts first greeted the
sea with their famous cry. It was
fsere that the Grand Comneni built
thelr capital and the ruins of the for-
tress and citadel are still, in spite of
Turkish vandalism, marvellously well
preserved and almost intact. The anc-
ient town, strongly walled and protect-
(ed on the east and on the west by
deep ravines, with access to it from
the land side only obtainable along a
narrow and exposed ridge, might be
taken as a fine model of ancient war-
craft and natural strength combined.
The outlines of the old harbor testify
to an admirable scheme both for de-
Yence and offence. The Palace of the
Comneni, famous as the home of beau-
tiful women, still commands.a glorious
view of the wooded heights surround-
ing the town. It is situated at the
within the third and final defence
works of the fort.

Before the days of regular sailings
round the Cape and the later opening
of the Suez Canal the whole of the In-
dian and Persian trade was conducted
through Trebizond. But upon occupy-
ing Batoum the Russians constructed
a railway from there through Kars to
the Persian frontier, and this alterna-
tive route, in spite of its heavy
charges, has in the past robbed Treb-
izond of much of its transport trade.
There are no manufactures and no in-
dustries native to the town, and in re-
cent vears the value of the imports
has always exceeded that of the ex-
ports from the district, the difference
being made up from the profits yield-
ed by the transport business. The
population in 1913 was estimated at
from 40,000 to 50,000 of whom the bulk
were Turks; the rest were made up of

British troops now occupy 100 miles
of the battle front in the West, which
is one quarter of the entire line, ac-
cording to Percy S. Bullen, New York
representative of the London Dally
Telegraph, who returned recently on
board the Orduna, of the Cunard line,
after six weeks passed on the Euro
pean continent.

During his vacation of six weeks
Mr. Bullen passed most of his time
viewing the western battlefront from
an automobile. He told of the success
of the new British steel helmets and
of the success of the Allled aviators.
“While I cannot state the exact num-
ber of British troops there are on the
firing line in Belgium and France, and
in back of this line, I might say there
is at least one soldier for every four
feet,” said Mr. Bullen. “A new kind
of warfare, has sprung up, and is being
conducted by the miners, sappers and
engineers. It might be termed a crat-
er warfare. The sappers are contin-
ually digging and the miners contin-
ually exploding tons of explosive In
the subterranean passage, thus creat-
ing craters, which are frequently ten
feet in depth. The men in the trenches
rush forward and occupy the craters,
bringing machine guns, and in many
cases artillery. It s a most danger-
ous work because the Germans, on the
other hand, are continually counter-
mining and many of the brave “me-
lees” lose their lives before thelr work
is accomplished.

“The new British helmet, which al-
though a trifle heavier, wag copled
from the French, has been a wonder-
ful help. It is estimated that the hel-
met has reduced the death rate from
head wounds eighty per cent. The avi-
ation corps of the Allies are making
a great showing. They now dominate
the air along the battle front. So
much 8o, in fact, that the German air-
men have been 4nstructed to simply
repel the attacks and not to assume
the offensive, Allied airmen are at-
tacking at all hours every day. It is
needless to say that the Allies are op-
timistic. They believe Germany has
“shot her bolt,” and that the last
grave attack they will have to face
occurred at Verdun.

Mr. James M. Hoffman, of No. 640
Riverside Drive, returned from the
Belgian Congo after a stay of two
vears and one month. He is of the
Columbia School of Mines and repre-
sented a Belgian company prospecting
for diamonds. Mr. Hoffman found
many of the precious etones and
brought specimens back with him, He
stated that because of the European
war forty-five per cent of the Belgian
Congo police have been called into
service In ‘Hurope. The result is that
there are approximately 20,000 native
soldiers fighting the Germans under
the British and Belgian flags. The

ters to the ignominy of recall from
England to answer grave and un-
founded charges; we have decried
patriots like Bertram from one
end of the country to the other;
we have held a royal commission
of inquiry that has taken up the
time of a lot of valuable men and
cost tens of thousands of dol-
lars——

“And we have discovered that
one little man, John Wesley Alli-
son, a man holding no public
office, has been guilty of the bad
form of accepting from certain
manufacturers a commission of
$220,000 on a contract while he
had confidential relations with the
minister of the crown who was
nominally a party to the contract
and without notifying that min-

ister.

returns it is not necessary to discuss
these matters except to say that the

of which he hints. Mr. Carvell, for

The portions of Mr. Carvell's state

William Travers Jerome, the head
of that firm, is a self-confessed Ger-
man sympathizer, and counsel for Ar-
thur von Briesen who was decorated
by the Kaiser with the Order of the
Prussian Crown for services rendered.
Jerome's name figured sensationally in
revelations of German intrigue and
plot in the United States in August
last,

Mr, Rand, the second member of
the firm, appeared in court in Novem-
ber last as counsel for Carl Bueng,
head of the Hamburg-American line
in the United States, who was indict-
ed by the United States federal auth-
orities for violation of American neu-
trality by sending ships with supplies
to German warships in southern wa-
ters. Buenz was for many years Ger-
man consul-general in New York and
a close friend of Von Briesen. Rand is
still counsel for Buenz and evidently
held that commission during the time

Mr. Carvell had business with the
firm.
Mr. Kresel, the third member of

the Jerome firm, is an Austrian by
birth and the husband of a German.
He has been and is prominently con-
nected with Austro-Hungarian organi.
zations in the United States and is no-
toriously pro-German in his sympa-
thies.

These are the members of the firm
Mr. Carvell engaged to help him and
which firm, or the senior partner of
which he declares, first set detectives
on the path of Rogers, and made the
statement that
Whatever may be thought of the char-
acter of the Carvell defence, in the
light of the facts here published, there
can be no question that when he
sought information regarding suspect-
ed pro-Germans he went to the pro-
per quarter.

INGPECTION
OF GADETS AT
AOTHESAY

Inspector Black of Halifax
Visited Rothesay College
on Saturday Afternoon—
Boys Made Good Showing.

The inspection of the Rothesay Ca-
dets by Imspector Black of Halifax
took place on Saturday afternoon at 3
o'clock on the school gnounds.

There was quite a large gathering
of the friends and relatives of the boys
to greet the inspector and although
the weather looked threatening for a
time the inspection was carried
through amid the pleasant surround-
ings of Rothesay scenery.

The corps consisting of about 70
boys were lined up in charge of their
instructor. Col. Sgt. Dooe and company
officers, and on the arrival of the in-
spector the general salute was given
and afterwards the boys marched past
in quarter column. The ‘Cadet Corps
band added much to the enthusiasm of
the boys and was loudly applauded by
those present,

The corps was given, as customary
with this inspector, a very exhaustive
and thorough inspection in every de
tail of the syllabus which comnsists of
squad and company dril, extended over
skirmishing, gcouting, signalling, field
engineering and physical training ex.
ercises.

At the close of the inspection, which
occupied about two hours, the boys
were treated to a short and instructive
address from the inspector,

Amongst other things he said none
were more appreciated than the high
compliment paid by the inspector to
the instructor and the boys with
special commendation as to the mam-
mer in which the company officers had
carried out their portion of the train-
ing.

The signalling corps were specially
complimented as also the physical
training exercises which were ex-
hibited.

Two medals for shooting, one to the
senior and one to the junior boys,
were also presented and the perusal
of the target score sheets impressed
the inspctor with the accuracy of aim
and general training in musketry the
boys had received.

The inspector also made a very in-
structive speech as to the wbjects and
advantages of making this great move-
ment compulsory in all the schools,
s0 as to educate the future manhood
of the nation in a manner which alone
o.mvnpmh fitted them to take up the
il and national responsibilities
which this great Bmpire of ours now
demanded.

Converted Knife Into Saw and Severed Window Bar, Then
Pried Bricks Out of Cell Wall and Got Away—Seen
Last Night Near Seaside Park, He Was Captured at

_ Midnight in Old Shanty.

James M. Lukoy, a twenty-three
old prisoner, confined in the county
jail awaiting trial for breaking and
entering and stealing a quantity of
goods, made a clever and daring es-
cape from prison Saturday night, md‘
was captured last night by Police In- i
spector Wickham and Police Cone
stable Gibbs, while hiding in an old
shack near Duck Cove.

Laskey, with another prisoner, nam-
ed Axel, occupied a cell on the upper
floor of the jail, adjoining a wash-
room, On Saturday the prisoners had
in their possession and managed to
hide from the jailors, two case knives. l
Striking the blades together they
managed to convert the knives into
saws. When they got a chance they
sawed away at a steel bar in their
cell, and also managed to break clear
an iron bar at the head of one of their
beds.

When the prisoners had partaken
of their evening tea and bread on Sat-

— |the cell they went to work on the

brick wall between their cell and the
wash-room. It was tedious, but aftér
a time pleces of brick and mortar
were broken and as each piece wae
dislodged from the wall it was laid
gently in one corner of the cell, 80|
as' not to attract the attention of the
jailer who might be in the vicinity.

Prisoners in the other cells must
have heard Laskey and Axel at work
but they did not give any alarm. At
10.456 o'clock Satunday might a hole
had been made in the
enough to allow Lagkey to crawl
through into the wash-room.

The hole in
the wall, being up near the ceiling,
was not noticed. Thinking that ev-
erything was all right the turnkey re-
turned to his office on the first floor,
which faces King street east looking
over the steps leading to the jail and
the registry office.

Took Chance and Skipped.

It was during the few minutes that
Turnkey Cunningham entered the
corridor that gave Laskey the chance
he was looking for. Slipping from
behind the corridor door he quietly
passed down the stairs, into the turn-
key's office, raised a window, climbed
over a wire screen and dropped about
twelve feet to the landing at the top
of the stairs. He then started to run
across King street east to the old
burying ground, and while doing so0
noticed Police Inspector Caples in the
distance. When he saw the inspector
he dropped a coat onl the road and be-
ing a young man, and an athlete
quickly made his escape before the
inspector could get near him.

The inspector picked up the coat
and carried it into police headquart-
ers. There it was shown to Detective
Barrett, who at ance identified it as
one worn by Laskey, whom he had
arrested onl the charge of theft about
a week ago. The inspector then tele-
phoned into the jail and asked if ane
of the prisoners had escaped and as
far as can be learned this was the
first intimation tnat Laskey had es
caped.

As soon as it was discovered that
the prioner had escaped from the jall
Chief of Police Simpson sent all avail-
able officers in search, and taking &
police constable with him, the chief
worked until daylight yesterday morn-
ing searching the cars in the I C. R.
yards as far out as the Island yards,
every possible place was seanched
but without avail where he was in
hiding. County Policeman Saunders
and the Fairville policeman, as well as
the officers on the West Side of the
harbor were notified, but none were
able to locate the man,

Standard Man Saw Him,

Last evening about seven o'clock, a
Standard employe who resides on Lan-
caster Heights, notified Chief Simp-
son that there was & suspicious look-
ing man in that vicinity. Tbhe man
was walking along the C. P. R. tracks
near Sea Side Park and thinking that
a young man named Raynes was fol-
lowing him, picked up some stones
and threw them at the young man.
IMinding that the young man was not
following him, the strange acting man
then enquired where the Shore Line
track was and being informed that he
was on the C.P.R. track hereturned so
he could reach the Shore Line, When
this information was given to Chlef
Simpson the latter immediately de-
clded that the strange acting individ-
ual wag Ldskey, and sent Police Con-
stable Goseline of the Western Divis-
fon on the case. This officer made a
search for the man but was unable to
locate him.

Found in Old Shack.

Inspector Wickham and Congiable
Gibbs then went out and at 1115
o'clock last night after the officers
had searched round a large C. P, R,
1coal pile near Duck Cove, they came
across an old shanty. Entering the
shanty which contained a number of
picks and shovels, they flashed their
search lights round and found a man
hiding underneath a bench. They
pulled the man out of the hiding place
and found that it was the escaped
prisoner for whom they had been
gearching. The prisoner wag hand-
cuffed to Officer Gibbs and after a
walk of about a imile to Lancaster
Avenue, the officers with their prisoner
boarded a street car and finally landed
Laskey in a cell at police headquanrters.

Laskey did not say where he pro-
cured an old overcoat he was wearing
at the time he was grrested, but from
its appearance it has probably been
stolen from some barn.

Laskey in speaking about reporters,
called them some very vile names,
because when he had been first arrested
about @ week ago it was mentioned in
the mpapers that he was forced to
change the clothing he was wearing
for prison garb. He appeared very
much dejected on being captured and
made the boast that they would not
keep him long, angd before September
he would be in the United States,

From what can be learned it was
Laskey's intention to board the Shore
Line train this morning at some point
along the line, steal a ride as far as
St. Stephen and then escape across
the border into Calais.

James M. Laskey poses as the cham-
pion lightwelght boxer of the Ameri-
can navy., A few weeks ago he and
his wife, Charlotte L. Laskey, who is
18 years of age, were in charge of
Thompson’s board house at Grand
Bay.

Rev. Gordon Dickie recelved a
cablegram on Saturday to the effect
that his brotherin-law, Lieut. J. Ed-
gar March of the 26th Battallon, had
been severely wounded in the knee
and shoulder on June 16th, and had
been admitted to No, 14 General Hos
pital, Wimereaux, France. . Nothing
turther was recelved.

Quite recently Mr. Dickle received
a letter from Lieut. March in which
the officer stated that they were then
in a rest billet but expected to return
to/the trenches soon.

Lieut. March is the second son of
the late Dr. J. E. March and a brother
of Lieut. Ernest A. March of the 115th
Battalion and of Dudley March of the
C. M. R, His mother resides at 95 Co-
burg street,

At the time of enlisting in the 26th
Battalion Lieut .March was city editor
of The Standard. Some time last fall
while in the trenches he was wounded
in the shoulder, and while being treat.
ed for this wound also contracted fever
and was confined in hospital until the
latter part of January last when he
was discharged and after a few days
leave which he spent in Paris he re-
turned to his regiment and again took
charge of a party of bomb throwers.
His position in command of the bomb-
ers would necessitate his being in the
first line trenches and leave him open
to great danger but he was a brave
and most efficient officer and a prime
favorite with his men,

In a letter received last February
from one of the privates in the 26th
by a member of The Standard staff
this soldier remarked that “Lieut.
March is back with us again, and we
are happy; we all love March. Who
