year. By this means people who want
to do business with these companies
can find out who they propose to deal
with. In this province any three per-
sons can form themselves into a joint
stock company, which may carry on
a spurfous business or work any
other frand, and then the members
may shelter themselves behind the
limited liability clawse. To allow
three persons to become incorporated
is in itself a farce. Asy business that
does not reed more than three per
sons to attend to it,; ecould just as
readily be carried on by an ordinary
partnership.

HOIST ON HIS OWN PETARD

Now and again the proceedings of
the House of Commons, which are as
a rule dull and uninteresting, are
livened up by the spectacle of a mem-
bar, more zealous than pruadent, over-
himself, One of these
occurrences took place a few days
ago when Sir George E. Foster was
endeavoring to pilot through the esti
mates of the Trade and Commerce De-
partment.

(Governments that ever existed in
Canada? It is ungrateful of my
henarable friend, after «all  the
prominenee that his party has
given to it, to stand up behind his
aged and revered leadér (M,
Fielding) and tax him with intro.
