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Common Cennoil.
At a meeting held yesterday afternoon 

the election of the Mayor was confirmed. 
The Chamberlain’s and the West Side 
Receiver’s sureties for the falthul per­
formance of their respective dalles were 
accepted, and a number of bills were or­
dered,to be paid.

The Fire Committee reported that they 
had received the resignation of M. W. 
Thompson, Foreman ; William Sinclair, 
Assistant Foreman; James Diusmore, 
Sec.-Treas. ; and H. A. Crosby, Joseph 
Gibbs, Chas. Knowles, David L. Carmi­
chael, Geo. F. Thompson, jr., James Me. 
Cotgan, Edward W. Barton, Isaac Mann 
and Walter fcnowlep, hosemen of No. 3 
Engine Company, and recommended that 
the resignations be accepted, and the 
Committee empowered to reorganize the 
Company and advertise for men to fill 
the vacancies. Adopted.

The By-Law Committee recommended, 
referring to the claim of Street Commis­
sioners for better compensation, that the 
city be divided Into eight districts, 
namely, No. 1, King's Ward; No. 2, 
Wellington Ward; No. 3, Prince Ward; 
No. 4, that part of Queen’s Ward east of 
Charlotte street; No. 6, that part of 
Queen’s Ward west of Charlotte street; 
No. 6, Duke's Ward; No. 7, Sydney 
Ward; No. 8, Carleton; and that the 
pay of the Commissioners be as follows : 
Nos. 1, 2, 8 and 6 $100 each ; Nos. 4, 6, 7 
and 8 $75 each. The report was adopted.

The By-Laws relating to the above, 
and the revised code of city ordinances, 
were read and adopted with some few 
changes.

Fred. N. Moffatt, who was fined at the 
Police Court a few days ago, for throw­
ing ashes on Richmond street, asked for 
an investigation of the case, declaring he 
can prove himself not guilty ' of the 
charge.

A special assessment of $15,000 was 
ordered for police and fire purposes— 
$5,000 for the increased pay of the for­
mer, and $10,000 for the latter. The ne­
cessary order was made authorizing the 
borrowing of $12,600, the cost of paving 
Prince Win. street. On the act relating 
to a new Market House being read the 
Chamberlain was directed to raise the 
sum necessary for this year’s operations.

A Smash among Steamers.
Shortly after eight o’clock this morn­

ing, the Anchor Line S. S. India, lying at 
the end of the Reed's Point wharf, broke 
from her moorings and collided with th* 
International Steamer City of Portland. 
The India which had not been in the place 
usually occupied by the steamers of that 
line was, bow to, below the City ot P., 
both vessels lying with stem down stream. 
The India had four hawsers and a chain 
cable at her stern, but the wind was 
blowing strong from the south east and 
there was a heavy swell In the harbor. 
As she lay she received the blunt of 
the blow and when her hawsers 
parted the chain slipped over the post and 
allowed her to swing round. In doing 
this, her cutwater struck the City of 
Portland on the starboard quarter, cat­
ting into the hurricane deck, smashing 
the guard on the promenade deck, injur­
ing the side of the ladies’ cabin and se­
riously injuring the steering apparatus. 
As the India struck, the force of the con. 
cussioa cause* one of her bow anchors 
to drop down and to catch on the side of 
the City of P. In doing this it caught 
and completely amputated the first joint 
of the right hand little finger of George 
Spate of Eastport, second mate of the 
steamer, who was aft casting off the 
lines. The India was then 
to the new pier, where she now lies. 
She sustained no Injury, but It Is thought 
a thousand dollars will not cover the 
damage to the City of Portland. The in ■ 
jury to the steering gear will not prevent 
the regular trip of the boat on Monday

Accordingly, after midnight, about 1.15

A Boorish Practice.
It is freely conceded that a preacher, 

in his own pulpit, lias the right to de­
nounce doctrines or practices that con­
flict with those which he holds to be 
right. He is among bis own people, and 
those who have corns on which be is 
ikely to tread must stay away or grin 

aud bear the infliction. The temper­
ance orator, also, in his society, on the 
lecture platform, or In a meeting called 
expressly for the discussion of his prin­
ciples, has the right to denounce drinking 
practices of all kinds as dangerous and 
Immoral. But in a company of gentle­
men, gathered together as gentlemen aud 
not as preachers or temperance lecturers, 
attacks on religious creeds, sweeping 
denunciations of the habit of taking an 
occasional glass of wine, or the applica­
tion of opprobrious epithets to any habit 
in which gentlemen may indulge without 
detracting from their position ill society, 
are exhibitions of boarlshuess that 
should not be tolerated in a civilized com­
munity. We do not understand how men, 
who have had the benefit of a fair educa­
tion and good society, can violate all the 
laws of good breeding and good taste in 
this way, without attributing to them a 
natural want of tact, consideration, and 
delicacy that no amount of civilizing In­
fluences can supply the want of. To be 
a reformer it is not necessary to cease to 
be a gentleman. Mr. Welsh, whose la­
bors in St. John are about to close, knew 
this, and the secret of his influence over 
young men is thus accounted for. All 
successful preachers know it,and confine 
their denunciations ol doctrines and so­
cial habits to pulpit discourses, platform 
speeches and private interviews. They 
don’t go into a mixed company, for in 
stance, where there are ladies aud gen­
tlemen who attend balls, and denounce 
dancers as worse than thieves and harlots, 
even though they hold sncli a belief.

A Sugar Settlement.
The Telegraph announces, by author­

ity, that the Collector has been instruct­
ed to allow sugar to be entered at cost. 
One would sitppose that no instructions 
were necessary in regard to so simple a 
matter as tills. Neither importers nor 
appraisers could swrear an addition to 
the invoices, and there is neither law nor 
reason for the absurd proposition to add 
to the invoices. A little more Minis­
terial blundering, that’s all. We shall 
get American refined sugar a cent a 
pound cheaper, thanks to the drawback 
allowed the exporters. The reduction 
of duty on sugars below No. 14 Dutch 
standard is likely to cause considerable 
fraud. No. 13 is barely fit for some 
domestic purposes, and the difference 
between it and Nos. 14 and 15, which 
would sell readily to those who use 
cheap sugars, is barely distinguishable. 
The prospect is that in the outports, 
where the examiners are not so sharp 
eyed as they are in St. John, these 
grades will be entered as under No. 14, 
to the prejudice of other importers. It 
was not necessary, in the interest of the 
refiner,to reduce the duty on any higher 
grade than No. 9,and it is hard to under­
stand why Nos. 10,11, 12 and 13 should 
have been included.

5 A ROUGH TIME IN TH i ATLANTIC.

The Sport of ,'the Wave, for Two Months.
Yesterday morning the bark Harmony 

was reported off Point Lcpreanx, coming 
up the Bay with loss of spars; and at 
8.30 this morning she let go her anchor 
In the harbor, having beeu 57 days from 
Liverpool, and for much of the time the 
sport of the waves of the Atlantic.

The barque left Liverpool for this port 
ou the 18th day of February with a gen­
eral cargo consigned to Messrs. Carvcll, 
McKean & Co. She was commanded by 
Capt. Thomson Dlnsmore, of Economy, 
N. S., a well known, able and experienc­
ed master mariner. Mrs. Dlnsmore, wife 
of the captain, and a young lady, who 
was a passenger, were also on board. 
The weather was clear and the prospect 
of a quick voyage fair, for the flrstjthir- 
teen days out, but the voyage so favor­
ably commenced was destined to be fllied 
with disaster in the stormy month ol 
March. On the 3rd of that month, the 
crew saw their last fine weather. On the 
evening of the 4th of March When in lat. 
48.46 N., Ion. 43.22 W., the wind which 
had blown from the N. W. daring the 
day got around to N. N. W. and blew a 
gale.
torrents, and at intervals a gust and a 
heavy sea would make the good ship 
tremble from her truck to her keelson. 
The night was dark and dismal, and the 
wind had grown stronger with the ap­
proach of darkness. At 7.25, the vessel 
being without sail, a more than usually 
heavy sea struck the barque and carried 
away the bowsprit and jibboom, the fore­
topmast, topgallantmast and foremast 
head, and the main topgallantmast. In 
the storm and darkness an effort was 
made to clear away the wreck, bnt It was 
found impossible owing to the quantity 
of wire rigging by which the spars were 
held and entangled. All that night they 
dashed against the laboring vessel's side, 
like Death rapping for admittance and 
summoning the hapless crew. The barque 
lay to all that night, and during the con­
tinuance of the gale the next foor or five 
days drifted helplessly about. The sails 
had been carried away, but a new main- 
topsail was bent, and thus they drifted 
until the wind subsided. On the 13th the 
wind again blew hard from the N.N.W., 
and at 4 p. m., the gale being terrific, 
split mizzenstaysail, and blew lower 
malntopsail ont of the ropes. At 6 o’­
clock, the gale still increasing, the vessel 
shipped a heavy sea, carrying away 
the wheel and Injuring two of 
the crew, Daniel Morgan of Hali­
fax, and William Fallen of Liver­
pool, Eng. The sea stove the skylight 
and deluged the cabin with water. Mrs. 
Dinsmore, who was lying in her berth, 
jumped np thinking the end had come 
The heavy rail around the quarter was 
started by the force of the sea, and the 
captain, to still the waters,resorted with 
effect to the expedient of throwing oil on 
the sea on tl>e weather side of the vessel. 
At 8 p. am., another sea Ailed the cabin 
and washed loose the spare spars which 
were on deck. The vessel was then 
in lalitmle 42. 48. N, longtitnde 49. 
11. W. In the meantime such tem­
porary repairs as could be made to 
the steering apparatus were effected, and 
as there was no chance to rig jury masts, 
the barque continued in her almost help­
less condition. On the 18th she encoun­
tered more heavy weather, and on the 
24th another gale carried away her fore­
sail and malif lower topsail, and untrussed 
the fore yard, which had escaped the 
previous gales. From that time they 
kept on without further severe weather 
and on the evening of the 30th were 
boarded off the Banks by the master of the 
Gloucester schooner James Smith. They 
were then coming along well, and had 
plenty of provisions and water, so that 
the schooner conld give no assistance. 
On the evening of the 2nd Inst, they were 
boarded by the master of the Edward 
Grover, also from Gloucester. It was on 
this day they saw the first of a large field 
of Ice and kept in lat. 48.24 N., Ion. 60,60 
W., and kept S. S. E. to avoid it. They 
judge this field was 100 miles in length 
and were seven days in passing It. The 
barque was at no time in the ice, and the 
report to that effect was erroneous. On 
the afternoon of the 14th they were 
boarded off Brier Island by pilot Bennet 
and tbls morning came to anchor in the 
harbor. The provisions and water held 
oat daring the long voyage, though there 
is only about a day’s allowance left of 
the latter. *

Soon after the vessel’s arrival she was 
boarded by a Tbibuxk representative 
«ho learned the above particulars from 
Mr. Wm. Casey, the mate, who belongs 
to Sbediac. The barque is much chafed, 
and this was caused by the floating spars 
which could not be detached. The cut­
water has been partially carried away 
and the barque generally bears marks of 
hard usage. One of the pumps also 
“ rolled out,” but It speaks well for the 
barque that she made only the ordinary 
quantity of water during this extremely 
trying voyage.

The Harmony Is a vessel of 624 tons, 
and hails from Windsor. She was built 
atEconomy, N. S., in Oct. 1872, and Is 
owned by David P. Soley of Economy, 
Capt. Dinsmore and others. She is a 
good vessel to have stood the voyage so 
well, and her safe arrival at port speaks 
nobly for Capt. Dinsmore and his crew.
