Mr. White of Shelburne resumed the
budget debate. He began by observing
that most of the arguments presented by
opposition orators wculd have been
quite pertinent if addressed to the
United States cougress at the time the
McKinley bill was under discussion.
It seemecil to be necessary to state that
this house had no jurisdiction either to
levy or repeal United States taxes. He
( White) proposed to do what the gentle-
men opposite had neglected to do, name-
ly, to discass the motion which Sir
Rickard Cartwright had breught before
the house. Beginbing with the clause
demauding the abolition of duties or
articles of prime necessity, Mr. White
chowed that the present government had
thrown off one after another the duties
on articles of common consumption
which the preceeding government had
taxed, He referred to concessionsin the
way of free material to fishermen and to
the abolition of dutics on tea, coffee,
sugar and other articles. Still it was
necessary to raise a revenue in some way,
and those wl o demanded further tariff
changes should be ready to tell us where
they propose to get the money to carry
on the government.

Orrawa, July 21.—1f any doubt exis-
ted conceining the motives of the coun-
gel for the Public Works department
in the McGreevy inquiry, it was set
aside to-day. Mr. Tarte’s counsel, Mr.
Geoffrion, examined Martin P. Connolly
during the greater part of the forenoon.
The subject of examication was mainly
that of the payment of certain sums of
money by the firm of Larkin, Connolly &
company., to Pelletier, Germain and
Brunelle. The men were inspectors ap-
pointed by the Quebec harbor commis-
sion to watch for the public thedredging
work of the firm. Martin Connclly was
shown entries in the journals of firm
under the head ‘‘dredging operatious,”
the sume paid running from ten or
twelve doliars to several hundred and
amounting in all to between five and six
thousand dollare.

Northumberland Probibitery Al-
liance.

The annual meeting of the Northum-
berland Co. Prohibitory Alliance was
held in the Temperance Hall, Chatham,
on Thursday 23rd inst., at 10 a. m.
President W. C. Anslow in the chair.
Meeting opened with prayer by Rev. J.
D. Murray. After routine business,
the President read his second annual
report, reviewing the present temper-
ance sitnation in Canada, and making
a number of suggestions in reference to
the work of the Alliance in this County.
On motion the report was received, and
taken up for consideration. Rev. N.
McKay, in taking up that part of the
report having reference to the appoint-
ment by Parliament of a commissiou to
examine into and report upon the Pro-
hibition question, said he believed that
that action was not in the interesis of
the promotion of the Prohibition move-
.ment and he moved the following re-
solutions.

1st That we are pleased that such a
large number of petitions asking for
national prohibition has been presented
to Parliament this year, thus showing
the advanced temperance sentiment of
the people, and

2nd That we regret that the Parlia-
ment of Canada has temperized with this
question by appointing a Commission to
collect information in reference thereto
in foreign countries, when this question
must be seitled by the temperance
sentiment of the people of this country,
and

3rd That we woula strongly urge that
in the appointment of this Commission,
due regard be had to the necessity of
appointing at least one-half of its mem-
bers of temperance men and prohibi-
tionists, and that the Government be
urged to have the report resdy for ihe
next session of Parliament.

After several had spoken to the res-
olutions they were adopted and the
Secy. instructed to have forwarded to
the Goverment the text of the third
section.

A general discuesion was had as tothe
duties, work and utility of the present
Inspector under the C. T. A. A good
deal of information pertinent thereto
was elicited. At the afternoon session
the President and Secretary were unao-

NEWAND IMPORTANT EVIDENCE BROUGHT
To LIGHT.

THE SAILOR WILLIAMS WAS NOT SHIPPED
FROM MIRAMICHI TO DUBLIN.

As was STATED BY BoArpING Housk
KEEPER FRASER.

NoTRACE OF THE ALLEGED VICTIM SINCE
THEDAY OF THE SuPPOSED TRAGEDY.

On the 9th of January last, Alexander
Cameron, Patrick Cull ;ary James You og,
Joseph Arseneau “and William Guitar

Dalhousie, after due examination, to the
Restigouche county jail, to await the
action of the grand jury at the August
circuit of the supremecourt, on the charge
of having \\'ill'uﬂy murdered one George
Williams, a sailor, at the house of Antoine
Petre, near Belledune.

It will be remembered that Hon. Mr,
Barbarie, who appeared for the prisoners,
vigorously contended that there was no
evidence against the accused, and went so
far as to offer to prove that the alleged
murdered man had been shipped from
Miramichi to Dublin in the bark Ruby
in October, some time after the date
oun which it was charged the foul deed
was done. As Justice Smith was only
holding a preliminary enquity, he was
of course unable to comply with Mr.
Barbarie’s request for permission to sub-
mit evidence on behaff of the accused
—a fact of which that astute lawyer
was well aware when he made the pro-
position.

During the progrees of the inquiry sev-
eral despatches were received from Chat-
ham stating that Williams had been seen
there, and that he had been shipped by
Mr. Fraser, a brarding houee keeper. It
was further reported that Williams had,
after the date of his supposed taking
off, found his way in scme mysteriou:
maneter out through the woods to the
Intercolonial railway track, up which he
had tramped quite a piece and had been
seen by many men, that he bad call ed at
many houses, at one of which he had
been supplied with an old hat to cover
his bare head, and that he had ultimate-
ly anived at Dalhousie, whence, in re-
sponse to word from Mr. Fraser, he had
Leen sent by rail to Miramichi. There
was oue point on which all the stories
practically tallied, viz,, that *the little
sailor,’ 18 Margaret Petre called him, was
a small fellow with a smooth face and
light complexion—in  other words, a
pronounced blonde. The story of Wil-
liams’ shipment was fully believed in
many quarters, and backed by the ne-
cessary aflidavits the prisoners’ coun el
had +no ciffienlty in securing an order
for the admission of the prisoners to lail
until the fall sittings of the Restigouche
circuit court.  This was pretty generally
considered to be about the ead of the
case, and the affair ssou alter dropped out
ol sizht so far as the generak public was
concerned.  There  were some persous,
however, who did not swallow the story
~of the sailor’s shipment in its entirety,
aud they quietly get to work to investi-
gate it. . Mr. Fraser, it will be remember-
ed, gave as 8 reason for believing that
the sailor was Williams, thatthe man bad
written a letter to him from Dalhousie
signed ‘ George Williams,” which letter
¢ uldnot be found when it wis subsequenth
ly lcoked for, though there was nothing,

Tha
manly vtterances of George Brown,
might well, said Mr. Adams, be quoted
in support of our national policy, and he.
was sure that if the voice of ex-Premier
Mackenzie could be heard again as clearly
as in old days, it would ring out, as it did
before, against the policy of humiliation
for Canada and discrimination against
England cven though that policy had
beenadopted by his degenerate colleagues.

From the fact that a car conpler to be
automatic as generally understood, must
nece sarily have a certain amount of self
acting levers or springs to ensure its
saccessful working, it was a matter of
much surprise to find an article with
really less parts than the old fashioned
link and pin. Manufactured as this one
is out of ordinary good cast iron, weigh-
ing about the same as the old style, dis-
pensing with a pin, a saving would act-
ually be effected, instead of an expense
to any railroad company who saw fit to
alopt it. At a recent test made in tte
yards of the (‘anadian Pacific Railway
here it was unanimously admitted by all
persons to be a first-class’couplar, resist-
ing the severest strain with easc. Since
that, a slight improvemcnt has leen
made in the shape, and as it stands tod:y
was admltted by competent judges to
be the best they have ever seen or heard
of. It couples successfully when the
draw Dbars are of an unequal height,
which hithert, has been a difficulty not
overcome with the great majority of
patent couolers. It also joins itself to an
ordinary draw-har almost as readily as to
one of its own kind, which has also been
a bugbear to inventors of car couplers.
It also couples on the shortest curve
possible to be used which is also a diffi-
cult feat. It is used with the owdinary
standard link, consequently no change
has to be marde to accommodate it. Be-
ing the same size and pattern as the
ordinary bar, no change is necessary in
the wood work of an old car to receive
it. One of the objections 1o many of the
best patent couplers is that they are per-
feetly rigid, a train fitted with them hav-
ing no slack to enable the engineer to
start a heavy train on agrade, but this
one has the same play at the link as
the old style draw bar, which virtue in
itself is well worthy of notice.

When it is taken iuto consideration
that a car coupler can be made with all
the essential features just mentioned, and
not costing any more than the cld fash-
ioned  pattern (that has such a blood
thirsty record) it will be a matter of

TION TO THE BREEDING AND

PERFORMANCE OF DAIRY
CATTLE.”

Like produces like is ;the founda-
tion principle upon which the breeder
must build. With the genesis of
life went forth the great Law-Giver’s
command: ‘‘Let the earth bring
forth the living creature after his
kind, catile and creeping thing and
beast of the earth after his kind;
and it was 80,” That is the Biblical
record of the origin of heredity.
‘¢ Like begets like " is a remarkable
law, but it has limitations which

The record given in Genesis of the
very successful cattle breeding ex-
perience of that crafty herdsman,
Jacob, who secured for himself such
liberal wages in ring-streaked, speck-
led and spotted cattle of good, vig-
orous constitution, indicates that in
some respects, with all our boasted
krowledge and progress, we are not
able to show any great advance on
patriarchal methods. It the Hol-
stein-Friesian cattle breeders want
to invoke Scriptural backing, that
record is testimony to the antiquity
of spotted cattle, though I cannot
vouch that they were black and
white.

Heredity is not like an axiom in
geometry, invaribly and absolutely
certain. The breeder experiences
this. He finds his efforts thwarted
by that mysteriovs law of reversioo
or atavism wh-reby characteristics
of ancestors, more or less remote,
reappear in individual animals. 1
have observed, for example, a pure
Scotch roan bull mated with aroan
cow producing a pure red calf, and
mated with another roan cow, a per-
fectly white calf.

But the great contrary force
against which the breeder has to
centend is variation from a particu
lar type as a result of environment,
food, treatment, or ceruain influ-
ences arieing in the ancestral breed-
ing of a given animal. The natural
tendency is to degeneration and dis-
order. How will the bieeder over-
come these obstacles? By selection.
Selection means choiee and there
can be no intelligent choice without
a study of individuality, in order
that such breedicg animals be chosen
as show the characteristics which
the breeder wishes to perpetuate.
In this step towards success nature
aids the breeder by means of pre-
potency, that wonderful power which
is defined by Warfield as ' **'the su-
perior influence of one parsnt over
the other in determining the ¢haracter
of the offspring.”

Thbe stady of individuality lies,
therefore, at the basis of intelligent
selection, in which work the breeder
calls to his aid pedigree simply as a
guarantee that the animil, through
his ancestry, represents certain
tendencies which are to be reprodu-
ced in order to the subsequent pro-
duction, say, of milk, or beef, or
both. In the case of a bull, for ex-
ample, there must be individual ex-
cellecce, soundness and vigor of
constitation, if by means of pre-
potency that pedigree is to be repro-
duced in his offspring. The
foanders of ‘* Advanced Registry”

this matter. It follows therefore
that, in the permanent irterest of
this, as of any other breed, the
knife of the veterinary or the
butcher should be more unsparingly
used. Weakly, ill.tormed sires
beget those characteristics, thongh
the pedigree might run back to the
spotted herds of Jacob. The sale
of such breeding stock is certain to
irjare the fature fortunes of any
breed. Pure-bred scrubs should be
mercilessly weeded out. Be not
tempted to se!l them. To do so is
damaging to a breeder’s reputation,
to the breed Le handles, and an in-
jury to the agricultural community.

The study of individuality is also
important in mating animals to pro-
duce a given type and in governing
the time when young animals,
especially heifers, are to be bred.
Breeding animals too far sbort of
maturity is fraught with danger.
Maternity is s severe tax upon the
vitality and development of the
female. Too early breeding tends
to prodnce improperly developed
frame, udders, teats, loss of vita-
lity and a weakened constitution,
with predisposition to tuberculosis
abortion. Constitution gone, and
I think you will agree the fabric
collapses, both for breeding pur-
poses and for the practical dairy-
man, whose only measure of a
cow’s value is utility. Gain may
tempt a breeder to make haste in
the production of calves, bat 1
warn him of danger ahead which
will increase with each succeeding
generation so bred. It is claimed
thut early breeding fixes the milk-
ing habit as against the beef
tendency. What becomes then, I
ask, of the boasted prepotency and
characteristics ofcattle bred specially
along dairy lines for hundreds of
years? Is that so easily lost? If
80, the breeder is of all men tae vie-
tim of misplaced confiderce.

Individuality ehould be carefully
studied in the handlig of dairy
cattle, as the nervous young things
especially need kind treatment in
order to develop an even, placid dis-
posiliou, so importent in secaring
uniformly good performance. As
the herdsman, so the herd is. It
is in milk and butter production
that individuality shines out most
conspicuously. Here every tub
siands on its own bottom. Let no
dairyman suppose that black and
white spots necessarily guarantee
him washtubfuls of milk per day,
or a fawn-colored Channel Islander
a gallon of cream.

But few people realize the differ-
ence in cows, even those of the
same breed. Amongother instances
two cows in the uerd of Messrs.
Smith, Powell & Lamb, the well-
known breeders, were of the same
age, both superior in form, quality,
and all the points which denote a
superior cow; of about the same
size, dropped their cslves at about
the same time, were put in the same
stable, #ere fed and milked by the
sar e men, consumed the same
amount and kind of food, and a% the
end of the year ose had given a
little over 12,000 pounds, and the
other over 20,000 pounds of milk.
Both are good, but observe the differ-
ence. With all the conditions and
expenses the same, one cow gives
over 8,000 pounds of milk above
the other.

Prof. Wm. Saunders, diiector of
the Dominion Experimental Farms,
speaking before the Dominion Dai-
rymen’s Asscciation last year, said :
¢ There is one point which has par-
ticularly impressed me as impoitant
—that is the strong individuality
which we find in certain cows.—
There are at the present time two
Jerseys milking. I suppose it would
be difficult for a Jersey advocate to
believe that we have one Holstein
that has produced a iarger propor-
tion of butter fatin her milk than
oue of the Jerseys. Again, one Jer-
sey cow produces about fifty per
cent. more butter fac than her sister
cow alongside—one giving milk con-
tainicg 6 05 batter fat, the yield of
the other producing 4.35.—The Hol-
stein to which I referred gives milk
yielding 4.61, while another yields
8.76. riom this it follows natural-
ly that the dairy farmer, having in-

Generations ago Canada suffered

visitant. In 1857, the Bureau of
Agriculture and Statistics, in
order to gather such information
as would enable the Government
and farmers to take effective mea-
sures against the _pest, offered
prizes of $100, $125 and $75_for
essays on the origin, character and
treaiment of the Hessian fly and
other destructive insects, as well
as of smut, rust and other vege-
table foes of cereal crops. The
first prize was awarded to Dr.
Henry C. Hind, whose essay is
still an authority on the subject.
But the Government of our day
has made still more effectual pro-
vision for emergencies of this
kind in the Central Farm, whose
chief -director, Mr. Saunders, an
expert in entomology, is always
readly to answer. to all
enquirers on all matters connected
with farming. It is to be hoped
that his explanation of the Wind-
sor phenomenon will be such as
to remove needless apprehensions,
or if danger really exis's, that
the measures which he advises
will be promptly adopted.

COMPELLING STOCK TO EAT
FOOD.

Animals can possibly be win-
teréd or kept at other seasons on
foud that contains barely enough
nutrition to sastain” life. But
whenever this is the fact no profit
need be expected trom stock thus
fed. All the advantage to the
farmer from feeding stock comes
from feeding more than is needed
for barely retaining the same con-
dition. There must be increase
either of flesh, milk or wool before
there can be any profit, and this
requires generally good feeding.

THISTLES AMONG OATS.

CUTTING TIMOTHY TOO
EARLY.

When timothy is in bloom its
pollen makes the hay dusty when
cut. 1t is best, possibly, to cut
when the stalk bursts intc head
before blossoming ; but if the grass
cannot well be cut then, defer the
cutting until the blossoms fall.
The hay will then be at least not
injurious, and its deticiencies can
be made up with liberal rations of
other grain,

KEROSENE EMULSION.

There are two methods given of
prepariog this; (1) Dissolve in
two quarts of water one quart of
scft soap, orone quarter pound of
harl soap. Heat to boiling and
then add one pint of kerosene oil,
stirting viclently for three or four
minutes. Add water to make the
keroscne e qual one-fifteenth of the
compound. (5) Dissolve half a
pouuad of soap in a gallon of boiling
water, and then add two gallons of
kerosene. When wanted for use,
dilute with nine parts of water.
Either will te found quite effective
in ridding the cherry, and ather trees
of those ugly black aphids which bave
increased upon them so rapidly dar-
ing thia dry, hot season and also in
clearing the rcse bi shes of the green
lice which ofien appear along their
8tems in such vast numbers.

HARD AND SOF1 MA\PLES.

It will soon be the season for
maple seeds to be flying through
the air with their wing like appen
dages, which always direct the seed
with its point downward. If a plow-
ed field is pear a maple wood, and
to the side opposite the wind, it
will soon be filled with young ma-
ples without the troutle of planting
and needing only to be let alone to
grow Into a forest. But it is better,
in setting out maples, to plant tte
seed in rows, closely at first, and
tLen transplanting, giving more room
ia the place whe:e they are to stand.
The soft maple grows a little %xsler
than bard maple, but the latter
makes quite as beautiful a tree, and
‘s more valuable for wood aad for
producing sugar.

MAKE THE HOME NEAT.

The surroundings about the farm-
er’s home shou'd be such as to make
it attractive, There is a money
value in neatness in fine lawns and
plenty of ornamental as well as fruit
trees, especially in the localities
summer boarders from cities make
their residence. The city visitor
wants to be where all the surroucd-
ings are ofa cheerful character.
Doubtless the repellant aspect of
many farm homes is one reason why
they attract only those who earn
money by farming, and in these
days this class can only pay a low
price for land. So far as he can do so
without extravagant expenditures,
the farmer should seek to attract
wealthy purchasers, aand selling to
them fit up other farms in the same
Wav.
