RESIGNATIONS OF THE Foaﬁzfz

IDAHO LAND FRAUDS

Case Against Senator Borah in Which For-
mer Governor Steunemberg is Invoived
Boise, Sept. 27—After aving spent all of

the previous day in bringing out the testi-
mony of 13 persons, who admitted they
had taken out claims to timber lands for
the express purpose of selling them to
members of an alleged land grabbing con-
spiracy, the government attorneys in the
trial of United States senator Borah, yes-
terday turned@ the lme of evidence into
new channels, which they claim will tend
to reflect on the defendant senator. The
testimony produced up to Thursday has
been confined to the activity of John I.
Wells and Louis Pritchard ,two of the men
under indictment. None of the ‘‘dummy’’
entrymen -examined on Wednesday were
cross-examined and she testimony that
they received from Wells the money with
which to prove their claims, and from
Pritchard the $260 bonus for surrendering
their titles, went uncontraverted. Just
prior to the adjournment the prosecution
identified the signature of former governor
Steunenberg and Willlam Sweet, to a do-
cument said to hauve been a contract. It
is alleged that Steunenbeng furnished the
money with which the first alleged fraudu-
lent transaction was carried on. The first
deals wXh the claims which were turned
over to Albert Palmer of Spokane who is
said to have acted as the ‘‘dummy trustee
for the Barber Lumber company. AMN the
testimony bearing on the claims will be
taken before the next set is gone into.
The second set of claims, it is alleged, were
thandled through Horace S. Rinnon of Bur-
lington, Iowa. The third and last set were
handled by George S. Long, who the gov-
ernment promises will eventually take the
stand as the_most important witness for
the prosecutions throughout the west.

MANUFACTURERS GO
ON RECORD.

CANADIAN

WANT FRIENDLY ALLIANCE WITH
JAPAN MAINTAINED.

Toronto, Sept. 27.—One of the last
and most significant acts of the conven-
tion - of the Canadian Manufactuiers’
association .which. ciesed todsy; wak 1o
plaee itself on record as opposed to amy
.precipitate action in regard to the
“Asiatic problem in British Columbia
which might result in the abrogation
of the trade treaty between Great Brit-
ain and Japan. The pronouncement
-took the form of a resolution whieh
.declared that the treaty has already
aone a great deal towards the develop-
ment of trade with Japan and its ab-
‘rogation would be disastrous not only
to existing trade but to the hope of
future extended Telations and urged
upon the government the désirability
of taking no lmrried action.

The wisdom of the resolution was
questioned by one or two members, one
of whom characterized it as dangeraus,
but outspoken speeches in its support
were delivered by W. K. George and
W. Robbins, and it was carried by an
immense majority. Mr. Robbins claim-
‘ed that the interests of the mother
country and her relations with Japan
should stand above provincial or petty
trade interests. The resolution re
Asiatic influx was as follows:

Whereas, There can be no doubt that
it is desired by all intellizent people
in -Canada that we should build up
" trans-Pacific trade with Asia from the

LAURIER MEANS BUSINESS

SIR WILFRID TALKS ON “ALL RED
LINE” AND JAPANESE ‘QUES-
TION AT MANUFACTURERS'
CLUB BANQUi IN TORONTO.

Toronto, Sept. 27.—Sir Wilfrid Laur-
ier was the principal speaker at the
banquet of the Canadian Manufaciur-
ers’ club last night, at the Glenwood
hotel when probably 500 persons were
present. Besides manufacturers, among
those in attendance were Lieut. Gov.
Clark, Hon. J. P. Whitney, Hon. W.
Paterson, Hon. S. -A .Fisher, Senator
Jaffray and G. T. Blackstock.

Hon. J. D. Rowland, the new presi-
dent, presided.

Blackstock in an eloquent speech Te-
ferred to the fact that Canada had
never contributed anything toward the
support of the imperial army or navy
and asked what could be done at the
present time during the prezent crisis
if Japan made a threatening advance
and if the British navy were not in
the Pacific to protect this country.
Blackstock’s remarks drew some-
thing on the Japanese question from
sir Wilfrid Laurier who followed.

“Canada,” said sir Wilfrid Laurier,
“had become a party to a treaty with
Japan in order that she might compete
in that market with American produc-
ers. They had commenced to reap ihe
benefit of the treaty, and ,to annul it
without inquiry, would be acting in a
panic. It was neces.ary that the gov-

‘ernment should inquire into the matter

and, if essential, to send a commission
to obtain information and deliver a de-
liberate judgment of conditions found.
Still less were they inclined to denounce
the treaty without considération be-
‘cause of the hope of establishing the
“All red line,”" which ‘would traverse
the territory of Canada. Accomplished
it must be, and accomplished it wi'l be.
The “Al red line” would be of advant-
age to Canada at large but there must
be assistance from the mother country.
It was the intention to c¢onnect Great
Britain not only with Japan, but with
China and Australia.”

Referring again to the “all red line,”
sir Wilfrid said that the government
was laboring under great difficulties
but they had full belief in the accom-
plishment of the project without diic-
tating to the motherland, but the ask-
ing had to be done. Sir Wilfrid dealt
at some length upon the fact that com-
merce would be a great factor in bind-
ine the empire together. He also made
mention of the fact that Canada had
generally got the worct of bargains
with British diplomacy but now the
Canadians were doing their own inter-
national work as was proven in the
recent treaty with France.

A further despatch received quotes s'r
‘Wilfrid’s speech at some length. He sald:

‘“Not many years since it was my priv-
ilege to sit at the board of the Canadian
Manufacturers’ association.. Years come
and years go, but the annual banquet of
the Canadian Manufacturers ’assoc’ation
as a fixture, has become a permanent in-
stitution. It has been my privilege time
and again to be invited to your banquets,
but it has so happened that of late years
circumstances have always ar'sen which
have compelled me to postpone the pleas-
ure of acoepting. This year, however, I
made up my mind that if the Canadian
Manufacturers ’association shou'd again in-
vite me to their board, no other engage-
ment, nothing in human control should pre-
vent me from accepting it. Nothing should
prevent me tasting ther food, tasting their
wine and their company.

“My conception is the true British con-
ception of the indivduality of communi-
ties. Today Canada is a part of the British
empire, boasting of its loyalty to the crown
and has attained the full rank of a natien.
A nation without any revolution, without
any breaking of the old traditions and
without any impairment of that loyalty to
the British empire, which is ever true to
every Canadian here.”

we have also another treaty which was ne-
gotiated some years ago by British diplo-
mats, negotiated with the full assent and
at the request of the Canadian government.
I mean the treaty with Japan. When we
came into office some 15 years ago—the
present government I mean, and permit
me to say, & word on this point—we found
a treaty had been negotiated between
Great Britain and Japan. We had a chance
at the moment to become a party to it
because of the difficulty that we met in
one section of the country, on the Pacific
coast in as far as the labor was concerned
but in the years 1905 and 1906, after the war
between Japan and Russia and after the
conquest of Korea by Japan, we thought
the time had come when we might become
a party to that treaty, especlally as Japan
had just passed a law restricting its emi-
gration to foreign countries.

‘“The Americans are our compet'tors in
the Japanese market as they are in other
countries. They had the advantage of a
treaty which gave them a very great ad-
vantage on -the markets of Japan. Our
business men, the manufacturers and pro-
ducers of Canada thought they should be
placed on a footing of equality with out

NO CARELESSNESS SHOWN IN. THE
PLANS OF WORK

Ottawa, Sept. 27—The Quebec bridge com-
mission concluded taking evidence th's
morning and will proceed to New York and
Phoenixville.

[Commissioner Holgate has made the
statement ghat whatever the causes of the
disaster, at all events, there was no evi-
dence of carelessness on the part of those
responsible for the bridge, as the plans and
specifications and work showed throughout
that the engineers in charge had brought
the greatest care and the fullest know-
ledge that they possessed to bear on their
task. %

R. C. Douglas, bridge expent of the rail-
ways and canals department, was exam-
ined regarding his connection with the
bridge. He expained that he had been
consulted on the original plans and speci-
fications, but had not gone into these very
fully, because he understood them to be
merely for the purposes of tender. He
made periodical inspections of the masonry
work, and in 1903 was asked to report on
certain amendments to the specifications
for the steel work proposition by Theodore
Cooper, consulting engineer of the Quebec
Bridge company, but he had not been
able to approve of these changes and sub-
sequently made inquiries from prominent
bridge experts as to)oad.-lm and unit
stresses on some of the large bridges of
the continent. Mr. Dougias had been de-
sirous that the government should have
sought counsel from consulting engineers
in regard to the work. On Aug. 15 last an
order in council approved Cooper’s pro-
posed chgnges in line loadings. This
change was due to the action of the bridge
company in increasing the length of the
center span from 1600 to 1800 feet. Wihether
that loading was advisable or correct, was
a matter of opinion. The strain sheets in
the bridge plan were not checked over in
deta!l in the railway department because
there was no one to do it. Mr. Douglas
was not at all apprehensive of the safety
of the lower chord members of the bridge.

In reply to a question Douglas said he did
not understand that for all practical pur-
poses in connection with the plans and
construction of the bridge, Mr. Cooper
might be cons'dered as acting engineer in
charge of the department of railways.

The words ‘“ten years” compelled a
hush of astonishment. It was more. or
less widely known that Edwards had
a bad record, that his crooked dealings
in this city were but the sequel.to
similar proceedings elsewhere, &till
“ten years” as an awed barrister put
it, “Is a long time.” But as the magis-
trate went into the det#s of the
prisoner’s past, as he showed him to

‘be a cmooth-tongued villian, who de-

frauded every man he met, the jystness
of the punishment became apparent.

Edwards is a big heavily built man
with a hard face. When acknowledg-
ing the correctness of the facts about
his past record he spoke in a quiet
voice that was scarcely audible,

He has been sentenced before, prob-
ably more than onee, but the ‘ten
years” hit him. He passed his hand
over his face before he realized that he
had to disappear through the prison-
er’s door .

The magistrate said that the charge
against the prisoner was of stealing
shares to the value of 462.50, to which
he had pleaded guilty., He had re-
manded him in order to enquire into
his character, and was sorry to say he
had di-eovered nothing to his credit.
He had examined the books of the In-
vestors’ protective assoctation and it
was undoubtedly got up to defraud.
There had been no allotment of shares,
and Edwards was the whole company,
The chief of
police had received a ietter from the
chief constable of Toronto, stating that
the prisoner had stolemn some *hundreds
of dollars from a man in that city, but
had escaped before he could be appre-
hended. The defrauded man had since
died, but there were other charges at
Toronto. Edwards had been sentenced

' to a term of imprisonment for exten-

sive and elaborate frauds in connee-
tion with the Ashnola Coal Co. He in-
duced a number of reputable men to
lend their names to this enterprise, and
in the words of a letter received by
F. R. Ferguson, the prosecuting coun-
sel in this case, “Ruined many- hun-
dreds.”” He was immediately released
by the minister of justice for Ontario,
an act of clemency that could not be
understood in the neighborhood where
Edwards was known. The Union trust
comapny with a capital of $100,000 was
another of Edward’s Ingenious schemesz.
The magistrate had also received a let-
ter from a farmer named Norman Mor-
rison. who at different times since the
prisoner’s arrival -in  Winnipeg, had
been persuaded to part with amounts

‘agereeating over $400.

KASLO'S FAIR:

Just what the Kootenay is and just what
the Kootenay is likely to be could be gath-
ered well by any stranger to the mountain
section of British Columbia who had jour-
neyed with the crowd of Kootenay people,
amongst whom might be numbered the
staff correspondent of The Daily News,
from Nelson to Kaslo yesterday morning.
The lake shore for a distance of some 45
miles on either side is dotted with ranches,
whose future in {ruit growing is new
conceded the first place in the whole
empire. These ranches are now infrequent
and again are in close proximity, depend-
ing much upon the slope of the mountains
bounding either side of She lake. But the
infrequency is more to be marked by the
spectator than is the crowding of orchards.
To this day the cult of Didymus, and with
the well known doubting apostle must still
be reckoned, despite all the advertising of
the "20,000 olub, a too large proport'on of
Netl'son's citizens, has estopped the due fill-
ing of those gentle slopes of primitive mo-
raine and ancient lacusterine depost, which
have attracted the commendation of the
fruit experts of this and of other conti-
nents. Kootenay lake from Nelson to
Kaslo appears too often as the forest prim-
eval, despite its great natural advantages.
A generation hence the conditions of to-
day will hardly be credited.

Yesterday morning the Kokanee and the
International, rival steamers of the C.P.R.
and Great Northern }nes, left Nelson for
Kaslo, where was to be held the second
annual fruit fa'r, with 7 and 60 passeng-
ers respectively. Of the 79 of the first
named, four were from Fern'e, three from
Grand Forks and the remainder, with very
few exceptions, who were visitors to this
section of the country,  people of Nel-
son, wishful of help'ng out the ambitious
Kaslo, These contr’butions were the chief
in those swelling the volume of the’ visitors
to the Kaslo fruit fair. In addition came
in yesterday between 50 and 60 from San-
don and on the evening previous about 25
from the Lardeau.

Yet a glance at the exhibits at the fair
vesterday would convince any-ef the few
outside visitors of a fact that all Kootenay
people wot of, that Kaslo is one of the
very best of the good fruit growing dis-
tricts of the Kootenay. Nelson itself could
not show plums as good. Neither in onions
nor in beans is it a competitor. In apples
it can hold its own, in peaches, in tomatoes
it is beaten, in pears it is probably the
better of the two Kootenay districts. But
in aMdost every department Nelson must
recognize that Kaslo is to be reckoned
with.

In the accompanying list of prize win-
ners it will be seen that {Nelson has won
many prizes. It would have won more
if more entries had been made but the prize
list speaks-for itself of the excellence of
the Kaslo fruit. Despite the untowardness
of the season, Kaslo has this year more
than justified its claim to be one of the
very best of fruit areas in the whole wide
circle of the empire. Its fair this year
shows more entries for more varieties than
was the case last year when the frst fair
was held. Its exhibit of apples is worthy
of an entry in the fruit displays of the
world in London. Its displays ow horti-
culture were sufficient to educate any un-
believing wvisitors, were such present.

Judged in that respect Kaslo fair is a
success. Judged as a means of advertise-
ment the statistics of trave! speak for
themselves. A concentrated effort of the
whole of the Kootenay and Yale will do
more for the exploitation of the fruit re-
sources of this country than will 50 little
fairs. i M| e

Outside of the exhibition itself the fair
directorate showed themselves alive to the
other great feature of Kootenay industry,
that is to say, mining.

LIPTON 1S DISAPPOINTED

BUT I8 READY TO ISSUE A FRESH
CHALLENGE

VERY ANXIOUS TO TRY HIS LUCK
AGAIN OFF SANDY HOOK

London, Sept. 26—8ir Thomas Lipton iy
bitterly disappointed at the failure of the
New York yacht club to accept his chal-
lenge for another series of races for the
Asherica cup and is amxiously awaiting
official information @ the subject through
the Royal Irish yacht club which he hopes
will give in detail the reason for the Am-
erlcdn club’'s action. '

In an interview today sir Thomas said
that he did not understand why his chal-
lenge had not been accepted as he had been
led to belleve that if he. challenged under
~the universal rule, which prevails for races
in the United States, there was every pro-
hability . of his challenge being favorably
regeived. He added. however, that he had
snot glven up the hope of sending a yacht
to Sandy Hook in 1308, and already haa
telegrapbed to Wm.

I adhered
in this respect to size, Inasmuch as the
hoat I challenged with would have been
about 76 feet on the water line. This also
conforms with the New York yacht club
rutes for the class ‘“J” boats. I am pre-
pared now that they have decl'ned to ac-
cept my chaltenge for this class of boat
to enter a 90 foot beat under their gracht
club rules. There is a ‘J" class expressly
defining such a boat but thg next class,
‘P, providing for boats of 8 feet rating
is capable of producng a boat with about
94 feet on the water line.’

In explanation of his action in challeng-
ing under the New York yacht club’s new
rules, sir Thomas sa'd: “The_international

If there are remaining any persons
within the city of Nelson who are still
doubtful of the possibilities of this
country in the growing of fruit they
hould take the first opportunity pre-
senting itself of visiting the ranch of
James Johnstone facing this city.
September is,no month to visit a ranch
in this district, since the length of the
Indian summer and its consequent ten-
dency to promote a late growth only
to be winter killed, prevents the ex-
perienced rancher from cultivating the
ground between his fruit trees. Indeed
Mr. Johnstone has gone so far in this
direction as to sow wheat for his chick-
ens between his rows. The genera] ef-
fect is therefore somewhat unkempt.

But a glance along the lanes of Mr.
Johnstone’s apples almost takes away
the breath of the spectator. It is not
too much to say that perhaps nowhere
else in Canada can be seen trees so
laden with richly colored fruit.

The orchard shows Spitzenbergs as
good as can be produced anywhere and
Yellow Newton pippins as good as the
best, showing that the three best ap-
ples of all can be grown right in the
heart of the Nelson district. Even the
Snow, that apple, which the easterner
fondly thinks cannot be grown any-
where except in the fruit belt of On-

“tario, is to be found in perfection on

this ranch.

What has been done across the lake
can be done elsewhere in the district.
Mr. Johnstone has the advantage just
now, because, seeing earlier than did
other people, the possibilities of apples
in this country he has planted trees
which are now coming to their full
bearing whereas others have still to
wait before they can show to visitors
trees which have grown fruit beating
the fruit of the empire in open compe-
tition in the metropolis of the old
country.

TRADE UNIONISTS ARE TIRED OF SO-
CIETY AS IT IS

VAGUE DISCONTENT ABROAD IN ALL
CLASSES

‘“The pronouncement of the Brit'sh trades
unionists in congress assembled that they
‘are tired of society as at present con-
stituted’ is of singular significance, follow-
ing so closely as it does upon the great up-
heaval which marked the general election,”
says a writer, ‘“Politicus,” in the London
Daily Mail.

tation of these islands does not desire some
revolutionary change in the conditions of
life. For it is not only the trades unienists
who are dissatisfied, A

“There is a vague discontent abroad in
all classes—a feeling that the prizes of life
are very few and the blanks many, that
the times are out of joint, that to raise
from the humbler walks of life is becoming
increasngly difficut and that the masses
of mankind are condemned to labor for the
benefit of a few who reap in ease all the
advantages from their toil and do not share
their sufferings. The poor man who is in
the vast majority, so far as voting power
is concerned, appears to hold that society
‘as at present constituted’ means wage ser-
vitude for life with little chance of in-
dependence, and none of affluence. The
fniddle class are as vaguely discontented
as the Wworkers, but their discontent is
less articulate because they are not or-
ganized and have no leaders.

“It is on such grounds as this that so-
cialism sows its seed with such success.
It is useless to abuse socialist without un-
dertanding exactly what are the causes of
the discontent, what are the remedies the
discontented would apply. What is it of
which men are tired? What is it exactly
that they propose to set up in its place?
It would be of the deepest interest as a
social study—as a means towards the true
understanding of socialism—if the suffer-
ers and the aggrieved would tel us. Let
them set forth in plain terms what they
desire and of what they complain.

“Among the causes of this outburst of
discontent and pessimism appear to be the
decline of the power of religion over the
masses of men, the weakening of the fam-
ily tie, and the want of discipline and re-
straint. The poor see, or think they see,
in socialism a short cut to comfort and
well being. They can take what they want
from the rich, or from the very rich by
using their votes and they imagine they
themselves will be much better off and
much happier, while the rich have so much
to spare that they will not suffer. Such,
at least is my reading of their view . . . .

‘“We cannot forget that the struggle for
life is a hard and terrible thing. Even
those who have succeeded in it can never
desire to enter the battle anew. Yet if
humanity is to progress this battle seems
inevitable; each individual must pass
through it to fall or conquer by his own
efforts; and it may wel! be asked whether
any attempt to remove it by making
life easy for all would not inevitably and
swiftly mean the destruction not merely
of ‘society as at present constituted,” but
of civilization, of progress and of human
character and true happiness.”

‘“‘Let us appreciate the sanctity of
treaty rights,” concluded Mr. Borden,
‘and the respect which must be paid
to a great nation like Japan, the friend
and ally of Great Britain. Let us re-
member the importance of trade rela-
tions with a great nation like Japan,
but let us mever forget that there are
greater and higher considerations than
those of trade and material progress.
The great conservative party which
brought this great province dnto con-
federation will maintain as one great
supréme consideration wnich must sur-
vive all others that British Columbia
must remain a' British and Canadian
provifice, inhabited and dominated by
men in whose veins runs the blood of
the great pioneer racés which built up
and developed not only eastern but
western Canada.’”

Apparently Mr. Borden does not quite
know where he is at on the Japanese
treaty phase of the question. He did
not oppose sir Wilfrid’'s course in that
connection in the house, he is anxious
now to uphold that treaty, but at the
same time he would like to have the
people of Canada condemn Laurier for
becoming a party to it

SANDON DRILLERS ON TOP

BEAT ALL COMPETITORS, AT THE
SPOKANE FAIR.

DECISION HELD BACK
FOR PRESENT.

Indications point to McGilliveray and
Erickson of Sandon, who so splendidly
won the drilling contest here last week,
carrying off the big prize hung up at
the Spokane fair. The Sandon men

' have made the best showing of ‘all com-
petitors, but the matter is still in dis-

ute.

. The Spokesman Review gives the’ fol-
lowing spirited account, of the contest:

Fully three thousand people crowded
into the big tent in the fair grounds
last night and witnessed the closing
contest in the double-handed rock-
drilling competition engaged in by
‘crack’ teams of miners.

Euthusiasm ran high during all of
the three exhibitions, the only thing
that caused anything like disappoint-
ment being the inability of the judges
to make an official announcement of
what the teams had accomplished to-
ward winaing the prizes. This failure
was on account of the fact that those
who picked the stone to be punctured
by the steel of the experts did not
calculate accurately on the prowess aof
the miners in working that kind of
rock,

All of the teams could have worked
tnefr drills through the big stone, the
depth of which varied from a little
less to a little more than 50 inches,
within the time Jimit of 15 minttes.
Each team, as the drill was about to
come out at the bottom of the rock,
started a new hole, Sofle of the long
drills in the last few strokes, and it
is with these that the judges will have
difficulty in making the final decision,
which' will be attempted this morning
at 10 o’clock, when the stone will be
turne@ over on the timbers and an
accurate measurement taken of the
amount of stone actually cut by the
drills. i .

On account of eonisiderable dis@ontent
expressed by &6me of the contéstants
it is possiblé that the double-hanlé&
contest will Bé declared a mis-trial. Id
that evefif, another and bigger rock
will be seéured from the quarry and
care will beé taken to see that its ci-
mensions will be such that there will
be no possibility of drilling a hole
through it in 15 minutes.

It appears from the unofficial meas-
urements made, but not announced, at
the cloze of each team’s work, that An-
gus McGilliveray and A. Erickson, the
teamt from Sandon, B. C., will take
down the $300 first money; F. Yockey
and. H. Johneon, the team from Gold-
field, Nev., will in all probability be
declaréd entitled to the second Drize
of $250, 4fid it will lie bétween H. Haff
and C. M. Patferson, the Coeur d’Alené
team, and William T. Cold &4nd Dan
Dunne, the teami fiom Sumpter, Ore,
as to which will gé the third prize of
$150. By the unofficial dneasurement
there is only a differénce of a gquarter
of an inch in the armiéddnt of rock
penetrated by the drills §f these teams
in the time allowance, and the judges
feel that they have a close question to
decide. It is probable that they will
be unable to reach a wsatisfactory con-
clusion. They may decide these teams
to be tied, and apply the dice shakers’
rule of “one-tie-all-tie.”

Erickson and McGilliveray of Sandon,
B. C., were the first drillers on the |
platform last night #hd they gave an
exhibition of proficiency in borlng
through the rock that set the specta-
tors wild with enthusiasm. Mec ~Gilli-
veray did the lightning change act with
the drills and Erickson showed himself
a good running mate with his hammer
work. He is probably a better ham-
mer man than his partner, although not
a hard hitter. His quick action with
the hammer is something phenomenal,
his blows being as steady as the tick
of a watch and so quick is he in start-
ing the hammer on its downward drive
that it appears that it began to de-
scend before it ceased going up. Me-
Gilliveray did some splendid work in
changing the drills and only once was
a stroke of hLis partner’s hammer de-
layéd. That was when he threw out a
50-inch drill, but he redeemed this
successfully substituting
another for a 55-inch drill without
causing the slightest pause in the
action of Erickson’s slédge hammer.

Erickson gave evidénce that he is ac~
customed to working in wet tunnels for
the team’s water boy, Pat Harding of
Silverton, B. C., kept him continually
deluged, pouring the water over him by
gallons. McGilliveray required his
share of the wetting also, and the water
boy varied his irrigation work at times
by attending to him. Erickson and Me-
Gilliveray drilled 47.34 inches and then,
as they saw they were about to come
through on the other side of the rock,
they started a new hole. They then
had but two minutes of the time left,
but they succeeded in sending the steel
into the rock 5 3-8 inches. Erickson
and McGilliveray, who are the winpers
of the double-handed contest, are Tre-
garded as the champions of British
Columbia.

It was the sincere belief of a certain
school if political theorists not long ago
that the Monarchy in England was a
spent force,” declares the Daily Tele-
graph. “‘The king can .do no wrong’
said these rather shallow thinkers, ‘but
he can do no right; for in the English
constitution he can do nothing at all’
Majesty in the United Kingdom, they
opined, represented the pomp and cir-
cumstance, but no longer the power of
prestige, of royalty.

“Phat was very superficial and ehild-
ish view of the actual state of affairs.
It would eb easy to reply to these the-
oriseers that the sovereign, in & limited
monarchy like ours, possesses as much
power as any potentate ought to possess
who cannot be called to account for its
eexercise; and it would be no less easy
to show how in ‘the long reign of queen
Victoria the sovereign had again and
again exerted a restraining or inspir-
ing influence, in national and interna-
tional affairs, that made for progress
and for righteousness, How complete-
ly bas king Tdward upset all these
flimsy criticisms of constitutional mon-
archy.

“His majesty returns to England af-
ter a few weeks stay, on the continent,
during which time he has talked with
the kaiser at Wilhemshohe and with
the ruler of Austria-Hungary at Ischl;
the French premier, | M. Clemenceau,
has had an audience Of his majesty at
Marienbad, and he has received M. Is-
volsky, thé Russian foreign minister;
and all Europe is pleased. Maoreoyer,

friendship With Italy and with Austria,
ha§ dispelléd the jealousies of Ger-
many, &nd, wé have no doubt, has lent
his aid {0 the tinderstanding with Rus-
sia. So faf 48 we can recall, not a
voice has been raised ia this country to
hint that the king has {n any the small-
est iota over-passed the limits of the
constitution. From no single party in

imity, in declaring that king Edward
VIL had done, and was doing, precisaly
what they would wish the sovereign of
these islands tg do. Sy .-

“There hag been nothing like this in
modern European history; nor could
thers Be. One soverelgn oaly could fill
this role—the king of nd. We
have éofitinental ambitfons, and the
nations of Burbpé, récoghize the fact.
But that gﬂﬁmy in §tSélf was not
enough. Théré Wwas réGiéired in the
Monarch of thesé nds & man who
understood the feelings of his own na-
“tion, and had sympathy with the rights
and obligations of other nationalitites.
That has been king Edward’s unique
qualification.. He has realised and im-
personated the sound doctrine: ‘Eng-
land’s greatest interest is peace.’

“It has been the ill-fortune of mations
that their monarchs have been trained
to live for military glory; it is a new
"thing to have a king acclaimed as
‘Peacemaker.”’ Hence the incapacity,
the unwillingness to believe that: the
sovereign head of the largest empire in
the world can possibly be seeking the
peace of Burope, with no motive in the
bacgkround that is not subtle and may-
hap sinister. We can in all sincerity
‘assure these critics that the one thing
they have failed to realise and appre-
hend is that England’s king-has under-
stood, right down to the ground, what
England’s people think, and feel on
these matters. That is the whole mys-
tery—that, and nothing more.”
