Missouri and Michigan — The Damage 
Heavy.

Chicago,May 16.—Dispatches received 
last nightindicate that the strawberry 
crop of southern Illinois was probably 
one-third lestroyed by the recent frost. 
Apples ard pears, it is thought, are not 
greatly in ured. The loss to gardeners 
is heavy, although the continued fall of 
rain will materially reduce the extent 
of the damage. Advices from all points 
within the peach belt of Michigan show 
that the injury by frost is light, except 
at points more than 30 miles from the 
lake. From Monroe and Adrian it is 
reported that vineyards suffered se­
verely. Most of the damage in Missouri 
was done in the northern counties of the 
State. Wheat and corn in some coun­
ties were seriously damaged, and mel­
ons, apples, grapes and garden truck 
suffered. In Medina county, where 
there are extensive market gardens, 
much damage was done by the frost. 
Along the lake shore the damage will 
be confined to apples.

Cylinders—After Bicycle 
Riders.

The members of No. 3 comimttee 
talked about aerial hook and ladder 
trucks for nearly an hour and a half 
last night, and advanced very little. 
The committee, however, opened ten­
ders and accepted an invitation to go 
on a jaunt at a company's expense. Be­
fore the trip is taken, however, the 
City Council will be consulted. Messrs. 
Burke and Waterous respectively rep­
resenting the Babcock and Preston 
(Brantford) trucks, were present. Both 
were submitted to a very close cross- 
questioning, and at every opportunity 
showed defects in the other makers’ 
trucks.

Before tenders were opened the chair­
man stated that a scheme was on foot 
to convert a portion of the hose wagon 
into a 50-gallon chemical cylinder. Were 
this done, a chemical engine would be 
unnecessary, and, Ald. Powell under­
stood, it was practicable.

Mr. Burke said a cylinder could be 
placed on one wagon for $450. There- 
fore, for $1.350, the city could have 150- 
gallon capacity, which was greater than 
that of a regular engine, costing $2.000. 
This would not necessitate the purchase 
of any extra horses or employment of 
extra men.

The idea was a great one, and the 
aldermen were in favor of it—but how 
were they to do it?

The supplemental tenders were then 
opened. The figures were: Waterous 
Company (Preston truck). $3,200; Mar­
tin-Hayes, $3,650 (about $600 less than 
the first tender); Biehn truck. $1,700, 
to be delivered at Port Huron; and the 
Babcock, with Hayes raising device, 
$3,645.

None was accepted, the committee 
deciding to first accept an offer from 
the Waterous Company to visit Brant­
ford and see the Preston truck in op­
eration. The company pays all ex-

name? The property is willed to the 
mother, for the term of her natural 
life. The son is an executor of the es­
tate. Does that make any difference? 
Ans.—Upon the facts stated the son has 
no interest in the property, and there­
fore cannot insure in his own name. 
Fire insurance is a contract of indem­
nity against loss by the person insured, 
who must necessarily have an interest 
to be indemnified. The son might as 
executor insure the property for the 
benefit of the estate if the provisions 
of the will are such as to warrant his 
doing so, to protect the widow in the 
enjoyment of the property during her 
life, and to whom it passes after her 
death. Consult a lawyer.

Strathroy.—I sold potatoes to a far­
mer who was speculating. In changing 
into his bags he doubted them. Hold­
ing out, I said to get a measure and 
satisfy himself. He got one, but was 
still dissatisfied. So after measuring, 
he went on weighing on a small set of 
counter scales, black and rusty, which 
gave him still more than the measure 
would. I doubted their correctness. 
However, I let him have his own way 
in order to get rid of him. Could he 
demand weighing after measuring? 
Kindly give your opinion of the legal 
way of selling this produce in Strath- 
roy. Ans.—Unless a sale by bushel 
measure was agreed upon, the pur­
chaser had a right to have the weight 
equivalent to a bushel, which, in the 
case of potatoes, is 60 pounds, and he 
can insist upon his right at any time 
before the completion of the bargain. 
There is no special legal way of sell­
ing in Strathroy different from the 
general law of Canada.

Should a farmer desire to 
adorn the walls of his mansion with 
pictures of the old masters, at a value 
of perhaps, $20.000 each, he can import| 
them free; but if he wants wall paper 
he has to pay from 40 to 100 per cent 
duty If It pleases the farmer he can 
Import ice free, but if he wants coal oil, 
he must pay 6 cents a gallon. By a 
wonderful dispensation leeches are al­
lowed to be imported free. I suppose 
the Finance Minister regards the leech as a totem of the National Policy, and 
entitled to special consideration. All 
Indian tribes respect their totem, and 1 
do not see why protectionists should 
not respect theirs. But if the farmer 
gets his leeches free, they take it out 
of him in tools, which are taxed 35 per 
cent If the farmer greatly desires it, 
he is allowed to import ambergris free;

AT THE BANK OF ENGLAND.
The sight of the Bank of England bears 

an estimated annual value of £70,000. This 
sum, if capitalized at 3 per cent, would rep- 
resent a gross value of £2,100 000. Esti- 
mating the buildings, vaults, printing, and 
weighing machines, etc., at £400,000 more, 
it will be seen that the “plant” of the bank 
must be worth over $12,000,000. Add to 
thia the average amount of bullion, coin, 1 
curities, and unissued notes usually held, 
and you have the gigantic sum of £120,000. 
000 sterling, or $600,000,000, all heaped on 
a space of less than four acres. Nowhere

London, May 16.—There are very fevin- 
stances on record of a great public woran, 
and particularly a great heroine, having 
throughout lived up to her reputation. It 
too often happens in these days, when nto- 
riety is easily obtained, and when the pb. 
lie is so ready to worship the celebrity of 
the moment, that a public woman fails to 
keep pace with public opinion and to man- 
tain her position in public esteem throgh 
half a century of years.

A great exception is Florence Nighin- 
gale. Yesterday she celebrated her 7-th 
birthday—as great a woman and as grea a 
benefactor, and as much of a heroine as he 
was 40 years ago, when she went forth fom 
her comfortable home in England, not a a 
mere nurse to attend to the wants of he 
wounded and dying British soldiers in he 
Crimea, but as a fearless organizer of a grat 
field hospital system.

Few are aware that there is a pretty p- 
mance attached to Miss Nightingale’s jour- 
ney to the Crimea. It was generally knvn 
among her friends at the time that she had 
bestowed her affections on a young office in 
one of the first regiments to proceed to the 
seat of war. Although it was equally well 
known among the same friends that in ay 
case Miss Nightingale would not have hei- 
tated for a moment to accept the resporsi- 
bilities and hardships of the position offend 
to her, there is no doubt that the labor of 
love was not only one of love of humaniy 
and of doing good, but was also to some e- 
tent inspired by a desire to be near me 
whom she loved as a man more than as oie 
of mankind.

More than one generation of English girs 
have reveled in the story of Miss Nightir-

Mr. R. Guy Reid, B.A., the young 
man from Halifax, who is beating his 
way to Winnipeg. Man., is still in the 
city. Today he received a telegram 
from the family physician in Halifax 
announcing the serious illness of his 
mother and asking him not to go any 
farther, but to hold himself in readiness 
to return at once to Halifax. Mr. Reid 
has telegraphed in reply, asking to be 
be kept informed of his mother’s con­
dition. If it grows critical he will re­
turn to Halifax by express.

"How will this affect your wager?”

“Well,” answered the young Bluenose, 
as he blew a cloud of fragant tobacco 
smoke into the air, “I can arrange to 
come back here and take up the trip 
where I left off.

Mr. Reid feels a little sore today over 
the insinuation of a local paper with 
reference to his degree of B. À. He is 
a graduate of King's College, and has 
traveled in every part of the world. He 
did Europe on a wheel and is the au­
thor of “Wheeling Abroad.” He has 
written for different magazines, such as 
Outing, Cycling and Frank Leslie’s 
Weekly. Mr. Reid will write an account 
of his experiences on this trip. He is 
much averse to sensationalism and is 
almost too sensitive to make a lasting 
success as a professional tramp.

lamp in hand, and how, within the space o; 
a fortnight, 4,000 patients, wounded 01 
sick, were placed under lier charge. One of 
the private soldiers whom she nursed said 
of her: "She would speak to one and 
another, and nod and smile to many more; 
but she could not do it to all, you know, for 
we lay there by hundreds; but we could kiss 
her shadow as it fell on the wall at night, 
and lay our hands on our pillows again, 
content.”

They have heard, too, and cannot hear 
often enough, the story of the dinner given 
to officers of the British army and navy on 
their return from the east, and how, when 
Lord Stratford suggested that every guest 
should write on a piece of paper the name of 
the person whose deeds in the Crimean war 
would engrave themselves most indelibly in 
the history of the British people, and when 
the papers were examined every one had 
written the name of Florence Nightingale.

Never has a victorious army received such 
a welcome on its return home as did the 
nurse-in-chief of the British forces in the 
Crimea, and cf all who welcomed her, by 
word or in spirit, there was none whose wel­
come was more sincere than that of her 
queen. The beautiful jeweled ornament 
which her majesty presented to Florence 
Nightingale as a decoration was a symbol of 
the gratitude shown by a queen to a subject. 
The decoration is oval in form, the ground 
of pure white enamel, on which in diamonds 
are the letters "V R." and the royal crown. 
The latter is inclosed by an oval band of 
black enamel—black being an emblem of 
good counsel —on which is inscribed in gold, 
“Blessed Are the Merciful." On each side 
rise branches of palm in green and gold 
enamel, denoting the peaceful occupation 
and triumphant result. The color green 
also implies eternal friendship. The label 
bearing the word “Crimea” is in azure blue, 
and the whole is surmounted by three bril­
liant diamond stars, the celestial significa­
tion of which is obvious. But perhaps the 
good taste and beauty of this jewel are 
eclipsed by the noble expression of the feel­
ing of her majesty in the inscription borne 
on the reverse: “To Florence Nightingale 
as a mark of esteem and gratitude for her 
devotion toward the queen’s brave soldiers. 
From Victoria R., 1855."

From the severe strain which she under­
went in the Crimea she has never recovered, 
but in spite of having been physically an in­
valid since her return she has done much 
with her mind and her pen for the nurses 
and hospitals of her country as she did with 
lier hands for the soldiers she loved in the 
Scutari huts.

Florence Nightingale is a tall woman, 
rather stout, with gray hair, and fine, open 
face. Although a great sufferer she does 
not show a trace of it. She has not known 
what it is to be without pain for many years. 
Her features are finely modeled, while her 
hands and feet are very small. Her voice is 
low and musical. She often reads aloud, 
and sometimes she hums a song or hymn. 
She is very devout and an omniverous 
reader. Her room is littered with news­
papers, magazines, writing paper, pencils 
and letters. She is always cheerful. She 
has a very comfortable home on one of the 
best streets in the west end of London, but 
spends most of the year at Clayton House in 
Buckinghamshire, the home of her sister, 
Lady Verney.
