tions having capital ,stock and organ­
ized for profit shall pay a tax of two
per cent upon their net earnings. Cor­
porations coming within that designa­
tion will be compelled to make re­
turns to specially named agents of 
the bureau of international revenue of 
the treasury department, giving the 
amount of their gross receipts, capital 
stock, bonded indebtedness, and all 
other visible debts. Separated from 
these returns the corporations will be 
compelled to report the amount of 
their net receipts, after deducting their 
general and ordinary running ex­
penses, interest on bonds up to the 
amount of the capital stock of the 
corporation. Interest on notes and 
other forms of tangible indebtedness, 
and any actual loss that may have 
been incurred in business, which loss 
was not made up by insurance, sal­
vage or other form of return.

The amendment will define in the 
broadest possible way the character of 
losses which may be deducted from 
the net earnings, upon which the tax 
is to be collected. These losses will 
include bad accounts of a mercantile 
corporation, losses upon securities 
held by banker, uncollectable notes, 
and all other forms of bad debts which 
are usually charged to profit and loss 
accounts.

Net Earnings Taxed.
As has been stated before the two 

per cent tax will apply to all corpor­
ations organized for profit, but each 
corporation will be allowed a $5,000 
exemption, which means that the tax 
will not be collected except upon earn­
ings in excess of $5.000.

Any corporation which makes a false 
report to an agent of International 
revenue who has been designated to 
collect information regarding earn­
ings, or has made a fraudulent return 
upon any of the subjects covered by 
the law will be subjected to a penalty. 
The amount of this penalty is the only 
feature of the bill which was not de­
cided tonight.

Many Lives Reported Lost in a 
Disaster Near Pittsburg.

Montreal, June 22.—A conference of the highest importance 
took place at the Government offices here between Hon. L. P. 
Brodeur, minister of marine and fisheries and a deputation 
from the Montreal Chambre de Commerce, Two important pro­
nouncements were made by the minister: (1) That the main­
tenance of a Canadian navy was the policy of the Government 
In regard to Imperial defence; (2) That if only one drydock 
to accommodate large vessels is to be built on the St. Law­
rence, then the city of Quebec would seem to have more ad­
vantageous situation.

“There are three proposals in regard to the questions of 
naval defence, Mr. Brodeur explained: To offer to England, one 
or two Dreadnoughts, which would be her exclusive property; 
secondly, to contribute annually a round sum, which might be 
used in any way the mother country might see fit; the third, 
which is that of the Government supported by the Opposition, 
would be to construct a Canadian navy.”

“Queen French
1Pittsburg June 23.—An explosion 

occurred today In the mine of the 
Lackawanna Coal and Coke Company 
at Wehrum, Indiana County. Over 
100 men were in the mine. A number 
are reported injured._

It is said a large number were kill­
ed and injured. At 9:45 a.m., nearly 
two hours after the accident, 100 men 
who were in the mine had reached the 
surface.

At 10:15 a.m. three bodies, terribly 
mutilated, had been recovered from 
the mine. At that hour ten injured 
men, some of them fatally, had also 
been taken to the surface, As to the 
extent of the accident nothing definite 
can be ascertained at present, but it 
is apparently serious.

Between 100 and 150 miners were in 
the mine.

The few men who escaped from the 
mine were burned and blackened, in­
dicating that the force of the ex­
plosion was heavy. None of them 
were in condition to give details, but 
from one it was learned that the ex­
plosion seemed to strike every portion 
of the mine simultaneously.

Rescuing parties are making little 
headway, owing to the great confusion 
at the mines.-

Work is also seriously retarded by 
smoke from the pit mouth, and the 
air is deadly. As soon as it was 
known that the accident had occur­
red at the mine, the greatest excite­
ment prevailed, both at the mine and 
in the little hamlet, a short distance 
away. Wives, mothers, sisters and 
brothers rushed to the mouth of the 
mine tearfully imploring some news 
as to the fate of their loved ones. A 
number of the foreign women, scream­
ing and crying, tried to rush into the 
dark pit of death.

The company has engaged the ser­
vices of all the men they could find, 
and the work of restraining the hy­
sterical relatives was undertaken. In 
the meantime calls for help were 
quickly sent broadcast through the 
surrounding country, and the work of 
rescuing unfortunate men in the mine 
was rapidly pushed forward.\

FREIGHT AGENTS MEET

ABSOLUTE Convention at Albany Addressed By 
Governor Hughes of New York.

Albany, N. Y., June 22.—On behalf of 
the State of New York, Gov. Hughes to­
day welcomed delegates from various 
parts of the United States and Canada in 
advance of the opening session of the 22nd 
annual convention of the American As­
sociation of Local Freight Agents in the 
State Assembly chamber. The meeting 
will come to a close on Friday.

After congratulating the delegates upon 
their field of work, the governor said in 
part: "Our desire has been not to mini 
mize the importance of tills field of ef­
fort, or of the fine work that is being 
done in it, but to assure that here as 
elsewhere, the public interest shall be 
supreme, and the American principles of 
equality and fairness in dealing shall be 
universally recognized, that in no case 
shall private advantage get the best of 
the public welfare—that is all.

"I am sure that there have been no 
better friends of the policy which seeks 
to promote equality of dealing, which 
seeks to get rid of unjust preferences and 
unfair discrimination, than those who are 
actively engaged in the workaday efforts 
of railroad agent». We want no selfish 
hand to use them for unjust aggrandise­
ment or for mere purposes of low ambi­
tion. You come into direct relations with 
a public that no longer wants things but 
wants things when they want them,’ and 
generally at once. Service is demanded- 
prompt, effleent service—without any, 
hesitation or excuse."

CASES TRIED HERE

Contradictory Evidence in Re­
gard to Dining at the

New York, June 23.—With fifteen or 
more witnesses remaining to be call­
ed in rebuttal by counsel for Mrs.

The admission 
of a large number of refreshment 
checks from the Hotel St. Regis for 
large quantities of cocktails and other 
beverages furnished her during her 
residence at the hotel, and particular­
ly during the fall of 1906, when the 
defense contends that Dustin Farnum, 
the actor, often dined with Mrs. Gould 
in her apartments at the St. Regis, did 
not coincide with the testimony of 
waiters and maids and other St. Regis 
employees who were in attendance on 
Mrs. Gould, that they had never seen 
her drink anything. The waiter who 
swore that he practically served all of 
Mrs. Gould's meals for a period of 
eight weeks in her room, and never 
knew of her ordering anything but a 
little light wine now and then with 
her dinner, unfortunately got his dates 
mixed, and repeatedly placed the time 
of his services at a period when it 
was conceded by both sides that Mrs. 
Gould was in Europe.

a book of blank orders, which was 
obtained from the plaintiffs on an or­
der written on the letter paper of 
White & Co., who are agents for the 
plaintiffs, and delivered to the person 
presenting the order, which, it ap­
peared, was a forgery.

Toronto, June 22.—The market continues 
steady to firm for cattle of good quality, 
but it is undoubtedly easier for poor 
quality. It was only a moderate run to­
day, with a total of 68 cars of stock of 
all kinds. Today’s offerings included 3 
loads of extra choice quality exporters, 
weighing 1,300 lbs and over, fed by J. B. 
Shields, of Mount Albert. This fine herd 
of Canadian cattle sold at $6 55, and was 
bought by the Harris Abattoir Company. 
Another load of choice butcher cattle, 
1,050 lbs, sold at $5 85, the top price for 
butchers in today's market. These ex­
amples are a pretty good indication that 
prices for choice quality cattle are not 
off. There is, however, a poorer class of 
cattle now coming in, which do not com­
mand as good prices as a week or so 
ago. This applies to poor butcher cows 
and to light, common stockers. Good 
butcher cows and good stockers are no 
easier.

There is a steady market for good ex­
port cattle. Old country prices are firm, 
and there is ample space for export. At 
the same time local prices for export 
cattle are said by the shippers to be too 
high for profitable business.

The run was 68 loads, with 1.100 head 
of cattle, 800 sheep and lambs, 300 hogs 
and 201 calves.

The 
prevailing price, however, was between 
these figures, mostly $1 58 to $1 62.

Elsie Sigel’s name as conclusive evi­
dence that Leon was in the national 
capital. Chung Sin apparently does 
not know, or if he does, will not tell, 
where Leon went.

The police are rather inclined to be­
lieve that Leon may have gone to the 
Pacific coast to take a steamer for 
China, but they do not reject the 
theory that he may have remained in 
this city. It is known that he was a 
member of at least one of the most 
powerful Chinese secret societies, and 
that he could have obtained ample 
funds for flight, or to support himself 
In seclusion. The news that some­
thing had happened to Elsie Sigel was 
whispered about the Chinese circles 
for days before the girl’s body was 
discovered, but no Chinaman has 
been found who will admit that he 
knew the murder had been committed 
or that Leon had fled.

At police headquarters today the 
detectives said they were following up 
all the information that had been 
gathered respecting Léon, but that up 
to the present it had come to nought.

Has Chung Told Alt?
New York, June 23.—If the state­

ment made by Chung Sin last night, 
accusing Leon Ling of having killed 
Elsie Sigel, has given the authorities 
any tangible clue to the hiding-place 
of Leon, the police have not made It 
known, and it has as yet resulted in 
no arrest. In the maze of conflicting 
stories told by Chung Sin, and even 
after he apparently gave in under the 
incessant accusations and questions of 
the police. Chung is quoted as assert­
ing that he does not know where Leon 
fled after putting Miss Sigel’s body in 
the trunk, although he admitted giving 
Leon the larger part of $260 which 
Chung had borrowed from Chu Laing.

Evidences might indicate, however, 
that the Chinaman told a good deal 
more about Leon than the police have 
allowed to become public. There was
