High Lights in Sir Adam Beck’s Speech 
Before the Trades and Labor Council PARLEY ON NEAR BATTLE FOR MAYORALTYHAS EYES FOR

EAST PROBLEMExtracts from Sir Adam Buck's address at the Labor Temple Sat­
urday night, directed chiefly at the opponents of the contemplated pur­
chase of the London Street Railway.

1 “Someone has said that 1 am trying to gat the road for the prov- 
ince. Whoever thinks so Is having a ‘pipe-dream.' If they know better, 
they are saying it for a purpose. I am inclined to think that the latter 
is the case. I have never, However, canvassed the aldermen for a place 
on your transportation commission."

2. "I defy you to do anything with the London Street Railway if it 
chooses to ignore the provisions of their agreement with you—Bylaw 
916. When I was mayor here we won three lawsuits with them, but to 
this day the city has made no effort to secure judgment."

3. "It may be that I am giving away a secret, but the street railway 
would have been bankrupt long ago if it had not been able to use hydro. 
When you own the road you can have this current at cost."

4. "Vote against the purchase of the road, and you will have the same 
service with these 'bob-tailed’ cars until 1930 at the least."

5. “When people talk about buses handling the local situation, they 
are joking. London is in the snow belt, and once the real cold weather 
strikes us, you will see how long they can maintain their 5-cent fare."

6. "Our enemies point to Windsor, and say that we have raised the 
fares again. 1 say that we still have a 5-cent faro there—20 tickets for 
$1, with the 6-cent crop fare for the transient patron."

7. “There is one notable difference between London and Windsor, 
however. In the latter instance, the legislature declined to boost their 
fares."

8. “You will save from $10,000 to $20,000 per annum by co-ordinating 
the management, operation, eic, of the L. and P. S. and the London 
Street Railway."

Points Out That the Line Will 
Share in Mooted Union 

Depot.

In a characteristic fighting plea for 
municipal ownership. Sir Adam Beck, 
chairman of the Hydro-Electric 
Power Commission and member of 
the London Transportation Commis- 
sion, addressing a representative 
gathering of workingmen in the La­
bor Temple Saturday night. "laid all 
his cards on the table" relative to the 
contemplated purchase of tile London 
Street Railway Company.

It was his belief, uttered then in 
public for the first time, that if the 
recommendations of the Bunnell ap­
praisal are followed, the citizens of 
London can economically and satis­
factorily operate the street railway 
lines with a 4-cent fare—25 tickets tor 
a. dollar.

The "hydro knight" also explained 
that, after consultation with Mayor 
Cameron Wilson and his associates 
on the local commission, it had been 
decided, irrespective of their personal 
feeling that the city's position might 
he so prejudiced, to submit to the pub­
lic Engineer Bunnell's figures as to 
the estimated physical value of the 
road in 1925—in short, what should be 
considered a fair price in that day.

"Several valuations have been 
placed," declared Sir Adam, "ranging 
from $533,000 to $905,000. We are 
playing safe. We will submit the lat­
ter. Better do that than submit a 
figure that might be subsequently 
have to be revised."

Defends Developments.
During the address, which extend­

ed nearly three hours, Sir Adam 
dealt with municipal ownership in all 
Its phases, local, provincial, national; 
outlined London’s status in this re- 
spect; defended the Chippawa and 
other hydro developments; answered 
divers charges hurled at the commis­
sioners and other public servants; 
and i inclusion, vigorously advised 
the p iase of the London. Street 
Railway, declaring, “I intend to vote 
for it myself. I never want to see 
London lapse into the village class."

While the hydro chairman was the 
guest of the Trades and Labor Coun­
cil. the gathering was open to the 
public and well attended. John Me- 
Cuire presided, with Fred Burke, 
secretary of the council, in attendance 
on the platform.

The meeting was fairly well repre­
sentative. of local labor, several of the 
union leaders being present. Sir

“But we have it for the citizens as 
near as can be reasonably determined. 
We believe that we are rapidly ap-| 
proaching the normal period. Still 
the question is problematical, to say 
the least. But there was one point 
that we agreed upon—‘put the price 
high enough. Don't say $2,000,000, 
and then find out later that we had 
underestimated it. and have to go 
back to the people and say it will be 
$2,600.000. Play safe, we said, and 
show the people what it should cost 
for them to own their own road and 
operate it economically, and give ser­
vice as well."

Take Maximum Estimate.
"Several valuations have been 

placed on the lines from time to time, 
varying from $533,000 to $905.000. It 
might be anything between the two in 
1925, bu. we are assuming that it will 
be the latter. We take the maximum."

Turning directly to the proposed 
purchase. Sir Adam continued: "Lon- 
don's total liability is now about $12,- 
000,000. I trust that in 1925 after 
you purchase the road it will be near­
ly $15.000,000.

“I am pleased to be a member of 
your commission. 1 happen to be 

'chairman of eight different railroads, 
all of which were scrapheaps when 
we assumed control. Not unlike the 
local road, the franchises were ex­
piring, and, as a matter of good busi­
ness for themselves, they attempted 
but little or no improvements. They 
knew they were getting out.

"The situation was similar at Wind­
sor. That community was develop­
ing by leaps and bounds, as London 
will yet. The D. U. R., with a con­
tract scheduled for another two 
years, would undertake no improve­
ments. The service, like yours, was 
abominable. Possibly yours is worse. 
After months of dickering we secured 
the road for $2,100,000. We took this 
scrapheap and spent another $1,000,-

Dealing with the history of Nipi-

inquire into, consider and report 
upon, among other things, all power 
developments undertaken by the 
hydro-electric power commission of 
Ontario, and generally all matters of 
expenditure and administration by 
the said commission.

"Soon after we began our Inquiry 
it was represented to us on behalf of 
the city of Fort William that a situa­
tion existed in Thunder Bay district 
which urgently demanded our atten­
tion. Hearings were thereupon held 
by us at the cities of Fort William 
and Port Arthur, and later at the 
city of Toronto. The work of our 
engineers and accountants in respect 
of the construction of the plant and 
the hydraulic features of the under­
taking in the Thunder Bay district is

marily promoted to serve. The prov- 
inces, continues the report, borrowed 
the money for the work on behalf of 
the hydro commission, the province 
signed the bonds, and, willingly or 
unwillingly, the province will have to 
make good the loss.

The Gregory report further sug­
gests that the time has arrived for 
the provincial government to Insist 
that the present standard contract 
adhered to by the hydro commission 
should not be allowed to bar out re- 
sponsible customers for power. This

became responsible for providing 
power for the owners of the limits, 
the owners of the limits were under 
no obligation to take power from the 
commission. This fact led to much 
trouble in the future.

"Before the final decision to estab­
lish the development at Cameron 
Falls was announced, Mr. Gaby, chief 
engineer for the hydro-electric com­
mission, submitted a report in which 
he made an estimate of the future 
demand for power, end recommended 
that the development be located at 
Cameron Falls. It is to be noted 
that in his calculation he did not In­
clude the requirements of Carrick 
or his successors in title to the Black 
Sturgeon and Pio River pulp limits, 
but bases his recommendations on 
the prospective sale of power to other 
parties, which, he said, a development 
at Dog Lake could not meet.

“The attitude of the hydro-electric 
commission Is shown In a letter,

Effective Action Imperative, 
"The provincial government has 

now to carry the load, and will have
be met, he took the position that we 
have already described, and said:

" The deficits met by the govern­
ment should be carried in a suspense 
account, and repaid to it by the Thun­
der Bay System as receipts from sale 
of power place it in a position to do 
so. That such a time will come, we 
have no doubt—nor have we any 
doubt that the time will also come 
when the development at Cameron 
Falls will be insufficient to supply the 
requirements of Fort William, Port 
Arthur and the surrounding district.

No time must now be lost, and no 
effort should be spared to secure 
customers for power. Negotiations 
tor the sale of power have been car- 
ried on in the past by the Hydro- 
Electric Commission, but apparently 
in a half-hearted manner—at any rate 
they have been without result. From 
evidence given before us it would ap­
pear that if both parties to the nego­
tiations are prepared to make a fair 
contract, no insuperable obstacles 
will be found In the way. If a con­
tract be made, an early develop­
ment should follow, and also a large

to carry an increasing load for some 
years to come. Under these condi­
tions it is imperative that it co-oper­
ate to the fullest extent possible with 
the Hydro-Electric Commission to 
assure greater sales of power, for it 
is only by the sale of more power 
that the annual deficit can be re­
duced and revenue eventually made 
to balance expenditure. It should go 
further and insist that where it is 
possible to make a contract with re­
sponsible parties for the sale of power 
on fair and reasonable terms nothing 
should be permitted to prevent such 
a contract being entered Into. Other 
questions may wait, but a deficit 
that is growing at the rate of $300,000 
a year calls for prompt and effective 
action.

Rev. J. Garbutt Traces Devel­
opment of Some of Our Fin­

est Mediums of Praise.

Press Club Have Prominent 
Visitors at Opening of 

New Club Rooms.
The evolution of the hymn, and the 

great contribution made by Fanny 
Crosby in its development was the 
interesting theme of a sermon deliv­
ered by the Rev. J. Garbutt at Dun- 
das Street Centre Methodist Church 
Sunday evening. In the history of 
hymn composition. Mr. Garbutt 
averred that the reformation was a 
particularly fruitful period. The 
Puritan influence was also weU de­
fined and the poetry of Isaac Watts 
represented a definite vogue for the 
English hymn.

The evangelical revival under Wes­
ley, Mr. Garbutt said, was of such 
proportions as to give the hymn a 
secure place in the history of Eng- 
lish poetic composition. Beecher's 
"Lover of My Soul" and Wesley's 
"Hark the Angels Sing" are two of 
the most popular hymns from that 
time that have gladdened the ears of 
posterity. In 1855 Moody and Sankey 
changed the popular taste in religious 
music by writing in a plainer and 
less theatrical strain. This type, by 
being universally approved of, has 
remained the standard style up to the 
present day.

The life of Fanny Crosby, the 
greatest hymn writer of her time. Mr. 
Garbutt portrayed with sympathetic 
accuracy. Born in 1820 and becom­
ing blind at the age of six weeks. 
Miss Crosby entered the school tor 
the blind in New York City. The 
various subjects for her hymns were 
natural objects and notable people. 
A distinct change in her method of 
handling her subjects which occurred 
after her conversion, was responsible 
for the higher quality which marks 
her later works. The year 1870 was 
her period of work during which she 
was in charge of the famous Bowery 
Mission. Experiences with the un­
fortunate and disreputable human be­
ings who came to her Bowery refuge 
inspired her to compose such beauti- 
ful hymns as “Rescue the Perishing," 
"Blessed Assurance" and “Safe in the 
Arms of Jesus.”

The last three named hymns were 
sung by the congregation, and "Saved 
by Grace” by the choir of the church. 
Mr. Garbutt finished his sermon with 
a eulogy of the famous hymn writer.

Sunday morning the Boy Scout 
Troop No. X paraded to the church 
and were welcomed by the pastor, 
Rev. (Capt.) John Garbutt, who paid 
the troop public compliment on the 
distinction of winning the shield and 
flags on display during the service.

The signs of unrest and social dis­
turbance everywhere point to the 
ushering in of a new order of exist- 
ence, was Mr. Garbutt’s claim during 
his morning address.

“The hand of God is unmistakably 
seen in the history of the nations to­
day,” he said, “and God still lives 
and His purposes will be manifest 
and wrought out in human life."

“There is absolutely nothing to it; 
it is ridiculous,” was the emphatic 
reply made by W. D. Robb, vice- 
president. and general manager of the 
Canadian National Railway, who 
passed through the city Monday 
morning, when questioned about the 
rumored appeal of the non-union em­
ployees in the passenger service of 
the G. T. R., who are being replaced 
by union men who participated in 
the strike of 1910, and who by a 
recent ruling are having their pen­
sion and seniority rights restored.

Best Possible Course.
"We have taken the best possible 

course in the matter," Mr. Robb con­
tinued. “and are only adjusting a 
situation that should have been done 
when the men returned to work after 
the strike.”

It is a known fact that for some 
years Mr. Robb has been endeavor­
ing to settle the grievances between 
the men who walked out in 1910 and 
the company. The employees claim­
ed that one of the conditions under 
which they returned to work was 
that their seniority and pension 
rights would be restored, but it was 
only a few weeks ago that the G. T. 
R. granted their appeal.

Mr. Robb has always held that 
there was a misunderstanding be­
tween the railway and the employees 
who returned to work, and believing 
the return of the lost rights would 
be of untold benefit to the railway 
he was instrumental in having the 
matter adjusted a few weeks ago.

They 
were, lie continued, a rather diversi­
fied church as to their theology, as an 
instance of which might be men­
tioned the Northern.and the Southern 
Baptist conventions, both belonging 
to the Baptist Church of America, vet 
both differing in points of minor doc- 
trine.

Again they were a church of many 
countries. One found them in Eng­
land and Canada, in Switzerland and 
Australia, and each of these branches 
though agreeing as to fundamentals, 
found some points of divergence 
when it came to the more subtle 
points of theological interpretation.

For Instance. there was Dr. Clif­
ford, the famous English divine, who 
was so radical in his views that the 
congregation of Spurgeon’s Taber­
nacle refused to sit with him, yet Dr. 
Clifford was accepted by most Cana­
dian Baptists as being orthodox. On 
the other hand there is McMaster 
University, representing Baptist 
theology in Canada, an organization 
essentially conservative. Then in the 
States there is the Chicago Divinity 
School, who are rather frowned upon 
on account of their very advanced 
theories of theology.

There was one point that the dean 
wished to make quite clear, namely, 
that the Baptist Church has no for­
mal creed. When he was in London 
in 1905, attending the great Baptist 
congress, there occurred an event 
that was momentous in proclaiming 
the advance that the church had 
made towards the spirit of union. Dr. 
McLaren of Manchester, in opening 
the congress, asked the members to 
repeat the Apostles’ Creed, which 
was done, and resulted in a new in­
terpretation of the outlook of the 
Baptist Church by the other de­
nominations in England.

There are three tenets of the 
church that the speaker mentioned 
as being distinctly important. First, 
the individual conscientious Interpre­
tation of the Scriptures; secondly, 
that the inspired Scriptures are a suf­
ficient guide, and third, the belief 
that no mediator is necessary as be­
tween the layman and his Creator.

In conclusion, Dr. Fox referred to 
what he described as the outstand­
ing principle of the Baptist Church, 
the fact that they believe implicitly 
in the separation of church and 
state. The attitude of Baptist 
scholars in this matter is this: Re­
ligion is man exercising one function 
in a spiritual way, and government 
is man exercising another function- 
in a social way.

The church has not at any time 
accepted a government grant for any 
of its work, although McMaster has 
been the loser in this respect; it be­
lieves that money collected from all 
the denominations in the shape of 
taxes should not be used to benefit 
the work of any one church. The 
Baptist Church also insists on having 
its property taxed.

Anniversary of Church Dedi­

cation At Petrolea.

Petrolea. Nov. 19.—The anniversary 

of the institution of Methodism in 
Petrolea and the twenty-second an­
niversary of the erection of the 
present church edifice was held on 
Sunday, Nov. 19.

Special sermons were preached by 
Rev. Martin J. Wilson, B.A., of 
Exeter. There was also a special 
program of music by a large aug­
mented choir, assisted by soloists 
and orchestra.
. During this year considerable ex­
pense has been incurred on the 
urgent and necessary renovation of 
the church property. The interior 
decoration of the church was under- 
taken by the Ladies’ Aid and financed 
by that organization.

The texts for the morning service 
were taken from First Book of Kings, 
second chapter, second verse, and 
the second text from Paul’s Letter 
to the Ephesians, fourth chapter, 
thirteenth verse, and the third text 
from Paul's Second Letter to the 
Corinthians, fourth chapter, ninth 
verse. In speaking of the anniver­
sary of Methodism, Rev. Mr. Wilson 
described it as a milestone in our 
lives, and it offered us a chance to 
get out of the old rut and to make 
a. new start. He then spoke of the 
building of manhood, and gave five 
laws necessary in. connection with 
the building of manhood and its 
character. The first law dealt with 
the discovery of manhood in con­
nection with its service towards our 
fellowmen and God. The second law 
was the law of planning, not of 
homes and pleasures, but of char­
acter, which manhood carries 
throughout life. The third law 
was that of increase, and was plain­
ly described in the words: “Whatso­
ever a man soweth that shall he 
also reap." The last law was the law 
of being perfect in all and advance 
the theory that strength joined to 
weakness gave double strength.

In the afternoon Rev. Mr. Wilson 
gave a short address to the Sunday 
school, pertaining to the watchful­
ness of life during youth.

The text for the evening service 
was taken from Paul’s letter to the 
Ephesians, third chapter, eighth 
verse—"The Unsearchable Riches of 
Jesus Christ." Rev. Mr. Wilson used 
as the basis of his sermon the 
treasure house of God in Jesus 
Christ.

Special music was rendered by 
Mrs. Geo Deacon and Mr. Hill of 
Central Methodist Church. Sarnia; 
also a violin duet by Mrs. Geo. Stir- 
rett of Sarnia and Miss Alberta 
Scarsbrook. Large crowds attended 
both the morning and evening ser­
vices.

The appeal made by the trustee 
board of the church for $1,600 was 
willingly contributed by the con­
gregation.

vey May. prominent consulting en­
gineer, who disappeared about three 
months ago yesterday, in a letter to 
his wife, written from Berlin, Ger­
many, confessed to having led a life 
of deception while residing in Canada 
and the United States by acting as 
agent for the imperial German gov­
ernment. Information contained in 
the letter intimates that owing to the 
tightening of intelligence depart­
ments he was obliged to return to 
Germany. News of She whereabouts 
of Alex. May unwise a skein of 
mystery which has surrounded the 
affairs for weeks and caused an un­
precedented stir in local business 
circles.

Writes to Wife.
"I have led a life of deception and 

you have been too good a wife for 
me. Knowing how you hate a. de­
ceiver and realizing that this decep­
tion would be revealed to you even­
tually I decided to resort to this way 
of leaving.” These are passages said 
to feature the letter to his wife 
which marks the first communication 
ever received since he suddenly de­
serted her.

Mrs. May, who is now in the throes 
of a financial quandary due to her 
husband's disappearance and alleged 
activities, was stricken with grief 
when the letter reached her. To a 
friend she stated that while she ad­
mired Mr. May for being true to his 
country, she had nothing to offer but 
condemnation for his marrying her. 
It is reported that Mrs. May has 
reached such financial straits as to 
be obliged to part with furniture.

Alex May married his wife. a. 
former St. Louis, Mo., girl, nearly 
nine years ago, and at that time, his 
friends state, his devotion to her was 
unexcelled. So great that a child was 
adopted by him. The child is now 
residing with a sister of Mrs. May in 
the United States.

Served With Imperials.
May had a checkered military 

career for many years, during which 
time he served in the British army 
under Lord Kitchener in India. For 
services rendered during that cam­
paign be was presented with a 
Knights Templar charm, studded 
with diamonds, by Lord Kitchener 
personally. This charm also bore the 
great English war lord’s own crest 
and initials. Mr. May’s travels with 
the military carried him into many 
countries. He served in Japan and 
China, and it was while serving in 
the latter country that the presenta­
tion of the diamond studded charm 
was made, in the Hong Kong Per- 
ceptory knights. He was in posses­
sion of that token on the day he dis­
appeared from Windsor.

German Agent in U. 8.
Mr. May served 19 months in the 

United States army and during the 
war as a special agent for Germany 
and this record only serves to baffle 
friends here as to how and why he 
managed to cover up his tricks in th» 
capacity, as it is alleged, of a Ger­
man agent while in the United States 
and Canada. It was always a per- 
sonal boast made by Mr. May that 
prior to his work in Germany for the 
United States. government, he was 
responsible for the running down of a

Mr. Craig's statement follows: 
“Since my return to the city I have 
read the statements in the press rel­
ative to the alleged $50,000 bribe, 
said to have been offered to me. As 
these statements have been given 
wide publicity, and as many of them 
are inaccurate or misleading. I now 
take this opportunity of stating the 
facts:

Offer Never Made.
"I understand that Rev. Dr. Gor­

don made a public statement to the 
effect that as attorney-general I had 
been offered $50,000 by respectable

I what I said could have been said by 
me anywhere, during which we dis­
cussed the difficulties of enforcing 
liquor laws. In that conversation I 
referred to the temptations and pit- 
falls in the way of officers whose duty 
it was to enforce laws, the violation 
of which yielded large profits to law 
breakers.

"I illustrated this by a personal 
reference to a statement made to me 
by a respectable citizen to the effect 
that he had been asked his opinion 
as to whether the attorney-general 
could be influenced to let up on the 
enforcement of the temperance act if 
he were offered $50,000 to do so.

Unwarranted Inference.
"Dr. Gordon evidently drew an 

unwarranted inference from that 
conversation. His statement to which 
so much publicity has been given has 
been made without confirmation or 
authority from me. and without any 
further particulars than above. As a 
matter of fact the gentleman In ques­
tion did not bribe or attempt to bribe 
me either himself or as representing 
anyone else. He had come to see 
me privately on an entirely different 
matter. There was nothing said by 
him which might not have been said 
to anybody. He told me that his re­
ply had been a declaration that know­
ing me as he had for many years, 
both as a friend and a client, neither 
$50,000 nor the value of all the hotels 
and breweries in the country would 
influence me in the slightest.

IN ATLANTICLondon, Nov. 20.—A parliament In 
which Ireland, with the exception of 
part of Ulster, is not represented 
and in which the Labor party appears 
as the chief contender for recogni­
tion as the opposition, opened at 2:45 
o’clock this afternoon.

The proceedings started with the 
usual formalities.

Following tradition, members found 
the speaker’s chair vacant. For a 
moment the clerk assumed charge of 
the proceedings, but instead of speak­
ing, he merely pointed a finger at T. 
P. ■ O’Connor, "father of the house," 
who promptly proposed John Henry 
Whitley for re-election. When this 
choice had been confirmed the house 
adjourned to receive the king’s 
formal assent to its choice of speak­
ers.

The Parliament that opened this 
afternoon is the smallest since the 
union with Ireland in 1801. The ses­
sion just concluded was the thirty- 
first Parliament of “the United King­
dom of Great Britain and Ireland," 
but Ireland, with the exception of a 
part of Ulster, is no longer repre­
sented in the imperial legislative 
body, whose membership is corre­
spondingly reduced.

The question as to which party 
will be recognized as constituting the 
official opposition remained the ques­
tion of paramount interest as Par­
liament assembled. The Laborites 
have asserted an uncompromising 
claim to this position on the ground 
of their numerical strength, but 
rumors are afloat that their claim 
will be disputed by the Liberals.

Washington, D. C., Nov. 20.—The 
resignation of Senator T. H. New­
berry, Michigan, was to be read to 
the senate today, shortly after that 
body convened at noon. Newberry's 
resignation was sent to Governor 
Grosbeck of Michigan, Saturday 
night, and filed with Vice-President 
Coolidge. Sunday, by Newberry’s 
secretary.

Newberry requested that Coolidge 
have it read into senatorial records 
as soon as possible.

While Newberry's action was not 
wholly unexpected, receipt of word 
that he had resigned stirred official 
Washington. Republican officialdom 
expressed sympathy for Newberry,1 
who had been regarded by his Re­
publican colleagues as the victim of 
political persecution.

Democrats received the news with 
pleasure, regarding it as a confession 
that the administration regarding 
the unseating of Newberry by the 
next senate as a certainty.

With finish written to one of the 
most celebrated and long drawn out 
senatorial controversies of its kind. 
Interest centered in the sequel. Many 
expected Newberry would ask Mich­
igan voters to elect him again at a 
special election, expected to be held 
soon, to fill the vacancy created by 
bls resignation.

But the tone of Newberry’s letter 
of resignation seemed to indicate that 
ho was glad to be out of the whole 
affair, and would not again seek 
senatorial honors. In this connec­
tion. the question was being asked 
whether Henry Ford, whom New­
berry defeated in the Republican 
primary and in the general election 
in 1918, would be a candidate for 
the vacancy.

The case grew out of the 1918 
Michigan senatorial primary, in 
which Newberry was opposed by 
Ford for the Republican nomination. 
Newberry defeated him in the gen­
eral election. Newberry, and more 
than 100 others, was indicted by the 
Federal Grand Jury on charges of 
conspiracy to violate the corrupt 
practices, which limited expenditures 
to $3,750. Newberry and many of his 
lieutenants were convicted, but later 
the United States Supreme Court * 
held unconstitutional part of the law 
under which they were convicted, 
and they went free.

was secured when yeggmen blew two 
safes at the office of the W. A. Free­
man Company and one at the Maple 
Leaf Milling Company office, early 
Sunday morning.

The offices are nearly opposite each 
other. on Jackson street east, and 
it is believed that after the safe at 
the Maple Leaf Milling Company 
-as drilled and blown open and $25 
removed, the thieves crossed the 
road, and, entering Freeman’s by a 
side door, set to work on the safes 
there, when they were frightened 
away.

Both offices are headquarters for 
wholesale firms, and, fortunately, the 
money had been banked.at noon the 
day previous. Papers and cheeks 
were not disturbed by the robbers.

Plans had apparently been care­
fully laid before the robberies were 
attempted, and doors, leading out to 
the yard at Freeman's, through 
which they made their escape, had 
been carefully propped open, and 
the passage ways cleared.

Electric light bulbs had been re­
moved from their sockets to accom­
modate a plug on an electric drill, 
which was used on the safes, and 
the large safe at Freeman's had been 
blown open, the sound being dead­
ened by a large bag of flour. The 
smaller safe, beside it, had just been 
started on, when the robbers took 
flight. The lights over the safes in 
Freeman's office were found burning 
at 7:20 o'clock this morning by one 
of the employees, and the thieves 
had. apparently, carried on their 
operations under the full glare of 
the lights.

Safe experts are of the opinion that 
the job was the work of a gang of 
experts, who used a powerful ex­
plosive, possibly nitro-glycerine, to 
blow the doors.

The newspaper 
believes that Parliament will find 
that the constitution departs from 
the Irish treaty in some very im- 
portant respects, and that in some 
It actually violates it. In a long 
article setting forth certain alleged 
violations, it aims to show that the 
constitution differs materially from 
that of Canada and the other domin­
ions, and that it repudiates Imperial 
supremacy and establishes a new 
constitutional status unknown within 
the British Empire.

Statistics Show £466,000,000 Cash 

Payments Invested Since 1916.

London, England, Nov. 20.—Cana­
dian Press Cable.—The popularity of 
the national savings certificates 
among the small investors in 
this country is shown by a 
statement just issued by the postof­
fice department. Since 1916 there 
have been sold 601,000.000 certificates, 
representing cash payments totalling 
£466,000,000. Against this there 
have been withdrawals amounting to 
£120,000,000.

There was a great rush for national 
savings certificates near the end of 
March last, as on an after April 1 a 
certificate for £1 could not be pur­
chased at less than 16s. Up to that 
date they were 15 shillings and six­
pence.

The certificates are redeemable In 
ten years, but they may be redeemed 
at any time in the interval by giving 
a few days' notice. This is regarded 
as the finest small investment that 
has ever been put in the way of peo­
ple of moderate means in the United 
Kingdom.

Exports of eggs to the United

282,050 dozen, valued at $516,014, and 
to the United States, 48,350 dozen, 
valued at $19.448. Total egg exporte 
to all countries amounting to 1,- 
346,320 dozen were valued at $541=

Says Psychology Do ctor’s Best Aid 
In Diagnosing Ills of Modern Life

London. Nov. 18.—Lord Dawson of 
Penn, the celebrated physician, pre­
siding at the annual meeting of the 
Medical Society of London a few 
days ago, called attention to the 
growing strain of modern life, owing 
to the advances made by the techni­
cal sciences and the wear and tear of 
modern civilization.

It is quite true, steam and elec-

gradually adapt ourselves to influ­
ences which our forefathers, if they 
had been subjected to them, would 
have considered “nerve - racking." 
Such adaptation of the race, how­
ever, takes time and cannot be ac­
complished in one generation.

When bad health comes to the 
exhausted man or slaving woman, 
it is seldom that the heart, stomach, 
liver, or any other organ—or even 
the nerves—want treating, but their 
minds.

The modern doctor, therefore, 
must be a psychologist as well as a 
physician; that is to say, while not 
neglecting any actual physical dis­
turbance, he must probe into the 
depths of the soul of his patient and 
bring to light the suppressed sor­
row, grief, enxiety, passion, veiled 
aim and wild Impulse, which he may 
have kept from his friends and ac­
quaintances—and often from his own 
self; and he must give such aids 
pertaining to the hygiene of mind 
as fit the individual case.

The 
materials needed—nen yards flannel­
ette, 27 inches wide, makes 3 night­
gowns and 3 Gertrude slips, 27 Inches 
long before hemming, 25 Inches when 
finished; one ball pink or blue em­
broidery cotton for feather stitching 
hems; 4% yards white lawn makes 3 
day slips, same length; 2 yards nar­
row lace edging; 18 yards diaper 
cloth, 27 Inches square; 6 yards 
cheesecloth and 1 small cotton mat 
make 8 quilted pads 18x27 inches, to 
protect bed or cot (easily washed); 
1 piece rubber sheeting, 18x27, to put 
under pads; 2 yards heavy flannel­
ette, 36 Inches wide, hemmed, with 
pink or blue featheretitching makes 
2 square washable shawls; 6 yards 
narrow tape for necks and sleeves ot 
slips; 2 dozen small buttons; 3 spools 
white cotton; % yard nursery flannel, 
wool and cotton mixed, torn Into 
three, makes three bands 6 Inches 
wide. Shirts, knitted bands and 
stockings can be bought or are eas­
ily made of old underwear, seams 
feather stitched or blanket stitched, 
all seams on outside of garments.

over the whole province of Ontario 
in proportion to population or as- 
sassment, and that the Northern On­
tario Relief Commission assign to 
each city, county, separate towns 
and, unorganized districts the shares 
of each in the $600,000, requesting 
that these bodies assume the res­
ponsibility of collecting their as­
signed amounts in whatever manner 
they considered best.

It was further decided that muni­
cipalities that have given cash be 
credited on their contributions for 
that amount.

Your surplus earnings go into 
the road; into the buildings of depots, 
and improvements, for the greater 
value of the road."

Much the same condition of pros­
perity prevailed in the case of the 
waterworks, he said.

"The administration of the water­
works system has not cost you any- 
thing," declared Sir Adam. "The 
vision of the men who had charge of 
civic affairs at that time was large 
enough to see the needs, and the re­
sulting benefits.

Cobalt. Nov. 19.—Premier Drury, 

members of the northern fire relief 
committee and 80 mayors and presi­
dents of boards of trade and cham­
bers of commerce, passed through 
Cobalt on their way through the 
fire-swept area of Northern Ontario. 
A special train left Toronto Friday 
night, at the joint expense of the 
federal and provincial governments, 
with representatives from all parts 
of Ontario taking the trip for the 
purpose of showing them at first 
hand and impressing upon them the 
destruction caused by the recent 
holocaust and the urgent need of the 
fire sufferers of New Ontario to 
carry them through the winter.

Chairman W. H. Alderson, of the 
fire relief committee, states that an 
appeal will be made to the province, 
through the representatives on their 
return, for the sum of $1,000,000, to 
be expended in rehabilitating these 
areas.

“It is hard for the people of old 
Ontario," he said, "to realize to the 
fullest extent the terrible devastation 
of the fire area and the suffering of 
the people. Help is needed, and need­
ed urgently, to carry these people 
through the winter."

Enough money could be raised for 
their relief, he states, by the various 
towns and large centers of Ontario in­
creasing their municipal tax by one 
mill or by the raising of 25 cents per 
capita. The general fire relief fund, 
so far. has been found quite inade­
quate to provide clothing and shelter 
and general relief to these people 
during the winter. Premier Drury 
met the special train at Aurora last 
night, where he was addressing a 
meeting. It is expected that he will 
be with the party during the entire 
trip.

He reiterated the statements of Mr. 
Alderson of the urgent need for re­
lief. The towns of North Cobalt, 
Haileybury and New Liskeard are 
to be visited by the party. On Sun­
day the areas of Uno Park. Thorn- 
toe, Earlton. Kenabeck, Englehart and 
Charlton will be inspected. On Mon­
day the party will be taken to Coch­
rane, Iroquois Falls and Monteith, re­
turning to Toronto the same night.

In such an atmos­
phere is a Montreal firm working to 
show Canadians how easy It is—or is 
going to be—to make a fortune out 
of City of Vienna bonds.

This firm tells its own story so 
well that it would be lack of judg­
ment to mutilate the yarn.

Deficits 
have few friends, and they are never 
as popular as surpluses. When a 
surplus is In sight there are few to 
dodge responsibility, but when it is 
a deficit there is apt to be a hurried 
washing of hands. The province 
will have to look after it, because it 
borrowed the money and guaranteed 
the bonds. It is not simply the 
present shortage that has to be cared 
for, but the commission points out 
that “the obligation incurred by the 
province for the Nipigon develop­
ment has proved to be a very real 
and a very serious one," the reason 
being that It may “grow from year 
to year and may reach a million."

The whole trend of the report is 
that the credit of the province has 
been pledged to a large expenditure 
at the suggestion of the Hydro- 
Electric Commission. The plant 
now in operation has not enough 
customers, and is losing money. The 
recommendation of the commission­
ers is timely when it intimates that 
there must be "the fullest co-opera­
tion with the hydro commission to 
assure greater sales of power, for it 
is only by the sale of more power 
that the annual deficit can be re­
duced. . . . Other questions may 
wait, but a deficit that is growing at 
the rate of $300,000 a year calls for 
prompt and effective action."

In other words, it is incumbent 
upon all parties to get to work seri­
ously and make the best of a poor 
situation.

The Gregory Commission.
The interim report coveting the in­

quiry into the development by the 
Hydro-Electric Commission of power 
on the Nipigon river has been sub- 
mitted, bearing the signatures of 
Chairman W. D. Gregory and Messrs. 
M. J. Haney. Lloyd Harris, J. A. 
Ross, R. A. Ross.

The report goes back to the In­
ception of the development, and 
claims that the hydro commission 
approached Sir William Hearst, then 
premier of the province, with a view 
of securing the cancellation of 
power development rights which had 
been granted to the holders of pulp 
limits.

When the people of Fort William 
were asked to vote on the matter of 
taking power from the hydro com­
mission, it is charged that certain 
sections of the power commission 
act were deliberately set aside. 
This act provides that the maximum 
price at which power shall be de­
livered to a municipality shall be 
named, and that it shall becon.a a 
part of the bylaw on which the rate­
payers shall vote. On the taking of 
the second vote In Fort William this 
point was the subject of communi­
cation between the municipality, and 
the latter was advised by both the 
secretary and chief engineer of the 
commission that "estimates must 
not be included in the bylaws," al­
though they had no objection to pub­
lishing the figures apart from what 
was contained in the bylaw sub­
mitted to the people.
