< relies on the zeal and loyalty of the Assembly to provide by the necessary appropri-
ations for the deficiency of the Supplies. )

¢« Should there be any further objects of expense necessary to be provided for, the
Lieutenant Governor will make a communication of them to the House of Ase
sembly by Message before their proceeding ou the Estimate can be closed.
