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An Act to provide for the Expenses of the Canadian
volunteers serving Her Majesty in South Africa.

1 HEREAS, hostilities having broken out between Great rreamble.
' Britain and the South African Republic and the Orange

Free State during the period when Parliament was not in ses-
sion, the Government of Canada deemed it expedient to

5 anticipate the action of Parliament by authorizing the appro-
priation of certain sums of money for the purpose of equipp-
ing and forwarding Canadian volunteers to the seat of war;
And whereas it is expedient that such appropriations and
the expenditures made thereunder be ratified and confirmed,

10 and that further provision be- made as hereinafter enacted:
Therefore lier Majesty, by and -with the advice and consent
of the Senate and House of Commons of Canada, enacts as
follows:-
