♦he boys, for it has been felt that training a boy to sing 
a jolo may produce go.nl results in the rendering of the 
musical part of a service, and yet may not be for the 
good of the boy, who, unless he is a steady sensible hoy, 
may be set up with an exaggerated notion of his own 
importance. We have had a number of boys quite 
capable of being trained to sing solos, but for the reasons 
given, they were not brought out. In the Faster Ser­
vices this year, however, the solo parts in the anthem 
"Why seek ye the living among the dead," were sung by 
a boy, Albert Wood, of whom Mr. Kemp says, that "lie 
acquitted himself to the entire satisfaction of the choir­
master," which is an expression that in St. Alban’s choir 
conveys a high meed of praise. The whole rendering of 
the anthem, and also of Handel’s Hallelujah Chorus, 
during the offertory, was most excellent. There was a 
full muster of the choir, over fifty men and boys, and 
eight cantatrices.

Faster is usually regarded as a test of progress, or 
otherwise The following figures indicate steady pro­
gress The number of Communicants in 1902 was 240, 
this year 29K. The offertory of nx>2 has been this year 
exceeded by about $110. The Sunday School receipts 
for the year ending at Faster were about $100 more 
than for the previous year.

The cut glass cruets belonging to the Communion 
vessels having been accidentally injured so as to be no 
longer suitable for use, a new pair, made in I .ondou from 
designs furnished by Canon Macnab, have been pre­
sented to St Alban's bv Mr. David Orr. They have 
unbreakable stoppers of cork, elegantly topped with 
silver and surmounted by a small silver cross.



Three small brass plates have been placed on the 
choir benches as memorials of choristers who have died, 
each one being placed at the back of the seat occupied 
in his lifetime by the chorister whose name it bears. 
The plates arc necessarily quite small, six inches long 
and two inches wide, in order to Ire suitable for the 
[xisjtion in which they are placed. They arc inscribed 
as follows: “Edwin Henry Wood, Chorister, Died 27 
May 1892, aged 11." "Arthur Chapman, Chorister, 
Hied 31 Ma)- 1900,aged 21." “Harold Carter,Chorister, 
Hied 18 April 1901. aged 23."

F.flbrts have been made 
to remedy the defect, ami the inoter has been taken out 
and re-set three times, lieing now placed oil a solid brick 
foundation,and wear: told that it will soon “weardown"

and cease to be so noisy. It is indeed much less annoy­
ing now than it was at first ; wc are in hopes, however, 
that we may be able to get something done to secure its 
better tichaviour without having to exercise any more 
patience waiting for the “wearing down."

His Lordship the Bishop held a meeting of members 
of the congregation in the l.ibrary, on Tuesday evening, 
28th April, to consider the best way of securing the 
quota of St. Alban's to the general funds for Missions. 
It was decided to issue subscription cards to members 
of the congregation.

The Annual Service of the Toronto Sunday School 
Association was held in the Cathedral on Monday, 27th 
April, being much liettcr attended than in former years. 
I lie Rev. Canon Welch preached a timely sermon on a 

subject which is so much in men’s minds at the present 
time, that of Religious F.ducatioii. The Bishop of 
Ottawa was present at the service.

On the evening of the 24th, a much looked-for event 
took place in the Conservatory of Music—Miss Hill’s 
fine presentment of the Coronation and Durbar, given 
by her as a practical expression of her wish to 
aid the St. Alban's Building Fund. The Hall was 
fairly well filled with a fashionable and appreciative 
audience. The entertainment o|>encd with an Organ 
Recital, then followed the Stcrcopticon views, admirably 
selected and briefly explained, many of them calling 
forth rounds of applause. Between the Coronation and 
Durbar pictures there was a short musical programme 
consisting of two capital songs, rendered by Mr. Wyly 
Crier in his happiest manner, a couple of interesting 
recitations by Miss Rowand.and a song by Miss Luton, 
all of which were greatly appreciated.

Wc have no means of knowing what the net pro­
ceeds will amount to, as all the returns have not been 
handed in, hut the Committee hope to realize a sub­
stantial sum for the Cathedral Building Fund, and here­
with express their grateful thanks to Miss Hill and those 
who assisted her in carrying out this entertainment.
