In a recent issue of the “Farmer’s Advocate,” 
l’rof. Shutt gave ^ome of the results of his in­
vestigations with alfalfa, or lucerne. As this is 
one of the most useful plants that may be grown 
on the farm, esçpcially where dairying is an im­
portant branch, l would like to add a little to 
wliat has been already given.

Alfalfa is pre-eminently a soiling crop and as 
such it possibly' has no equal among crops that 
may be grown in Ontario. It is ready to cut 
early in the season, and as it grows iqi again 
quickly and continues to grow throughout the 
whole season, it may be made to supply a con­
tinuous cutting of rich, succulent food for supple­
mental feeding. For this purpose, it should be 
grown near the barn, where it can be got at 
handily. It will grow on almost any soij,

THE EMERGENCY CABINET.
