ENGLISH CHILDREN.

The new-born English aristocrat, receives as
soon as born, a little bed with a bard mattrass.
From its earliest age it is taken, warmly wrap-
ped, into the fresh air. After the first year its
meals are reduced to three, and this rule is so
unchangeable that no child thinks ot requiring
anything more. After breakfast it remains
several bours in the open air, and then sleeps.
The whole afternoon is passed outside. From
earliest childhood, the children of the aristocra-
cy have the extremities clothed in the warmest
manner. Never are English children entrusted
to the care ot a young nursery maid, but to an
elderly, experieaced person, under whose di-
rection they constantly are.

As soon as the young girl goes to school, the
carriage of the bead and shoulders becomes an
object of attention, and under no circumstances
is she permitted to sit otberwise than upright.
« My child grows but once,” says an English
mother, ‘* and therefore nothing is so important
as ber physical development.” Everything
else can be acquired later. Aa English child
rises at seven, breaksfasts at eight, dines at
one, sups atseven, and at nine goes to bed.
Until twelve years of age, it passes the greater
part of the day in the open air, with only about
four bours mental work. An Englich maiden
at eighteen, is as fiesh and blooming as a rose,
with light step, sod eyes beaming with pleasure
and lite. - i

Ot course, the life ot gay society undermines
to some extent what the early training bas ac-
complished ; but the sensible physical education
of the first years leaves permanent effects, and
and the English woman remains equal to the
duties of lite and the requirements ot wife and
mother. If she does not coatinue perfectly

well, she retains enough health to be ever
beautiful.

One sees in Great Britain ladies of sixty wi'b
complexions fairer than those of our youngest
maidens, and whose bair, though silvered is
yet abandant and bandsome.— Galazy.

To send you at this time fraternal greetings
affords us unmingled satisfaction and joy,
especially in view of the fact that we now sus-
tsin to each other a closer relationship than
ever before. And as by the system of Trans-
fers adopted by the two Conterences in the
scheme of Union, arrangements can be made
for the mutual interchange of ministers, some
of those now labonring in the East fioding
their way to the West, ann others in the West
seeking the cool sea-breezes and bracing at-
mosphere of the East, we trust that the bonds
of Cbristian and Ministerial Brotherbood will
be drawn closer still, stimulating to increased
devotion to God, and renewed activity in the
work of saving souls, that while one always in
ancestry, 1n Church government, in the earnest
and fearless proclamation of Gospel truth, we
are now virtuallv one in a great Church organ-
ization resching from the Atlantic to the Pacific
shores.
We are also Lappy te inform jou that by
the action of the last Conference of the New
Connexion Methodist Charch all difficulties
are apparently removed which stood in the
way of the union of their Body and ours, which
we trust will be consummated at an early day.

He referred
to the prosperity atteading all our lastitutions.
The Home Mission Society bad received credit
for much of the ingathering of ministers and
members, but it could bave bad mething to do
with the prosperity of our Academies. This
was a proof that in all departments of our work
the blessing of God was abundantly resting.
He paid a tribate, felt by all to be well merit-
ed, to the abilities and faithfulness of those who
were at the head of our Educational interests.
The Co-delegate felt like saying to the remarks
of the last speaker not only amen, but, balle-
lujah! amen! He spoke of the difficulties of
Newfoundland educationally, and his firm belief
that the measures adoptad there, instead ot our
iojury would result in great good. He believed
that as soon as we could develop our Educa-
tional facilities in that Conference more fully,
many more would come up to avail themselves
of the benefit of a residence at Sackville.
It was moved that the Report be adopted,
with the exception of that part which referred
to the Endowment Fund.
Rev. H. Pope in seconding it, felt that he
could only give imperfect utterance to his im-
pression of the importance of our Educational
Institute. They were of importance to our
church and to our country. Its alumni was
found in every part of these provioces, occupy-
ing not only our pulpits, but other positions of
honor and trust. When bhe listened to the
statesmanlike speech of Attorney General
King, he felt proud that it was at Sackville be
bad learned to weild the powers of his noble
intellect. He had attended the examination at
Sackville, and could bear his testimony to the
bigh moral tone which pervaded the Institu-
tions, and the ability of those who had charge
of our interests there.
The resolution then passed:—

AFTERNOON SESSION.

After the opeaing exercises, the question of
the appointment of au agent for the Endow-
ment Fund was takea. It was resolved that
the request of the Board, that Dr. Pickard be
reappointed, be complied with. Considerable
conversation arose as to the best means of ac-
complishing the object desired. It was felt to
be absolutely necessary that the work should
be brought to a close as speedily as possible.
50,000 dollars bad been raised, but this was
inadequate to meet our wants. At the very
Jeast 10,000 dollars more must be raised, and
it possible a much larger sum. It was finally
resolved, in view of the difficulties of the case,
to leave the matter in Dr. Pickard’s bands to
be managed by him as best be could, asking
at the same time the compensation and support
of all the members of the Conterence.

The Theological and Educational Reports
were then presented. There bad been seven
students in attendance at the Theological In-
stitute last ycar. Conlerence was requested
to pass a vote of thanks to Geo. H. Starr,
Esq., for bis munificent donation of 800
dollars to the Educational fund. It was
recommended that the Constitution of the Edu-
cational Fund be changed, so that its funds
might be devoted to two objects hencetorth
instead of three. The plan provides that 4,000
dollars be devoted to completing the endow-
ment fund of the Theological professorship,
that the funds belonging to the old Educational
Society, be employed in aiding candidates for
the ministry, that of the rest, enough be taken
to repay the private subscriptions ot ministers
who had not received tbe valve of their pay-
ments, aod that the remainder be given to any
new society which may be formed in the fut.ur.e.
It simply amounted to the catting off of minis-
ters from any participation in the tund, so far
as the education of their children is concerned,
and the refunding to them without iaterest,
what they bad advanced over and above what

they bad received.

In fact success
largely depends upon his ability to presest
to the requirements of men. You cannot scat-
ter flowers; or soar into the clouds and meet
the demands of buman need.

The preacher's text book is the Bible. It
has pot grown hoary with age, suited to a
period of darkness; it has not changed its re-
quirements by the changes and advasces of
civilization. Suited to our race in its infancy ;
or its matare maobood ; the world caanot out-
grow its Divine revelation, and when men
| have reached the g lory-crested summit of which
poets have sung, or dreamers dreamed, the
light will be above them, bidding them up to
sun themselves in its perpetual summer.

The theme of the minister, in its
Divine principle never changes. It is trae,
* All Scripture is given by inspiration of God.”
True, mystery may fold in impenetrable clouds
the throne of God, and his counsels may be
like the fire-pillar to the hosts of Egypt, bat
his character is revealed to the thoughtful
mind. Think of his existence reaching from
eternity; his power so great; bis goodness so
pure ; his being so unlike any otber, and yet a
personal God, leading all to that Divine event :
bis uuquestioned supremacy. Think of his
supremacy. Think of his unity, his thought
pervading all things, bis wisdom barmonising
all things, thus blending Mosaic and Apostolic
trath. ‘* Hear Ob Israel. The Lord our God
is one Lord. There is one God.”

You will endorse the words of Mr. Dale.
“The world is not weary of hearing aboat
Jesus Christ.” From the first revelation of
mercy God bas distinctly kept his Son before
the world. The institation of sacrifice, the ap-
pearance in bodily form to the honored few;
the gorgeous tabernacle service, the inspired
thought in chisled stose, in golden ornament,
in the Hebrew ritual and psalmody of the tem-
ple, clearly kept in memory the advent of
Cbrist. You can trace Him through His incar-
nate lite? Bow in the stable with the oriental
kings who came to the brightness of His rising P
Listen to the voice of heavea, amid the double
baptismal designation to teaching and suffer-
ing? Linger amid His miracles, as He pours
sight on the blind, touches the tongue to speech
and praise, bid the sheeted dead arise? Such
a Christ is worthy of visible kingship. But re-
member that Apostolical epistles and sermons
dwell upon His atoniog death. They pressed
His bleeding feet. They clung to the cross
They were baptized in its infl They
felt its sacred, saving pover. Bat in that day
when scorned they said as did Paul: ** I deter-
mined not to know anything but Christ crucifi-
ed, &c., God forbid that I should glory save in
the cross.” And the minister will enly be suc-
cesstul as he clings to Him. About Christ to
preach, to go round the cross. Of Christ to
preach, so perfect in bis Divine and buman
pertectness? No! but preach ** Christ cruei-
fied.” No man will ignore the fall, the guilt
of our race, aye ! and its terrible doom, who
looks to Jesus as the Saviour. The need of
personal repentance, faith, and holiness, will
be pressed upon the consciences of mea. And
the throne is only unveiled through the rending
of the veil ot Christ's flesh, and the grave out
of which came the conqueror is that through
which the ransomed are to pass to that world
of which it is said: ** There shall be no more
death.”

While the ministers vocation is to know all
that the Bible reveals ot Christ, he is to be
tamiliar with all subjects for the illusiration of
truth. History was written to tell us what
men bave been. The study of the present to
tell us what men are. You must take men to
Christ, you must take Christ to men. You
cannot raise them higher than yourselves. You
must lift them out of sin into boliness, out of
selfishness into benevolence, out of earth up to
and into beaven. I press this upon you, as
Methodist ministers and people we must have
no *‘ amasculated theology, no Beecberisms.
Our theology must be as firm as iron, and yet
suited to the wants of men. ]t we sbut Christ
trom the heaven of our faith and preaching, a
total eclipse will settle on our Church and
faith.

Furtber the minister must bave & conscious-
ness ot authority to preach, or be will fail to
impress and c nd the submi of con-
science to the word of God. Dr. Olin said:
« It is believed by evangelical Christians,
though not with entire unanimity that the des-
ignation of men to the ministry is the peculiar
pre-rogative of the Almighty. The call is stil}
Divine, though no Jonger miraculous.” No
parental designation can appoint to this work ;
bowever much it may be desired. No ambi-
tion, no self-seeking can take it as a profes-
sion. No bands from spotless lawn sleeves,
though in the fabled apostolic succession can
confer the grace of acceptable service. It con-
scious that be is selt-elected, self-ordained, he
cannot speak as an ambassodor and pray men
in Christs stead to be reconciled to God. Mean
spesk to you on science, you listen with res-
pect and patience; as when Tyodall speaks
upon the properties of light, but you scorn bis
prop'oaition the momeant he touches the science
of prayer, which be neither understands nor
betieves. Men gravely speak from the editorial
chain ; and demand autberity over thought and
public opinion, as if anointed for some absol-
ute sovereignity. Reformers come as social
regenerators, **they bave found the cure for
that curse of irationality, men trampling oa
each other, and then on themselves.” But
when the minister speaks, I ask for his authori-
ty. He spesks of salvation, of perdition, of
beaven, of bell, ot Christ's atoning death. He
disconeses of the soul, its priceless value, its
terrible Qanger, its great Redeemer, the need
ot submission to God. It he bas no authority,
but that from men; I tarn to the heaven ap-
pointed, heaven-sealed ger of truth.

I have only touched one part of the minis-
ter's work, and while bhe must understand all
the Bible reveals of Christ, he must know how
to use all koowledge ascquired.

What a grand
work that of the Christian minister—worthy of
the highest intelligences created by God. His
great work to save souls. If be 1ails in this,
whatever great thiogs be may do—his life is a
tailure. If be succeed in this, in whatever else
be may fail, bis life is a success. In other oc-
cupatioas men are required to fit themselves for
their work. The captain of the steamer cleav-
ing its way across the mighty ocean, must pass
through different examinations to insure his fit-
ness for his responsible work. The pbysician
receives no diploma commending to confidence
until a regular course bas been pursued. Surely
less is not required of those whose work is of in-
finitely more importance. No where we think is
there required the highest -ty'le of man—so
much as in this. Our brother bas just spoken
ot the sword which is to cut down error and
carry terror to the hearts of the enemies of the
truth. To his theological sword we would pat
the handle ot liberal culture—that it may be
properly wielded—a course of what is generally
called theological study, bowever thorough, is
not sufficient. No where can the student
travel but be may gather illustrations, no where
can the live earnest mind dig, but it will bring
forth facts to establish truth. The man who
bas dug down in & bundred different places to
the theological stratum that underlies every
thing, will bave many more lights in which to
present truth, than the man who bas all his life
dug in one dimly lighted shatt.

It has been objected to our efforts to in-
crease the opportunities for educational train-
ing ot our young men, that our fathers did not
have them and they succeeded. Our fathers
were compelled to send inexperienced men into
the field, because of the richness of the waving
barvest, but they were encouraged everywhere
the improvement of every opportunity to ob-
tain knowledge. Where is more required than
by Mr. Wesley in his advice to young preachers.
And bave not our fatbers been trained men.
They bave studied men, nature and book until
many of them bave reached such positions that
young men may well sit at their feet, and our
views to-day are but fruit of seed which they
planted. Methodism at its commencement bad
not the advantages of to-day. Now with its
church organized and its wide extent of mem-
bership, its wealth and educational establish-
ments, it is under obligations to devote part
at least of its substance to aid’ young men in
firting themselves as far as possible for their
lite work. This to a great extent must be
dove before entertag upon the full work of the
ministry, at least a taste for it must be formed
—=s0 that aiterwards be may pursue, as oppor-
tunity offers his sourse of study. But God does
not always call bis servants from the families ot
the wealthy. Olten trom those who bave to
toil trom early dawntill the night shadows fall.
When God tbus calls into the church, and then
to the ministry, we belicve be calls the charch
to provide for them, and what an opportunity
be gives for usetulness. Man's work lasts after
bim, and the man who thus aids has an interest
in increased number of souls saved because ot
the increased power for good  Of course with
all advantages there is needed the Divine power.
Witkout it all is & failure. May it fall on us
more abundaatly.

Authority to preach thé word and ad-
minister the sacraments was then imparted by
the presentation of a copy of the word God to
each candidate. Rev. Dr. Clarke then ad-
dressed the candidates.

ORDINATION CHARGE-

I have been relieved of the responsibility of
this occasion by the words you yourselves have
spoken. I bave but to echo the words you have
uttered to this assembly. The authority of
God himselt is that on which this service rests
Had God takea you before His throne to obey
bis orders, it would not have been a more
solemn responsibility then this. In HHeaven
this service is recorded. Your vows are writ-
ten there.

They
bad found themselves very much pressed for
time. If they had bad a fortnight longer
they eruld have done much more, but were
thankful for the measure of success which
bad attepded the enterprize. The young
men had proved themselves faithful and suo-
cersfu' latoorers. He spoke of their visit to
Newfoundland. and of the comfort which it
afforded them in all their laboars and daogers,
to know that the brethren at home were pray-
ing for them.

Dr. Pickard felt very sure that he could

best satisfy the Conference by confin ng
himself very striotly to the business with
which his mission was concerned. He had
undertaken the task unwillingly, but found
excellent company and much enjoyment. He
dwelt at some length upon their reception by
the English Conference, and the progress of
their negotiations, Was muob pleased with
the knowledge which some of them manifest-
ed of our affaivs.

In
a single leading newspaper in New York we
fiud twenty eight camp-meetiogs advertised,
to meet in regular cuccession. They are at-
tended by Bishops, Guvernors, statesmen,
philanthropists ; they bring together hosts of
true men and womer, with & common objeet
of seeking and saving the lost, and are fo!-
lowed by large and permanent additions to
the charches of different denominations.

In most branches of the Church of Christ,
there is something equivalent to the camp.
meetog. Calling them by different pames,
they bave one aim,—to bring the people to a
conxideratjon of religious subjects and lead
them to repentance.

The Recorder has recently come out in a
new dress of modern type ; but its spirit and
principles continue much like the cburch it
represents, aotiquated, illiberal and impu-
dent. It ought to be-obliged to us, though,
for thus introducing it to respec able society.
We bope our readers will forgive us !

ComiNg To LigaT.—For many years it
has been suspected by Protestants that a
secret understanding existed between the
Pope of Rome and maay clergymen in the
Episcopal Church. Documents have been
published purporting to be something in the
form of dispensations from his Holiness to
certain priests permitted to remain for a
season and a purpose within the folds of
the Episcopal Body. These seemed so ut-
terly presumptuous, however, that the sus-
pected parties got the benefit of the doubt.
Lately there have been strange revelations
The guardians of the Episcopal Church
have been anxiously probing to its depths,
evidence which reached them from time
to time in regard to a deadiy conspiracy
against their life and freedom. It is now
well established,—indeed we have seea the
papers affording ample testimony—that a
secret organization has been in existence for
some time, whose aim is to establish withio
the Church of England everywhere doc-
trines and practices essentially Popish. To
this ** Coofraternity of the Blessed Sacra-
ment,” several clergymen in these Pro-
vinces, and others with whose pames,
though the individuals are now removed to
other countries, churchmen are femiliar,
bave attached themselves.. Two or three
in Halifax, one in Charlottetown, and sev-
eral who held positions as military chap-
laios in these Provinces, are conspicuous
among the number. A very animated dis-
cussion was caused in the Episcopal Synod
which recently met in Halifax, by a charge

of this nature agaiost one of its members.
The indignation amoug Evangelical Church-

men is intense. The whole struggle of the
Reformation evidently lies aguin before the
Church of England. May the providence
of God raise’up leaders—fearless, gifted,
strong meu to nail the theses ot Protestantism
once more on the doors of every cathedral,
and stand upon the priociple of Justification
by Faith, God being their helper!

ResiGNATION.— We have to record with
satisfaction that the Halifax School Board
is neither deaf nor blind. Public feeling
and dissatisfaction have been making an
impression upcn its members. Its sessions,
once couducted in strictest privacy, sre
now open to the world and the press. Its
voice has come gradually to favor the es-
tablisment of a high sechool. And now
Father Hannan has resigoed !

We shall trust that the Goveroment and
the Board will now see the necessity of
further and radical cbanges to meet out-
side reasonable agitation, and act accord-
ingly. Let the achools which are essential-
ly Roman Catholic, their teachers unlaw-
fully licensed, their text books and images
in plain violation of our educational com-
pact, be dismissed from the regular graut.
It was sheer folly, if pot actual betrayal of
trust, to permit such flagraat evils to grow
under the very eyes of educational guar-
dians. They may rest assured now that no
atonement will be accepted short of a most
equitable adjustment of all interess in the
the sacred truet committed so their care.

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THE BERWICK CAMP MEETING.

This annual religious festival may now
be regarded as an established and an im-
portant institution of our ehurch. By ac-
tion of the Nova Scotia Conference a com-
mittee consisting of the President. the
chairman of the District, and one or two
other ministers, was appoioted to take
charge of the proceedings, thus giving Con-
nexional recognitiou to what had previous-
ly been an iudependent eaterprise. The
attendance this year was thronghout con-
siderably larger than on any previous oc-
casion, and the interest manifested in the
various exercises was also deeper and more
apparent thao has hitherto been exhibited
During the entire services the best of order
prevailed. Auny irregularities indulged in
by such as had come for amusement rather
than worship, were promptly repressed by
the efficient staff of officers and police ap-
{;oimed for that purpose, and counsidering
he vast multitudes who were on the ground,
the number of such exceptional cases of
dia?rder was exceedingly few. Nature it-
self seemed to conspire in our favor. Nota
single out-door service had to be omitted
od account of the weather, and on one oc-
casion at least the rain which fell at the
close of the evening service, had the effect
of dispersing the vast crowds that had as-
sembled, aod thus preventing mischief,
which might have been perpetrated by evil
disposed persons.

The services were opened by an excellent
sermon by Rev. J Eogland, Chairman of
the Anpapolis District, from Titus 1I, 14,
and of this, as indeed ot all the sermons
preached on the Camp Gronnd, it may be
said that it was practical, earnest, evange-
lieal, aimed at direct results, aod calculated
to impress, awaken aud edify all who heard.
The addresses of Dr. and Mrs. Palmer,
who had kindly responded to the izvitation
of the Committee to be present on the occa-
sion, were also admirable both in matter
aod spirit. Directed chiefly to believers,
aond directed to lead them up to a higher
plane of Christian life, they were well-fitted
to inspire all God's children with longings
after heart-purity, and to incite to increased
astivity in the service of God. Many were
heard to express with deep emotion, their
gratitude to God for sending to us those
bououred servants of Christ, and when they
took their departure on Mouday afternoon,
the congregation joived in an expression of
thaoks for their valuable services by a un-
animous rising vote.

Several of the meetiogs held are deserv-
ving of special notice. Amoog these may
be mentioned the Children’s Meeting on
Friday, which was one of peculiar interest,
aod of which a more particular account
will probably be given by another corres-
poudent. Sunday was of course the great
day of the Feast. The Love Feast at nine
o'clock in the morniug was a memorable
season. A large number of testimoaies
were given, the most of them concise, clear,
scriptural, and eviucing a deep sod delight-
ful acquaintauce with the great truths of
experimental religion. At the afternoon

nation. The motion was lost, as only 73
members voted in its favor, but the effort and
the earnest protest will not be in vain. It is
a great result after repeated failures, in the
face of tremendous opposition and ridicale,
and io a Parliament with a decided majority
indebted to public house belp for the place
they occapy. The Execative of the United
Kinglom Alliance met immediately after the
debate, and manifesting no symptoms o de-
spondency, renewed their pledges to effirt,
and formed fresh plans of operation for the
fature.

The unveiling of a statue of the writer of
Pilgrim’s Progress—goeod honest John Bun-
yan, has been one of the events of the past
fortnight. It ie erected in the town of Bed-
ford, the place of his long imprisonment, and
with which his name is intimately associated.
Itis a well executed celossal figure of Bun-
yao, exactly-true in its delineation of features,
form and dress, and supported hy a massive
pedestal of granite, which gives the statue
fair prominence, and the whole work is a
fitting tribute to the memory of a great and
good man. The event was duly c-lebrated
in Bedford, and an immense crdwd flocked to
see the ceremony, and to hear the addres es,
the principal one being delivered by Dean
Stanley. It was pleasant to bear the declara-
tioos fall from Episcopal lips, concerning the
widely extended influence, and the ever in-
creasing usefulness of this boly and bumble
wan, one of the strongest leading Noneonfor-
mis's of his day, and whose suff:rings were
attiibutable to his strong protests against the
dominant sect of that stormy period. The
Dean is a man of broad and generous sympa-
thies, as well as of profound sebolarship and
cultore. He wields great influence both in
the Church, and in the wider and more open
field of philantbrophy which lies without the
pale of the Establishment The event at Bed-
ford afforded him a good opportunity of ex-
pressing his sentiments, and rendering bomage
to the memory and works of one of whow th
world was not worthy. :

The Mission house is situated upon a hill
commanding a beautiful prospect; and
from the beach you make a sepentine
tour around and up the hill through a
beautiful cocoanut grove to the house
The valley below is planted with cocoanut
trees, among which are houses forming a
Feejeean village. Tudeed all the villages
are in Feejeean plantations. The Feejeeans
have a saying that the cocoanut tree can-
not live within the sound of human voice
Consequently wherever you see a cocoanut
plantation, you may be sure there is a
native village. We visited several of the
native families and dined with one of them
Their domestic babits are very simple.
They use uneither chairs nor kunives nor
forks. They sit upon clean matting spread
upon the floor and eat with their fingers
and then wash their haods in clean water
which is in a cocoanut shell by taeir side.
Breadtruit, yam, boiled fish and salt placed
upon & palmetto leaf formed the staple of
our dinver. But being very hungry we
eujoyed ft exceedingly ; and while seated
amoug our Feejeean friends contrasted the
simple arrangement before us with the
parade made in some of our highly civil-
ized countries when strangers are enter-
tained. Truly those children of vature es-
cape Martha's trouble and get Mary’s
blessing. In physical appearance the Fee.
Jjeeans have few equals and no superiors we
have yet seen. They are strong, athletic,
well developed men and women. We rode
several times through the mud and water on
the back of a Feejeean student ; and he car-
red us as easily apparently as we would carry
our little boy of three years. And what is
better they are devoted christians living up
to the light they have. Mr. Robinson as-
sured us that there is not a family umoug
the twelve thousand iohabitants of Kan-
davu but has daily family prayer: and for
the eight years he has lived among them,
he never knew a Feejean to steal, though

sent from home.

The collector of the tolls upon all merchan-
dise, passing through an important town on the
grea troad trom Jerusslem to Damascus, would
be a well known personage. Such was Mattbew,
and his adbesion to Jesus evidently caused no
littde stir'in Capernsum. Thete were two
things about it that seemed strange:

1. It seemed strange that Jesus should choose
Motthew. He was a * publican,’ that is, be,
though a Jew, bad engaged bimself to collect
taxes for the bated Roman cooquerers; and
very likely be bad so managed bis collection as
toput 8 good desl of money into his own
pocket, just as Zaccbeus did, (see Luke 19. 8.)
He would, therefore, be shunned, and despised
by all good respectable Jews, espicially by the
¢t religious " Pbarisees ; see Luke 18. 11; 19.
7. Now Jesus bad seid be wanted those who
were more righteous than the Pharisees, (Matt.
5.20,) who were unselfish and did good to
otbers, (vers. 44-47;) how, then, could be
bave apything to dc with a grasping irreligious
lpnbliun.'

9. It seemed strange that Matthew should
care for Jesus. The people Jesus bad pro-
mised the kingdom of heaven to were the
“poor in spirit,” (Matt. 5. 8.) And bow
would the publican like the Propbet who said,
¢ Lay not up treasure on earth ?”

Yet this man forsakes bis money making to
follow the Nazarine carpenter. He ‘does his
best to bring his old comrades in chicanery and
sin to Jesus, inviting him and them to & *‘ great
feast.” And, strangest of all, Jesus goes.

Two objections were made to this proceed-
ing:
‘1. By the Pharisees, ver. 16. * We thought,’
they would say, * this Jesus was well-conduct-
ed and respectable st gl “gvents—but how is
this? what is be doing in such a place? bow
can be make sach people his friends P' (See
Matt. 11. 19; Luke 15.2.) Haw does the
Lord snswer?  Are you so good, and these
peopls s0 bad P, Well, then, to which should
Igo? Who need the physician, the healthy
or the sick ” Here is the reason why bhe went
among publicans and sinners. Why does
adoctor go to a sick man: to catch his
disease or to cure him? Here, too, is the
reason why they came to him, His words bad
made them feel their wickedness, and they
wanted a Friend— not a comrade in sin, buta
Saviour fiom sin. When a man seeks the doe-
tor, what does it show that be feels ?

2. By the disciples of John the Baptist, ver.
18. They have no objection to Jesus receiv-
ing publicans ; tbeir own master bad done the
same (Luke 3. 12; 7. 29)—but how would be
bave dealt with them? Would be not have
appointed them long and strict fasts?, Why;
then, does Jesus join them at & feast? Here
we must notice that the fasting of the Baptist's
discipies was not & spontaneous mourning for
their master's imprisonment, but a regular as-
cetic practice enjoined by him. This is clear
from Luke's account, (chap. 5. 33, 34.) Ob-
serve the expressions. ‘Can ye make the
children of the bride-chamber fast ?’ aod, * The
disciples of Jobn fast often, and make prayers.’

Now see Cbrist’s answer to this objection.
To the Pharisees be urged that be was a phbysi-
cisn; now he urges that be is a bridegroom.
What bas be come from sbove for? Not to
punish men, not to set hard tasks by which
they may gain beaven, but to invite them freely
to be bappy as men are bappy st s wedding.
His followers would bave a sad time by and by,
and would fast then because there would be a
reason for it. But not now. To cramp their
devotion and joy with old strict rules would be
like mending & worn out coat with an un-
shrunk piece out of a new ome—like putting
fresb wine, while yet fermenting, into old
wine-skins. To do so would be to spoil every-
thing.

Here is the application :

1. Matthew was called. So are we. What
to give up? Sin, of course; and also any
good thing, even that keeps us from Christ.
See Matt. 10 37; 19. 22; Luke 14, 18-20: 2
Tim. 3. 4. Called fo what? Not to bard
rules and a gloomy life, but to be bappy. We
canoot, like Matthew, invite Jesus to a feast;
but he invites us. Isa. 55. 1.

2. Matthew obeyed. Are we hesitating?
Think who calls —what be did for us. 2 Cor.
5. 14, 15. And think of the end, as Moses did,
Heb. 11, 26, ; and St. Paul, Phil, 8. 7, 14,

HYMNS.

Amicus favors an Ecumenical Metbodist
Hymn-book. That may do when we get an
Ecumenical Methodist Conference—which we
favor. We may say something about that
Hymao-book question some of these times. He
is opposed to the alteration of Hymns. We
bave wnitten much agaiost it ; and yet we have
been obliged to do a little altering for our books
—always reluctantly and for imparative rea-
sons. He thinks Jobn Wesley did not improve
the bymns of Dr. Watts, which he altered.
We think our friend must have forgotten some
cases—e. g., Watts wrote (Lyric Poems)—
baving his eye, we suppose, upon Adonis and
Venus:
He dies ! the beavenly Lover dies !
The tidings strike a doleful sound
On my poor heart-strings; deep he lies
In the cold caverns of the ground !
Come, saints and drop a tear or two
On the dear bosom of your God.
Wesley altered, thus:
He dies ! the Friend of sinners dies !
Lo ! Salem’s daughters weep around ;
A solemn darkness veils the skies,
A sudden trembligg shakes the ground ;
Come, saints, and drop a tear or two
For him who groaned beneath your lcad.
Is not that an improvement? Watts wrote
(Lyric Poems, Ps. cxlviii.) :
Praise ye the lord with joyful tongue,
Ye powers that guard his throne ;
Jesus the man shall lead the song,
The God inspire the sune.
Gabriel, and all the immortal choir
That fill the realms above,
8ing, for he formed you ef his fire,
And feeds you with his love.
Wesley condensed these two objectionate
stanzas into one matchless stanzs, thus :
Praise ye the Lord, y’ immortal choirs
That fill the worlds above ;
Piasise him who formed you of his fires,
And feeds you witn his love,
Watts wrote (Lyric Poems) :
The lowest step above thy seat
Rises too high for Gabriel’s feet,
In vain the tall archangel tries
To reach thine height with wondering eyes.
Thy dassling beauties whilst he sings,
He hides bis face behind his wings ;
And ranks of shining thrones around
Fall worshiping, and spread the ground.
Wesley condensed these stanzas, full of weak
conceits, to the following nervous quatrain :
Thee while the first archangel sings,
He hides his face behind his wings ;
And ranks of shining thropes around

Fall worshiping and spread the ground.

THE TIME TO SELL PRODUCE.

The profit of farming depends largely upon the
prices received for the produce. It is, there-
fore, and should be the study of every caretul
farmer to sell his produce just at the time when
it will yield him the largest return for his
labour. Baut it is often very difficult to decide
when this time comes. With perishable arti-
cles'which must always be sold in their seaton,
the price received depends largely upon the
quality of the article, and the vigilance of the
seller; but with grain, and other staples, which
are of world-wide eonsumption, which may be
kept from year to year, and which may be
shipped to all climates, at all seasons, it is not
s0 easy to prophecy the fluctuations in the
markets. Some farmers seem to rest contin-
ually in the hope that future prices will be
more favourable, and so hold their grain from
month to month, or sometimes from year to
year. We see them cleaning out their grana-
ries aud corn cribs, just in time to fill them
with the new crop after the mice, interest, and
shrinkage and insurance bave eaten their full
share, and when the time can illy be spared.
It is unnecessary to say that such a course is,
nine times in ten, unwise. Experience seems
to prove that it is unsafe to depend much upon
our own reasonings in prophecying the changes
in the prices. Even the intormation which we
can glean trom the newspapers is liable to lead
us astray, for the prices-current are doubtless
sometimes controlled by capitalists. We
should aim at all times to keep ourselves
thoroughly posted upon the resl condition of
the markets.

The natural time to sell produce is during
the winter months, when we need not incur loss
from the neglect of other business. Unless
some very good reason can be given, I think
the burry of spring work should never come on
with our granaries still full of the unsold pro.
ducts of the previous year. )

* But would' you sell in rising a market?
This depends upon circumstances. If the
markets bad for some time been above the
average, and the prices would pay me well for
my labour and expense, I would not let the
vernal months come on, even though the prices
bad not yet begun to decline. Purchasers are
not apt to be so particular as to the quality
of what they buy, while the market is teading
upwards, as they are when it tends downwards.
It, bowever, the prices bad ranged for a long
time below the average rate, so that there was
every evidence that they must shortly advance,
I should wait with caution., I always coasider
the loss from isterest of capital, the inevitable
waste of grain, and the inconvenieace of deliv-
ering it in & busy time, as offsets for a consid-
erable advancement ia price.

We shall gain nothing in tbe long run by
excessive avarice. The cares that attend the
fluctuations of the markets are appropriate for
the speculator and the capitalist, who bave no
other cares to press upon their minds; but the
farmer who, in these days of scanty aud inef-
ficient belp, secures and prepares for market a
good erop of grain, has alreadv bad enough
trouble with it, without spending the time which
be needs for rest, or inviting gray bairs in
worrying over the aggravating question of the
