Many years ngo there was a man well 
known in many ef the churches of New 
Jersey and Pennsylvania, who may serve as 
an illustration of the power of sincerity.— 
For many years he was intemperate and 
noted for his wickedness. The best pert of 
his manhood had been used in the service ef 
sin. When the spirit of God awakened him 
it was in no mild manner, but he seemed to 
himself standing upon the brink of eternal 
burnings, his feet just reedy to slide. He 
saw himself to be the chief of sinners, and 
such «ras the a«rfulnees of his convictions 
that he could say «rith Job, “ he brenketh me 
with a tempest, “ he hath taken me also by 
my neck and shaken me to pieces, and set 
me up for his mark." At last be found 
pence in believing in Christ. His extremity 
had been so great that the grace granted 
seemed wonderful beyond the power of lan­
guage to express it. Henceforth his entire 
self «ras devoted to Christ. What little pro­
perty he had he invested so as to meet bis 
lew wants,-and hia time was all given to 
the warning of sinners to flee the wrath to 
come. His acquaintances were astonished, 
and inquired whether this was not he who 
who «ras a blasphemer and injurious and a 
persecutor.

As to the qualifications of the man they 
seemed ueproroisiog enough. His edoca- 

waa very limited. His natural talents 
did not reach mediocrity. His speaking 

ift was not in the wisdom of words, or in 
le graces of eloquence. His personal ap­

pearance was not io itself attractive, and 
one could not but smile to see such an uo- 
wieldly, corpulent figure as his. A more 
unpromising evangelist to all appearance is 
rarely ever seen, and yet wherever he went 
he exerted an influence which seemed irre­
sistible. He never ascended the pulpit, yet 
he frequently exhorted the people in prayer 
meetings or after sermon. Were I a mu­
sician f would write out the hum-drum, mo­
notonous too* in which he always spoke, a 
tone which a mere stranger would be much 
inclined to laugh at He was never violent 
or loud, he gesticulated but very little, and 
every sentence would give evidence of his 
imperfect education. And yet multitndes 
wept under his appeals. What he said yes­
terday, he would say to-day, until on* might 
describe him as a man—

rough Irish Catholics kneeling around him 
in tan open street ! Whether they were be- 
nefitted I do not know, but I do know 
that hie sincerity of address, and look, and 
word, exerted a very strange power over 
men usually considered impracticable.

One element of his power was his pray- 
crfulnes*. He spent hours every day on his 
knees, and whilst his prayers, as literary ef­
forts, were as meagre as his addresses, yet 
all owned that the man walked with 
God, and had power as a prince to prevail.

In the village of L------— it «as under­
stood that Father C--------- was to visit the
common school on a certain afternoon, and 
the girls at noon made a league that they 
would not show any signs of feeling while 
he was talking. When he came the scholars 
were ranged in a circle around foe school
room, and Father C--------- soon saw that
something was «rrong, for they all stood ap­
parently as unfeeling as stones. The girl 
that stood at the head of the circle «ras the 
minister’s daughter, and her mother was 
not, for God took her. In an instant Mr. 
C—— went up to this girl, snd laying 
his hand on her head began to talk to her 
about her mother in heaven ! The Evil 
Spirit which had originated the noon-spell 
league had not guarded this weak point, 
ana this skilful assault dissolved it in an in­

MThail had before her marriage, been 
brought to a knowledge of the troth. She 
bed not long resided et the manse ef BeeoMs ;

He did his best, indeed, prepared hi* ser­
mons with great care, delivered them with a 
fluent accuracy, and waa generally deemed 
an orthodox preacher.

Am I to speak to my husband upon this 

bfly interesting point, and thus use all 
the influence of a loving and beloved wile 
for bringing him to a knowledge ef my bles­
sed Redeemer ; or shall I rather efwitieee to 
pour out my griefs before my God, and 
silently wrestle with him till I prevail? If 
I open my lips upon oae subject, shall I not 
run tbe risk of losing that very influence on 
which I found so much ; and will it net irri­
tate my husband if I act tbe part of a lectu­
res* or a remonstrant ? Bather than lose 
the love of that fond heart, I would die.— 
Bat, on tbe other hand, if I remain silent, 
may I not be gnihy of throwing away aa op­
portunity of faithfulness which Christ puts 
before me ; and can I expect an answer to 
secret prayer while I refuse the call of Pro­
vidence? And bow how can I be sure that 
my fears are well grounded? For, if I 
enter upon the subject with modesty and 
affect km, can 1 reasonably think that I shall 
lose my husband’s love ?

Still, however, the gentle wife did not 
Tenture to propone a risit to Kilmuir, choos­
ing rather to endure the painful conflict in 
silence, than to risk the infliction of pain 
upon her husband's mind. But God's time 
was at hand.

Early on one Sabbath morning Mr. 
M’Phail was awakened and attracted by 
the evident mental uneasiness of his wife. 
He affectionately inquired the reason of her 
distress. Thinking this a favourable oppor­
tunity for explaining the cause of her unhap­
piness, Oho hinted, as delicately as possible, 
at the famished condition of her soul, and 
requested permission for that one-day Jo 
erase the Frith of Cromarty, and bear Mr.

seek the bread of life. It would, therefore, 
excite no surprise to see a person of Mrs. 
M'FbaiU station crossing the Frith, or plod­
ding patiently on the highway, so early en 
the morning of the Lord's day. She reach­
ed the manse of Kilmuir while Mr. Porteus 
was sitting fit breakfast, and, having to pass 
the window of the dining-room, was observ­
ed by her old pester. Astonished hy this 
unlooked-for visit, he instantly rose from 
table, and reached the door before her.

“ What has brought you hither Î" cried 
the good man in amazement ; “ and to-day, 
too ! Has any thing happened ? Is your 
husband well r*

Mrs. M'Phail replied that nothing parti­
cular had occurred, and that she had merely 
left home in order that she might have the 
privilege of hearing him preach again.— 
Whether jthe keen eye of the minister had 
detected any embarrassment in the manner 
of his visitor, or whether the latter part of 
her reply had given him a clue to her 
thoughts, Mr. Porteus immediately divined 
the cause of her distress.

Say no more," be rejoined, “ but sit 
down, and take some refreshment for the 
body ; for a walk of seven miles most have 
tried your strength sorely; and you will 
then be better fitted for obtaining nourish, 
ment for the soul."

"While bis guest was seated at table, Mr.

«notification, why should we hesitate to 
admit ao agency as direct and aa personal in 
communion and prayer 1 But be this as it 
may. Mr. Porteus told bis guest to return 
to her home, and that he was very greatly 
mistaken unless her mourning should soon 
be turned into joy, and her husband given to 
her prayers. We now, therefore, take leave 
of the amiable and devoted wife, and return 
to Mr. M’Phail at the ferry at Beeelia.

It was still early morning when the mi­
nister returned to the southern shore of the 
Frith. But hours passed away, and be did 
not make bis appeerence at the ovinse. The 
servants were sent in different directions, 
one to the ferry to question the boetman, 
and another to the highway to make inquiry 
of the passers-by.

Reminiscences of Washington.
We kft you dear reader, at the tombot Wash­

ington—the shrine towards which all lovers of 
freedom tarn ns the Mecca of their pilgrimage, 
and would now lead yon from that sacred spot on 
the pathway which winds along the sloping bank 
tosrarde the old homestead. At the entrance to 
lbs grounds stands n dilapidated summer house* 
end through that we stopped on a beautiful kwn 
which spreads itself in the rear at the mansion. 
As wa approached the bourn a solemn feeling of 
two crept over us, and we would fain here mid, 
“ trend lightly and speak low," for the spot where­
on ye Stand is sacred. Could it be that hit foot 
had trad that portico ;—Ut noble form passed 
daily beneath the carved an* of the door? Yes, 
his spirit Mill pervaded the earthly mansion, end 
every thing breathed of his presence as if it 
were bet yesterday.

There was tile arm châlr to tie hall with the 
writing desk attached, covered with ink-amrks 
made by hie pen. There was the telescope over 
the door as he bad hung it when, perchance for 
the last time, hie eye swept the horizon, and en­
joyed the quiet beauty of that river-scene. The 
room in which he breathed bis Urt seemed so 
paiofolly vacant, that we almost felt we were 
even then folkwing him to the grave The 
dwelling ia itself is pkin, but the comfort and 
convenience at all its arrangements and the ex­
quisite cultivation ef the grounds, show it to have 
been on a seek of magnificence for its time. On 
such side of the kwn in front of the house is a 
garden—one tor flowers, and one for fruits and 
vegetables. The former contains two green 
bouses and s pinery now ont of use. It is said 
that they produced excellent tropical fruits, and 
ooflee equal to the best Mocha. There, too, was 
found the night-blooming Cere**, the Guava, 
Aloes of a gigantic growth, the West India Plan­
tain, the sweet Cassia, and many others. But 
the aim of summer no longer waft from them 
such perfumes as float “ o’er Araby the blert,” 
for desolation reigns ia these once delightful 
pleasure grounds, and the spirit of decay has 
feared its throne on the graves of the beautiful 
flowers which perished so long ego. The garden 
beds era Mill bordered with Box trimmed in fan­
tastic shapes, retaining the vigour and freshness 
of youth. The bright green leaves of the Eng­
lish Holly made the kwn look gay, and the grim 
old Poplars which bordered the Serpentine walk, 
looked filled with the consciousness of their years 
and dignity. There ie a cluMer of little white­
washed cottages connected with the bonce, where 
the slaves resided, and where still remain about 
thirty, who belong to the piece. Bat the family 
DOW in possession not having the wealth to keep 
op its former elegance and comfort, we marked 

' with pain the general appearance of neglect and 
decay. It k rad indeed to know that our govern­
ment has refused to purchase this spot, so dear to 
every American heurt, end that it is willing thus 
to see the few traces of Washington in his pri­
vate and personal life, swept from the face of the 
lead he has made so glorious. We presume, 
however, that the selfishness of the “ body poll- 
tie," ie not peculiar to this nation, but that many 
another lead has grieved to see men who in their 
private relations were generous end kind, show 
the utmort apathy end neglect in matters that 
concern the public weaL

The bourn contains six rooms on the ground 
floor and a large ball. In one of tbeae ie a por­
trait of Mrs. Washington and the Organ on 
which she was an admirable performer. The 
mantle-piece is of carved marble sent to Gen. 
Washington from Italy. There is also a hand­
some library, and a room containing varions 
curiosities end pictures collected by himself. 
The wbok reminded us forcibly of some resi­
liences near Montreal, where the wealth and 
casta of the owners dispkyed themselves in exten­
sive grounds end every possible arrangement for 
comfort within door*, rather than in a costly 
aad glaring exterior;—a taste net much imi­
tated, we regret te my in oar modern Myk 
of building But the day wm waning fart, and 
at length the bell sounded the recall to the boat

With many a fond and lingering adieu to the 
dear scene of so many memories, we plucked a 
sprig ot the shining Holly to place among our 
gathered treasures, and left, we trart, with a wiser 
heart though sad, than that with which we land­
ed on its hallowed shores. And now reader,— 
Benedieite ! Hail—end farewell.

It must have been truly gratifying to all 
that love the Lord Jesus Christ ui sincerity, 
to see from evening to evening of the Holy 
Sabbath the thousands that flocked to listen 
to those lectures, the profound attention 
with which they were received, and the im­
pressions which were so favorably and gene­
rally made on the successive audiences.

We, therefore, beg leave to solicit your 
acceptance of the accompanying purse and 
its contents, with n service of plate, as a sin­
cere though inadequate testimonial of our 
sense of obligation to you, for your able ad­
vocacy of truths so vital and momentous, 
and our earnest prayers to Almighty God 
that you may long be spared to the Church, 
for the defence and extension of the Geepel 
of the Lord Jesus Christ.

Ought Methodism to be Let Die 7
We copy the following extract from a report, 

in tke London Watchman, at a recent speech 
of the President of the Conference, Mr. Scott, 
at a great meeting to devise means for the bet­
ter working of the financial system of Wesleyan 
Methodism.

We meet together to day as Methoilists, the 
friends of Methodism,—person, deeply in­
to reeled in its maintenance and welfare. We 
hare very groat reason to feel a deep interert 
in its preservation and in its prosperity. Me­
thodism has hitherto jortified all the concern 
that Its friends have felt for it from year,to year, 
and the earnest and generous efforts which they 
bare made to uphold and spread it in the world ; 
and if its friend, are faithfal to it, I believe it 
will continue to justify their warmest admiration 
and regard, and their moat generous effort* to 
support snd extend it, as long as the world 
lasts. That, at least, is my opinion, my sincere 
belief. Will the meeting indulge tan if I say 
a few words respecting Methodism ? (“ Yes,
Yes.") A party that is always on the look out 
for something of which to accuse us, bus mid, 
that a number of Methodists can never meet 
together but they mu* Uud Methodism. .Now, 
I do not care at alitor that saeer. When we 
laud Methodism, 1 think we have something to 
Uud : when we are thankful for Methodism, 1 
think we have something for which we may well 
offer to God onr unfeigned tliaoks. Why are 
we Wesleyan Methodists, rather than members 
of some other religious community ? In mak­
ing out the claims ef Methodism to our prefer­
ence and high regard, we ere wool to refer to 
its system of pure, enlightening, soul-convert­
ing sanctifying, preserving, truth ; and I think 
we cannot too often refer to that claim, or too 
well understand it. It ia very gratifying to a

ever there was a dispensation of divine truth 
given to uninspired men, I believe, such a dis­
pensation was given to John Wesley, and hy 
him to his people to be held by them uncorrupt­
ed, and to he by them testified to all the world, 
and I thank God that, in this matter, the Wes. 
loyan Body, suive John \Verier went to heaven 
has been on the whole faithful. We have held 
the truth, we have testified to the truth, w* 
have proclaimed it at home ami abroad ; God 
has set his seal upon it, and shown that it was 
his truth, by the blessing which he has made it 
to the world.

I like to belong to a Christian people so sound­
ly orthodox, and so soundly evangelical ; 1 |,te 
to belong to a people who hold views of th. 
truth, and put them forth, which are not likely 
to pervert any human mind,—to cause any hu­
man creature to err in seeking the way of **lva- 
tion. 1 like our truth, and 1 like the body th* 
holds it, because I believe if that truth be pro- 
claimed with the energy and Christian wisdom 
which have hitherto marked its proclamation, it 
will still be found, from generation to generation,
“ the power of God unto salvation." Another 
distinguished feature for which we value Method­
ism is, that however numerous its people, and 
however widely scattered abroad, they form one 
fellowship. There have been long periods when 
the unity of heart in our community have been 
as decided and as manifest as the oneness of onr 
faith. We felt ourselves as sinners Implicated ia 
a common condemnation ; “ the truth as it is iu 
Jesus" was made known to us, we received it, 
and it made us free ; and around the cross was 
formed ooe Chrirtian brotherhood, united ia 
Jesus Christ, like the members of the body com 
panted together ; we felt our union, and was 
happy iu that union. There have liven seasons, 
and long semons,—I think so, or I have read the 
history of Methodism incorrectly and made er­
roneous deductions,—when the Methodists,—* 
very Urge body of Cbrfatians have, to a great ex- 
tent, exhibited beautiful illustrations of our Sa­

cause of Christ. Anti while it cells forth all I bees 
agencies, and creates and assigns to them spheres 
ol Christian action, it so systematizes the plan of 
action, that each may be as zealous as he likee, 
without thwarting, or in any way interlcrisg 
with, th* operations of others. While God has 
given us one heart, he can give us one way : ws 
can act in perfect uniformity ami concert. Thus 
connected by e common faith, joined in one fel­
lowship, doited in one heart, when the ten then- 
wild agents of Methodism have been content to 
act oo Connexions! plans, they have acted to# 
gether with en energy which has been highly 
beneficial to other Christian Churches ; and they 
also acted oo the world itself with an energy 
which the world baa felt greatly to its advantage, 
Look, my Christ Un brethren, at wlmt Gotl has 
accomplished by Methodism. What multitudes 
of persons it has gathered out of the world, 
brought to himself, and conducted to heaven !

There they are, in the hotter country ; they 
enjoy God’s presence for ever many of thee 
before we were born some of them were.our 
parents,—fathers, or mothers, our brothers or 
sisters,—relatives, and deer friends of ours,— 
Then the number now listening to the truth, 
Sebbeth after Sabbath, in our congregations, is 
large ;—the number of Christian people in our 
Society, at home and abroad, is not small;— 
the number receiving instruction by Mtibodirt 
teaching, in various ways, it would not be easy 
to count. I am quite aware,—it is a notorious 
foot.—that Methodism does not retain nl^mat it 
gathers into its fold ; and this, by some friends of

cannot look at it in quite so serious a light. I 
profess that 1 cannot understand how persons 
can, from purely Christian motives, leave Wes­
leyan Met bod im. I do not understand it ;—it is 
a mystery to me. There may be such a thing 
I will not take upon me to deny it ;—bet I do 
not ttnderrtand how it is, thet^juth purely Chris­
tian intentions, they should leave » people among 
whom they were brought to Christ and to mira­
tion, a church where they have ample and^pell- 
adapted means of Christian education, and where 
they may work in the service of Ilia cause to 
their heart’s content, if they are bis humble and 
zealous servants. What better system they cun 
adopt, for their own improvement and salvation, 
—what better system they ran set themselves to 
work, for the benefit and salvation of the world, 
—I really do not understand. I am inclined to 
believe, however, that God baa overruled the 
departure from among us of numbers of indivi­
duals for the benefit of religion in the world. 
Go into other Christian communities, talk extee- 
•ively with the more serions people of those ram- 
inunities, and you will be very much surprised to 
find what a number of them have been connect­
ed, one way or another, in former life, with 
Wesleyan people. We have received very few 
comparatively from other communities, but we 
have given, from year to year, very large num­
bers to them. 1 believe that these, so given, 
here been the salt of those communities, and 
that to that salt they owe, iu a high degree, 
whatever savour they possess. What a number 
of useful and able ministers you find iu lbs 
Church of England, and out of it, whose father 
was a Methodist, or bis mother, or his grand­
mother,—who it of Methodist extraction. Aod 
you will find that many Christian people among 
these various bodies of Christians, received their 
first light and religious impressions from Metho­
dist instrumentality.

My Christian brethren, 1 do not rpeak of these 
things, this morning, lor your information you 
know them quite as well as I do ;—but I remind

with which the truth is taught in the pulpit, in t (No I) Cen the world aad the church yet do
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without Methodiam f (No I) Ought Oar Savi­
our, Christ, to love this inatrumentality of hi* own 
creel ion, out of the array of means which he * 
now using for the world’s regeneration and sal­
vation? (No!) We rejoice and bless God, that 
since Methodism began, other agencies and in­
strumentalities have been called into life, and 
are now in vigorous action. We rejoice in this. 
But docs this feet supersede the necessity of 
Methodism as an agency which Christ has used 
with such glorious effect ? (“ No.) I am thank­
ful to the meeting lor the feeling which has been 
indicated To the question. 1 have put you any 
“ No r All the friend* of Methodism s*yu No1* 
Well, «ben, I rak another qumtion. Ought wc 
to allow Methodism to languish into inefficiency 
for want of earnest and adequate support, so that 
the Methodism of the present shall contrast un­
favourably with its rigour and usefulness in for­
mer days ? Shall the Methodism of the second 
century, through lack of seal in its friends, work 
less vigorously than the Methodism of the first 
century? (No.) Well then I trust the effect 
of our coming together Unlay will be to infuse 
new vigour into our own heart, ; and that the 
further effect will be, that we shall go from this 
meeting to impart, in every direction, new vigour 
to the system itself; then, by the blessing of God, 
our meeting will be a very favourable one to 
this great cause.

That ills not profitable, except to those who 
produce or traffic in it, all admit. That it fe 
most injurious to many who use it, none will deny. 
They who traffic, and those who use it moderately, 
claim “It is not the use, but rather the abuse 
■which makes it obnoxious ? it follows as the se­
quence, that it there was no use, there could be 
bo abase.

They do not deny that if the sale and manu­
facture were prohibited by the strong arm of the 
law, mankind would be gainers thereby. No, it 
is pure patriotism, the love of liberty, that 
induce objection» to such laws. What, my they, 
in this land of liberty, in this model republic, 
enact laws that will deprive a man of bis natural 
^gbta ; the liberty to drink ; the right to get 
drunk ; roost horrid, it would be worse than 
despotism !

Lot us see what Washington said upon the rob- 
jeet of rights. In his letter to the President of 
Congress on submitting to that body the Con­
stitution of the United States for their approval, 
,he says:

“ Individuals entering into society, most give 
up a share of liberty to preserve the rest The 
mggnjudeof the sacrifice mast depend as well 
on situation and circumstances, as on the objects 
te be obtained.”

Oh ! that every one who desires liberty—true 
republican liberty, which secures the greatest 
good to the largest number, which protects the 
innocent and the helpless from the acts of the 
wrong doer—bad engraved ou his mind, these 
■eyingi of Washington.

Man in natural rights, possesses the unbridled 
liberty of bis tongue ; yet on “ entering into 
society” he surrenders its licentious use for the 
security of his follows.

The Constitution of the State of New York, 
Art. 1st, Sec. 10, says :—“ Nor shall any lottery 
hereafter be auihoriand, or sale of lottery tickets 
ailowwl within this State.” Under the provisions 
Of this section, lotteries have ceased to exist. It 
was for the public good. Were lotteries more 
pernicious in their effects than the traffic in 
Rum ? The occasional ticket was not produc­
tive of serious evil. W hen the abolition of lotte­
ries was first agitated, dealers proclaimed it an 
outrage upon their invested rights. Who at this 
day would ask tor their restoration ?

Again, Sec. 14 of same Article in the Consti­
tution, reads :—-• No lease cr grant of agricultu­
ral lands for a longer period than twelve years, 
hereafter made, in which shall be reserved any 
rent of service of any kind, shall be valid.” 
Farmers, why were you required to “ give up," 
the liberty of leasing farms or garden-plots tor 
twenty-one years, a privilege so long enjoed.to 
he restricted to twelve. It has been done. We 
hear-no complaints from you, of being required 
to surrender a share of your liberty. The farm­
ers have ever been foremost to “ give up a share 
to secure" that liberty which will best promote 
public happiness and domestic comforts.

Farm Work for Jane.
Planting being otrr, there will be a little 

respite, a brief hreathing place to look into 
all the affaire of tha farm more leisurely, 
and attend to the smaller, but eut minor, 
matters which the haste to get in the seeds 
has presented. And first, let him who has 
bed the forecast to plant a tree either this 
season or before, extend his cars In it and 
extirpate its enemies—

Tht Boren.—They will make sad haroc 
with your fair orchard unless your own eye, 
and knife, sod wire, sod bind are active. 
Now is the time to dislodge them ; by 
scraping the earth care lolly away from the 
base of the tree and closely examining it, 
the spoiler may be discovered either by bis 
hole, his castings, which resemble aew dost, 
or by some peculiar appearance of the tree. 
By inserting a small wire with the amallrst 
possible hook upon its end, they may 
generally be drawn out ; hot if not brought 
to light the wire will kill them,

Thistles, mulleins, dock roots, burdocks, 
and all such rank herbage, will constantly 
spring np, especially about the buiMioga, 
unless the farmer is in the habit of destroying 
them. By neglect they sometimes cover large 
patches of excellent ground and render it 
worthless, beside disfiguring the premises 
and scattering ibeir seeda over the farm. 
An hour or two at the right season will 
arrest them sod sire crop and character. 
The core is to cut them off just below the 
surface and throw a handful of salt upon the 
bleeding wound ; or sink the spade and Man 
their roots sud pull thme up bodily. These, 
and the ox-eye daisy, or white weed, which 
is becoming so prevalent all over New 
England, should be wed out of the gram 
sud grass fields upon their first appearance.

Hating.—No implement on the farm is 
in route lieinand than the hot in the month 
of June. Get « good one and keep it smooth 
and bright Let it be ol the right weight 
remembering that he •* who makes with a 
common hue, two thousand strokes an hour, 
should not wield ■ needless ounce. If any 
pail is heavier then necessary, even to ibe 
amount of half an ounce only, he muai 
repeatedly and continually lift the half 
ounce, ao that the whole strength thus spent 
would be equal, to a day,to twelve hundred 
sud fifty pounds, which ought to be exerted 
in stirring the soil and destroy mg the 
weeds.” It is important, also, to see that 
the hoe Manda just right, neither out nor in 
too much, but in that position which will 
ensble t be person to el and in an easy altitude 
while nantg ft. lloemg n of ilie utmost 
importance in farm husbandry It keeps the 
ground in fine tilth, which is its proper 
condition to receive ligut and best, and the 
important atmospheric influence.

Weeds—These are merely grasses oof of 
place. They get a great many kicks, cuts, 
and perhaps curves,rfrom Ibe indolent and 
thoughtless,—but th^ are really “blessings 
in disguise.” How mauy fields and gardens 
would feel the plough and hoe, if no weeds 
appeared ? end would present a hard, im­
pervious cruet, resisting ill efforts of ihr 
genial sun or cooling dews to enter and feed 
the starving roots. Bui the weeds spring 
up as faithful mon it ora to prompt us to duty ! 
catling ua from field to garden, as each 
demanda attention. Look no longer, then, 
upon the weeds as peals and plagues, but 
by careful industry exclude them from the 
crops which you prefer to them.

Watering.—Water copiously and rarely; 
a constant drizzling rakes the ground, and 
ia ut little service to the roots.

Tht Garden.—Piss though the garden 
once a day it least ; give it an hour in the 
morning and another in the evening, if pos­
sible ; no part of the farm will p«y you hot­
ter than the garden crops. Coop some of 
the hens near and allow the chickens to go 
at will over the garden ; and they will be 
able to obtain what meal they require with 
their vegetable diet.

Sow melone and cucumbers towards the 
last of.lhe month for pickling.

Grate.—In rich, moist spots, grass will 
grow rank, and sometimes lodge before the 
end of June. This should be cut early, and 
another crop may be taken from the same 
ground.

Cattle.—The Mock still needs the mas­
ter’s eye. A little extra attention keeps the 
animale healthy and thrifty, and that is the 
only possible condition in which a profit 
can be derived from them.

Many Things.—The merchant watches 
the daily fluctuation of prices in hie 
business, and calculates the lots and gain 
on litem with eagle eye. So should the 
farmer witch every minute innovation, 
whether by insect or weed, upon hia crops, 
and carefully attend to each at the particular 
season when they demand it. Promptness, 
as well as nealuesa and order, should prevail 
m every department of the farm;—Kern 
England Parmer.

Hints as toi
Hoofs, bail», feathers, skins, wool, Con­

nie more than fifty per cent.of carbon, and 
from thirteen to eighteen per cent, of nitro­
gen. besides telpher, salts and lime of soda 
and of magnesia. These au balance» hold, 
therefore, the Sim rank, aa it were, among 
manures ; and as a long time ia required for 
their decomposition, their action may often 
last for seven or eight years. They yield 
excellent résulta, especially when made into 
• compoM for potatoes, turnips, hop», bay, 
and, generally, on meadow-land. Hairs 
spread upon meadows are said to augment 
the crop threefold ; and the Chinese, we are 
told, are ao well aware of the very great 
raine of that manure, that they carefully 
collect the hair every tune they bare their 
heads shaved—and the operation is perfor­
med every fortnight—and sell it ta their 
farmers. Now, the crop of hair which 
every individual leaves at the hair-cutter’s 
yearly, amounts to shoot half a pound ; 
reckoning, therefore, at thirteen million, 
the number of individuals who in Great 
Britain and Ireland, are undergoing the 
process of shaving and hair-cutting, we 
hare a production of about three thousand 
lone of heir—that is, of manure of the moat 
rateable kind—since it represent!, at least, 
one hundred and fifty thousand tuns of 
ordinary farm-yard manure—which might 
be collected almost without trouble, but 
which, on ibe contrary, such is our care­
lessness or indolence in those matters, is, I 
believe, invariably swept away in nor streets 
or sewere, and utterly wasted.—farmer’s 
Manual of Agricultural Chemistry.

{Angular Race of Human Bpingg.
Theie are now in London two very sin­

gular human brings, of a race which has 
hitherto been very little known in the civil­
izes world. They Mine' from South Afri­
ca, where they are called Earthmen. They 
arc totally distinct from other known Afri­
can races—as much so as if they bad drop­
ped upon Ibis earth from another planet. 
They are diminutive in size—mere pigmies 
—and unacquainted even with the art of 
building huts. They shelter themselves m 
cares and crevices of the earth ; when 
these are wanting they make artificial 
scooping» on the surface, which they line 
with leaves and cover with blanches.—The 
Hottentots and Bushmen are the avowed 
enemies of the Esrthmeu, and when they 
meet them will shoot them down like ver 
mm. The poor little defenceless Earthmen 
have nu refuge hut in holes, trees, or thick 
el», and the tribe is faM verging to extinc 
lion. They are a poor weak peuple—one 
of Nature’s freaks—and destined not to 
perpetuate their race. Few coloniale have 
seen them ; and although it ia known that 
a lew still linger in the mountains, they are 
rapidly dying away, and will soon become a 
tradition ol en elfish alrite-nce-of old,

The twer individuate above mentioned 
were carried to England from the Cape of 
Good Hope two or three year» ago, and 
have now become domesticated in an Eng. 
lull family. The Morning Chronicle, from 
which we take the## particulars, describe» 
these little Earthmen aa a boy and a girl, 
the former fourteen and the latter sixteen 
years of ago, and • complete little fairies 
in appearance. The boy ia three feet three 
and a half inches in height, the girl a trifle 
taller. Their akin is of the brightest and 
moM transparent bronze, and as smooth 
and polished aa marble. In form the little 
creatures are perfect—their delicate limbs 
standing oui in the most graceful symmetry, 
and every motion invtHiet with the untaught 
ease of nature. The faces although decid­
edly African in feature, are full of sweetness 
and good humour, with an expression ol 
archness and intelligence.

They are named Martinis and Flora. In 
their savage Mate they led on locusts, ant 
egg and vueh small game aa they could 
lake. Until they were carried to England 
they had no idea of God or any supreme 
power. At present they have been taught 
some of the customs of civilized life, and 
•re able to apeak little English word I, to 
sing little popular air*, and—the first ol 
Earthmen—to play little «ire on * piano.

Few sight* are more iutereatiug to a 
thinking person than that of the last of a 
race ol human being» on the point of being 
blotted out from the face of the earth. The 
indinduala in quest ion teem to constitute 
one of the most anomalous forms of our 
species that have ever jfet been brought n> 
the notice of the naturalist or ethnologist 
It is to be hoped that further light will be 
thrown on their history by acieutifio re­
searches.

The Blind Bird.

Augustus Blessing, Ann-il., Museum-Build, 
mg. New Yolk, we were struck with « 
little specimen of human kindness, which 
it was a delight to witness. One of the in- 
ucrable things shout hts little shop is a lime 
brown bird in a cage.

Chemical Character of Steel
Steel is formed by surrounding bars of 

iron with charcoal, placed in fire-brick 
troughs, from which sir is excluded, sod 
keeping the mm bore end ehsreotl in con­
tact, si « full ted best fur several days; si 
• he end nf which lime the iron here ere 
found to be coorerted into steel. What the 
nature of the change it, which the iron has 
undergone, we here no centre knowledge; 
the ordinary explanation is', that the iron 
hie absorbed or combined with a portion of 
■ he charcoal or cerbon, snd has, in ennse 
queue*, been converted into carburet of 
mm. But it has ever been a mystery that, 
on snnlysis, so réry minute and questionable 
a poition of carbon is exhibited. It appears 
that the grand error, in the shove view of 
the subject, consists in our not duly under­
standing the nature of the change which 
c.rfaoo undergoes, to its combination with 
iron in the formation of Meet. Those who 
are families with the process of the conversi­
on of iron into steel, must base obserted,the 
remarkable change in the outward aspect of 
the bars of iron, after their conversion, trs : 
that they are covered with bltilers. These 
blisters indicate the evolution of a very elas­
tic gas, which is set free from the earboo 
on the set of its combination with the iron. 
I hive the strongest reasons to think that 
these blisters are the result of the decompo­
sition of csrbpn, whose metallic base enters 
into union With the iron, and forms with it 
sq alloy, while the other component ele­
ment of the carbon is given forth, end so 
produces, in its escape, the blisters in ques­
tion. On this assumption we come to a 
very interesting question ; What ia the na­
ture of this gist In order to examine this, 
all that is necessary is to fiU a wrought iron 
retort with * mixture of pore carbon sad 
iron filings, subject to a long continued red 
heat, end receive the evolved best over mer- 
cury. Having obtained the gas in question, 
in this manner, then permit a piece of po­
lished steel to eoeie in ««nisei with this gas, 
and, in all probability, we shell then have 
reproduced, on the vurfsce of the steel, t 
coat of carbon, resulting from the reunion 
of its two element* viz.: that of the metallic 
base of ihe carbon (hen existing in tlieMeel, 
with the, as yet, unknown gas ; thus syn­
thetically, is well ashy the analytic process, 
eliminating the true sature of steel, and that 
of the elements or components of carbon.

Things to bb Focno Out.—Nature is 
not exhausted. Within her fertile boeom 
there may be thousands of substances yet 
unknown, as precious as the only recently 
found gnus perche. To doubt this, would 
be to repudiate the most logical inference 
afforded by the whole history ol the eirth. 
Corn snd the grape excepted, nearly all our 
staples in vegetable food are of comparative­
ly modern discovery. Society had a long 
existence without lei, coffee, cotton, cocos, 
sugar tnd potatoes. Who shill asy there ia 
not i more nutritious plant than the sugar 
cane, a finer root than the potato, a more 
useful tree linn the cotton Î Buried wealth 
lies everywhere in the bowels of the earth, 
which needs but the true diving rod of or-1 
ganized action for its discovery.—Athc- 
nerum.

Cool.—Aa a Southerner was wslkingthe 
Mreels of New York the other night, be 
was accwted by three ruffians who pretend­
ed lo be drunk, end asked him the time of 
night. “ 1 will tell you,” said lie, in the 
blandest terms. Placing his hand in one 
of his pockets as if to draw out hia lime 
piece, and drawing out a revolver instead, 
“ it i« just going to strike three." The 
ruffians vanished.

Safety from Frightened Horses — 
An invention has been made in the United 
States, which promises to lie of great »d«an- 
tage to drivers in case of the sudden fright 
and running away of horses. It is a ‘’safe­
ty swingletree,” an ingenious though Sim­
ple contrivance, by which in the moment of 
danger, by the drawing nf « strap iu front 
of the carriage, the horse or horses, with 
the whole hsrneev, may lie liberated from the 
thrill*, and the carriage anil its occupants 
ire left in safety.

A Hint to Oyster Eatrrs.—When too 
many oysters have been incautiously eaten, 
tnd are fell lying cold snd heavy on the sto­
mach, we have an infallible remedy in hot 
milk, of which half a pint may be drank, 
and it will quickly dissolve ihe oysters into 
a bland, crestn j-lly. Weak and consump­
tive persons should always take this after 
their meals of oysters.

Elrfiiants in South Africa.—The 
recent exploring lour of Dr. LiaiugMon ante 
Mr. Oawett into ibe interior of Africa, 
from Ihe Cape of Good Hope, resulted in 
important discoveries, both in geography 
and natural history. They Mate that on 
the east coast of Africa the elephants are 
so numerous that, on the riser Zoogas, 
which falls into the Indian Ocean a few 
hundred miles north ol the Cap* of Good 
Hope, they knew of nine hundred elephants 
having been killed in three years. Before 
the English trader! made their way there 
three year* ago, the elephants' tusks were 
left to rot, and may still be seen, spoiled 
by sun and rain; but now more than jf 10,00'! 
wotth of ivory baa cvine from that rivtr 
since its discovery. The whole ol that part 
Africa is staled in be very densely populated. 
The payment for goods in ivory, insiesd of 
negroes, is in « fair way to destroy the hor­
rid traffic of the naure chiefs selling their 
own countrymen.

Origin of the Potato—So f»r as is 
known, the root is indigenous to this coun­
try, whence it was carried lo England, in 
1586, by Sir Waller Raleigh, and planted 
in hia garden. . Not being sufficiently ac­
quainted with the nature of the plant, he 
was near consigning it to destruction in con­
sequence of finding the apple, or fruit of the 
plant, bitter and unpalatable, and it was in 
digging them up that the edibie potato wav 
discovered. The pla'it throve rapidly in 
the British Isles, but especially in Ireland. 
The potato alluded lo in Shtkspeare, as be­
ing common in the reign of tjueen Eliza­
beth, was the convolvulus batata, of which 
Burnell says : “ Not only were its tender 
roots, and young leaves and shoots, eaten as 
pot herbe, but they were candied, and made 
into various sweetmeats.”

Origin or Wheat.—A most curious and 
able dissertation upon the origin of wheat 
completely justifies the views we have held ; 
for, although it does not show that oats 
change Into rye, À many believe, and offers ! 
no support to some other speculations of 
the same kind, nevertheless it demonstrate», 
beyond all further question, that wheat is j 
itself s transmutation of a kind of wild ! 
gras». M. Baprfit Fabre, of Agde, well j 
known lo boreoiale aa an scute observer and 
patient experiment «list, has made the dis­
covery which has been introduced to public 
noiice by professor Dunal.of Montpelier.— 1
