FOXES WORTH
MUCH TO P.E. 1

The Provincial Government of
Prince Edward Island has about
completed a census of the fox in-
dustry in the Island.

This enumeration is taken for the
purpose of ascertaining the number
and value of all the young foxes born
and reared to maturity this year on
which a tax of 1 per cent. is payable
to the Government.

The result shows that there are 312
ranches in operation as against 277
last year. The number of young foxes

|1 of this year in captivity is 2,082, of

which 1,239 are silver foxes; 565 cross
foxes; 276 red foxes and 2 blue foxes.

The sworn value of young silver
foxes of this year is $6,056,190, and
of all the less valuable kinds $521,396,
making a total value for the fox crop
of this year of $6,577,5686. It is to be
noted that the sworn valuation for
purposes of taxation is considerably
under the actual selling price.

The total number, of foxes of all
kinds, old and young in the ranches of
Prince Edward Island is now 4,550,
of which 2,644 are silvers and 1,906
of the less valuable varieties.

The present value of the foxes, ran-
ches and ranch properties is estimat-
ed at"$20,000,000 as compared with
$15,000,000 last year.

The annual meetings of fox
panies at which dividends are de-
clared and paid are mostly held in
October and November. Very few of
these meetings have yet been held,
but a dozen or more of these com-
panies have declared interim dividends
of from 10 to 50 per cent. with intima-
tion of further dividend laXer.

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SAYS GERMANS
PLAN ATTACK

Dr. Graves, “German Spy,”
Says That Attempt Will be
Made to Invade England
During November

New York, Oct. 28.—The projected
German attack on England is not a
hoax, according to Dr. Armgaad
Karl Graves, the former German spy,
who told the members of the Book-
sellers’ League, at the Hotel Bre-
voort, that it would be made Dbe-
tween the 1st and 5th of November.

Dr. Graves will not tell anybody
his real name or real nationality,
but he says he knows what the Ger-
mans are going to do to England.
They are going to attack with the
fleet, airships, and submarines. The
German air fleet, when it is over
London, will give the British Govern-
ment the choice of withdrawing from
the war or taking the consequences.
[f they do not surrender at once the
Germans will have to do something
which, Dr. Graves assures his hear-
ers, they are very reluctant to do.

Secret Preparations

Sixteen grain ships had been se-
eretly purchased in this country by
the German Government. Ten mil-
lion bushels of wheat, purchased in
were being rushed

was made on England the German
ships now in American ports would
be rushed out across the ocean
renew the food supplies of the
ionic powers.

Kept Strictly Quiet.

“It was the same - -way ‘with the new
Diesel engine for aeroplanes and sub-
marines, of which I know nothing
except that liquid air in some way
furnishes the motive power.

But his secret is in the posses-
sion of the Government, and after
the war began the Germans began
to build Diesel motors—not before.

The doctor
left his hearers to conjecture Wwho
they were.

Petrograd, Nov. 1.—The Gazette
which is now published by the Ger-
mans at Czenstochowa, Russian Po-
land, prints the following proclama-
tion which it ecredits to Emperor
William:

“Poles—yon, of course, remember
how once at night the bell of the holy
Swiatorsky monastery began to ring
without human aid and when all the
pious people understood th at this
great and important event has Dbeen
signaliz d by a miracle.

“That event was my deéision to
wage war with Russia and restore to
Poland her saints, and annex her most
cultured land to Germany. 1 had a
wondrous dream. To me appeared
the Virgin Mary and commanded me
to save her Holy convent, which dan-
ger threatened. She gazed at me with
tears and I proceeded to fulfil her
divine request. Know you this, Poles,
and meet my troops like brothers.
Know ye, Poles, that all who are with

{ those against me will perish.

“With me are God and the Holy
Virgin. She lifted the sword of Ger-
many to succor Poland.”

‘EARL GREY.” ‘CANADA’

As an Appreciation of Action
of Dominion in Handing
Over the Ship

Ottawa, Oect. 31.—The Canadian
Government ice-breaker Earl™ Grey
recently sold to the Russian Gov-
ernment has arrived at Archangel,
where she will be used in keeping
open that winter port for Russian
military operations.

A message received from M. Tima-
sheff, minister of Trade and Commerce
in the Russian Government, asks the
Canadian authorities ‘‘to accept the
respectful expression of profound
gratitude which 1 hasten to present
in the name of all interest in the
Archangel sea route for the valuable
aid given by Canada in providing the
fine ice-breaker which has now
arrived at Archangel. It is re-named
Canada in commemoration of the
assistance rendered by the Canadian
government.

Another Canadian ice-breaker, the
J. T. Horne, was privately purchased
along with the Earl Grey through: the
Russian Embassy at Washington,
whose representative came to Ottawa
several weeks. The Earl Grey
has been used on the Prince Edward
Island route in winter. She is 250
fect long, was built by Vickers Sons
anda Maxim, and has a gross register
of 2357 tons.
