Letter to Ot't‘awa Man On
British Conditions

OF CANADA

While Canada contains abundant
suppkies of coal, the coal beds are
chiefly in more or less inaccessible re.
gions. Investigations in connection
with the meeting of the International
Geological Congress, 19\13, show less
than 1 per cent. of the coal resources
of the Dominion are situated in Nova
Scotia and New Brunswick, while 87
per cent, lig in Alberta, much of
this: coal being in very remote dis-
tricts of these provinces.

The eoal seams now being worked
are‘ those which contain the coal of
the best quality and in the most ac-
cessible regions and those which are
nearest to what are and always will
be the.greatest centres «of population
in the Dominion. - They are, therefore,
speaking generally, the deposits
from which eo0al can be delivered
most cheaply. When coal can no
longer be obtained from these dis-
triets, or if for anv reason it becomes
more difficult to extract coal, the
price will tend to rise.

In a coal bearing district, the
measures < usually contain  several
distinet coal beds, often difering
more or thickness and
quality, Selection of the most easily
worked bed for mining may make im-
possible the recovery of ecoal from
other beds, with the final result that
a very small perecentage of the coal
in the area is.
