Halifax, N.S., Feb. 20.—Immigra-

GERMAN DREAM OF A
POLISH ARMY SHATTERED!

Poles Refuse to Fight Under Teuton Banners; Subjects
of Newly Proclaimed Kingdom Fight Shy of
Their Pseudo Liberators

Geneva, Switzerland, Feb. 20.——
The appeal to the Poles in-the newly
proclaimed kingdom to enlist in the
Polish army and fight under Austro-
German banners for the new state,
has fallen on deaf ears, according to
recent information brought from
Warsaw by neutral and German vis-
itors. L

The cadres of the new army have
been formed, and a considerable
number of officers and men from the
old Austrian Polish legion and from
the Polish ¢#troops of the German
army, have been brought to the oc-
cupied districts of Poland to in-
struct the Polish volunteers, but on-
ly 4 few hundred troops, -most of
them students in Warsaw who had
already volunteered in the first flush
of enthusiasni, following the pro-
clamation of the kingdom, are said
to have come forward.

The indignation of housewives in
the lower east side of Manhattan and
the Williamsburg and Brownsville
districts of Brooklyn, overflowed
when the produce peddlers quoted
potatoes from 5 to 7 cents a pound
and onions from 15 to 18 cents. The
police estimated that at least 1,000
women took part in the riot in
Brownsville. Push carts were over-
turned and set afire and vegetables
were doused with Kkerosene oil.
There were similar scenes elsewhere
and the police had their hands full
dispersing the angry women.

Action Demanded.

In Manhattan the. push-cart men
met the situation by calling a mass
meeting last night. They explained
to their customers that onions were
costing them as high as $15 a bag
and  potatoes $10 a barrel. The
crowd was kept at a high pnch of |
excitement by speakers who Tcom-
plained that they were unable .to
buy enough food at the present prie-
es to give their families proper nour-
ishment.

ments in countries where the peop
do not control their governments.

Governor McCall delivered the ad-
dress of welcome,

General Hughes paid tribute to
the young American soldlels who en-
listed if Canadian regiments.

““Scores and scores of your boys,’” he
said, ‘““have gone down in the great
cause,’ fighting as valiantly as the
Canadians. Should the United States
be drawn into the struggle for hu-
.man liberty, I have no doubt that
the Yankee boys would do just s
well as the de-scendants of the con-
venanters and the Puritans.’

“History,”” he continued, ‘‘will re-
cognize no war more in the intefest
iof human liberty and for the Over-
throw of insidious tyranny than the
war which Great Britain fought
against the Boers, and no people re-
cognizes it to-day more than do the
gallant Boers. We know how Ger-
mamy felt toward that war, and this
war is the outcome of her work.
None of the allies were ready for the
confliet, but the British navy was
ready and was mistress ‘of the sea.

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THE SITUATION

The fignting on the Tigris still
continues to be of an intense nature.
The Turks have come back with such
large reinforcements that British
troops have been forced to withdraw
from some of the positions reeently
attained by them. In the Kut region,
however, they continue to make pro-
gress.

Enemy submarines yesterday only
had a bag of four steamers, two
British, one Norwegian and one
Spanish. The tonnage represented
was about 10,000. It is announced
that the well known Furness line ‘s
building two ships for each one sunk.

It seems to be generally consider-
ed that Great Britain from this on,
will in the main, bear the great
brunt of the fighting on the western
front. The French will be on hand
to an important degree of course,
but there.is likely to be a change in
the relative responsibilities of the
two forces.

Berlin has admitted that the Zep-
pelins have practically failed to
achieve the devilish work expected
of them. As engines of terrorism and
vital destruction, they have proved
a failure, not, be it noted, from any
lack of intent upon the part of the
ruthless Hun, who, without question
is sorely disappointed over the fact
that theserengines of devastation
have not come up to expectations.

The British Victory war loan is
estimated to have reached at least
two and a half billion dollars, and
will probably go a good deal high-
er when all the return are in. It is
by all odds the most remarkable re-
sponse of the kind ever recorded. In
this regard, it is pointed out that of
John Bull's last loan, it was neces-
sary for the banks to take one bil-
lion dollars, and also that in con-
nection with previous issues the
sums offered represented, to quite
dan extent, realization upon’ foreign
securities. This time the sum has
been made up witHout either. ~ The
stupendous and magnificent total re-
presents the offerings of a resolve}d
and united people.

Y. S. UNPREPAREDNESS.

Wilson, waiting for an ‘‘overt”
act, has become just about as big a
joke as his note writing. In both
cases, it seems more than likely that
the President has adopted delay tac-
tics, because he realizes how abso-
lutely lacking Uncle Sam is in the
matter of war preparedness.

Mr. H. Reuterhadal. an authorita-
tive U. S. writer on such subjects,
does not hesitate to put the truth
very plainly, making mention of the
fact, in so doing, that the Kaiser
and his advisers are without doubt
thoroughly well aware of them.

He points out that during the re-
cent threatened trouble with Mexico,
notwithstanding a supreme effort, it
took months to get the small force
of 158,000 men to the border, and
that in the matter of land f{orces
ithere is practically nothing to fall
back upon, let alone send away over-
seas. In this l'egard.__he says that it
would take a very lengthy period to
train even the semblance of an ef-
fective army.

With regard to the fleet, he states
that there are some fine battleships,
but that there are no cruisers to con-
stitute a fast wing, or fast scouts,
to act as “‘eyes”—both absolutely
essential necessaries in modern sea
fighting. There is in addition a de-
plorable shortage in men and officers,
while in the matter of air machines
the total is only nineteen.

These things naturally account for
the high-handed manner in which
the Kaiserites refused to make re-
paration for the Lusitania and other
outrages, and for the indifference
with which they regard the possible
entrance of the States into the ac-
tual fighting.

GUARD STATE PROPERTY

If any such dodge is attempted it
will be one of the most infamous
things ever recorded in Canadian
political history.

Of all the citizens of Canada none
are more entitled to the untrammel-
ed exercise of their franchise than
the men who are risking life itself
for the cause of liberty.

The British Columbia government
recognized this and the Ontario gov-
ernment is also preparing to do so
by the terms of a measure brought
about this session.

If the Alberta outfit is afraid of
the soldiers vote that fact in itself
must show that they realize themsel-
ves to be an exceedingly rotten ag-
gregation.

San Antonio, Tex., Feb. 20.—-
Major-General Frederick Funston,
commander of the American forces
on the Mexican border, collapsed in
a hotel here last-night and expired
in a short time. Physicians whe
were hurriedly summoned gave the
cause of death as acute indigestion.
General Funston had just finished
dinner and was playing with a little
child when stricken.
General Frederick Funston, who
was 51 years old, was born in Kan-
sas, and began life as a newspaper
man. When the rebellion in Cuba
began Funston joined the Cuban
army, and commanded General Go-
mez’s artillery with remarkable re-
sults. After engaging in 23 battles
and being wounded three times, he
resigned his command because 50
guerrillas who had aided the Span-
iards were executed against his
wishes.
While a colonel in a Kansas vol-
unteer regiment in the Philippine
war Funston performed feats of
bravery that brought him his title
of brigadier-general. His capture »oi‘
Aguinaldo and his fording of the
Rio Grande River at Columpit under
fire efatured his work. When the
Philippine volunteers were muster-
ed out Funston retained his rank in
the regular army, and when placed
in command of the troops at Vera
Cruz in 1914 he was raised to the
rank of major-general.

Dr. Henderson

Rev. Dr. S. W. Henderson, pastor
of Wellington Street Church, voiced
the respectful yet emphatic protest
of the Ministerial ‘Association
against the action of the city coun-
cil in extending the number of pool
room licenses in the city. The pe-
tition which had been forwarded to
the members of the council bore che
names of eighteen clergymen -of the
city.

The pool room question was the
business of the clergy of the city,
declared the speaker, even as it was
that of the council. Both the clergy
and the council owed duties to the
community and ‘it was for this rea-
son that the protest against the in-
creasing the present number of pool
rooms was made.

Those now established were en-
during slack business, scarcely
clearing sufficient to cover expenses.

He appealed to the council for a
careful reflection upon the question
which might result in a change of
sentiment for some.

Mr. Brandon

Mr. Alex. Brandon, representing
the Laymen’s deputation present,
voiced the sentiment of that body
Lthat the extending of the number of
licenses was inadvisable at the pre-
sent time.

He recommended the evening
classes at the Collegiate Institute as
a better place for the young men of
the city than the pool rooms.

To the Mayor’s arguments, Mr. J.
J. Hurley replied that the establish-
ed pool rooms of the - city were
fully  adequate to provide . acconi-
modation for all who ' Trequented

themn. 1 1
Some. timeé ago action h‘ii been-
taken to separate the pool fboms of
the eity from the bar rooms, and if
to-day licenses for pool rooms were
issued to hotel keepers, it would be
establishing "the pool rooms of the
city in & wrong environment, and o
avoid this was the desire of the de-
putation. For the game of pool, no
one had condemnation, but only for
the unhealthy surroundings and en-
vitonment of the pool room in the
hotel.

The action of the council had
thrown the gate open to all appli-
cants, and Mr. Hurley demanded that
the number of licenses be fixed defi-
nitely once more, if not at six, then
at seven. {

Mayor Offended

Mayor Bowlby saw in the remarks
of Mr. Hurley, ‘an affront to him, as
he had been prominent in the exten-
sion of the license number. He re-
minded the speaker that he had been
elected by the people of the city as
their chief magistrate. :

“Would you be in office if you had
given us notice that you intended to
take the stand yow do in this mat-
ter?” demanded - a - spectator. A
ehorus of ‘“No, no,” from the seats
about the room answered the query.

Ald. Jones

Ald. Jones deplored the manner in
which the matter had been rushed
through at the last meeting, consid-
ering that the limit should have been
left upon the number of licenses.

Ald. Bragg

Ald. 'Bragg was a strong opposer
of monopolies of any kind, and took
the stand that the work of looking
after the morality of the pool rooms
rvested with the city police. He con-
sidered the extension of the licenses
as an advantage to humanity as a
whole.

Ald. English was still, as before,
opposed to the extension.

Ald. MacBride

Ald. MacBride had opposed the
extension because of the danger of
raising a - contentious question in
the city, and because he considered
that additional pool rooms, though
doing no harm, would do no good in
.the city. He predicted that the. ex-
tension of licenses would result in
a division of the electorate at the
next municipal elections from which
much bad,blood must ensue. He con-
sidered that the people should have
a voice in the action of the council
elected by them, but protested
against the action of Rev. G. A.
Woodside in voicing in'the préss in-'
sinuations against members of the
city couneil.

Ald. Symons

Ald. Symons failed to recognize
any cry from the citizens of Brant-
ford of any class for added oppor-
tunities to play pool.

Ald. Hollinrake failed to see any
logic in the arguments presented.
The members’ of the council were
striving conscientiously to ‘do their
best for the city, and he was certain
that they had no ulterior motive in
extending the license. The hotels of
the city had lost a good trade with
the coming of prohibition, and he
considered that it was safe to issue
licenses to hotels, where the environ-
ment was ndé longer harmful.

He failed /to see any reason for
limiting the number of poeol rooms
in the city; that being his reason for
voting for the extension, but he was
prepared to place the limit at seven
if that were the desire of the coun-
cil. The church, he believed, to be
the medium for the up-building of
humanity, but he enquired why the
great mass of the younger genera-
tion did not belong to the church,
considering that Admiral Sir David
Beatty was perhaps right in his ap-
peal for a reformation in religion.

LENTEN PASTORAL
MAKES AN APPEAL

‘Missive- Read in Anglican
Churches Exhorts All to
" Patriotic Duties

The following ~Lenten pastoral
from Bishop Williams, of  Huron,

was read in the Anglican Churches
of the city on Sunday last, Quin.
quagesima Sunday:
London, Feb. 8thy 1917.

Dear - Brethren,—The season of
Lent finds: us this year approaching
the critical stage in the stupendous
world-conflict in, which we and our
Allies are engaged. Two points em-
erge guite clearly: :

(1) First, the conflict differs from

this is a conflict over principles—
Christian principles against /pagan
in the government of the world—
civilization against barbarism. In
such a coaflict there can be no neu-
trality. It is one of those cases in
which “he that'is not with me is
against me.” Neutrality means fail-
ure in moral earnestness and moral
perception. Such being the nature
of the conflict, everybody is con-
cerned in it. Everybody is bound to
take sides in it; for everybody is
bound to do whatever lies in his
power to secure the triumph of
Christian .principles in world-politics
no less than -in the government of
our own nation. o

(2) Then secondly, the experience
of the war has brought out clearly
certain fundamental facts. as Te-
gards our life, and chiefly this, that
“man’s life consisteth not in the
abundance of the things / which he
possesseth,” The things that count
are ‘seen to be no longer material
réwards and .- pleasures; no longer
money-making; for its own sake or
for the sake of the advantages and
enjoyments -which money may se-
cure, No longer do these\ count as
in the days before the war. Sacri-
fice amd Service—these. two—are
now seen to be the supreme things.
The man or the woman who now
ignores this lesson is felt to be out
of harmony with reality,—a heart-
less and stupid survival of a selfish-
ness condemmed alike by religion
and experience. In other words, the
experience of the war has helped to
recover the spiritual and Christian
ideal of life.

What has this to do with Lent?
Much in every way. ‘Lent is .the
church’s, season'-for a ‘'special fast in
order to get Dback 'to first prineiples
and to root oljrsélves in 'God.

The word fast his two ‘well-defin_
ed meanjngs:' (1) Fastening or
making firm, and" (%) “self.denial.
Our Lenten  fast, therefore, should
aim, first, at the fdstening or- mak-
L ing firm of ouy life u Iright prin-
ciples, and sgclp,nQIy, g?the practice

of whateyer’ self-denial “mdy be ne-|

cessary tp secure that ‘aim.

As stated  before! “thé”‘experience
through which” we“have'‘been pass-
ing has served to sHow that sacrifice
ang service afe the’Supréme things
in life. These are the first principles
of all right Iving."’ Méreover the
great. war ‘demands '‘saérifice and
service from us afl; if it‘is to end in
the vindication of 'Christian prin-

There comes to s ‘all) therefore,
this . Lent a two-fold call to  sacri-
fico and service; the pefmanent call
-of the Church to’them'as the Chris-
tian ideal, and ‘the spediar call from
this crisis in_ the ' history
world and of ‘Goud’'s Kingdom as the
supreme necessity of “the moment.
The latter but reinforces the per-
manent call of.the church, which is
the call of God. {

What then, may we do, or rather,
what must we do?

1.—Let us concentrate upon sacri-
fice and service as the sup-
reme things in life. Let us think
and think upon them until they be-
come part of ourselves. Let us ask
ourselves: What sacrifice am I mak.
ing? What service am I giving?
Let us not rest satisfied until, by
God's help, these become the chief
things in our life, and our joy, Let
us not forget that hundreds of thou-
sands of our fellow.Canadians are
sacrificing their lives for the prin-
ciples at stake in this war. Is there
anything corresponding to this in.
our life?

2.—Let us, who are able to do so,
offer ourselves for service to -Our
country. Never before, so far as I
know, ‘has the service of our coun-
try coincided so fully with the sery-
ice and furtherance of God’s King-
dom, God’s cause in the world.

3.—~—Let us, who are 'not able to
take active part in the field, whether
the field of battle or the field of
missions, do our part by sacrificing
ourselves at home, by self-denial,
rigorous and systematic, that so we
may have the means to carry on the
conflict. To save that we have more
money to spend upon ourselves is
pure selfishness; but to save in or-
der to help to bring this war to a
suceessful issue, to relieve the suf-
fering, the needy and the oppress=
ed, and to promote the extension of
God’s Kingdom throughout the
world is a Christian Duty.

4.—Let us all remember that sa-
crifice and service constitute the es-
sdntial part of the example of Christ.
“Greater love hath no man than this
that a man lay down his life for his
friends.” ‘““I am among you as he
thaf serveth.” To acquire more and
more of this mind and this spirit is
the supreme end of all our religious
services and self-discipline. Let us
avail ourselves, therefore, of this
God-given opportunity to get into
this habit of mind and of life. Let
there be mere prayer, more reading
of Scripture, more waiting upon
God in the Holy Communion and the
services of the church, more earnest
effort to become what we desire to
be and to do what we ought to do,
and, “God, even our own God,” will
not fail to “‘give us His blessing.”

Front Continues; More
Progress Reported

DES PlTE A CHECK

Inflicted in One Place by
the Turks, British Make
(Gains

London, Feb. 20.—British troops
on the left bank of the Tigris River
in Irak, took the offensive on Satur-
day afternoon against the Turkish
positions at Saunayat, says a Pritish
official statement issued yesterday.
and occupiecd two Turkish front
lines on a frontage of 350 yards and
540 yards respectively. The Turks
launched two heavy counter-attacks
and forced back the British wing to
its original line. The British left
wing repulsed a Turkish counter-
attack, but when night came the
troops were withdrawn from their
newly-won positions. The text of
the statement follows:

“On the afternoon of Saturday an
agsault was made on the Sannayat
position on the left bank of the
Tigris, and the enemys’ two front
lines were occupied on a frontage ot
350 vards and 540 yards respective-
ly.

“Two heavy Turkish counter-
attacks were launched, the first one
hour and the second, one and a hal!
hours after we had obtained nosses-
sion of these trenches. The former
counter-attack was repulsed, but the
latter was partially successful, and
forced our right back to the original
line. Our left, however, held on till
dusk, when it was withdrawn under
cover of our artillery barrage.

“On the south bank of the Tigris
west of the Shumran bend further
progress has been made.’

The point at which the check was
sustained is on the opposite side of
the river from that on which the re-
cent successes have peen won and is
a vonsiderable distance below Kut-
ol-Amera. Sannayat was the chiel
obstacle in the way of the relief ex-
peditions during the siege ol Gen.
Townshend.

Shortly after the death of Wash-
ington an account of his last illness
was published at Newport, R:E,
which is of value as showing the na-
ture of -his' disease and the treat-
ment which his physicians adminis-
tered acw(lmg to ‘their lights.
Whether or not it may- make the
physicians of today ‘more humble
and distrustful of their own knowl.
edge may be a question. While tra.
veling about his plantation on Dec.
10, 1799, the day being rainy, Wash-
ingtonn - was thoroughly drenched
and, to use the phrase of the time,
was seized by an inflammation of the
windpipe - which, followed by a
cough, rendered breathing difficult.
Two doctors from Alexandria were
called, but before their arrival they
found that a surgeoh in the- neigh-
borhood had administered first aid
by bleeding, taking 14 ounces of
blood from Washington's arm.

The two surgeons agreed that the
case was serious and, therefore, pro-
ceeded to bleed the patient again,
“copiously,” as they, put it, and then
they gave him calomel. To their dis-
may he failed to improve under the
treatment and they bled him for a
third time, this time taking a quart
of blood from the father of his
country. These bleedings, failing to
bring relief, the dotcors administer-
ed more calomel and caused their
patient to inhale the fumes of vine-
gar and water. This treatment was
soon changed and the patient was
given five or six grains of tartar
emetic and the doctors then said,
what must have been correct, that
the “powers of life seemed to yield
to the disorder.” At the last the
physicians did the one harmless act
of their course of treatment as they
applied blisters to their patient’s
feet and poultices of bran and vine-
gar to his throat. And then he died,
Very likely the physicians died, with

.the idea that they did all that could

be done for their distinguished pat-
jent, but their successors in the art
disagree with them.

FRENCH POPULATION LOWER.

Paris, Feb. 20. — (Associated
Press)—The uninvaded department
of France showed a decrease in pop-
ulation of 260,000 in 1915, aceord-
ing to complete statistics that are
not yvet official but may be taken as
approximative. These figures do not
include the invaded territory, nor do
they comprise the death losses im
the army.

The births and deaths for 77 de.
partments in 1913 and 1914 and of
76 departments in 1915 out of a to.
tal of 86 depardnems were: 1913,
deaths 588,809, births 604,454;
1914, deaths 647,649 Dirths 594,-
222; 1915, deaths 644,301; births
382,466. The war has thus deprived
France of a third of its average
births and added ten per cent. to fts
normal death rate, in addition to
the killed on the battlefield.

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Kaiser Loses Mascot,
| ‘Fears His Luck Gone

Cerman War Lord Is a Very Superstitious Man; Some
Legends About the Rings of Royaity

The Kaiser is perhaps the most
superstitious man in Europe, and
that is why he is feeling so uneasy
just now, bécause the famous Hoh-
enzollern mascot, a ring set with a
jet ,black stome, has been mislaid,
says Pearson’s Weekly.

- Since the time of the elector of
Brandenburg every ruler of the
house of Hohenzollern has, when dy-
ing, handed a sealed packet to his
successor, containing the ring, which
is supposed to confer success and
good fortune on its possessor.

The legend is that the black stone
was originally dropped
toad on the bed of the wife of the
elector immediatdly after the birth
of her son. It was very carefully
preserved, ‘and ‘the father of Fred-
erick the Great had it set in the
handsome ring which it now adorns.

The Kaiser loved to parade the
“luck of the Hohenzollerns' on all
State occasions, and doubtless he
has lost it on one of his flying visits

to his different war staffs at the
front,

Formerly belonging to the Vati-
can, this ring—in which is embed-
ded a piece of wood supposed to be
from the true eross—was presented
to one of his ancestors, and it is said

to shield the wearer from physical
danger. That's why the Tsar always
wears it.

Once, when in the middle of a
journey, he suddenly found that he
had left ,it behind, and his special
train was delayed eight hours in
order that one of his suite might go
back and fetch the ring.

The loss of the ill-omened opal
ring which has been in the Haps-
burg family for generations, would
cause no anxiety to the Emperor of
Austria, for ill-luck seems to dog
the fortunes of its possessors in the
most persistent way,

The tragic death of his son and
heir, the assassination of his beauti-
ful wife, the Emnpress Elizabeth, to
say nothing of" the general decline
of the home of the Hapshurgs in
power, have all been ascribed by su.
perstitious people to the malign in-
fluences of that ring.

Marcelle Semmer . has
won tor herself distinetion whica
enfitles her to an immortal place in
the annals of her country. Only 21
and an orphan, the girl has beeu
made a knight of the Legion of
Honor, and has been decorated witk
the French Military Cross. Her
thrilling story was told by M. Klotz,
deputy for the Somme Department,
at a matinee held in her honor in
the Sorbonne. She lived, when the
war broke out, at Ecluster, a village
on the Somme. Those who have
seen Eelusier since can tell how lit-
tle is left of the unfortunate vil-

lage. Marcelle Semmer was at Ee-
lusier during the French retreat
from Charleroi. French {troops

crossed the canal, with the Germans
in hot pursuit. Marcelle—she was
then not 19—with splendid pres-
ence of mind, opened the lock, thus
closing the bndge to the enemy and
threw the key opening the bridge
intfo the river. A whole German
army corps was thus held up for one
night until it could build a bridge
of boats in the morning. Two un-
fortunate wounded French soldiers
were left behind on the right bank
of the Somme and Marcelle her-
self saw the Germans finish them
off by battering their heads with
heavy stones. When the enemy
crossed the Somme . and occupied
Eclusier, Marcelle remained. Some
French soldiers left behind in the
retreat also remained in the village,
hiding in cellars, as did the whole
population. As the village was con-
stantly .bombarded, Marcelle Sem-
mer alone went out and by her sole
efforts -fetched food for all the in
habitants. Not only so, but she got
sixteén French soldiers away by
dressing them up in civilian clothes
She was getting the seventeenth
away when both he and she were
caught. She was taken before a
court-inartial at once. In examina-
tion she said:

“Yes, this is not the first French
soldier I tried to save. I have man-

aged to save sixteen others, and
vou won’t get those now., Do what
you like with me anyhow. I am an

orphan. My only mother is France,
and ] don't mind dying.”

She was sentenced ‘to death, and
had already stood up to be shot
when ‘a viclent bombardment of
the village forced the enemy to re-
tire. Marcelle managed to escape
and hid in a cellar. The French
then retook Eclusier, but theirs and
the German trenches almost touch-
ed in the village. One day Marcetle
by mistake, went into ' the German
lines, and was, of course, captured
$he was shut up in the chureh pend
ing her execution. But she is not
only a heroine, but a heroine with
amazing luck. A French shell
blew a hole in the church wall. She
managed to climh out through the
hole, and get back into the French
lines.

Put the figh into a large pan with
enough tepid water to cover, Add
salt and enough vinegar to flavor
the water; boil gently till the fin or
tail bone will come out if lightly
pulled. When figh is boiled too
fast the skin will break. A med-
jum-sized piece of fish usually tak-
es from fifteen to twenty minutes
to cock. When done, lift the fisn
carefully out of the water, drain it,
and dish it up. Serve with melted
butter, anchovy or parsley sauce.

SHREDDED COD BAKED WITH
CREAM SAUCE

Boil four or five pounds of fresh
cod. When cooked, dra‘n and shred
in fine pieces and set away to cool.
Make the following sauce for five-
pound piece of fish: Boil one quart
of milk with one onion and a little
finely chopped parsley. Set it
aside. Mix one cup of butter' with
enough flour to absorb it. Add this
to the milk pnd boil tuntil it is
the comsistency of custard. Season
with a dash of cayenne and salt to
taste. Put a layer of shredded fish
in a baking dish, cover with a layer
of sauce, then a layer of fish and
so on until the dish is filled. Have
the last layer of cream. Cover with
fine bread crumbs. Sprinkle with
pieces of butter and bake in the
oven until the top is a miee brown.
Small boiled potato balls coverad
with cream sauce should be served
with this.

Cut your halibut steaks an  inch
thick, wipe them with ‘a dry cloth
and season with salt and cayenne
pepper. Have ready a pan of yolks
of eggs well beaten and a dish c¢f
grated bread-erumbs. Put some
fresh lard or beef .drippings in a
frying pan and hold it over the fire
till it boils. Dip your cutlets in the
egg, and then in the breadcrumbs.
