No safe conduct passes have 
been issued for this class of German 
officials, and it is suspected that if 
any are found, they will likely be re­
moved from the ship and possibly 
interned. The immigration officials 
are, it is understood, being assisted 
by detectives, who have worked at 
watching Germany’s underground 
operations in the United States.

New York, Feb. 20.—The city au­

thorities today renewed their efforts 
to curb the rising cost of food which 
was responsible for riots yesterday 
in three different places in the ten­
ement districts, Joseph Hartigan 
commissioner of weights and mea­
sures, appealed to state commission­
ers of agriculture and state depart- j 
ments of food and markets through­
out the country to co. operate in 
bringing food supplies to the New 
York market.

The situation resulted from an 
unprecendented Jump in the price of 
staples, particularly potatoes and 
onions, variously ascribed to short 
crops, heavy demand, speculation 
and railway congestion.

Carts Set Afire.
The indignation of housewives in 

the lower east side of Manhattan and 
the Williamsburg and Brownsville 
districts of Brooklyn, overflowed 
when the produce peddlers quoted 
potatoes from 5 to 7 cents a pound 
and onions from 15 to 18 cents. The 
police estimated that at least 1,000 
women took part in the riot in 

j Brownsville. Push carts were over- 
| turned and set afire and vegetables 
I were doused with kerosene oil.

Action Demanded.

In Manhattan the push-cart men 
met the situation by calling a mass 
meeting last night.

When 
kiled Abich was an officer with a 
body of German scouts on the west 
front, and he therefore died while 
fighting the king to whom he had 
sworn allegiance.

Abich came directly to Canada 
from Berlin in 1903 and joined the 
R. N. W. M. P. at Regina. Later he 
became sergeant at Saskatoon and in 
1911 he left the force and joined 
the staff of the immigration office 
in Winnipeg. He remained until the 
last week in May 1914, when he sud­
denly informed his friends that his 
grandmother in Berlin was very ill 
so he had to return at once to the 
Fatherland. He sailed for Berlin 
early in June 1914. just two months 
before the outbreak of the war.

Have Fine Fleet.
We have a splendidly fine battle- | 

ship fleet in the Caribbean, 15 j 
strong—14 of which are dread- 
naughts. Forty-nine excellent des­
troyers can protect it against sub­
marines. But this fleet of ours has 
no battle cruisers as a fast wing, 
nor fast scouts as “eyes.” It is un­
dermanned. particularly in officers.

Strategists may think the peculiar 
naval position and the problems of 
tactics in such a war would make it 
inadvisable for our fleet to cross the 
ocean to reinforce the British navy.
Our fleet must be properly screened 
by fast cruisers and four destroyers 
detailed to each battleship as sub­
marine guard.

The British fleet is now twice and 
a half times stronger than the Ger­
man and even the superfine skill of 
the kaiser’s navy cannot balance the 
tremendous superiority in numbers 
of the British grand fleet. The 
brute force of British superd read- 
naughts commands the sea.

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THE COURIER DISCRIMINATING AGAINST 
SOLDIERS.

The statement is made that in Al­
berta, the Provincial Government. 
(Liberal) feeling that it cannot re­
frain from according the vote to 
soldiers helping to fight the empire’s 
battles at the front, proposes to do 
so in such a way as to prevent the 
effect of their ballots upon various 
constituencies.

There arc nearly 35,000 brave 
Albertians in khaki and the scheme 
is to have them elect two represen­
tatives. This works out at one seat 
to 17,000 soldiers as compared with 
one seat for 7,000 civilians.

If any such dodge is attempted it 
will be one of the most infamous 
things ever recorded in Canadian 
political history.

General Funston’s body will be 
taken to San Francisco for biirial 
in the National Cemetery at the 
Presidio, where a full military 
funeral will lie accorded the dis­
tinguished soldier next Saturday.

San Antonio, Tex., Feb. 20.— - 
Major-General Frederick Funston, 
commander of the American torces 
on the Mexican border, collapsed in 
a hotel here last night arid expired 
in a short time. Physicians who 
were hurriedly summoned gave the 
cause of death as acute indigestion. 
General Funston had just, finished 
dinner and was playing with a little 
child when stricken.

General Frederick Funston, who 
was 51 years old, was born in Kan­
sas, and began life as a newspaper 
man. When the rebellion in Cuba 
began Funston joined the Cuban 
army, and commanded General Go­
mez’s artillery with remarkable re­
sults. After engaging in 23 battles 
and being wounded three times, he 
resigned his command because 50 
guerrillas who had aided the Span­
iards were executed against his 
wishes.

While a colonel in a Kansas vol­
unteer regiment in the Philippine 
war Funston performed feats of 
bravery that brought him his title 
of brigadier-general. His capture of 
Aguinaldo and his fording of the 
Rio Grande River at Columpit under 
fire efatured his work.
Philippine volunteers were 
ed out Funston retained his rank in 
the regular army, and when placed 
in command of the troops at Vera 
Cruz in 1914 he was raised to the 
rank of major-general.

Toronto, Feb. 20.—Mr. Justice
-Vlasten at Osgoode Hall to-day re­
served judgment in two rather in­
teresting appeals which came before 
him, being convictions under the 
Ontario Temperance Act. The first 
was a fine of $50 against Jack 
Thompson of Haileybury. “Here 
two men living in a shack,” said 
James Ha verson, who presented the 
appeal. “One of them doesn’t, feel 
very well and says he is going to 
send to Montreal for some whiskey. 
‘When you’re sending, send for some 
for me,’ said the other man. He did 
so, and for that he is brought before 
a magistrate and fined $50.

“See what it opens the door to,” 
commented his lordship. "Suppose 
half a dozen of us were sitting round 
a table and one took orders for all 
of us.”

The other case was that of J. A. 
Boileau, of L’Origlnal, who was 
fined $200 for having liquor upon 
his premises. Boileau, when the pro­
hibition law came into effect last 
September had a stock of liquor left 
on hand. This liquor he had stored 
in a barn some distance from his 
hotel under double lock pending its 
shipment away, and somebody broke 
in and stole some of it. The local 
legal authorities reasoned that if 
there was a theft there must have 
been liquor on the premises.

Question of Issuing Additional Licenses 

Threshed Out at Last Night's Meeting;

The question of pool room licenses was once more before the 

city council at its meeting last night, and received some two 
hours’ discussion, with the ultim ate result that a bylaw to limit the 
number of licenses to seven was introduced, given two readings 
and laid over until the next meeting.

A very large number of citizens crowded the council chamber 
during the discussion of the matter, together with deputations 
•from the Ministerial Association and the laymen of the city. Feel­
ing ran high during the evening, and verbal clashes were frequent. 
Provided that the vote of the cou ncil remains as at present, the fix. 
ing of the license number at seven at the next meeting is assured.

any-further applications for licenses 
had been received by the city clerk.

AU1. Holliiu’nke
Aid. Hollinrake failed to see any 

logic in the arguments presented. 
The members of the council were 
striving conscientiously to do their 
best for the city, and he was certain 
that they had no ulterior motive in 
extending the license. ’The hotels of 
the city had lost a good trade with 
the coming of prohibition, and he 
considered that it was safe to issue 
licenses to hotels, where the environ­
ment was nô longer harmful.

An honest enjoyment he rushed through at the last meeting.
It was too late now to recall the li­
cense issued, but he advocated ac­
tion to limit them to a definite num­
ber once more.

The following Lenten pastoral 
from Bishop Williams, of Huron, 
was read in the Anglican churches 
of the city on Sunday last, QUin. 
quageslma Sunday:

London, Feb. 8thr 1917. 
Brethren,—The season of 

Lent finds us this year approaching 
the critical stage in the stupendous 
world-conflict in which we and our 
Allies are engaged. Two points.em­
erge quite clearly:

( 1 ) First, the conflict differs from 
all that have gone before in that 
this is a conflict over principles— 
Christian principles against ' pagan 
in the government of the world— 
civilization against barbarism. In 
such a conflict there can be no neu­
trality. it is one of those cases in 
which "he that is not with me is 
against me.” Neutrality means fail­
ure in moral earnestness and moral 
perception. Such being the nature 
of the conflict, everybody is con­
cerned in it. Everybody is bound to 
take sides in it, for everybody is 
bound to do whatever 
power to secure 
Christian principles in world-politics 
no less than in the government of 
our own nation.

(2) Then secondly, the experience 
of the war has brought out clearly 
certain fundamental facts as re­
gards our life, and chiefly this, that 
“man’s life consistent not in the 
abundance of the things ’ which he 
possesseth.” The things that count 
are seen to be no longer material 
rèwards and pleasures; no longer 
money-making for its own sake or 
for the sàke of the advantages and 
enjoyments which money, may 
cure. No longer do these count as 
in the days before the war. Sacri­
fice an* Service—these two—are 
now seen to be the supreme things. 
The man or the woman who now 
ignores this lesson is felt' to be out 
of harmony with reality,—a heart­
less -and stupid survival of a selfish­
ness condemned alike by religion 
and experience. In other words, the 
experience of the war has helped to 
recover the spiritual and Christian 
ideal of life.

What has this to do with Lent? 
Much in every way. Lent is the 
church’s seasdp’ fdr a special fast in 
order to get hack to first principles 
and to root otyrséfVes in G6d. '

The word fast hits two well-defin­
ed meanings: ‘ (I j Fastening or 
making firm,, and " (2) self-denial. 
Our Lenten ’fast, therefore, should 
aim, first, at tfte fastening or mak­
ing firm of opr. life; upon’right prin­
ciples, and secondly; at the practice 
of whatever keW-depial may be ne­
cessary to secufe (hat atm.

As stated before* 'thé experience 
through .which we^havfi'been pass­
ing has servpd to stitiW that e 
and service afe the Cupreine 
in life. These are the’first principles 
of all right living/ Moreover the 
great war demands ' sacrifice and 
service from u’s aji(, if it is to end in 
the vindication of 'Christian prin­
ciples .as bihdthg bétWéeii nations.

There combs to to ailt, therefore, 
this Lent a two-fold call to sacri­
fice and service ; the permanent call 
of the Church to'them as the Chris­
tian ideal, anfi the special call from 
this crisis in . the history of the 
world and of God’s Kingdom as the 
supreme necessity of the moment. 
The latter but reinforces the per­
manent call of, the church, which is 
the call of God.

What then, may we do, or rather, 
what must we do?

1-—Let us concentrate upon sacri­
fice and service as the sup­
reme things in life. Let us think 
and think upon them until they be­
come part of ourselves. Let us ask 
ourselves: What sacrifice am I mak­
ing?
Let us not rest satisfied until, by 
God’s help, these become the chief 
things in our life, and our joy. Let 
us not forget that hundreds of thou­
sands of our feliow.Canadians are 
sacrificing their lives for the prin­
ciples at'stake in this war. .Is there 
anything corresponding to this in. 
our life?

2.—Let us, who are able to do so, 
offer ourselves for service to bur 
country. Never before, so {ar as I 
know, has the service of oùr coun­
try coincided so fully with the serv­
ice and furtherance of God’s King­
dom, God’s cause in the world.

S.-r-Let us, who are not able to 
take active part fn the field, whether 
the field of battle or the field of 
missions, do our part by sacrificing 
ourselves at home, by self-denial, 
rigorous and systematic, that so we 
may have the means to carry on the 
conflict. To save that we have more 
money to spend upon ourselves is 
pure selfishness; but to save in or­
der to help to bring this war to a 
successful issue, to relieve the suf­
fering, the needy and the oppress­
ed, and to promote the extension ot 
God’s
world is a Christian Duty.

4-—Let us ail remember that sa­
crifice and service constitute the es­
sential part of the example of Christ. 
“Greater love hath no man than this 
that a man lay down his life for his 
friends.” “I am among you as he 
that serveth." To acquire more and 
more of this mind and this spirit is 
the supreme end of all our religious 
services and self-discipline. Let us 
avail ourselves, therefore, of this 
God-given opportunity to get into 
this habit of mind and of life. Let 
there be more prayer, more reading 

Scripture, more waiting upon 
I in the Holy Communion and the 

services of the church, more earnest 
effort to become what we desire to 
be and -to do what we ought to do. 
and, “God, even our own God,’’ will 
not fall to “give us His blessing.”

Amsterdam, Feb. 20.—Thirty- 
four cases of smallpox are officially 
repqrted at Essen, Germany, four of 
them fatal.

Put the fish into a large pan with 

enough tepid water to cover, 
salt and enough vinegar to flavor 
the water; boil gently till the fin or 
tail bone will come out it lightly 
pulled. When fish is boiled too 
fast the skin will break. A med­
ium-sized piece of fish usually tak­
es from fifteen to twenty minutes 
to cock. When done, lift the fish 
carefully out of the water, drain it, 
and dish it up. Serve with melted 
butter, anchovy or parsley sauce.

Small boiled potato balls covered 
with cream sauce should be served 
with this.

HALIBUT CUTLETS 
Cut your halibut steaks an inch 

thick, wipe them with ‘a dry cloth 
and season with salt and cayenne 
pepper. Have ready a pan of yolks 
of eggs well beaten and a dish of 
grated bread-crumbs, 
fresh lard or beef drippings in a 
frying pan and hold it over the fire 
till it boils. Dip your cutlets in the 
egg, and then in the breadcrumbs. 
Fry a light brown, serve up hot. 
Salmon or any large fish may be 
fried in the same manner.
