Disguised as a Boer of rather
meagre intellect and stolid disposi-
tion, he accompanied all the move-
| ments of the Hun forces. He was
thus able to study all their methods
and systems A master of strategy,
he was able to piece together all
their plans and intended campaigns.
He made a few friends with the com-
mon soldiers on the different Ger-
man staffs and from officers’ ser-
vants, grooms, chauffeurs and pass-
ing despatch riders he gathered gos-

sip that gave him the key to the
situations that developed.
These bits of information were

passed on through the various chan-
nels to the opposing British staffs
He spoke Dutch fluently, and once
said that it used often cause him
inward amusement to be bossed
brutally about by pups of young
German officers. They treated him,
and the phlegmatic type of Boer
whom he was impersonating, very
much like animals,

Upon finding that his career as a
8py was known to the others on the
Fourth Divisional Staff, Gen. Iron-
side would occasionally tell a few of
his experiences, his favorite story be-

He applied to the German staff
for discharge as he wished to go
back to his farm.

One tried to fright-
en him with loud talk, but the gen-
eral true to the type he was im-
personating, remained firm in his de-
mands. Losing ali patience, the oth-
er Prussian officer arose to his feet
and struck him across the face with
his whip.

Only with a mighty effort did he
control the inclination to kill the of-
ficer, for stitched inside his tunic and
in his breeches were all the maps
of the eampaign, the strength and
organization of the Hun army in East
Africa, and notes on their tactics and

plans
This information proved of im-
mense value to the War Office in

London, and also to him later when
he became Gen. Watson’s chief ad-
viser on the staff of the 4th Cana-
dian Division. Gradually, his past
romantic history became known all
throughout the Canadian Corps in
France, and the men of the division
took great pride in their big, force-
ful G.S.0. An expression of general
regret ran through the Corps when it
was learned that he was leaving the
Canadians, but, when it was found
that ke was making the big jump in
promotion — to become a major-
general, and to take command of
the Allied expedition in Russia—the
men decided it was his just due.

The general and his ugly-looking
bulldog, "Gibby,” were a familiar
sight to the men in the front line. A
contemporary newspaper i3 wrong
in stating that Gen. Ironside used
often to go into the line without gas
mask or steel helmet, for although
| he was bold and absolutely fearless

a somewhat doubtful claim to a char-
acteristic flea.

Rats will attack very large organisms.
Even the elephant is not respected. It
is widely known that certain varieties
of Aslatic elephants have a great
dread of rats. Cases are reported in
which a huge elephant has succnmbed
to wounds made in its feet by rats.
The rats gnaw the hoofs of horses
when it can get at them. It would
exterminate the pig if it could find a
gpeutral in man.

In brief, all the evidence suggests
that there has raged in the past a
great warfare between the rat and
certain gigantic forms of life. The
brown rat seems to have had much to
do with the extinction of certain great
beasts in Asia. Perbaps the masto-
don was routed by the rat. In any

TOGOLAND

Togoland is one of the earllest and
richest of German colonies.

T d is shaped like a hogsh
with a &2-mile base resting on the
Gult of Guinea, its sides swelling to
more than three times that width,
crowding the British Gold Coest poss-
esslons to €he west, French Dahonfey
on the east, and its narrow top taper-
ing into the Niger region.

Germany annexed Togoland in 1884.
the year she launched upon her colon~
ial expansion with the acquisition al-
80 of Northeastern New Guinea and
the Blsmarck Archipelago. Togoland
was the first colony to dispense with
imperial subeidy.

Along the seacoast Togoland's soll
is rich and sandy, its climate warm
and moist. The hinterland {s higher.
wooded and drier, but seldom arid.
Thus the land is adapted to a wide
variety of products, among which the
growing of cocoanuts, corn, rice, to-
bacco and .coffee already has been
highly successful. The exports in-
clude consideraBle quantities of ivory.
kernels, copra, palm «ll and rubber.

Despite heavy German emigration to
the United States and South America.
end despite her effort to divert this
flow to her colonies, only abount 300
Germans were to be found among the
milllon natives of Togoland in 1910.
Most of the 300 were engaged In Gov-
ernment service, either in the coast
cities of Lome, a made-to-order town
which Germany planted on the site of
a fishing village, and Little -Popo, or
the inland Government stations at
Misahohe or Bismarckbur=g.

Togoland lies along the famous Slave
Coast of Africa. Behind the treacher-
ous achoals and bars slave traders
defied cruisers from the sbelter of
lagoons and inlets that abound along
the shores where they obtained their
human setock in trade. They found
the native chiefs, especially the Da-
homeys, coastal people of Togoland as
well as of Dahomey, only too ready
to barter human beings for rum and
trinketa. Tribal leaders made forays
to supply the demand. Frequently they
burned villages by night and coralled
the inhabitants when they fled.

Northern tribes of Togoland are
mostely Hausa, a mixed negro race.
who have become civilized and indus-
trious. But the Dahomeys, in the
south, present a curious blend of
shrewdncss, cruelty and superstition.
Small, robust and athleiic, they climb
trees !ike monkeys, easily become flu-
ent lingulsts, but cling to fetichism
and still pratice cannibalism.

The King of the Dahomeys is a tri-
bal deity. He controls the lives and
property of his subjects. Formerly he
was regarded as more ethepeal than
buman; he was belleved to require
netther food nor sleep. He strengthen-
ed that impression by having all food
served to him In solitude, and hear-
ing petitions from behind a screen.
Consultation with his ministers was
carried on through his wives, who were
state dignitaries. Genuine Amazons
formed his bodyguard, and there war-
rior women were reputed to be as

The Bolsheviki are doing nothing
new in their reported arrangement
for interchange of infants among the
various mothers of, the community
nurseries set up by the Soviets In
Dahomey children were taken from
their mothers at an early age and
given to other families so they might
form no ties which would conflict
with thetr allegiance to the King

Any object blessed by the Dahomey
priests became a fetich. Snakes were
beld in special esteem. Children were
regularly sacrificed and human be-
ings were amazingly intricate, some
lasting 36 hours. So imbued were the
Dohomeys with bellef {n immorality
that they rea®Mly volunteered for sac-
rifice,and the wives of Dabomey, like
those of India, often chose to die
when their husbands™did.

Germany edged into the Slave Coast
because, in 1884, the narrow portion
still ruled by the King of Tago was
the only part from the Gambla to toe
Niger not controlled by some civilized
power. Bremen merchants had sta-
tions there. So Germans persuaded
the Togo ruler to place Togoland un-

der the suzerelgnty of Germany
Subsequently the Germans made
claims to inland territory which

brought about boundary disputes with
France and Great Britain until the
frontiers were fixed in 1869

After Peter the Great
conquered Finland in 1721 and annex-
od its easternmost province, Viborg.

TURKISH RACE
WAS BETRAYED

Into War Against Their
Wishes, Says Vizier.

Urges That Empire Be Left
Intact.

Parls, Cable — Council of Ten of
the Peace Conference received the
Turkish eace mission in the Clock
Room of the Qual d'Orsay this morn-

ing.

In his address to the councillors the
Turkish Grend Vizier pleaded that
the Turkish people wers not to blame
for the war. He urged that the Em-
pire be permitteq to remain intact in
both Europe and Asia. He promised
to submit & memorandum to the Coun
cil on Friday

Premier Clemencenu, as 'president
of the conference, stated that upon
receipt of this memorandum the cgun-
eil would make reply.

Members of the Council of ‘Ten
were seated when the Turkish dele-
gates entered the room Premier
Clemenceau addressed the confer
ensce briefly He reminded the
Turkish delegates that the audience®
had been granted at their request, so
they might state their case The
Turkish Grand Vizier, in his  state-
ment, said his country had been com-
mitted through secret agreements
with the former German Emperor,
against the wishes of the Turkish peo-
ple, by the Committee of Unlon and
Progress.

The Turks aiso exonerated the Sul-
tan from all responsibllity for the
war and urged that he be permitted
to remain in Constantinople, saying
Asia Minor had been reduced to a
desert by the war

The BEntente attitude toward Tur
key still remains a mystery. Tha great
powers have not announced whether
they consider Turkey actually exists,
and refuse to say whether a - treaty
will be negotiated with the Ottoman
BEmplye. They maintain that the
present conference Is only for the
purpose of learning Turkey's position

The near eastern ports of the great
powers were denled admission to to-
day's comference. One of them re-
marked gfeerwards that the diplo-
mats did not want anyone there who
konew anything about the near east.
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CROP OUTLOPK
ON THE PRAIRIE

Helpful Rains in Saskatch-
ewan and Alberta

Will Also Reduce Grass-
hopper Damage.

Rtgina, Sask., Despatch—Telegraphic
reports on the condition of the crups,
recelved by the Bureau of Statletics
ot tne Provincial Department of Ag-
riculture, show that rain was fairly
gencral all over the Province last
week. In the southeastern districte
the grasshoppers have done a great
amount of samage, but it (s thought
the situation i{s now under control.
Reports from eouth of Moose Jaw,
Outlook and Eyebrow, indicate ser-
{fous damage from the same pest.

The recent raine will be helpful in
reducing the damage. In the eouth-
western and oentra: districis crops
are reported as the beat since 1915, no
damage of any kind being reported
In the central and northern districts
the raip would appear to bave come
Just In time to sawve the crops from be-
ing destroyed from wind or drought.
The cutworma have done some dam-
age in nearly all psrts, but it is too
early to form an estimate. To sum-
marize the #Muaticn, it would seem
that the crops are much further ahead
than at the same period last year, and
prospects are generally favorable to
a crop of at least equal to last year,
and in parts better than they have
been for some years

RAIN HELPS ALBERTA, TOO

Lethbridge, Alta.,, Despatch—Severe
electrical storms, accompanied by
heavy ralns, visited practically every
part of southern Alberta from High
River south, Sunday night.

RENNER FINDS
MANY FAULTS

Head of Austrian Delega-
tion Voices Objections

To the Treaty as It Affects
His Land.

Paris, Cable — Vienna despatches,
recelved here by the way of Basle,

say t strian newspapers publish
despal *from St. Germalin sa,ing
thas Karl Renner, head of the

Austrian peace mission, has handed
the Council of Five a memoraadum,
drawn up by delegates from the Ger-
man sectioms of Austria, and setting
forth the alleged injustice which
“menaces 4,500,000 German-Austrians
as the result of the proposed peace
treaty."

It is said that Dr. Renner has as-
serted that the setting up of new
states in the heart of Europe would
“create anotber hotbed of war suca
as the Balkans bave been.”

According to these despatches, Dr
Renner has also handed the Council
a note covering territorial questions,
fn which he calls attention to “tne
great responsibility assamed by the
Entente in submitting millions of
German-Austrians to foreign domin-
ation.” It is sald he bas expressed
the hope that the conference will act
on the suggestions contained in his
memorandam relative particalarly to
the Tyrol, Southern Carinthia, Styrla
and Western Hunxary. He is report-
ed to have declared that the new Ger-
man-Austrian state would “from a
second Alsace-lorraine, doubly great-

size, and condemned to remain
without defence, a considerable part
of the ancient nation being subjected
to much younger peoples.’

“That domination,” despatches quote
him as saying could never be sup-
ported by the former or exercised by
the latter
