HOMEMADE BREAD.

I S
How to Make the Staff of Life
Quickly and Well.

Break two cakes of yeast into a
cuptul of water at blood temperature.
Put a tablespoonful of sugar on the
yeast to stimulate its quick growth.
While this soaks, warm two cupfuls
of milk with a cupful of water. This,
with the water over the yeast, makes
a quart of wetting sufficient for four
loaves.

In a large mixing bowl put several
sieveg of flour and make a depression
in the middle of the flour, in which
put a level tablespoonful of salt and
a heaping tablespoonful of lard. Pour
the liquid and the yeast upon the
flour and mix with the hands, work-
ing the flour from the outside into the
liquid in the middle of the mass.
Make a stiff dough and lift the ball
out, putting away any remaining flour
for future use. If the flour is granu-
lar let the dough lie on the board for
ten munutes, covered with a warm
bowl, that the flour may properly ab-
sorb the moisture, It the flour is
not granular this wait is not neces-
sary.

Now  shape the dough without
kneading, lay the ball in a buttered
Towl and butter the surface of the
dough to keep it soft. Cover and let
it double in a warm place, an hour
to an hour and a half. If ycu wish
still further to hurry it let the bowl
in warm water and place a smaller
bowl of warm water on the lid of the
larg2 bowl containing the dough.

Wher doubled shape quickly into
teh baking pans for the second ris-
ing and bake when again light. This
recipe is excellent for use when one
must have bread in a hurry. Half of
the dough may be made into crusty
rolls.

FRESH CURTAINS.

How to Make Home Laundrying
' Really Effective.

“Many women,” says an expert,
“think that the proper way to mount a
curtain on a stretcher is to first fas-
ten down each of the four corners and
then to stretch the edges into shape
by pulling from the corners.

“This is entirely a mistake, and cur-
tains moiunted in this way are almost
sure to have the mesh broken or torn
in several places, even if the pattarn
and the scalloped.edges dry to look
atraight and even.

“In mounting a tace curtain over a
streteher, one should always begin at
the middle point of the long border
edge. Slip this over the pin at the
centre on the top edge of the frame;
then, working from the centre, first
to the right and then to the left, slip
the successive scallops over pins until
the entire long border edge is attach-
ed to the pins on the upper bar of the
frame.

“The curtain is now hanging with

‘eraed faillag loosely

s ung ets

downward. The next step is to attach
the bottom end of the curtain to the
frame pins. This usually has the
same border as the long, patterned
edge. In fastening it to the stretcher
work downward from one of the top
corners until you nave all the pat-
terned edge attached to the pins.

“Now notice how many inches on the
top bar of the frame are covered by
the long border edge and how many
inches at the side and then adjust the
remaining two sides of the frame to
correspond exactly in the number of
inches. Fasten the other short edge
of the curtain, which will be the top
edge when hung, and lastly fasten the
other long edge to the frame pins.

“The last edge may have to be puck-
ered a little to make it fit over the
pins, but the puckering will not show
when the curtains are dry, and, what
is more to the point, the edge will not
pull down after it is dry.

“One other thing that should be
emphasized is that the long border or
patterned edge of lace curtains should
always be dried at the top of the
frame. Removing the curtains from
the stretcher after iney are dry re-
quires some care. One should not try
to take the edges from the pins until
the frame has been sufficiently loosen-
ed, so that there will be no strain on
the delicate mesh; otherwise threads
are almost sure to ke strained and
broken,

“A curtain stretcher to be entirely
satisfactory should have movable pins
and should be made of well seasoned
wood. Stretchers having stationary
pins may or may not have the pins
placed at intervals which will match
the scallops in the particular curtains
one wishes to clean, and unless they
happen to match exactly the size of
the 'scallops it is not possible to dry
the scallops in good shape. Stretchers
which have movable pins can be per-
fectly adjusted to either large or small
scallops.”

MOLASSES GOODIES

Made Successfully by Our
Forebears.

The following recipes for mclasses
breads and cakes are well tried, and
ccme down from the fime of the
grandmothers with certifizates of char-
acier:

Bceston Brown Bread-<“To one cup
mciasses, add one teaspoonful of soda,
one of salt, two and one-half cups of
milk, one cup of flour, one cap of
rye flour and two cups of indian meal.
Steam three hours. This makes a
moist and delicious bread.

English Brown Bread--Dissolve half
a cake of yeast In two cups of water,
and make a sponge with two cups of
graham flour. Add one tablespoonful
of molasses, one of lard, and one tea-
spocenful of salt. Stir in two cups of
rye flour, and knead slightly. Bake in
smal! loaves in a moderate cven for
an Lour.

Rye Bread -Dissolve one-half cake
of yeast in a cup of milk, which has
been scalded and cooled. To cne cup-
ful of hot water add two tablesnoon-
fuls of lard, two of molasses and one
o? sugar, two teaspoonfuls of salt, one
cup of flour. Pour {n the yeast, beat
weil, and let rise until lizht. Add rye
~-meal until stiff enough to knead. After
kreading well form into lhaves and
let rise again and bake in a moderate
oven.

Soft Molasses Cake—To one pint of
moejasses, add one teaspoonful of soda
and two of cream of tartar, with one
well beaten egg, a half cup of milk,
one tablespoonful of ginger, one tea-
srconful of cinnamon, one tablespoon-
ful of butter, and tws and one half
renerous cup of flour. Beat well and
bake for one-half hour.

Soft molasses eake, baked in two
layers, with a filling of whipped cream,
mnkes a delicious dessert.

marble steps—and then reported that
the said De Bourbon had not appear-
ed. The sentence was drawn up, then
-solemnly read. The connetable de
Fgance, dead, was condemned, his
Zoods returned to the crown, and the
door of his palace by the Louvre was
painted yellow.’”

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AN INGENIOUS SNARE,

Uncanny Insect Trap With Which
the Pitcher Plant is Armed.

No trapper ever invented a snare
for his prey more ingenious or a trap
that ever had a higher percentage of
“catches” than .the pitcher plant, for
few insects ever escape from the
clutches of this horticultural meat
eater. He catches them, holds them,
drowns them, and finally eats them.

And while he's doing it he gmiles
so Innocently and prettily that you
would imagine him one of the quiet-
est and most peaceable flowers of the
woods.

His leaves are his insect traps. They
are a greenish purple and hold to-
gether like a cornucopia, with a half
closed lid covering the top. ‘The in-
ner walls of this “pitcher” are lined
with hairs, which point downward
and are covered with a sweet, sticky
fluid.

This fluid is regular
the bees and flies. The insect enters
the half closed door of the pitcher,
tastes the honey and begins to explor
the interior. As he crawis forward
the hairs bend with him and give
him free passage. But when he tries
to return he finds that these hairs
are veritable barbed wire entangle-
ments to keep him a prisoner.

The insect tries to fly out, and the
curve at the top of the pitcher bars
his way. He dodges this way and
that, bewildered, until he tumbles in
a little well at the bottom of the pit-
cher, where he drowns.—Exchange.

VICTORY FOR
ALLIES SURE

French Premier in Optimis-
tic Speech in the Cham-
ber Reviews the War.

THE GREEK MUDDLE

United Action of the En-
tente Powers Will Bring
Lasting Peace.

Paris ,Sept. 14.—Complete victory
of the Allies and a subsequent last-
ing peace was predicted amidst tu-
multuous cheers by Premier Briand
in his anxiously-awaited speech be-
fore Parliament to-day, reviewing the
recent developments in the great war.

The Premier hailed the intervention
of Italy and Roumania as ‘‘contribui-
ing no little to hastening victory."”
While admitting that the Bulgarian
invasion of Roumania “increases the
difficulties of that country, he ex-
pressed the certainty that these will
be overcome. .

M. Briand's speech dealt at length
with the Allies 'occupation of Greek
territory. The action of the lntente,
he said, was justified and necessary
not only to safeguard the Allie}i
troops, but also *‘to preserve Greece's
independence, menaced by the grged
of our enemies.” The Saloniki armies,
he asserted, are “on tine march to vie-
tory,” and will shatter the Central
Empire's eastern dream. He empha-
sized the thorough consolidation of all
Allied efforts and their complete un-
ity of feeling and actlon.

The Premier, while declaring that
“victory can no longer escape us,”
warned against excessive optimism,
gaying that the Allies’ opponents are
stilly powerful, and “will only suc-
sumb under repeated blows.”

“During the Parliamentary recess
Italy declared war on Germany, Rou-
mania against Austria-Hungary.
France welcomes these acts with a
joyful feeling. The sacred cause for
which the Allies are fighting has in-
creased in strength, which morally
and materially will contribute no lit-
tle to hasten.victory.

COMPLETE SOLIDARITY.

“Because of numerous vexations
and in order to show the complete
eolidarity with which the Allies are

engaged in the same war, agalnst the
same enemies, Italy declared war on
Germany. Thus the unity of action
on a single front can be more closely
applied. Roumania has long aspired
to release her oppressed populations.

“Bulgaria’ treacherous attack
against her may increase her diffi-
culties, but in her own strength and
in that of the Allies she will find the
means to overcome them, and with
the Allles will march towards the
victory that will make her the great
nation she has legitimate ambition to
become.

“The Saloniki armies will fulfill the
mission entrusted to them. Already
on this front, as on all others, action
is developing, according to the staff's
plans. On this theatre of operations
the Allies’ action in thwarting the
Central Empire's eastern dream will
develop in accordance with the situa-
tion, and events will follow their in-
orable course in the Balkan penin-
sula.

“After Turkev Bulgaria will realize
that it is dangerous for a country to
desert its traditional friendships In
order to subordinate itse!f to the self-
fsh schemes of an unserupulous na-
tion.

“The invasion of Greek Macedonia
encountered no serious resistance
from Greece. The béhavior, in that
country, of agents of Germanv, cor-
ruption and espionage, compelled the
Allles to take or demand measures
indispensable to the security of their
troons. The Zaimis Government, to
whose lovaltv it is just to pay hom-
age, accorded us from the first the
satisfaction we desired.

DEFENCE OF GREECE'S ALLY.

“We hope that th:e Greck people
will understand the reasons and the
objects of our interven:ion. We were
cajled to Saloniki to coniribute to the
defence of Serbia, Greeca's ally. We
shall pursue to tne end the task for
wkhich she asked our hicip. We canrot,
upder these conditions, allow the
tactics of the encwmy or ¢f his accom-
plices to compromiso the success of
tlic operations undertaken Dby the
«llied armies.

“Intervening. in this manner we
have not been inspired solely by the
nececssity to safeguard our {roops. We
aleo had  Grecee's own interests in
view. We, in tne end, safeguarded
Greek territory and furnished the
Greek people indispensable help to
preserve her independence menaced by

the greed of our eunemies, who are
also hers.
“The war's developm>nts on the

different thentres of operaticns show
that the allies henceforth will held an

ascendancy over the enemy. which
the¢ sustained co-ordination of their
efforts can only accentuate. At the

present this en-ordination hag reached
a roint where it is producing results
which enable us to contemplate the
future with confidence.

“The striking victorics of the elori-
ous Russian and Ttalian armies end
thosc of the magnificent English and
French soldiers, fighting on our front,
have given us the righ® {» cherish
all Lopes.

HOUR OF REPARATION.

“The hour of reparation is ap-
prcaching for the individuals as well
as for the peonles upon whom German
aggression fell.”

*  After expressing indignation at the
alleged Inhuman treatment of de-

ported civilians in Northere France,
M. Briand ¢ontinued:

“However confident we be of the
firal issue of the war, we must not
indulge in excessive optimism. It
would be inimical to our prospects to
slacken our activity. on the pretext
that the victory can no longer escape
us. Let us coolly face ihe *rath. The
coemy is still powerful and will de-
fend himself stubbornly until the end.
He will succumb only under repeated
blcws.

“Therefore, nothing must be neg-
lccted to defeat him. We must re-
double our efforts and apply ourselves
more than ever to the use of all of

‘the country’s resources and furnish

every means to vonquer. For our
armies, their soldiers and officers, we
feel the deepest admiration grati-
tude for the heroism and -‘dbnegation
they have never ceased to show.”
Demanding the Parliument's ald in
this work, M. Briand concluded:
“Union in the work of all the living
forces of the country i3 tha essential
cendition of success. That is what
will lead us to peace through victory,
a solid and durable peaca, gvarantced
against future violence by appropriate
international sanctions.”

ITALIANS BOMB
TRIESTE POST

Arsenal and Aeroplane Han-
gars Damaged.

Large Fires Observed After
Explosions.

Rome, C(able——A squadron of
Italian aeroplanes made a raid yester-
day on the Austrian arsenal and aero-
Plane hangars mear 'I'rieste, says an
otri_cial statement issued by the War
Office to-day. Five tons of high ex-
plosives were dropped and large fires
were observed to result theretrom, the
statement adds.

The portion of the War Office state-
ment concerning aeria] activity reads
as follows:

“Enemy aircraft dropped bombs on
Auronzo, but they did no harm. Hy-
dro-aeroplanes directed against Ra-
venna were driven off by our bat-
teries and eeroplanes. Last night an
snemy air squadron bombarded San
Giergic di Nogaro, Villa Vicentina,
and other places in the lower lsonzo
district. Ome man was killed and
gome firee¢ were caused.

“Yesterday afternoon in unfavor-
able atmospheric conditions, a equa-
dron of twenty-two of our Caproni
battleplanes, escorted by Nieuport
chasers. made a rald on Lloyd's ar-
senal and hydro-aeroplane hangars
near Trieste. One hundred and seven-
ty two bomks, equivalent to five tons
of high explosives, were dropped on
the raiflway establishment and on
shipg under construction. Large fires
were observed. Our aeroplanes were
attacked by the enemy’s anti-alrcraft
artillery and hydro-aeroplanes, but
all returned to their sheds.”

THE AUSTRIAN VERSION.

. Vienna Cable. A naval official
statement issued to-day reads:

“Wednesday afternoon an enemy
air squadron of eighteem Caproni,
under the protection of three anti-
alrcraft aeroplanes attacked Trieste.
Six enemy torpedo boats and two
motor boats aseisted them in the gulf.
Numerous bombs were dropped, but
these caused only slight damage and
none of military importance. One
man was slightly wounded.

“Our aeroplanes and anti-aircraft
batteries obtained hits on thé enemy
torpedo boats. At the same time an
enemy air squadron appeared over
Parenzo, dropping twenty bombs in a
ficld. No damage was done.”

Teutons Will Act On the De-
fensive On All Other
Fronts.

RETIREMENT NEAR

People Being Prepared for
a Drawing In On Other
Lines. -

London Cable.——Thre hundred
thousand Teuton troops are to be de-
spatched at once from other theatres
of warfare to the Balkan front. Ger-
many will furnish 200,000, Austria-
Hungary 100,000 men. This army,
combined with the Germans, Bulgars
and Turks aw figh¥fg in the Near
East, is to accomplish the dual aim
which the Central Empires and their
Allles regard as absolutely vital for
the continuation of the war — the
crushing of Roumania and the expul-
sion of the Allies fiom Macedonia, so
as to safeguard the communications
between the Teutonic Empires and
tbeir Eastern ailies—the Orient rail-
way.

This, according to a wireless de-
spatch from Rome, based on reliable
authority, is the decision reached by
the general council of the Central
Powers at the Kailser's headquarters
in the East.

“QOffensive in the Balkans. defensive
everywhere else,” is the slogan cre-
ated by the recent developments in
the Near East as the result of Rou-
mania’s intervention. Evidences of a
gradual shortening of the German
western front are accumulating. Indi-
cation that Verdun will be abandoned
is contained in to-day's Paris War
Office statement that a whole division
bas been sent from that front to the
Somme; and far behind the Picardy
lines the Teutons are feverishly con-
structing new defence systems.

TRANSFERRING TROOPS.

Late to-night news came from Am-
sterdam that large numbers of Ger-
man troops stationed in Belgium are
being transferred to the eastern front.
presumably to relleve front-iine units
sent from the Russian to the Balkan
theatre. All passenger service on
the German railroads has been held
up for two days to facilitate troop
movements.

Meanwhile an extensive campaign
hag been initiated by the Central
Powers and their allles to impress
upon the populatiorns the necessity of
taking the initiative in the Balkans
in disregard of any exigencies on the
other fronts, and to prepare the peo-
ple for possible withdrawals else-
where,

Roumania is being madc the target
of the bitterest accusations and the
object of contempt by statesmen in
their speeches, by the war offices in
their official accounts, and by the
newspapers In their news and editor-
ial columns. To make plain the ne-
cessity of punishing her, she is held
up to the people as embodying all the
mean qualities in the satanic register.

Premier Tisza, in taking a hand in
the debate of the Hungarian Parlia-
ment to-day, defended the Govern-
wment’s attitude with regard to Rou-
mania. Austria-Hungary, he said,
knew Roumania was going to inter-
vene, but did not believe she was
quite ready.

“We were decelved in this assump-
tion,” he said. “and our error had sad
and harmful consequences for us, but
I do not know whether the conse-
quences of this premature attack will
not be much heavief for Roumania.”

He again refused to consent to a
convocation of the representativs of
the Austrian and Hungarian Parlia-
ments for a joint meeting..

At tho same time, Baron Burian,
the Austre-Hungarian Foreign Minis-
ter. defiantly answered criticism
along the same lines. He said he
courted an investigation of the Rou-
manian situation, and continued:

“Roumania will be quickly dealt
with after she has been crushed. 1
believe that the Entente has shown
weakness rather than strength by in-
volving Roumania in the war. If the
enemy powers had bean strong, they
would not have thought the assistance
of Roumania was necessary.”

He added the central powers would
have humiliated themselves by offer-
ing territorial concessions fcr the re-
tention of Roumania’s friendship.

STAGE SET COMPLETE.
In Cermany the press is spreading
wide and far official Bulgarian charges

of Roumanian atrocities. It is em-
phasized that “‘the entire press-of Bul-

vention. She is now threatened on a
new front and demands German help.
The Bulgarian army, which at tho begin-
ning of the war numbcred half a mil-
lion men, is now only 400,000 strong.
The forces of General Sarrail at Salon-
iki, the Roumanians along the Danube,
and the Russians in the Dobrudja, are
in a crushing superiority. The fifty
thousand Germans, supposed to be in
the Deobrudja, will hardly suffice. The
Turks have in Thrace about 200,000 men.
King Ferdinand want half a million Turk-
ish troops to oppose the Russian and
Roumanian forces in the Dobrudja, so
that the Bulgarians are free to defend
Macedonia. Tnre Turks have hitherto re-
frsed to use their army in Thrace, al-
leging that it might be necded at any
time for the defence of Constantinople.
The Turks would congent if the Bul-

gars offered compensation, which Bul-
zaria, however, is unwilling to give.
Hence, the conferences.

A further complication is presented by
the urgent solicitations of the Magyard
for assistance in Transylvania. Be-
tween the three claimants, Germany has
he~ hands full.

German and Austrian newspapers
are publishing dramatic account}rl of
the death scene in the Roumanian
palace early in the war, when the late
King Carol, the Hohenzollern, gave to
tk= Roumanian Premier, his political
testament: Everlasting  friendship
with Austria and Germany.” Both
Berdinand and Brattiano, the papers
say, pledged themselves to the dying
King with a hendshake to guard and
foster this heritage.

Thus, the stage is set complete, as
far as the approbation of the public
i{s concerned, for a materialization of
the new Teutonic slogan.

PROMISED TO RUSSIA.

Constantinople and Darda-
nelles to be the Czar’s.

San Francisco Report.—That Con-
stantinople has been promised to Rus-
sia by the Entente Allies should the
Central Empires be defeated in the
war, was the statement made here
vesterday by M. M. Itchas, member of
the Douma, and one of the Rucsizn
parliamentary deputation sent by the
Czar to England, France and Italy
to confer with these Governments.

“The reason for the visit of the
Douma deputation to England, France
and Italy,” eaid Mr. Itchas, “was to
convince ourselves of the military and
economic resources of our Allies. Hav-
ing seen, we are more than ever pre-
pared to go on with the war, the
more so as we now have all the muni-
tions we require, and can Imaintain
a continuous offensive,

“Russia has the solemn promise of
the other Allies that Constantinople
and the Dardanelles will become Rus-
sian territory.” ;

CROP OUTLOOK
FOR ONTARIO

Based On Returns to the
Middle of August.

All Complain of Very Un-
favorable Season.

Fall Wheat—This is relatively the
best cereal crop of the season, both
for grain and straw. Whiie the yield
is much below that of the bumper crop
of 1915, it is above tac average for the
thirty-four-year period, and practically
equal to the average of the last ten
years.

Spring Wheat—This crop is still
cecreasing in acreage. The yield will
be wbout an averag:, but thera will be
cons:derable, smuul ,ight grain, and
the straw will pe cataer short, owing
to the hot July weutlier.

Earley—Many of ihe heads of grain
were not filled, and the average yield
will be less than usual. The straw,
though clean, is not of good length.

Ozats—The unusually hot. and dry
weather prevailing late in the season
hastened ripening, resulting n much
of the grain being light in weight and
in average yield per acre. Tlie straw
also is short, but of fair quality.

Rye—There 18 not a iarge acreage
of rye grown for grain. :nuch of it
being fed green. It has stood the
severe drouth of the latter part cf the
growing season better relatively than
any other of the grain crops, and will
be above the average in vield.

Peas—The hot and unusually Jdry
weather prevailing at =he iime of I'los-
som affected the yield, which is below
the average.

Eeans—A light yield is expected.

Hay—Not for many years have such
satisfactory reports been received re-
garding the various grass and clever
crops. Heavy yields were the 1ule,
and the weather at harvesting was
a'most perfect for curing, thus ensur-
ing first-class quality. In a few rases,
however, lack of labor delayed cutiing
until the fields were rather too
mature.

Corn—The majority of the cocrn
fields are more backward in growth
than usual at this time of the scason,
and it will require most favorabl: wea-
ther from now on to bring the crop
aleng to anything like average form.
€nsilage corn is doing relatively
better than corn for the cob.

Potatoes—The present outlcok for
potatoes is poor. although some: cor-
respondents says that a few geod rains
might redeem the situation. Owirg to
the rainy spring weather, =ome of the
crop had to be planted late. while a
considerable portion of “he early plant-
ing rotted in the iong-soaked and cold
scil. The prolonged period cf drouth
during July was also trying to the
vines. The bug was very Injurious
this season, owing to the dry summer
and scarcity of farm help.

Roots—There is a very uneven show-
ing of all classes of roots, owing to
the late start many of the fields re-
ceived on account of the wet spring,
and the tryving effects c¢f the dry and
very hot wcather which has prevalied
more or less since the begineing of
July. While both turnip and mangels
are considered to be backwara in
growth and general condition. 2 num-
ber of correspondents are of wupinion
that timely rains would zreatly restore
and push forward the root creps gen-
erally ,although anything like ctund-
ard yields might not be looked fer.

Fruit-- Apples will be eomnaratively
light in yield, more cspeciaily the win-
ter varieties. Pears have done 1ela-
tively better. but will he only about
half a crep. Statements regarding tbe
vield of peaches range from poor to
gcod; the yield will brobably bpe about
a medium. Cherries were almost a |
failure; the sour variaty :lid much"
better than the sweeoter sorts. CGrapes
will be a good crop where properly
lccked after.

Pastures and Live Stock—Pastures
wete of the best until the drouth be-
gan to tell about the latter parct of
July. Later on most of tne ficlds,
especially in Western Ontario, were
browned by the continued d¢routh, ard |
in some quarters cattle on the grass
lkad to be helped out by hay or other
extra feed. Notwithstanding this draw-
back, and the extremely warm tem-
perature prevailing during the sum-
mer, live stock generally are in good
condition—somewhat thin, but hearty.
It is thought that there will be plenty
of fedder for fall and winter supplies.
notwithstanding the expected shortage
of grain, straw, rootg and corn en-
silage. farmers counting upon the
eplendid crop of hay to carry them

through. Much, however, will depend
upon the weather of the next menth
or two.

BULGARS ARE
RETREATING ON
BOTH THE WINGS

Fighting On the Macedonian
Front is Turning in
Favor of Allies.

BIG BRITISH GAIN

Salient in the Enemy’s Lines
Captured, Held Against
Attacks.

=

London Cable—The Times’ Rou-
manian headquarters correspoindent, in
a despatch printed to-day, says:

“The Bulgarians attacked the Rou-
manian positions at Lipaitza, but werg
repulsed after a fight lasting ail night.
They lost eight guns.”

London, Sept. 14..—On both- wings
cf the allied tront in Macedonia tur-
ther progress against the Bulgars is
reported officially to-day. fhe Serbs
on the left bank, west of the Vardar,
continued their advance, according to
the Saloniki headquarters siatemeat,
and captured at the point of the bay-
onet some Bulgarian trenches between
Kovil and Vetrenik. They also made
considerable progress northeast of
Lake Ostrovo, while northwest of the
lake they took a height west of the
dozinating Hill 1,500.

On the right the [talians were again
victorious in violent encounters with
the Bulgars, according to the French
official account. An unofficial despatch
late to-night from Rome says the
Italians “after violent fighting ob-
tained all the objectives desired.” The
same message adds that the Bul-
garians are being driven hcyond the
Doiran-Demirhissar Railway, having
suffered heavy losses.

DRITISH TAKE BULGAR SALIENT.

British troops fighting in Macedonia
have captured a salient in the Bul-
garian lines corth of Mucukovo, says
the official communication issued by
the British War Office this cveaing.
The British gains were maintained
sgainst counter-attacks. Some Ger-
mans were taken prisoner. The state-
ment follows:

“Farlv this morning our t:oops
noved” forward after military pre-
psration tarough Mucukovd (eight

miles southwest of Doiran), and in
the face of stubborn opposition cap-
tured a salient in the enemy’s iine to
the north of the villaze. Considerable
ground was gained, and although the
enemy counter-attacked, our gains
were fully maintained.
“We captured some German prison-
ers and a number of machine guns.”
An undated Bulgarian official state-
ment received here to-day says
atlempts by the allies to advance at
some points were frustrated by the
Kulgarian fire. It describes the sccond
encounter between Bulzgars and
Jiallans as having resulted in a rout
for the latter and rapiure by the Bul
gars of an officer and 87 men.
OPERATIONS IN ROUMANIA.
As regards the operations in Rou-
wania, the various censorships are
rivalling each other in secrecy. liow
far the Russian army-—estimated at
300,000—which came *o the Rouman-
jans’ aid in the Dobrudja, has ad-
vanced is not known. XNor have the
Bulgars and Germans massed along

rthe Danube attempted as yet to cross

the river.

The Petrograd War Office stated
this afternoon that the Roumanians
tlius far have been successful in re-
pulsing attacks. capturing eight light
guns. Sofia officially zains progress
in the Dobrudpa, as <oes also the
Cerman War Office. without, however,
giving any details.

WITHDRAWAL
OF HUN NEAR

French Offensive Has Made

It a Necessity.
New Line Douai, Cambrai
and Laon.
Paris Cable. By its victorics

this week the French offensive has
achieved what the Germans asserted
was impossible. It has driven-a wedge
right through the original German
front, has definitely “Droken the line”
of beasted impregrable fortifications
‘stretching across France from beyond
the north-western froutier to the lim-
its of Switzeriand. !

The village of Bouchavesnes and
I'’Abbe Wood Farm beyond it were
clearly behind the rows of trenches
which aerizl observation showed to
bte barring the French advance when
the , Somme offensive began. That
under the menace of the onrushing
French tide tne Germans have has-

 tily con:tructed other lines gtill fur-

ther in the rear of the lost positions
doeg not detract from the moral value
of the achievement that filled the
battle-weary troops with enthusiasm.

Tremendous as is the moral vzalue
of the latest success, its strategic ef-
fects are even more important still.
Highroad No, 37 of the great arteries
feeding the German front has been
cut between Bapaume and Peronne,
and by their advance beyond Hill 76
the French now menace directly and
already sweep with thelr artillery the
main road from Paris to Lille via
Cambrai, the loss of which is expect-
ed to force the German high com-

mand to comsider seriously the ne-
cegsity of a withdrawal to the inner
line, Doual Cambrai, Laon, that fa-
1aous “shortening of the front” that
is expected herc to mark the begin-
ning of the end.

Of more immediate value is that
Peronne is now under French tiire
from the ngrth, west and south, which
cuts it from all communications ex-
cept along communjcation trenches or
by dangerous night fransport.

mother has been sending money throu h
the Red Cross in London, that he might
receive supplies of food and clothing. A
fow parcels reached the prisoners, but
the supply ceased After he refused to
make munitions for the enemy, and
vas put into a prison. Mrs. Hogarth
has obtained from the Canadian Red
Cross in London a sample of acknow=-
Jedgment receiving there purporting to
be from Corporal Hogarth. It was &
forgery.

I2. L. Ives, United States Vice-Counsul
al Breslau, was appealed to, and a let-
ter has since come from Corporal Ho-
garth stating that he had been called
to the prison office to make u statement,
that he had received no parcels except
a few at first and that this mail had
been very Irregular.

GREEK ARMY IN
, GERMAN HANDS

Entire Corps Gives Up On
the King’s Orders.

To be Interned in German
Territory.

Berlin Cable——The 4th Greek
army corps, with headquarters at the
port of Kavala, has been placed in
the hande of the Germans by its com-

maader and the trocps will be trans-
ported to Germany, it was officially
announced here to-day. The Greek

troops will be permitted to retain
their arms and equipment, and will
retain their standing as neutrals.

They will enjoy Cerman hospitality
until Greek soil is freed of allied ln-
vaders. The Greeks, it is eaid, first
surrendered to the Bulgare.

The official statement dealing with
the action of the Greek troops said
that the 4th Greek army corps was
left behind the left Bulgarian wing
in the Bulgarians’' advance into Mace-
donia.

“The allies planned to force these
troops to fight on their side or to
suffer the same fate as the part of
the 11th Greek division at Saloniki,”
said the official statement. “Free com-
mundeation from Athems was checked
by arbitrary action of the allied auth-
orities.

“The commander of the 4th Greek
army corps at Kavala, faithful to
the will of his ‘Commander-in-chief
(King Constantine) and the ' legal
Government in their desire to maln-
tain neutrality, was forced by famine
and disease to ask the German Com-
mander-in-chief on September 12 to
protect his brave troons and to provide
them lodging and food.”

BULGARIANS RETIRING

They Cannot Withstand Force
of Allied Assaults.

Monastir is the Objective of the Ser-
bian Army Which is Eager to Re-
venge Betrayal by Bulgaria—Bul-
gar Right Was Easily Swept Back
by Irresistible Onrush of Serbs,
French, and Russians.

LONDON, Sept. 18.—The Bulgar-
ian right wing in Macedonia, unable

! to check the furious onrush of Serb,

I'rench, and Russian forces, is con-
tinuing to retire north-westward on
both sides of Lake Ostrovo, in the di-
rection of Monastir. Equally great
pressure is exerted on their left wing
by the British and Italians on the
Struma. The Bulgarian War Office
late Sunday admitted the loss of

' Niefzep and Nina, near Lake Ostrovo.

The French big guns are keeping
up an incessant drumfire against the
Bulgarian centre between the Vardar
and Lake Doiran, *‘the defenders’
guns replying vigorously.

The'Serbs during the last 24 hours
again defeated the Bulgarians in bat-
tles before Vetrenik and Kajmak-
calan, east of the Czerna River, ac-
cording to Sunday’s statement from
Gen. Sarrail’s headquarters at Sa-
lonica. They also drove the Bulgars
over the Brod River, north-west of
Lake Ostrovo. The defenders are
“‘powerfully entrenched’” on the right
bank of the river, according to the
official report.

Meanwhile the Franco-Russian
forces forming the link between the
allied left and centre are pushing
their pursuit of the Bulgarians to-
ward Florina. Their advance guards
have arrived before the town, dut it
is still held by the Bulgarians,
though its capture is expected hour-

Seventeen miles to the north of
Tiorina lies Monastir, the important
Macedonian city, the possession of
which has for decades been one of
the bones of coniention between the
Bulgars and Serbs. It was taken by
the Bulgarians Jast fall, after ter-
rible fighting, and has been formid-
ably fortified during the past twelve
months. The Bulgarians are expect-
ed to make a desperate stand to hold
it, while the Serbians fighting on
their own soil, will bend might and
main to take it and thus clear the
path for the reconguest of their
kingdom, They are lad by the Serblan
heir-apparent, Prince Alexander, who
has sworn to avenge Bulgaria's be-
trayal of the Slav cause.”

Monastir lost, the Bulgars would
be exposed to a flanking attack from
the right, for a strong Itallan force
in Southern Albanian is eagerly
awaiting a chance to aid from that
side in the Macedonian campaign
and thus establish a claim for the
long coveted ‘‘windows on the Adria-
tic.” As long as Monastir is safe, it
acts as a blocking stone to a junc-
tion of the Italians with the Allies.

Sunday Serbian War Office an-
nouncement foreshadowed the cap-
ture of Florina by stating *“‘the Serb-
fans have already descended into the
Florina Plains.”

Powerful as were the first line de-
fences of the Bulgarian right, it was
swept back with comparative ease by
the embittered dash of the Serbs
during the last five days. An inter-
esting psychological factor is that
when General Sarrail some months
ago assigned the Serbians to the left
wing the Bulgarian general staff felt
considerable relief. From that quar-
ter they expected the least danger,
for the Serbian army was generally
considered irreparably shattered and
its spirit broken. The Serbian posi-
tions were regarded as defensive
rather than offensive. The Bulgarian
line was formidably fortified in anti-
cipation of drum fire from the
French big guns, but open infantry
battles were not looked for.

Thus the spirited Serbian onrush
when the signal for the Allied offen-
sive was given took the Bulgars by
surprise, How precipitate their re-
treat has been ts indicated by the
fact that the pursuers captured
thirty-two guns, many, as yet un-
counted prisoners, and huge guanti-
ties of material. Tremendous losses
were inflicted on the Bulgars, the
Serbian headquarters report says,
one regiment alone losing two-
thirds of its effectives.

DRIVING ON LEMBERG.

Russians Have Resumed Advance oa
Galician City.

LONDON, Sept. 18.—The Russians
have resumed the drive on Lem-
berg with full vigor. The Petrograd
War Office announced Sunday night
that the Russians have captured Teu-
ton positions south of Brzezany, 46
miles south-east of Lemberg, taking
14 officers and 667 Turkish soldiers.

In an encircling movement against
Halicz, 60 miles south of the Galic-
ian capital, the Russians have taken

The German War Office stated
Sunday afternoon  that the Musco-
vite attacks, launched “‘morning, af-
ternoon, and evening” on a front of
twelve and a half miles, with ‘“‘strong
forces and in numerous waves,” were
repulsed evérywhere. The Russian
losses are termed ‘‘monstrous” in
reports from the fighting

GAINS ARE. EXTENDED

Both British and French Ad-
vance on the Somme.

Total Advance Made by the British in
Two Days is From One to Two
Miles De¢p Over a Front of Six
Miles—French Take Two Villages
and Have Crushed in Two Tips of
Southern Line of Great Germaxn
Salient.

LONDON, Sept. 18.—Both the
British and French irvcreased their
gains on the Somme front during the
last 24 hours.

The British in further attacks Sat-
urday enlarged ground gained in Fri-
day’s great drive. They captured 51
officers and 1,700 men in straighten-.
ing out their lines. The number ol
prisoners taken indicates that the
progress made in the course of the
“nibbling process’ is important.

Saturday night Sir Douglas Haig's
troops again extended their gains
near Courcellotte on a front of 1,00¢
yards, pushing their lines further
north-eastward against Bapaume. Al
the same time they captured the for-
midable German stronghold known
as the “Danube’” trench, on a froni
of about a mile, near Thiepval, and
the powerful fieldwork near the Mou-
quet farm, bitterly contested for
many weeks. Sunday Sir Douglas
Haig’s troops repulsed a series ol
strong German counter-attacks and
consolidated Saturday’s gains. They
took 249 prisoners, including six of-
ficers.

The total advance made by the
British in the two days’ fighting, ac-
cording to Sir Douglas Haig's Sun-
day night report, is from one to twv
miles deep, and extends over a front
of six miles. Altogether the British
captured 4,000 men and 116 officers,
six guns, fifty machine guns and
much material. Sunday’s aerial suc-
cesses brought the number of Ger-
man machines destroyed since Sat-
uray morning up to 15.

The French after two days of com-
parative rest resumed their drive
south of the Somme Sunday after-
noon. They captured the villages of
Vermandovillers and Berny, portions
of which they have held for more
than a week, The day’s fighting put
the French in possession of the whole
ground between the Vermandovillers,
Deniecourt, and the Deniecourt-
Berny sectors. At Deniecourt the
Germans are still desperately de-
fending every inch of ground, but the
two tips of the southern line of the
great salient have been completely
crushed in. General Foch’s infantry
added still further to this success by
capturing a number of trenches be-
tween Berny and Barleux. Repeated
furious counter-attacks were beaten
off by the French curtain of fire.
Seven hundred prisoners, including
15 officers, were taken by the French
in the day’s advance.

Saturday night’s report reads:

‘“To-day (Saturday), south of the
Ancre we continued our attack in cer-
tain localities, and further progress
has been made. Since yesterday we
advancetdl to a depth of from one to
two miles on a front of six miles.

‘“The number of prisoners takem
to-day is over 1,700, of whom 61
are officers. The total number of
prisoners captured in the fighting of

whom 116 are officers.

“Up to the present six guns and
over fifty machine guns are reported
to have been taken or destroyed,
and a considerable quantity of war

aerial
fighting on September 15 bring the
total of German machines destroyed
to fifteen. Another hostile kite bal-
loon was brought down in flames this
afternoon.

“Two more of our machines are
missing, making altogether six.”

Sunday afternoon’s report reads:

“South of the Acre our troops
achieved further success. Last even-
ing in the vicinity of Courcelette we
extended our gains on a front of
about 1,000 yards. In the neighbor-
hood of Thiepval we obtained a con-
siderable success yesterday evening
by capturing the hostile fortifications
known as the Danube trench on a
front of about a mile. Here the
enemy abandoned considerable quan-
tities of rifies and equipment. We
also captured the strongly defended
work at Mouquet Farm, possession of
which had been hotly contested for
some weeks past.

‘“fhe number of prisoners is in-
creasing.

“A number of successful minor
enterprises were also carried out by
us last night on other parts of the
British front."’

PALESTINE BOMBED.

British Seaplanes Drop Explosives
on Railway Jumction.

LONDON, Sept. 18.—The follow-
ing report was issued by the British
War Office Sunday:

“Between August 25 and 29 a se-
ries of attacks and reconnaissances
upon the enemy’s railway communi-
cations in Palestine were carried out
by a British seaplane squadron
under somewhat hazardous condi-
tions, due to the fact that the rail-
way runs for the most part behind a

range of mountains dificult for sea-
planes to surmount.

“Bombs were dropped on Afuleh
' Junction, where considerable dam-
age was done to the rolling stock and
stores in the vicinity. A railway en-
,gine and fourteen carriages were
| set afiire and destroyed. The rail-

HELD BY A MANIAC

Plight of a Steeplejack Atop a
Towering Church Spire.

WHEN HIS HELPER WENT MAD.

The Struggle For Life In Midair and
the Lucky Incident That Enabled
Merrill to Overcome the Cunning
Lunatic In His Death Grapple.

In Cleveland Moffett’s “Careers of
Danger and Daring” is this incident of
real life that was told to Mr. Moffett
by Merrill, the famous steeplejack, to
whom it occurred: =

“Did you ever have an impulse to
jump off a steeple?” I questioned, re-
calling the sensations of many people
in looking down even frow a housetop.

“I’'ve kept pretty free from that,”
gaid he, **but there’s no doubt climbing
steeples does tell on a man’s nerves.
Now, there was Dan O'Brien. He had
an impulsé to jump off a steeple one
day and a strong impulse too. He
went mad on one of the tallest spires
in Cincinnati, right at the top of it.”

“Went mad?”

“Yes, sir, raving mad, and I was by
him when it happened. I forget wheth-
er the church was Baptist or Presby-
terian, but I know it stood on Sixth
street, near Vine, and there was a big
bhand on top of the steeple with the
forefinger pointing to heaven.

“We were putting fresh gilding on
this hand. I was working on the
thumb side and O’Brien on the little
finger side, both of us standing on tiny
stagings about the size of a chair seat
and both of us made fast to the steeple
by life lines under our arms. That's
an absolute rule in climbing steeples—
never to do the smallest thing unless
you're secured by a life line.

“It was coming on dark, and I was
hurrying to get the gold leaf on, be-
ecause we'd given the hand a fresh
coat of si~'ng that would be dry before
morning. We hadn’t spoken for some
time, when suddenly I heard a laugh
from O’Brien’s side that sent a shiver
down my spine. Did you ever hear a
crazy man laugh? Well, if ever you
do you'll remember it. I looked at him
and saw by his face that something
was wrong.

“ “What are you doing? said L

“He answered very polite and steady
like, but his tone was queer. ‘I'm try-
ing to figure cut how long it would
tike a man to get down if he went the
fastest way.’

“I thought I had better keep him in
a good humor, so I said, ‘I'll tell you
what, Dan, you brace up and get this
gold on, and then we’ll race to the
ground in our saddles.’

“That's a fair idea,’ said he in a
shrill voice, ‘but I've got a better one.
We'll race down without any saddles;
yes, sir, without any lines, without a
blamed thing.’

“Don’t be a fool, Dan. What you
want to do is to get that gold on—
quick’ I tried to speak sharp.

“sNo, sir; I'm going to jump, and so
are you.'

“I caught his eye just then and saw
it wasn't any time to bother about
gold leaf. I reached up and eased the
hitch of my line around the hand so I
could swing toward him. I knew if I
once got my grip on him he wouldn’t
make any more trouble. But I'd never
bad & crazy man to deal with, and I
didn't realize how tricky and quick
they are. While I was working around
to his side and thinking he didn’t no-
tice it he was laying- for me out of
the corner of his eye, and the first
thing I knew he had me by the throat
and everything was turning black. |
Jet go of the line and dropped back
on my saddle board helpless, and if it
badn’t been for blind luck I guess the
people down below would have got
their money’s worth in about a min-
ute. But my hand struck the tool box
as he pressed me back, and I had just
strength enough left to shut my fingers
on the first tool I touched and strike
at him with it. The tool happened to
be a monkey wrench, and when a man
gets a clip on the head with a thing
like that he's pretty apt to keep still
for awhile. And that’s what O’'Brien
did. He keeled over and lay there,
and I did, too, until my head got
steady. Even then I guess we'd both
have fallen if it hadn’t been for the
life lines.

“The rest was simple enough after
I got my senses back. Dan was un-
conscious, and all I bad to do was
fasten a rope to bim and lower away.
They took care of him down below
until the ambulance came. and he
spent that night in a hospital. And
he's spent most of his years since then
in an asylum, his mind all gone extept
for short periods, when be comes to
himself again, and then he always
starts out to put an end to me. That
last impulse to destroy me has never
left him.”

The Things Which Are Not Seen—
Review.—2 Corinthians, 4., 1-5.4.

Summary.—Lesson 1. Topic: Pro-
Phecy revealed. Places: Thessalonica;
Berea; Athens, Paul and Silas went
from Phillipi to ° Thessalonica and
pbreached In the synagogue of the
Jews. There were some who received
the gospel. The Jews raised an up-
roar against the apostles who went to
Berea and were successful in their
ministry,

II, Topic: Living Epistles. Place:
The epistle was written from Corinth.
The earliest of Paul's epistles was the
first one to the.Thessalonians. He
wrote it for their instruction and
comfort, They wer¢ not fully estab-
lished in the doctrine of the resurrec-
tion and Paul gave them inetruction in
that regard.

III. Topic: Distinctive Christianity.
Place: Athens. Paul had not been in
Athens long before he was stirred up
to speak to the people about the true
God, for he saw everywhere evidences
of idolatry. He was invited to address
the people on Mars Hill and he spoke
most kindly, but ehowed the superior-
ity of the religion of Jesus.

IV. Topic: A battle for truth. Places
—Corinth; Ephesus; Jerusalem: An-
tioch in Syria. Paul went from Athens
to Corinth where he preached thé gos-
pel for a while to the Jews. When
they rejected it, he turned to the Gen-
tlles. He continued his labors here
for one and a half years. He supported
himself by working.

V. Topic: Church unity. Place:
Written from Ephesus. Paul addressed
the First Epistle to the Corlnthians
to correct some evils he heard existed
in the church there. He emphasized
the excellence of the cross of Christ.
It was foolishness to the Greeks and
@ stumbling-block to the Jews, but
it was the power of God to believers.
. VI. Topic: The pre-eminence of
love, Place: Written from Ephesus.
Love is the great essential in religion.
There are many gifts mentioned, but
none of them are of real value apart
from love. Love is kind, unprovoked,
patient and enduring. Faith, hope and

love are the enduring graces, but
the greatest of these is love.
VII. Topic: Christian beneficence.

Place: Written probanly from Philippl.
Faul was making an effort to raise
mcney for the poor saints at Jeru-
salem, and he suggested to the Corin-
thians that they be ready with their
cffering at his arrival there,

VIII. Toplic: Religious pretense.
Place: Ephesus. The preaching of
Faul and his associates at and around
Ephesus was effectual. So many gave
up their idolatry and became Chris-
tians that the profits to the manufac-
turers of images fell off greatly.
Demetrius incited a riot and vnder-
took to do harm to the Christians.

IX. Topic :A missionary’s farewell.

lace: Miletus. On his way to Jeru-
salem Paul stopped at Miletus and
tent to Ephesus for the elders of the
church to come to him. They came
and the apostle addressed them, call-
ing their attention to his life among
them, warning them of the dangers
that were before them and exhorting
them to steadfastness,

X. Topic: A life-career. Place: Writ-
ten probably from Philipni. Paul’s
apostleship was denied by eertain
teachers who went to Corinth. He
showed in ‘this epistle that he had
been called to his work. Ha was a
Hebrew and had been abundant in
lakors and sufferings for the cause of
Christ.

XI. Topic: The ministry of witness-
ing. Place: Jerusalem. On the way
from Miletus to Jerusalem, Paul was
twice warned of the danger to iim in
golng to Jerusalem, and was, urged
not to go. He was determined, believ-
ing it was his duty. He was cordially
received by the church and tricd to
conciliate the Jewish Christians who
had been misinformed abont him.

XII. Topic: Paul's life review,
Place: Jerusalem. Faul obtained per-
mission to address the mob and made
his defence as he stood on the stairs
of the tower of Antonia. e urged
his Jewish ancestry and training, and
told of his work as a persecutor of
Christians. e related tha ctory of
his conversion.

I. Thrawgh his personal ministry.
The lessons of this quarter have
brought we iInto close acquaintance
with the life and labors of Paul. His
personal piety, his devotion to Christ,
his clear comception of the gospel, his
love for humanity, his zeal for the
Redeemer's kingdom and his faith for
its ultimate triumph made him the
man for his task. His entire being was
devoted to the one calling of preach-
Ing Christ and Him crucified. Whey
ever he was directed to go, he applied
himeelf to-the ons purpose of unfold-
ing the plan of redemption to all men.
He presented the atonement as the
fulfilment of all Jewish expectation
in religion. To make that nation see
that Christ was the Messiah of their
scriptures and the fulfilment of types
and prophecies and the Redeemer of
all men, Paul devoted his every power
regardless of what it involved. His un-
mistakable call to the Gentile wer'd
disentangled him from Judaism as far
as it affected hie recepticn of Gentile
converts Into full fellowship in the
Christian Church. His pereonal minis-
church council, which granted freedom
from the mother church at Jerusalem
according to the decision of the first
chure couficil, whic lgranted freedom
to all Gentiles, touching the law of
elreumeision. Tn the various cities
where Paul established churches there
were converts pecnullarly distinguished
for their adherence to the prinepiles
of Christianity, so that the gospel
gained a wide extension through thelr
influence and example. Regardless of
the antagonism of the unbelfeving
Jews, Christian churches were bullt

.

up. By frequent divine revelations
Paul was directed how to conduct his
personal ministry in the various cir-
cumstances which developed. Thus the
S8ame truth was made comprehensive
to the different classes of people. Ev-
erywhere with Paul it was the “word

II. Through his doctrinal epistles.
The lack of personal touch had its
effect in the various churches which
Paul was obliged to put under the
care of others. Matters of doctrine
frequently troubled pome of them.
Various would-be teachers spread con-
fusion. Party spirit crept in. Oppo-
sition to Paul as their spiritual in-
structor arose. Immorality crept in
among the weaker members. Chris-
tlan  generosity became irregular.
While many continued strong, some
weakened under the tests. On the
one hand pressure from without tend-
ed to produce worldliness. Fanatieism
from within tended to intrcduce
etandards that were oppnsed to Chris-
tian simplicity. Paul’'s soul was
grieved at every decline. His fatherly
forbearance and his regard for their
true happiness enabled him to set
before them in varlous epistles such
wholesome rebukes and timely advice
and glthnl such tender guidance that
they were not left without rules to
govern trem {in Christian life and
rractice. Recognition of their virtues
as well as admonition to nobler con-
duct appeared in all these epistles,

11I. THrough his defence of the
goepel. Various phases of persecation
came to the early Christians. Various
Lindrances impeded their progress.
Paul was skillful in directing matters
of that nature. When it came to the
issue of ‘Judaism against Christianity,
Paul was the only one who covld meet
the situation. He was the man
ckarged with having turned the world
upside down. He was accused of klas-
phemies and sacrilege. He was sin-
gied out and beaten and stoned and
imprisoned. He was pursued with
faise charges of unfaithfulness to the
religion of Jehovain. He was despised
for granting the Gentiles admission
into the Christian church without ob-
serving Jewish law. Twice the Roman
pcwer saved him from death at the
Fands of a frenzied Jewish mob. In
his defence of the gospel Paul was
unmoved by any suffering which was
directed upon him, but he determined
that the Jews should not be ignorant
cencerning the mission of the t.ospel
and the hopelessness cf Judaism in its
ceremonialism as a means of salvation
from sin. Christianity yras estined to
extend its saving power when Judaism
was forgotten.

ADVICE TO PRUNERS.

Begin pruning when the leaves are
all off the trees and at any time when
the weather is not actually freezing.
Use the brush for tuel, and so get the
orchard all cleaned up before spring.
The miost useful tool for the work of
pruning is a fine-tooth saw about two
feet long.: Of course, special pruning
saws are made, but/an ordinary hand
saw of the size you} desire. Probably
the hardware merchant trom whom
you buy keepa a short-handled pruning
shears for one hand, and those with
long handles for both hands. You will
find both really useful though while
the pruning shears will not be used
as much as the saw for pruning trees,
they are excellent for prunmicane,
vine and bush fruits.

The healthy tree in good form %nd
condition for bearing, should not’be
pruned very much in one year, for
the larger the leaf surface, the greater
the growth. About 90 per cent. of the
food is absorbed from the atmosphere
through the leaves, and every leaf-
bearing branch that is cut out reduces
the feeding capacity of the tree. We
should prune not to diminish the size
of the tree, unnecessarily, but (1) to
let in the sunshine and thin the fruit
so that all left will ripen properly and
be also of larger size, and (2) to cut
out diseased wood. Any more prun-
ing is injurious to the tree. Just try
to keep the centre of the tree open,
cutting off branches that will grow too
close together, but after all mostly
letting the tree have its own way.
Young trees that have been planted
only a few years will need some at-
tention now. Clip off the sprouts
growing in the centre, using the small
pruning shears, and have them sharp.
This is important in any pruning
work; never crush the wood, but make

a clean close cut that will quickly
heal.
When pruning the large bearing

tree, cut out all the dead or dying
branches. These are usually the re-
sult of “fire blight,” a bvacterial dis-
ease, for which the only known rem-
edy is to cut off the diseased wood,
and doing it gome little way back be-
yond where it is healthy, disinfect
both the wound and saw with corrisive
sublimate (one part to 1,000 parts of
water) and cover the wound with gas
tar. Next, notice where the branches
are thickening up, so as to exclude
the sunshine and thin judiciously. The
tree should be pruned so th2t the sun
will shine some time during the day
on every twig that will bear fruit.
This will also thin the fruit and it also
facilitates spraying, for pruning
should always precede spraying.

Preparing Sheep and Hogs for Exhibition

A Veteranr of The Show-ring Tells Beginners How to Connect

With the Prize List.

e

As we are agaln face to face with
the exhibitions where go many of us
80 to make history, it is all import-
ant that we put our right foot ‘or-
ward, as it were, 50 ag to be in the
best possible shape for winning our
share of the honors, not so much
for the direct cash benefit that is
offered in prizes ag for the future
trade that naturally comes through
winning. It is now too late to do any
fitting with feed. He is an expert .in-
deed who can carry his stock through
the exhibitions without{them losing
flesh, especially if the are sheep
and hogs, largely because they are
difficult stock to exercise, About all
that we can hope to de now is to
put on the finishing touches. which,
by the way, have not very much

effect with the judges, but they please

The trimming, carding, brushing and
clipping should be done a couple of
times before the sheep leave home,
to work the ringlets apart and make
a dense or solid appearing surface.
This of course applies chiefly to the
medium wooled breeds. While the ex-
hibitors of long wooled sheep use the
shears much more now than formerly
their work with the fleece is largely
to divide the large ringlets {into
smaller ones and to pick out straws
and chaff,
HANDLING SHEEP IN THE RING.
As in the case of hogs, feed sheep
less heavily on fattening grain than
they were used to at home and give
them all the exercise possible. If
Lueir feet have not been trimmed be-
fore they left home be sure to do it
before they enter the prize ring.

BEGINNER SHOULDN'T BE
DISCOURAGED,

Sometimes new exhibitors who have
never shown before at the large ex-
hibitions are so wrappéd up in their
own stock that they fal] flat, as it
were, when they fail to win a large
share of the premlums. To such an
one let me say, that unless you have
had an experienced herdsman or shep-
herd to select your stock and fit it
for you, you ghould not expect to win
much the first year against men who
have not only exhibited for many
years but who have spent a good part
of their lifetime selecting and breed-
ing with a fixeq ideal in their minds.
Anyone can fatten an animal, but it
requires an expert to develop an ani-
mal and finish it, keeping it active
and sprightly, straight on its ping and

future customers.
HOGS THAT WIN THE RIBBONS.
With hogs, as practically all the
older exhibitors or what we might
term the professionals know, a good
start goes a long way toward a suc-
cessful finish, When I say a good
start I mean having the right type to
start with, so that when the finish is
put on just to the desired point,
everything is there to please the
judge. Now, then, having those two
qualifications when leaving home, all
that is left to do in so far as the
hog is concerned, is to clean him up,
trim his toes, if this has not already
been done, exercise him sufficient
to keep him gupple, feed lighter foods
than he was used to at home. so as
to ward off sluggishness, and last,
but not least, show him well. While
the whip is an excellent article for
use in showing hogs, I have cften
watched men constantly tapping a pig
across the nose, while the judge is
looking him over, thereby swinging
him back upon his pasterng and
humping his back up, when the very
opposite was necessary just at that
moment. I admire the man who shows
his animal to the very best advantage.
If your pig is a graceful walker, keep
him walking; if not, keep him as
quiet ag possible. Always keep at
least one eye on the pig; too many
keep both eyes on the judge. Good
exhibition counts a whole lot more
than the beginner usually imagines.
‘The finishing wuches at the last
minute are very much more important
with sheep than with the hogs, and
require more expert knowledge as
they hzve to do with putting the
fieaces into the finest possible ghape
and keeping them so. But, as I have
said before, this has not got so much
weight with the judges as it has
with sightseers, A good judge knows
the good sheep before it is trimmed.

Many a good sheep has failed to win
simrly because its toes had grown
out of ghape, giving it the appearance
of having weak pasterns. As you are
about to enter the ring remember
you are on exhibiticn as well as the
sheep, and that the sheep may fail
to win simply because you didn’t do
your. part. See that your sheep has
all four legs placed squarely under
it, else it will show weakness some-
where under the judge's hand. Study
the methods of the best showmen—
they never let thoir sheep get out of
positien even after the judge has
passed along; they realize from years
of experience, perhaps, that the judge
is frequently glancing over the ring
making comparisons, and it is pos-
sible that he may decide in favor of
yours even while in the act of hand-
ling another.

If I might say a word'to exhibitors
in general I should say to all, play
the game honestly and fairly and
take the medicine as handed out by
the judges without a murmur. You
may not get just what you expected,
and at the same time may be get-
ting more than your opposition would
agree that you are entitled to, and
still be getting the judge’s honest
judgment. Judges, like exhlbitors, are
only human and are liable to make
mistakes, and while possibly at times
there are wilfully dishonest decisions
made, I believe that for the most part
live stock judges go into the ring
determined to place the ribbong where
they rightfully belong. But as ng as
time wiil last our judgments will dif-
fer, and even if at times the job
may be toc big for the judge, if he
iz honest you wili get a fair share of
tne prizes even though they may
not be placed as yo: think Lhey
should be. It usually pays to take
what you are offered, witl) a smile.

in ghowyard bloom at the right time.
Such men are few and far between,
50 to the new exhibitor let me say,
don’t expect to reach the pinnacle of
suocesg at your first show that it
has taken others yearg and years to
reach. The experience of the first
year or two will be valuable to you
later on.

Some say the stock show is the
same old thing year after year, but
I think the average exhibitor real-
izes that to meet the changes in

types demanded they require to be a
little better year by year and that
the same old thing will not suffice.
Some things that may look small to
the new beginner (such as black
wool, crooked legs, wiry or open
fieeces, etc.), have been difficult ob-
stacles to overcome, and it is natur-
ally to be expected that the veteran
has accomplished more along those
lines than the amateur, and ig likely
to win more on that account,

But I often think that we sometimeg
allow flesh or fat to win when it
shouldn’t. I don’t mean to say that
fleshing evenly distributed isn’t very
important in the show ring, but I
do think that breed, type, or what
some call character, should be given
more preference than many are in-
clined to give it. In other words, I
don’t think that (in a breeding class)
a pig or a sheep, off in type and on
broken-down pasterns, although load-
ed with flesh should win over ones
of the aesired type, up straight on
its pasterns, even though the latter
is not carrying sufficient flesh. Just
give him sufficient time and the good
feeder can make any animal fat; but
years of careful selection and mating
has been required by the expert to
combine the fine points which go to
make up what we might call breed
type.

He also gives a list,; with de-
scriptive illustrations, of the principal
hceney-producing plants with their ap-
rroximate yielding periods. In fact,
it would seem that pretty well every-
thing worth knowing about the culti-
vation and management of the honey-
bee is detafled In this handy sixtyv-
rage official bulletin or pamphlet
pubiished for gratuitous cirenlaticn.

SHREWD SHAKESPEARE.

Was an Excellent Business Man,
but Fond of Litigation.

One reason may be given “for Shake-
sreare not publishing his plays, and
we have reason to think i* was of a
kind to appeal to him. Thera was
no copyright, and to publish the plays
vwaz to lessen their financial value to
his company. This “gentla Will,” this
“aweetest Shakespeare,” thls “Swan of
Avon,” was an admirable man of busi-

ness. If we had only the records of
the law courts, in fact, we might not
be able to think so very well of him.
He had a keenness for Htization which
he seems to have faherited from his
fatlier. As a taxpayer he was slow, 1f

not positively evasive. He was appar-
ently negligent of a debt contracted by
hig wife. Like many men of property,
he evaded the restrictions against
brewing malt liquor for hig private
use, being in his way a moonshiner,
Liberal in giving aid and lending
money to his friends in neod, he was
strict in collecting debts. At about the
timie he wrote the final version of
“Hamlet” he sued the village &pothe-
Cary at Stratford to recover a small
loan and while he was at work on the
world tragedy of “Antony and Cleopa-
ra” he engaged in litigation that
brought him in conflict with the vil-
lago blacksmith, a state of affairs that
Fmerson relates with something akin
to licrror. He conspired with his farher
to secure from the conniving Heralds’
college a shady coat-of-arms and the
right to subscribe himself “zent,” and,
wliile apparently not actively aiding

-&n attempt to inclose Stratford com-

mon lands in defianc> of the rights of
the people, he at best remainod strict-
Iy neutral toward the project,

Careless as he seems to have been as
to his fame as a dramatist, he was in
business by no means above current
standards of conduct. Ona gathers
that the chief interest of ais later
Years was to live at case as a &entle-
man and provide we!l for his family.
It is related on pratty good authority
that he died of “‘a feavour” after “a
merry meeting” at Stratford with his
old friend, Ben Johnson, and the poet
Drayvton. But it is not vnlikely that
the true cause of hiz fover wag not
drink, but the insanitary condition of
the street in which he lved.

TIRELESS INSECTS.

Built for the Strenuous Life, They
. Are Never Weary.

In “Imsects, Their Life Histories
and Habits,” Harold Bastin, the en-
tomologist, says tnat, contrary to po- *
pular belief, spiders are mot insects.
Insects have six legs, neither more nor
less, and another peculiarity of the
ineect ia that it has wings, sometimes
two, more often four. Spiders have
eight legs and no wings; therefore
spiders are not insects.

Insects have no backbomes and no
skeletons, says Mr. Bastin, but skine
with a hard, durable surface callod
chitin, which makes up a light shell
of armor that forms the outside of
the body, to the inside of which the
muscles are attached.

Insects do not breathe through
their mouths, but through holes in
their bodies, called epiracles. Insects
have neither veins nor arteries. The
blood is pumped directly from the
chambered heart into the body cavity,

where it bathes aand  nourishes the
organs. Insects have wonderful and
enviable digestive organs and feed

upon and digest almost any substance
from which nourishment may be ex-
tracted. 3

Because of the way they are bulit
Insects are particularly fitted for the
strenuous life, and a tired insect is
a thing unknown. They are always
busy traveling, buzzing, biting or
seeking some work to do.

cream, one rounding teaspoonful of
soda, two eggs, one teaspoonful of
vanilla, flour to roll soft.

Steamed Pudding—One cupful of
‘molasses, one cupful of sour cream,
two cupfuls of Grabam flour, one tea-
spoonful of soda (rounding), one cup-
ful of raisins, one teaspoonful of cin-
namon, one-half teaspoonful of cloves,
one-half teaspoonful of salt. Steam
three hours.

Raisin Puffs—Two egzs, one-quarter
cupful of butter, two cupfuls of flour,
one cupful of sour cream, one cupful
of ralsins, seeded and chopped, one
teaspoonful of soda. Steam in cups
one hour and serve with any good
pudding sauce.

Johnny Cake—One tablespoonful of
butter, two tablespoonfuls of sugar,
one-half teaspoonful of salt, one egg,
one cupful of sour cream, one cupful
of cornmeal, one cupful of , flour, one
teaspoonful of soda.

Graham Muffins—One cupful of
sour cream, one-half cupful of mo-
lasses, two cupfuls oi graham flour,
two eggs, well beatem, —one-quarter
teaspoonful of salt, one teaspoonful
of soda. Bake in quick oven.

Two Factories Burned.

ST. THOMAS, Sept. 18.—Fire late
Saturday night completely destroyed
the plant of the St. Thomas Dehydra-
tion Compiny, as well as that of the
Canadian Wood Products Company.
The flames originated in the rehy-
dration plant ,and spread with alarm-
ing rapidity, threatening for a time
the plants of the St. Thomas Packing
Company and the St. Thomas Cold
Storage Company. The loss to the
Dehyration Company will be heavy,
$30,000 being a conservative estim-
ate. The plant has not been in op-
eration for the four summer months,
but preparations were being made
to re-open in a week’s time to fill a
Government order for dehydrated po-
tatoes for the Canadian army. The
Wood Products Company’s loss is
$6,000, with insurance of $2,500.

DIVISION OF NUMBERS.

Rules That Will Simplify Some Exam-
ples In Arithmetic.

It is often convenient to know wheth-
‘er a given number is divisible by an-
other without going through the usual
process of division. Almost every one
knows that however large a number
may be, it is divisible by 5 if the last
digit is 5 or 0. The following gives the
rule for some other numbers:

A number is divisible by 2 when the
last digit is divisible by 2; by 3 when
the sum of the digits is divisible by 3;
by 4 when the number represented by
the last two digits is divisible by 4; by
5whenthenumbgrendsln5or0; by
6 when it is divisible by 2 and also by

SALUTES BY GUNFIRE.

Origin of the Custom and of the 101
Blasts For Monarchs.

There is a good deal more in' this
most delicate and important matter of
salutes by gunfire than is always un-
derstood. It has a history of its own,
which goes back nearly as far as the
use of gunpowder in war, and whether
it was adopted as a means of reassur.
ing one's visiting acquaintances that
one'’s guns were empty of cannon balls
and gne’s soul of guile or whether it
was /begun merely as an organized
noise in honor of a guest doesnot
greatly matter,

Toward the end of the fifteenth cen-
tury a salute of guns was a recognized
compliment, though the number to be
fired seems to have varied. An acci-
dent is said to bhave settled when to
stop firing in the royal salute. The
Emperor Maximilian L, returning to
the city of Augsburg after an expedi-
tion, was received with what should
have been a salute of a hundred guns.
The officer in charge of the artillery
lost count in his mervousness and in
order to make sure. that the full num-
ber was rendered discharged an extra
Plece, ]

The city of Nuremburg, which was
the next to have the honor of enter-
taining the emperor, thought that the
new number was official and followed
the example of Augsburg. Thus the
highest honor that was payable by
gunfire became 101 rounds.

The greatest salute ever fired was
that of 1,001 guns, which in 1840 greet.
ed the arrival in France of the ship
bearing Napoleon’s body from St. He-
lena, although at the imperial durbar
in 1911 the imposing salute of 101
“guns,” each fired by salvos of six
pieceés, was no bad second. Of others
there was a salute fired some few
years ago at the blessing of the waters
of the Neva by the present czar that
might well have marked an epoch,
There was also the salute without
which the kaiser on his famous visit to
Palestine refused to land at Beirut,—
Perceval Landon in London Telegraoh.

Since
it is divisible by 2 and by 3, it is also
divisible by 6.
