LARGE REDUCTION.

New Electric Lighting Rates Go Into
Effect on Dec. 1.’

The Hamilton Electric Light Company
announces in this issue an important
reduction in lighting rates. Beginning
on December 1, the rates for domestic
incandescent lighting will be reduced by
fror: 23 to 60 per cent., according to
the consumption. The company will
also furnish all incandescent renewals
free. After that date all lighting will
be by meter—there will be no more fiat
rate.  Domestic incandescent lighting
will cost, according to the current con-
sumed, from 7.65 to 5.04 cents per kilo-
watt hour, exclusive of meter rent of
€5 cents a month. A kilowatt hour will
operate a 16 candle power incandescent
lamp 18 hours.

Yor commercial lighting the meter
rate will be 41¢ cents per kilowatt hour,
in addition to a fixed charge depending
on the size and kind of lamps used.

THE INTERPRETER.

Budimar Protich, Recommended for
Official Appointment.

Mr. Budimar Protich, who acted as in-

terpreter at the Sunfield murder trial,
has been recommended to the Attorney-
General for the position of interpreter
for the crown in this county, a position
whigh the Grand Jury st the High Cow
now gitting recommends be created.

Mr, Protich is a man of middle u?v.
who has seen a great deal of the world.
He was born in Servia and after passing
out of the separate schools, spent two
Yyears in the college at Belgrade, the
capital of that country. He then joined
the army and soldiered for King Alexan-
dria, who was assassinated. After that
he spent some time learning the trade
of moulding, which he followed for a
time in Constantinople. From Turkey he
went to Bulgaria and from there to Hun-
gary and later to Ttaly. Tiring of that
hot country he went to Germany, where
he followed his trade in the day time,
and studied foreign languages at night
school. He spent six years perfecting
himself in some of the languages that
he had gained a slight knowledge of in
his travels,

In 1902 he went to England and ob-
tained a position in the British Westing-
house Co’s. plant at Manchester, acting
as interpreter for the company in em-
ploying men and in its foreign c'nrnspun-
dence. In 1904 he came to Canada and
took up his residence in this city. For
a time he followed his trade, but dur-
ing the past year or year and a half,
he has been employed by the two trunk
lines and railway contractors, securing
help for them--Italians and other fore-
igners who do not speak English. He
has also been in receipt of a considerable
income as interpreter -in the civil and
criminal courts, here, as well as in other
rhm-\: He speaks seven languages fluerit-
y —Servian, Budgarian, Macedonian,
Hungarian, Polish, German and English.
He also has a good knowledge -of French
and Italian, making nine languages that
he can use. £

The Earthquake Was a Seaquake
Near Hawaiian Islands:

Berkeley, Cal., Oct. 18.—Prof. A. E.
Louschrer, of the observatory of the
University of California, announced that
the centre of the earthquake disturb-
ance felt on the Pacific coast on Wed-
nesday an dpractically the same as that
registered an, the seismograph at Wash-
ington, D. C., was about 1,000 miles
south of Berkley, in mid-ocean, probably
between the Hawaiian Islands and the
south coast of Mexico. The shock is
known to acientists as a eeaquake, and
is usually followed by a tidal wave. Re-

STREET RAILWAY.

An Advocate of Municipal Owner-
ship Talks.

To the Editor of the Times:

Dear Editor,—Will you kindly publish
the following: I give below a few very
interesting facts for the people, and
from which the Street Railway manage-
ment can take a good lesson,

Berlin, being a good sized town, not
a city, the following is a grand showing,
especially when you think the town
has only run their street car service for
thres months, from May 1st to August
lat.

They carried 164,000 passengers, their
average receipt for each passenger being
4 1-3 cents, the average cost of carrying
such ‘passengers amotint to about
3 2.3 cents, which gives them a net pro-
fit ou each passenger carried of 2-3 cent,
which is a great credit to the town and
citizens, to think that they have such
efficient management in the street rail-
way. They operate three cars on a 20-
minute schedule regularly, and on Sat-
urdays they put on two or three extra
cars,

The city of Guelph, although a much
snaller eity than Hemilton, yet knows
how to run their street railway and
make money out of it, while the Hamil-
ton Street Railway, according to Mr, J.
M. Gibson’s statement, cannot make
money; it must be poor management.
Of course Berlin and Guelph. have not
the Cataract Power Co. to buy miotive
power from.

Their
cost of operation was $20,169.03, total
