Useful Closets.

Plenty of closet room is a feature which
probably every housewife prizes. Things
accumlate in an amazing mannerin a large
family, and to have them of any avail in
emergencies or for daily use they must be
classified and stored in an orderly and
convenient manner which is hardly pas-
sible with insufficient closet room. The
Household has given some. illustrated
hints about improvising closets and
making the most of space, from which
the following is reproduced:

In every closet there should be a shelf
placed . just above the hooks, and this
should extend on all sides of the closet, if
itis a large one. The hooks should be plac-
ed as low down as possible to allow forZa
second shelf above the first, which should
be six inches wider than the lower shelf.
Upon this may be stored the travelling
bags, bonnet, hat and other boxes which
take up room, and yet one likes to have
such things conveniently at hand.

Usuallyin a closet there is but one
shelf, and above that is so much waste
room, but with the second shelf a part of
this is utilized, and if the hooks are
placed so that the skirts escape the floor
by six inches the second shelf need not
be so high that a’step ladder is necessary.
Both shelves should have a row of hooks
on the outer edge, and this will give three
times the usual amount of hanging space.
It will be found a convenience to hang
the skirts on the row, the waists outside
of that, and the jackets and wraps out-
side the whole.

The same treatment may be carried
out in a shallow closet, provided there is
depth enough for two shelves. One shelf
at least there could be, and if this was
provided with hooks it would give double
the amount of hanging space.

But what shall we do in a bedroom min-
us a closet—a hall bedroom, forinstance, in
which a young woman, who has hired the
room for economy, must stow away all
her belongings in that little 7 by 12 box,
into which a full bedroom set and one
easy chair must be crowded?

Utilize every inch of space against the
wall with wooden boxes covered with cre-
tonne or bright chintz. Then if there is
a spare corner, fit two or three cornered
shelves into it, one above the other, and
drape it with an inner curtain of cheese-
cloth or dotted-miuslin and an outer cur
tain of figured chintz to match your box-
es. The space between the two shelves will
give a place for your bonnets or hits, and
you can place a piece of bric-a-brac in
front to give a decorative effect.

Farm and Nousehold.

Fattening Foods.

Buckwheat is very fattening and seems
to have a whitening effect upon the flesh.
It is much fed by the Frenth, who are
quite successful turkey growers, and itis
thought by them that this grain imparts
to the flesh a delicious nutty flavor much
liked by their epicures. -Barley is also a
fattening food, but should not be given in
as large quantities as corn, nor fed as
often, as it is not so easily digested, but
it is very useful to feed occasionally for a
change.

Odors in Milk.

The statement.mace by Proiessor Rus-
sel of the Wisconsin Experiment Station
that he had put warm milk in the vicinity
of several substances having strong odors
and that at blood heat it absorbed any
odors more rapidly than did cold milk is
of itself a sufficient reason for removing
the milk from the stable as soon as the
milking is completed for each cow and
putting,it where it will be in pure aic or
taking it at once to the dairy room. But
it shows quite as strongly the need of
having pure air of free bad odors in the
stables while the milking is being done.
The stream as it passes from: the teat ex-

it is ready even in that short pass from
teat to pail, to pick up all the odors, bac-
terial germs and dust with which it comes
in contact.

Pure Water for Hogs.

Scientific reseaches have demonstrated
hog cholera, and diseases of hogs are due
to bacteria, or germs, that gain life and
thrive in the fall during the dry season.
The germs collect in the shallow watering
places and infect the hog troughs. Pigs
are compelled to drink this - water, there-
by sowing the seeds of cholera, weaken-
ing their vitality and causing many to die
throughout the fall and early winter.
This germ life is not killed during the
winter by freezing but only remains in-
active until spring, when due to the
thawing of the snow and spring rains, the
germs containing in the filth of the hog
yard, watering troughs and wallowing
holes, again thrive and become active,
producing serious results.

That Well.
. When was your well cleaned out? How
has it been covered for the last year or
two? Perhaps the skeletoris of a few
stray chickens of last year's brood are in }
the bottom of it. Rats may have perish-
ed there last summer and though mere
bones are less unwholesome than decay-
ing flesh, it would be nicer to have a clean
bottom from which to draw your sum-
mer’s water supply. When you do start
the job bear in mind that there may be a
foot or two of carbonic acid gas in the
bottom, which is deadly poison. Lower
a lighted lantern to the water; if it burns
clear the well is safe to work in.  If the
light burns dim there is gas, and the sur-
est way to get it out is to let down an

touches the water, then haul it up and
pour out the contents of that empty um-
vrella, away from: the mouth of the well.
In this way most of the heavy and pois-
onous gas can be drawn up and the well |
made safe to work in.  But try it again
with a light to make sure.

Perhaps that well has begun to gather
the seepage from the yard and has in it
For that mere
cleaning out is no sufficient remedy. A
new well shoald be dug on a clean spot
some distance off and the old one filled
up. It comes cheaper than a funeral or
two.—Exchange.

To Hasten Ripening of Tomatoes.

The ripening of tomatoes may be hast-
ened considerably by tying the plants to
stakes and pruning off the sprouts which
come up around the base of the plants,
the object being to get fruit from the
first blossoms and not allow the lower
branches, or sprouts, which come up later,
to produce fruit. By keeping off these
sprouts the entire strength of the plant is
thrown into the upper part. In order to
carry out this plan successfully the seed
should be sown in a hot bed in March
and the plantsset in the field as early
it is safe, selecting a piecs of ground that
is not too rich. A sandy soil is all righr,
but the highest portions or knolls are
better than lower, richer lands. The
plants should be tied to stakes at once,
and as they grow the tying should be re-
peated. It will be noticed that the firsts
appear at the tops of the plants, and the
aim should be to give the fruit which sets
from these the full strength of the plant.
Sprouts will appear near the ground,
and these must be broken off promptly
and kept off during the entire season. It
is not necessary to pinch the tops of the
plants in any way, but as they grow keep
them tied to the stake, which needs to be
about five feet high. Ordinary tomatoes
can bg,grown in this manner from one to
two Weeks earlier than if the plants were
allowed to fall over omthe ground. In
giving the foregoing advice the Ohio
Farmer adds that early varieties should
of course be selected, and one of the best
for this purpose is Dwarf Champion, but

Tt is out of the
question to breed fine stock from ordin-
ary fowls—indeed 'itis & waste of time
and money to undertake it. In starting
one cannot be too careful as to the foun-
dation he is laying, as upon this depends
his future success or failure. If one
starts’ with poor stogk, he many work for
years and then have the same, as like be-
gits like. Of course he may improve it
toa certain extent, but it will be slow
business.

ment of habitual constipation. It is no
less valuable in kidney troubles, from its
diuretic qualities. It isin great request
for the treatment of diabetes, either alone
or alternately with skimmilk, and in cases
of gastric ulcer and cancer of the stomach
it car often be retained when no other
food can.

Ice Water Versus Hot Water.

The drinking of ice water is pronounc-
ed by scientists to amount to a real crime
and Dr. Brubaker has declared this ques-
tion one of the utmost interest in typhoid
fever. He says that if all water should
be boiled and filtered there would never
be a case of typhoid. -

The temperature of the stomach at the
moment the ice water enters it is about
105 degrees; the water is 32 degrees. The
chilling of and contracting of blood ves-
sels is therefore great, and to the ice
water is ascribed the catarrhal condition
of the stomach so often suffered from.
Dr. Brubaker says water should not be
taken with a meal to any great extent,
but that hot water taken before break-
fast prepares the stomach for action,
stimulating the gastric juices and wash-
ing away the remains of the last meal.
Another glass of hot water taken between
breakfast and luncheon will be found
beneficial and bettér than all drugs for
curing indigestion, since in passing into
the blood the food products are carried
along with it. Exercise, too, is neces-
sary to help on the action of the stomach.

N. B,, JULY 19, 1809,
8T. JOHN LETTER.

The town of Concord, in North Caro-
lina, has a cotton mill in successful opera-
tion which is owned, managed and operat-

ed by negroes, and is the only one in the |

world so owned, managed and operated.
The capital of the company is $100,000,
and the inception of the enterprise is due
to the brains and enterprise of W. C.
Coleman who is considered the richest
oolored man in the South. He was born
s slave in 1849 and was freed by Presi-
dent Lincoln’s emancipation proclama-
tien. At 21 he could neither read nor
write, for in those days it was a felony to
instruct a negro, no matter what his color,
in such things. At 27 he entered How-
ard University at Washington, where
he remained a year. Then he returned
to Corrcord, his native place, and opened
a small grocery. Now he o:™s a control-
ling interest in the mill, the largest store
in the place, several farms and about 100
cottages ‘or the mill operatives. The writ-
er spent several days in Concord in 1860
and it is possible that W. C. Coleman,
the prospective millionaire, blacked his
boots. Few men in the United States,
black or white, who in 1867 were 21
years old and could neither read or write
have ‘‘got on” as has the ex-slave, W. C.
Coleman. ¥

The stock of W. C. Pitfield & Cq. was
sold last Wednesday to Thibideau Fréres
& Co., of Quebec, for about $67,000.

He is better now, and
I hope in time he will get'over it. When
the underwriters no . longer require his
services on the Paris he will leave the
boat and go to his home and stay there.”

LoxpoN, July 11.—The intentiom of
the salvagers was simply to slew the
stern of the liner so as to facilitate the
operations of the divers, but it was found
that she moved more freely than was ex-
pected. Three salvage boats alone prac-
tically removed her from a critical posi-
tion unaided. She still hasa list, how.-
ever, to the starboard, and cannot be as-
sumed out of danger. The tugs are pre-
paring to tow her to Falmouth harbor.

The grand jury
found a tru¢ bill against Canning. All
through the prisoner maintained he knew
nothing of the shooting. He did not re-
member buying a revolver. For three or
four weeks before the shooting his mem-
ory appeared to be a complete blank.
He had never been conscious of any feel-
ings towards Mary Nugent except of
kindness and respect. She had served
him honestly and faithfully, and he would
willingly have retained her in his employ.

Murdered by her Servant.

Winsipee, Man., July 9.—The story
of the murder of Mrs. Lane at Brandon
18 out.

Probably a Fake.

BostoN, July 13.—A bottle was pick-
ed up on Singing Beach, Manchester,
yesterday, containing a card which, if the
writer is to be believed, was thrown
overboard from the steamer Portland,
before she went down in the memorable
November gale. The card had on one
side of it the name Wm. Brattin, print-
ed in old English script,, and it was ap-
parently the work of an amateur printer.
Under the name was written in lead
pencil, “‘Sailor on 8. 8, Portland. On
the reverse side was the message: *‘Ship
is sinking. All will be drowned. Good
bye.” The card was brought to this
city today, but Agent Williams of the
line said that he knew of no such man
on the boat.

Loss of the Paris.

New York, July 10.—The report of
Captain Watkins of the stranding of the
American 8, S. Paris was made public
today by the local board of steamboat
inspectors. Captain Watkins makes no
attempt to evade responsibility for the
accident, but says frankly that the strand-
ing of the ship was the result of an un-
accountable ervor on his part. The acci-
dent, he says, was not due to any want
of thought or anxiety about his vessel,
but resulted from a mistake he made in
calculating the position of the ship. Cap-
tain Watkins is still in charge of the
Paris, and is acting in the interests of the
underwriters, to whom the ship was turn.
ed over by the American line officials.
The report of the United States local
inspectors of the steam inspection ser-
vice goes carefully into all the facts and
concludes with the suspension of Captain
Watlkins’ license, as master of an ocean
steamer, for two years.

In their departure from the steamer the
friendléss &low was forgotten.

The Portia slid off the rock that she
crashed upon and was drifted by the cur-
rent for three-quarters of a mile, when
she sank in eight fathoms of wacer.
This was about 45 miputes after the ship
grounded. :

Capt. Farrell was seven miles inside
of his course. He thought he was
making for the outer automatic buoy.
The lead was used at six o'clock, and just
as the steamer struck he was preparing
to sound again.

The fog was dense. The captain at-
tributes his deflection from his course
to strong curronts. He neither heard a
fog horn nor saw a light. Had there
been 4 fog horn on Sambro Island, as
there formerly was, the disaster need not
have occurred.

Ammonia as a Fire Extinguisher.

Probably the best fire extinguishing
liquid is aqua ammonia, without any ad-
dition whatever. We have personally
had experience with the alwost marvel-
ous power of this substance in this direc-
tion. Inone instance, where fire had
originated probably from spontanecus
combustion, in a pile cuntaining several
tons of cotton seed, and the interior of
which was almost a solid body of live
cosl,.a half gallon of ammonia complete-
ly smothered the fire.

In another, which occurred at Suvenay,
France, the vapors of a tank containing
50 gallons of gasoline caught fire in the
linen room of a laundry. The room was
instantly a mass of living flames, but a
gallon and a half of amwonis water
thrown into it completely and almost im-
mediately extinguished the-fire. The
ammonia was in a glass demijohn in un
apothecary shop next door to the laundry
and was thrown, into the room by the
druggist as an experiment. So com-
pletely was the fire extinguished that
workmen were enabled to enter the room
almost immediately, where they found
the iron tank of gasoline intact.—Nation-
al Druggist.

8imple Food For Children.

To promote childreus appetites there:
is no better plan than to give plenty of
outside exercise, fun and frolic; make
them regular in their habits and diet only
upon plain, nourishing- food and they
will seldom, if ever, complain of lack of
appetite. Never, however, keep them
over-tasked in schoul or contine them
closly to the house after school hours and
frown down any attemptaat play. If chil-
dren are fed upon rich or highly seasoned
food, nuts, etc, or are allowed to eat be-
tween meals it is hopeless to expect them
to have “an  appetite” for their proper
meals. Don’t allow them to study too
much and especially keep them from
reading the ‘‘penny dreadful.” Sickness
is the most expensive muisance in the
world, and although there are many cases
where it makes children or people better,
it generally makes them selfish, sad and
misantropical, mean and miserable. The
best way to make children happy an

good is to keep them well. :

‘“Insomnia is a self-inflicted curse,
through the violation of nature’s laws,”
writes E. B. 'Warman in the Ladies
Home Journal. “The cause may be over
anxiety, planoing for the morrow, think-
ing and worrying over the yesterday’s
and todays, but no optiate can remove the
cause, even though it may induce sleep.
If the cause is merely mental overwork,
it may be quickly removed By relieving
the excess of blood. Physical exercise is
a panacea for about every ailment which
human flesh is heir to. Therefore stand
erect and rise slowly from the heels; de-
scend slowly. Do this 40 or 50 times un-
til you feel the congestion in the muscles
of the leg. Almost instant relief follows,
and sleep is soon induced. ‘For those
who are averse toa little work I would
recommend instead a bowl of very hot
milk (without so much as a wafer) imme-
diately before retiring. The hotter the
milk the better for the purpose. This
will prove a better sleep producer than
all the opiates known to medical science.
It brings about an -increased activity of
the blood vessels of the stomach causing
slight temporary congestion, which re-
lieves the blood vessels of the brain. The
hot milk is also quite strenthening to the
stomach.”

IAppendicitis.

Appendicitis is not the surely fatal dis-
ease it has been often regarded. Profes-
sor Nothagel of Vienna finds that not less
than 80 per cent of the cases run a simple
course and recover under purely ! medical
treatment. He states that opiates should
be given, but no purgatives. There need
be no uneasiness if the patient has no
movement of the bowels for six or eight
days.

High OCourt of New Brunswick
Held at Sussex, July 12th and
13th.

The sixteenth annual session of the

High Court of New Brunswick I. 0. F.

met at the Oddfellows’ Hall at Sussex, |
N. B., on the evening of July 12th, 1899,

at 8 o’clock P. M. High Chief Ranger,
A. W. Macrae, in the chair. Over a hun-
dred delegates were in attendance. All the
-officers of the High _ Court were present
with the exception of Geo. J. Clark, St.
Stephen, H. S. W. Past High Chief
Ranger Clark of Nova Scotia was present
and was invited to a seat on the plat-
form.

The annual reports of the High Chief
Ranger, High Treasurer, High Secretary,
High Court Inspector and High JAuditors
were read.

High Secretary F. W. Emmerson re-
ported that five new courts had been or-
ganized during the year by Bro. King-
‘horn, two when he was inspector and
three after he became an officer of the
Supreme court. There were 5,739 mem-
bers of the order in the proviace on Jure
1st, 1899, compared with 5,619 on July
1set, 1898—an increase of 120 in eleven

months, His financial statement show-

A mnewand interesting feature of this
report was a statement of the number of
members in the province who died during
the year and the amount of insurance
paid. There were _ thirty-six deaths in
the year ending June 30th. The amount
of insurance was $41,500, of which $39,
000 was paid before the date last men-
tioned. :

The report of High Treasurer Eastman
showed receipts of $5,087.46 and an ex-
penditure of $3,815.46, leaving balance
on hand June 30th of $272.

This report was duly audited and found
correct by the high auditors, J. V. Rus-
sel and Thos. Murray. They also report-
ed audit of the high secretary's books,
which were found to agree with the state-
ments in his report.

A song entitled In L. B. C., written

and composed by J. C. Morgan of On-
tario and dedicated to Dr. Oronhyatekh a,
wg: sung by Thos. Murray, Dr. Carter of
Port Elgin and H. C. Creed, with John
Barton of Armstrong’s Corner playing
accompaniment. This song was sung at
the supreme court in Toronto last year.

Past H. C. R. Creed conferred the
high court degree on the delegates pres-
ent at this evening’s session.

High Court adjourned to meet next
morning at 10 o’clock.

The High Court, I. O. F., resumed its
session Thursday morning. On the plat-
form with H. C. R. Macrae were Hon.
H. R. Emmerson, H. C. Creed, LeBaron
Coleman and William Kinghorn, past ex-
ecutive officers; and Past H. C. R. Clarke
of Nova Scotia.

Minutes of last session were read and
approved.

The Supreme Chief Ranger, Supreme
Treasurer Collins and Supreme Counsel-
lor Wedderburn, being announced, were
introduced by P. H.:C. R. Kinghorn and
H. Sec. Emmerson, and were received
with the customary honors. H. C. R.
Macrae welcomed the visitors, referred
to the distinguished services of the su-
preme chief, and expressed the hope that
he would long be spared to continue his
work for the order. The visitors took
seats on the platform.

of the finance committee’s report which
had just been read by E. R. Chapman.

A section relating to the charter indebt-
edness of subordinate courts to high
court  had been under discussion. 'It
proposed that a portion of this indebted-
ness, not to exceed 76 per cent, be for-
given, if the balance were paid within a
year, provided also that the supreme

‘| court forgive to the high court a share of

the debt of the latter body incurred on
that behalf. H. C. R. Macrae explained
the matter to the supreme chief who urg-
ed the high court to do what would be
for the best growth of the order in the
province, and said that the supreme ex-
ecutive were prepared to assist the high
ovurt, either by providing good organiz-
ing officers or by a cash contribution.

The section was referred back for furth-
er consideration.

A section of the report providing that.a
sum not exceeding $250 be granted to pay
for the visitation of courts by members
of the high standing committee, provoked
a long discussion.

LeBaron Coleman opposed it as 'a
waste of funds. Such work in the past
had not, he claimed, produced sufficient
results-to warrant the expenditure. The
H. C. R. could vieit courts, and his ex-
penses were paid on such occasions. Be-
sides, there was now a supreme court of-
ficer (Mr. Kinghorn) to do this kind of
work. i »

Mr. Wells, Mr. Scovil and Mr. = Chap-

‘| man supported the section, contending

that good would result.

Mr. Lingley moved that the section be
amended to provide that the money be
spent to hold public meetings. '

Mr. Coleman moved in an amendment
to the amendment that the sectien be
struck out. This was seconded and sup-
ported by J. A. Sinclair. The latter
held that it was the duty of the high
standing committee to meet with and in-
struct and encourage the subordinate
courts.

Mr. Steeves of Dorchester said public
meetings were of great benefit. Their
court had once initiated twelve new mem-
bers after a public meeting.

Dr. Carter of Port Elgin took similar
ground., :

The supreme chief said that if it were
a question of paying the $250 to the
supreme court or paying it out as pro-
posed by the finance committee, by all
means take the latter course. He
strongly urged visitations of courts and
public meetings, and declared they
would produce the best results in growth
of membership. He was strongly in
favor of advertising the order, and it

could be done admirably in this way.

High court then resumed consideration | Mr. Coleman asked if the supreme
: i ‘

court would credit the $250 to the high
court. :

The Supreme Chief—*‘If you get 250
new members—yes. And I have no
doubt you will.”

The finance committee amended their
report to include public meetings as well
as visitations.

The other amendments were then
withdrawn and the section passed.

A section proposing that a mileage al-
lowance of three cents be given to all
delegates™ instead of four cents to one
from each court, was discussed at length
and was rejected.

A section providing that 600 copies of
the minutes be printed, tenders to be
asked for, was adopted; also the follow-
ing grants: To high chief ranger, $100;
bigh secretary, $400; high treasurer,
$35; high auditors, $25 each; press com-
mittee, $40: hall rent, $15; high J. sec-
retary, $20.

Lt-Col. Armstrong read the report of
the committee on constitution and laws.
The first section noted the fact that one
Companion Court had been organized in
this jurisdiction. : ;

The second section of the report, read
by Col. Armstrong, recommended that
Companion courts be not given any re-
presentation in this high court.

The supreme chief said that Illinois
and Michigan had admitted them to mem-
bership, while Quebec had organized
them into a separate high court. He
favored giving the ladies representation
in the high courts. They offered a pro-
mising field for extending the order, and
other fraternal orders were taking advan-
tage of it. Companion courts were or-
ganized directly by.the supreme court,and
if represented in high court had to pay
their dues just the same as subordinate
courts,

Rev. Mr. Marshall argued in favoe of
giving the ladies representation. It would,
he held, be of great benefit to the high
court. He moved the section be referred
back, with instructions to draw up a sec-

| tion recognizing Companion courts.

Hon.H. R. Emmerson also argued very
strongly in favor of admitting companion

courts to representation, and seconded’

Rev. Mr. Marshall's motion.

H. C. R. Macrae pointed out that
Companion courts could be organized any-
how, and it was merely a question wheth-
er this high court should recognize them

'| and give them representation.

Rev. Dr. Marshall's amendment was
adopted by an overwhelming vote of 114
to 14. 'The result was: greeted with loud
applause and one member suggested that
the factitious fourteen be photographed.
This provoked great laughter. -

High court adjourned till afternoon.

Major Montgomery Campbell read the
report of the committee on ‘State of the
Order. ‘They congratulated the high
court on the general prosperity of the
Order in this jurisdiction. ~They com-
mended the appointment of Wm. King-
horn as District S. C. R., and recom-
mended that the supreme executive have
him attend at the exhibitions in St. John,
Woodstock, Sussex, Bathurst and Sack-
ville, in the interests of the order. - They
recommended that the high court notify
the chief rangers of subordinate-courts of
the importance of a thorough audit of
books and accounts and that the District
S. C. R. be requested in visiting courts
to look into their finances; also that a
committee be appointed to report on
Royal Forestry. The committee also
favored the amalgamation of weaker
courts where possible.—Report adopted.

While the vote for H. V. C. R. was
being taken, Dr. Oronhyatekha announc:
ed that the supreme executive were offer-
ing a prize of $50 to any member insti-
tuting a subordinate or companion court
before October 1st; $125 1if two courts;
and $226 if three courts were organized,
The supreme chief explained that salari-
ed organizing officers were barred from
the competition. He hoped new courts
would be organized in New Brunswick.
There was, he pointed out, a good field
in the foundation of companion courts.
It was a matter of interest to the whole
membership. Notwithstanding the ad-
vance in rates, the order was growing,
It had been said there would be a falling
off, and indeed such was expected, but
he was glad to report that there had been
over 9,000 new members secured between
Jan. 1st and July 1st.

The next business was the election of
officers. Lieut. Col. Markham, G. G.
Scovil, M. P. P., and D. G. Lingley
were appointed scrutineers. -

The following were elected officers for
the ensuing year: A. W. Macrae, H. C.
R.; Douglas Baird, H. V. C. R.; F. W,
Emmerson,, H. Sec.; E. P. Eastman, H.
Treas.; Ora P. King, H. Coun.; Hon.
Judge Wedderburn, P, H. C. R.; Dr.
Carter, H. Phys.; J. V. Russell and
Thos. Murray, High Auditors.

Woodstock was chosen as the place of
meeting next year. :

E. J. Todd, Col. Markham, John A.
Sinclair and D. G. Lingley were appoint-
ed a committee to report on Royal For-
estry, as recommended by the committee
on state of the erder.

The high chief ranger appointed the
following officers: Rev. Thos. Marshall,
H. Orator; W.P. Taylor, H. J. Sec.;
John B. Barton, H. Organist; R. T.
Maltby, H. S. W.; H. W, Woods, H J.
W.; A. Hastings, H. M.: H. A. Ryan,
H. Con.; T. H. Colter, H. Mess.; R. W,
Mitchell, H. 8. B.; W. W. Melville, H.
J. B.

The report of the committee on con-
stitution and laws was taken up again

and several sections adopted. One sec-
tion provided that a resolution increas-
ing the rates paid by subordinate courts
to high court should not be considered
by the high court unless two months’
notice had been given to the subordinate
courts.

The 8. C. R. said it was imparative
that all assessments must be paid before
the first of each month. - If not, the
members stood suspended, and only the
supreme court could take action in the
master. The supreme executive had no
power to pay a mortuary benefit in such
a case. He therefore urged that all
members pay before the beginning of the
month.

Replying to Col. Markham, the sup-
reme chief said that where two courts
amalgamated there was no necessity to
make any change in the policy of mem-
bers going from one court into member-
ship in the other.

In reply to Mr. Kinghorn, the chief
said that if the members of a court voted
ina body to take their- cards and all of
them join another court, their certificates
would not be invalidated. It would not
be strictly constitutional for all of them
to receive cards, but there would probab-
ly be no objection to that course.

Mr. Kinghorn said he hoped no courts
would take this unconstitutional method
of amalgamation with other courts,
though as a matter of fact it had been
done in two cases he knew of.

Mr. Chapman reported for the finance
committee as follows:

““We regret that the amounts due from
subordinate courts has been increased
during the past year, but we feel that the
indebtedness for dues and supplies will
be promptly paid. The changes made in
the constitution at the last session of the
supreme court has decreased the ability
of the subordinate courts to pay the
amounts due for charter fees, and we re-
commend that all subordinate courts in
arrears, having twenty members or over,
be required to pay the full charter fee,
and that all subordinate courts having
lest than twenty members be released
from said indebtedness on payment of the
amount received by them from their mem-
bers for charter or initiation fees; and we
are pleased to report that the 8. C. R.
has assured your committee that as soon

as these arrearages are paid as aforesaid

the supreme executive will relieve the
high court of the payment of an amount
equal to that remitted to the subordinate
courts.”

This was adopted.

It was resolved to pay the same mile-
age to past executive officers as the déle-
gates at the next meeting of high court.

W. W. Wells, M. P. P., read a brief
report from the representatives of high
court to the last session of supreme court.
—Adopted. ;

The court adjourned to meet again for
the installation of officers after. the pub-
lic meeting. S

The Foresters had a great demonstra-
tion this evening. After a parade, head-
ed by the Sussex band and participated
in by a detachment of Royal Foresters,
in uniform, an out-door meeting was held,
addresses being deliveied from the rear
platform of the railway station. The
street was packed with people. Ald
Macrae introduced the speakers, Hon. H.
R. Emmerson, Dr. Oronyhatekha and
Harry A. Collins, who were received
with hearty applause and " delivered elo-
quent speeches in praise of Forestry,
The excellent band of Sussex played sel-
ections.

After the speeches the delegates as-
sembled again in the Oddfellows’ hall and
the Supreme Chief Ranger installed the
newly elected officers, being assisted by
Supreme Treasurer Collins, Hon. Mr.
Emmerson, E. J. Todd and Bros. Neil,
Lawson, Brass and Brooks of the Royal
Foresters of St. John.

Mr. Macrae thanked the members for
his election and pledged himself to labor
zealously for the order during his term of
office. He urged that companion courts
be established.

Judge Wedderburn, in tones of very
deep feeling, expressed his thanks for the
testimonial granted him last year for his
services to the order. Universal regret
was expressed that the judge’s health
would not permit him to take an active
part in proceedings of this high court.

Thanks were voted to supreme court
officers who attended high court,

Dr. Oronyatekha briefly spoke in glow-
ing tribute to his colleagues, and the
eloquent Irishman, Harry A. Collins,
delighted the court by his witty and very
happy responses.

Hon. Mr. Emmerson paid a warm tri-
bute to the press of New Brunswick, and
moved a vote of thanks to the press and
its -representatives present.—Thanks
were also voted to transportation com-
panies, the local committee of Foresters,
etc., and the coutt adjourned.

Exhibition Notes.

The Canadian Pacific Railway has re-
newed its very liberal freight terms on
exhibits intended for St. John Exhi-
bition, which are that from all stations
in the/Province of New Brunswick sbip-
pers will pre-pay charges for transpor-

i =

tation at regular tariff rates. If the Live
Stock or articles are returned from the

Exhibition unsold the amount pre-
paid the Company, will be re-
funded. Exhibits originating- on the

C. P. R. line in Quebec and Ontario
will be carried to the Exhibition at or-

dinary tarift rates and, if unsold, retrm- ~

ed free.

The Star Line steamers between Fred-
ericton and St. John have made the
same arrangements as the C. P. Railway,
as has also the Temiscouta Railway.

The Intercolonial Railway will ‘charge
full tariff rates going and return freight
free if unsold. All lines connecting with
the I. C. R. make the same terms as does
the Shore Line Railway and the - various
steamship lines coming to St. John.

In the 1899 Prize List of “the St. John
Exhibition, a sweep-stakes Class for Car-
riage Horses has been added, in which
over $300 is put up .in prizes. Horses
that have been exhibited in other
classes and won prizes will also be: allow-
ed to enter in this class. - They will be
shown in harness, and the harness and
equipage will be considered in making
the awards. There are sections in the

class for tandems and four in hands a8 o

well as for matched teams.

In the Cattle Classes the prizes have
also been increased. Prizes. will this
year be given for a breeders young herd
and also for both two year old cuws. and
two year old heifers in all the pure bred
cattle classes.

In the dairy grade class a prize has
been added for the best herd of four grade
cows oveér one year old, at least three to
be in milk. ;

The Swine Classes will give prizes to
boars and sows under 1 year and over 6
months and also to them under 6 months.
There will also be prizes to sow with lit-
ter of not less than five pigs.
