A HIRED MAN
| AT NO COST

A ¢ eat manv years ago there lived in
Eungland a man by the name of Jethro
Tut. He was a farmer and became
famous by teaching the English people
the value of thorqu(h tillage of the soil,
Before and during his time farmers did
not till the soil very intelligently. They
simply prepared a seed bed in a careless
manner, as a great many farmess do to.
day,and when crops were gathered the
yields were not very large.

Jethro Tull centered attention on the
important fact that careful and thorough
tillage increases available plant food in
the soile HMe did not know why, but he
did know that when he tilled this soyl
carefully he grew better crops. So he
began to say and write that “tillage is
manure,” aphrase that made him fam-
ous. Of course his explanation was nog
the right one, but the practice of it was
right. The stirring of the subsoil en_
ables the air to move all about in the soi]
and that air movement renders the lock-
ed-up plant food soluble and available.
In other words, while tiliage is not man-
ure, it gives similar results.

Air acts @p the soil particles in the
same manner it does on stone and bricks
it crumbles them. The agent of the air
that chielly does this work is known as
carbonic acid gasand this gasisa great
farm helper. It is a hired-man that
works for nothing. Wemust not forget
that air is just as important in making
he soil comfortable and hcme-like for
plants as any of the tools and cultivat-
ors, C tly, good drai deep
