OTrAwA, August 4th, 1906.

This is an off time in politics at
the Capital. The Ministers are
all away but two or three and
these are confining themselves
pretty closely to departmental de-
tails.  Still the machinery has
been sufficiently active to make a
few appointments and to consider
others. For example Mr Savard’
former Liberal member for Chi-
coutimi, has been comfortably
provided for with an $1.800 office
in the Transcontinental Railway
Commission. Some day aa ex-
ploration of this Commision may
be made when it will be discov-
ered that a great many lost and
strayed party campaigners and
heelers have been concealed about
the premises. If any conspicuous
party worker, who has not much
to do at home between elections
has been missed the chances are
decidedly in favor of finding him
either in the head office of the
Transcontinental or scattered
along the line somewhere be-
tween Moncton and Winnipeg.

THE LOST IMMIGRANTS.

Returns are coming in slowly
from the census of Manitoba and
the Northwest which is now being
taken. So far as Commissioner
Blue has received figures they do
not bear out the sanguine claims
of the localities enumerated. The
rural districts are yet to be heard
from, and unless they make a
better return than the cities and
towns, there will be some diffi
culty in explaining what has be-
come of the immigrants whom
the Department of the Interior
has been counting as they came
in, and for whom the pation has
been paying five dollars per head.
Still the figures showa very large
and rapid increase and are by no
means disappointing to those who
have not been deceived by immi-
gration returns.

MOBERLEY LOST IN THE

RABBITSKIN COUNTRY.

At last accounts the Mounted
police officers, supposed to have
been sent in hot haste to bring
back to Prince Albert H. P. Mob-
erley, who was engaged to work
with the census staff, have not yet
reported their man. It must not
be forgotten that Mr Moberley. is
an expert election manager. He
was sent last year with two or
three others to the country far
north of Prince Albert to hold a
provincial poll. After going a
day’s journey into the wilderness|
they held a poll all by themselves,
inverting names of electors, fill-
ing the ballot box with ballots,
and the poll book with the names
which they had created. It wasa
unanimous election party, and
they brought back a return of
over two hundred votes for the
Government candidate and none
at all for the Opposition. The

About fifteen votes for the gov-

‘|ernment were polled by the Rab-
bitskin family.

PLOT AND SEQUEL
A first the scheme worked very
well. The government candidate
'had been defeated in the town
and neighboring settlements.
Only the Rabbitskin votes saved
him. But after he was declared
elected and the truth came out,
he thought it well to resign. Mr
Moberley and his colleagues were
prosecuted. Though they had
the assistance of the local agent
of the Department of Justice to
defend them they were convicted.
It is true that the penalty did not
trouble them severely as it was
understood that the fines were
paid out of the party funds.
Mr Moberley was nof conspi-
cuously heard from afterward
until it was learned that he had
been employed and the chief cul-
prit was released on.suspended

MR OLIVER ABROAD.

Mr Oliver has gone with his
family to Europe to re-organize
the immigration buciness on that
continent. Having junloaded Mr
Preston on Sir Richard Cart-
wright, and given the North At-
lantic Trading Co. notice that
their bonus will be discontinued
it becomes Mr Oliver’s duty to
make other arrangements. First
of all he ought to have under-
standing with Lord Strathcona.
The High Commissionér has cer-
tainly good ground to demand a
large assortment of apologies from
the Minister of the Interior for
the slanderous statement made in
1905 and this year that he was
responsible for the North Atlantic
Trading Company contract.

One year ago Mr Foster was
condemning this contract in the
House and mentioned Mr Preston
as the man who madeis, Mr Oli-
ver interrupted saying' “I beg
the Honorable gentleman’s par-
don. If he would change the
name to Lord Strathcons.

outlined what had been done stating
that Lord Strathcona had received an
adverse opinion from the law officers
of the government, and that at his
snggestion the agreement had taken
the form of an exchange of letters
rather than a formal contract. Lord
Strathcona evidently did ool approve
of the deal but loyally set to work to
remove as far as possible the unsat-
isfactory features and asan officer of
the government to work out the
scheme the best way he could. He
sa2id in his letter that Mr. Preston
c'aimed to have considered the matter
from all points of view and he boped
that the future might justify their ex-
pectations. ~ At the same time Lord
Strathcona pointed out that the work
done in the past was now beginning
to give good results and there was
sure to be a large increase in emi-

gration from the continent without

such a deal,

THE HIGH COMMISSIONER'S
ABJECTIONS.

Writing this year to Sir Wilfrid
Laurier Lord Strathcona states
that the proposal accepted by Mr
Preston had been informally made
to him on previous occasions and
had not been entertained. His
Lordship adds: “Itis only prop-
er to add that the suggestions
never commended themselves to
my better judgment butit was
8 | urged upon me 8o strongly that a
trial might be given to the scheme
and it was received with so much
favor by the Department of the
Interior, that I did not feel justi-
fied in the circumstances in with-
holding such assistance as I could
properly give to carry into effect
the declared policy of the Depart-
meat. ”

To-day Lord Strathcona ex-
presses the opinion “that the im-
migration which has taken place
would have been at -least as large
under ordinary circumstances
under the arrangement prior to
1899. ”

$10,000 from him to pay for a
senatorship. = Mr. Cook did not
pay the $10,000 and was not made
& senator,

went with Sir Richard Cartwright
at Ottawa and had never gone to
Ottawa without calling upon Sir
Richard.

A YUKON TROUBLE.

Mr. Oliver while in England
will hear some unpleasant remarks
about his cancellation of licenses
and concessions held by British
capitalists operating in the Yu-
kon. One Klondike Company
which claims to have invested a
great deal of money in that dis-
trict, and to have carried out all
the conditions of the contract has
been ordered cut. The concess-
ionaires claim that the action has
been due to a rival concern, which
has a long pull and a strong pull
with the Department of the In-
teror.

Martyrs of Early
Canada.

The petition recently presented to
the Mayor of the city to be forward-
ed to the Pope, neking that canoni-
zation be oconferred on six Jeenit
fathers, who, in the early days of
Canadian history, sacrificed their
lives to their devotion to the epirit.
usl welfare of the savages, has had
the effect of once more drawing
public attention (o those distant days
when Canada was in the making,
and when the zeslons missionary or
intrepid voyageur were the solitary
outposts in the march of civilization.
Of these times Canadians can vever
know too much, and can never feel
too proud ; for, in tbhem snd in the
deeds of heroism and self-sacrifice
whioch they produced were laid the
seeds of: the fature greatness of the
Dominion. Though the past of
Canada is lsid in comparatively re-
oent years when the ancient stand-
ing of nations of Earope is consider-
ed, still it is a fact which for tbe
qualities of the pioturesque, the ro-
mantic and the brave, has never been
surpassed,

Hardy coureurs des bois, dressed
in the epoils of the cbase, gallant
soldiers of the old regime in gay
silks and sweeping plumes, black
gowned priests aud friars, all filled
with the same untiring energy and
dauntleas courage, crowd the pages
of early Canadian history as in the
ecenes of & romance, And amongst
them all, if degrees can be distin-
guished in such extreme bravery, the
braveet were probably the mission—
aries, who were led not by a desire
for adventure or for spoil, bat by a
disinterested zeal for sodls, and who
endured toil, privations, and suffer-
ings, such as wounld seem to those
who read their story in these latter
years to have almost bsen beyond
the powers of msn, Dot iofre-

Garnier's
face was beardless, though he was
over - thirty-five yesrs of age, and
bis comstitution, bodily or mental,
was by no means robast. * * X
With none of the bone and sinew of
rogged manhood he entered, not
only without hesitation, but with
eagerness on a life which would have
tried the boldest ; .and sustdined by -
the spirit within him, he was more
than equel to it. His fellow mis-
sionaries thougbt him a saint and all
his life was a willing martyrdom.”
Noel Chabanel came later to Can-
ada than these two, and it was not
till 1643 that he reached the Huron
mission. * He disliked Indian life
—the smoke, the vermin, the filthy
food, the impossibility of privacy.
He bad also & natural inaptitude to
learning the language, and labored
at it for five years with scarcely a
sign of progress.” But in spite of
these natural deficiencies for the
task, which he had taken upon him-
se]f be refused to return to France
and made a yow to remain in Oapn-
ada till the time of his death, & vow
which be carried out to the letter.

Teaso Jogues was of a character
not unlike Garnier.  Nature had
given no especisal force of intellect or
constitntional energy, yet the map
was indomitable and irrepressible,
as his history shows throughout.
For the other members of the group
of Canadian martyrs there are bat
few means of characterizing them
otherwise then as their traits appear
on the field of their labors.

The long journey performed by
these devoted soldiers of the Lord,
the terrible privations they suffered
in the wilderness where they were
obliged to go for days at a time with-
out food, the almost inoredible toil
they aceomplished, the innumerable
adventures they met with from
eavage beasts and still more savage
men, their many bairbreadth es-
aspes, though they form ome of the
most interepting and ivepiring parts
of Canadian annalis are g]} too long
for insertion in £0 brief an aceount
a8 this. The most that can be given
bere sre some few details of their
death,

Rene Goupil was the first of these
martyrs to give up his life. He was
8 layman who, from religicus mo-
'tives and with no hope of material
reward, bad taken service with the
Jesuits. In the month of August,
1642, be, in company with Pather
Jogues and another layman of the
name of Conture, were with a perty
of Hurons paddling up the St. Taw-
rence st Liuke 8t, Peter, when they
were suddenoly attacked by a war
party of Iroguois who, after killing
most of the party, condmoted thp
remsiniog members smong whom
were the three religious to the Mo-
bawk towns. The tortures which
the prisoners endgred on the way
from their fiendish captors ace s}

most beyond belief, and were equall-
ed only by those whigh they suffered
when they had reached their destina-
tion, where they were led from one
town fo another to be tortared by iis
inhabitants,  They eurvived this
dreadful ordeal, however,and strange-
ly emough Goupil’s death came all
of a sudden through the mad rage of
8 young Lrcquois at the frisr haviog

A pestilence in the
Mohawk villsges was attributed to
soreery on bis part and*he and his
‘companions were both killed by be-
ing braived with a “hatohet. Io
Jogues died one of the purest ex-
amples of Ohristian heroism whioch
this Western continent:has seen.
Daniel met hia death at the St.
Joseph mission, which was on the
south-eastern frontier of the Huron
oountry. Dauring the abseuce of.a
large body of the warriors a war
party of the Iroquois broke in upon
the little village. All who could
fied except the dauntless Priest who,
bis body with arrows and bullets
snd'then threw it into the burning
dwellings. >

Breboeuf and Lalemant were taken
in much a similar way at St. Igoace
not many months afterwards, They
did not, however, find so quick and
comparatively easy a death, but
were made the viotims of their cap-
tors most exquisite engenuity in the
art of torture. Breboeuf was tied
to a stake and scorched from head to
foot, his lips were ont away in order
tbat he might not address his ‘eon-
verts, around his neck wss hung a
collar of hatohet beads heated red
bot, boiling water was poured on his
head, strips of flesh torn from his
limbe and finslly he was scalped.
He bore all these fiendish oruelties
with unflinching courage and the
savages finally in despair of break-
ing down his resolution tore out his
heart and devoured it in the hope of
sharing in his bravery. Thus died
Jean de Breboeuf, the founder of the
Huron missions, its truest hero, and
its grealest martyr. Lalemant,
physically weak from childhood, and
slender almost to emaciation, was
oonstitationally incapable of such s
display of fortitude. After being
wrapped in burning bark he was led
back to a but and tortared there all
night, till one of the Iroquois grow-
ing weary of the entertainment,
killed bim with & hatohet,

Garnier died at St, Jean, a mission
in the country of the Tobacco Nation.
This was also surprised by a war
party of Iroquois and Garnier was
shot a8 he was running abont giving
absolution to his people. He was
not killed instantly but with his last
dying energy was dragging himself
toward a wounded comvert when an
Iroguois rushed vpon him and brain-
ed him with a hatohet.

Cbabanel was the last of the group
to suffer martyrdom, which he met
at the hands of a renegade Huron
who met him in the forest when he
hsd begn deserted by his escort, flee-
ing from fear of an Iroguois war
party. The murderer afterwards
confessed that he had killed him and
thrown bis body into a river, after
robbing him of bis blanket, his
olothee, his hat and the bag in which
be carried bis books and papers.

Thus perished eight men whoee
lives were one long devotion to the
epiritual welfare and uplifting of the
savages of the new world, and who
for the accomplishment of this end
endared pyery toil and privation,
encountered every peril, and finally
gsve up their very lives. Their
history is one which for devotion to
high ideals and unfailing heroism
stands high i g the sppsls of all time
and adds a new dignity and lustre
to the story of Canads,—Montreal

through was a very pretty piece of
tactics. He has been charged with
handling this subjeet as a politican.
Thie accusation, whatever it is worth,
the Government must share. Had
politics, the hope that passing the bill
would strengthen it, nothing to do with
ita decision to take the matter up?
Had politics, the fear that the
antagonism aroused was too strong,
nothing to do with its wavering, and
its emasculation of the measare ? Was
there no politics in S8ir Wilfrid Laurier’s
Bbarretti and Bhearer’ argument’
Every subject handled by Parliament
is political. What could fairly be de-
manded of Mr Borden was that he
should take an interest in the general
welfare of the nation,ond that he should
not injure the country for a strictly
partisan advantage, But if the Gov-
ernment was free to make party capi-
tal by putting such an act on the statate
book he was free to reap party benefft
from its troubles, and to compete with
it by showing a more excellent way
than that which it proposed.

‘““Mr Borden at the outset took the
ground that the sitnation with all its
difficulties, belonged to the Government
and that it shon!d be left to make the
best of it. As the discussion went on
the oppoeition to the measure came
nearly altogether from the Liberalside ;
almost the only Conservative who did
much criticism was Mr Pringle, who
pushes faithfnlness to railway interests
to the verge of party disloyalty. At
the same time Mr Borden and other
Conservatives gave a good deal of as
sistance in the drafting of the individ-
nal clanses of the measure. Finaliy
when the situaation under the guidance
of the Government unhampered by
Qppositlon interferenge had drifted in-
to a muddle, Mr Borden offered his
solution. Perhapshe had profited by
observation of the difficulties into
which the Government had fallen ; at
all events, it was the best general
scheme for Dominion legisiation which
has yet been proposed. The annoyanco
showed by his opponents was a proof of
the effectiveness of his handling of the
situation.

ICR Tr;n-Derailed.

The Sydney Flier bound for Halifax
left the rails two miles east of Meri-
gomigh on Saturday the 4tb, and there
wag a had smash-up wtich fortunately
and almost miraculously was without
loss of life. 5

The train was a little behind time
and was proceeding at extremely
rapid speed when the acgident happen-
ed. [Ihe train for some time had been
swaying s0 much that dishes were
thrown off the tables in the dining car
and passengers remarked on it with
concern. One man on his weay to
Halifax lesned over and said toa fel
low passenger :—

‘I don’t like this speed particularly
in this seetion where am secident hap
pened a week ago and in a section
where many mishape have occurred.

It was not more than 15 minntes
afterwards when there was a sudden
gnq benvyjar, cansed by the engine
leaving the’rails, Fhe news agent was
sitting on the rear of the parlor car
and was pitched head foremost to the
ground, He was wearing a service
eap and the erowd wae oyt ont of it by
the fall a8 if with a knife but the chap
wag unhgrt. The hard band of the
cap saved him,

The train pluuged on for more than
300 yards with the engine off the rails
tearing through the sleepers and tke
earth and at last it fell over the slight
embankment and across the ditch on
itspide. The baggage car swung over
to the other side.

The fireman and the driver had a
very close call, but they stuck to their
post till the last, fortunately being able
$o spring clear of the locomotive just
a8 it oraghed over. :

The passengar cars kept the ralls and
no one was hart.

Word was sent by messenger to Meri-
gomish the nearest telegraph office, but
that was two miles distant and cauvsed
a loss of half an hour, It took about
one and a half hours for the relief train
to make the run back, but the passeng:
ers were kept there four hoors. They
were a very indignant crowd of men
and women at this delay oftwo hours
more than what seemed necessary, and
when at last a frain to take them along
arrived from Stellarton they felt that
almost any of them could have done
quicker work. It does seem to have
been a long delay, but perhaps the
railway people presuming on the fipe
weather made haste slowly in coming
to the rescuoe, %

A more gerions complaint than this
is the frequenay of acaidents on this
particular section, and that an exces-
give speed should be maintained over
it.  Accident follows sccident and if
they continue much longer this part
ofthe ICR will become a by-word.
