MECHANICS' INSTITUTE GRANT.
A» will be seen by our report of the 

proceeding, of the town council, that body 
at its last meeting decided, by a narrow 
majority, to refuse the usual grant of 
$100 to the mechanics’ institute. We 
are sorry that such a decision was come 
to, and the more ao because we under­
stand that the result will be to cripple 
the efforts of the directors to carry on 
the work of the institute efficiently, and 
probably to necessitate the closing up of 
the reading room. The directors hsd 
been counting on receiving the grant aa 
usual, and it will scarcely be possible 
now, without it, to comply with the re­
quirements necessary to enable them to 
draw the Government grant for next 
year We are j ust as anxious as any one 
to have the taxes kept down, and proper 
economy practised by our town fathers, 
but we cannot help thinking that there 
arc other less objectionable ways of sav­
ing $100 than that of withho.ding the 
annual grant to the institute. We have 
no desire to reflect on the intelligence 
or the sincerity of thoae who opposed 
the grant, but by their own confession 
they heve very little personal knowledge 
of the management or influence of the 
institute. We are told that a request 
will be made at next meeting of the 
council to have the decision reconsider­
ed, and if it is, wo hopo that some, at 
least, of those who opposed the grant 
will, on reflection, take a broader and 
more liberal view of the matter, and, re­
cognizing the benefit, direct and indirect, 
to the town of having a good library and 
reading room, wilt support a grant which 
no intelligent parent will object to bear 
his share of, Thu directors have, we 
understand, called a meeting of all the 
tickethold e.-s, to be held in the reading 
room, cn Monday evening next, to con­
sider what is best to be done under the 
circumstances. If, as we have heard it 
charged, there are complaints against 
the* management in any respect, we are 
sure the directors will be glad to hear 
them stated freely and specifically, and 
will de all they reasonably can to remedy 
any matters complained of. They give 
a good deal of time and labor without 
remuneration, to the work of the insti­
tute, and while willing and anxious to do 
the best they can as directors, they will 
all be equally ready to step aside and 
allow any others to fill their places ; or 
further, if the council (would prefer to 
establish a free public library and read­
ing room, they will find the directors of 
the iastitute prepared to co-operate 
heartily with them in each a step

MISRULE AT OTTAWA.
There is no denying the fact that the 

blame attaching to the incitement of the 
trouble» in the Northwest lies at the 
doer of tlio Ottawa Government. In 
their appointments the most irresponsi­
ble men and the most corrupt rascals 
have been given place and position, r.r.d 
from Dewdney, of Victoria, down to Pat 
Moore, of Huron, the employees of the 
Government have r6eke<Kwith dishonesty 
and roguery of the worse kind.

The causes that led to the uprising are 
far deeper than cannon and rifles can 
reach. A wise and concilatory manage­
ment of the Indian Department would 
have prevented the whole trouble. Had 
the Controller of Indian Affaire been of 
the stamp of Govs. Laird or Morris, the 
volunteers might heve been peacefully 
pursuing their wonted vocations, and 
the country spared a large expenditure 
ef life and treasure. The Redmen of 
the North-West have substantial griev­
ances Deprived of their hunting 
grounds and the buffalo — their main 
means of subsistence—bv the advent of 
the whites, they are often reduced to 
the verge of starvation by the scarcity 
of game. Over the graves of Indians 
bnried while I was in Prince Albert 
might truly be inscribed “Died of star­
vation or disease caused by want of food. 
The muskrat ia the main reliance in 
winter. When it is scarce famine stares 
the red man in the face. Indians are 
shiftless, disinclined to hard, steady 
work ; still, men innured to the ebaee, 
and nothing else, have a right to be fed 
by those who took from them lands, 
their means of subsistence ; a right to at 
least as much food as would keep body 
and soul together. “What will become 
of us, ' said an Indian chief, “when 
the buffaloes die, they are our beat 
friends?" An old Indian can die of 
starvation, but neither can nor will 
work—his mucles have never been train­
ed to steady, irksome toil. As the ex­
perience of our neighbours across the 
line shews, it is far cheaper, not to say 
more humane, to feed the Indian than 
tight him. The original owners of the 
soil are slowly dying out through that 
fell acourage, consumption. It is a re­
flection far more comfortable to all that 
they do not die inch by inch through 
scarcity of food. I know one Indian 
chief almost heart-broken ever the de­
crease in number in hie band. The 
Indiana attribute the excessive mortality 
to the change of food. Nothing will 
more speedily draw down divine veng- 
ence ou any land than the oppression of 
the weak and down trodden. The main 
hope is industrial schools to train and 
educate the young. The Indian problem 
can never be rightly solved by mere 
speculators like Lieutenant-Governor 
Dewdney, and some of the official» of the 
Indian Department. No one can con­
jecture to what extent rebellion may 
spread among famine-stricken men. 
Old hereditary feuds between different 
bands, superstitious dreams and notions 
often fatal to the continuous prosecution 
of war, the want of provisions to feed 
the hungry horses, are all elements of 
weakness in any Indian uprising. The 
half breeds, too, have wrongs to be re­
dressed. It may or may not have been 
a blunder to give exceptional land grants 
to Manitoba half-breeds. Equity de­
mands that the same treatment be given 
to the half breeds of the North-West. 
The French half-breeds are hunters not 
farmers. Freighting and open air life 
suit their wild roving natures better than 
tilling the soil. That the French priests 
have some connection with the rebellion 
is evident from the unreasonable de­
mand for the benefit of that powerful 
religious corporation. It is not likely 
that the vast majority of the Scotch and 
English half breeds — who are more 
numerous titan the French—will enlist 
under the bautier of Riel to attack the 
white settlers without grievances. 
Probably no new country has a better 
class of settlers than the Prince Albert 
District, thrifty industrious, moral,— 
probably no class of settlers has been 
more unfairly treated _by any govern­
ment. Withholding patents from set­
tlers, some of them have been in pos­
session for fourteen years, and long since 
fulfilled all settlement conditions ; the 
refusal of schools and municipal law, the 
raking all the proceeds from the sale of 
odd sections to build the Canadian Pacific 
Railway, which confers zo benefit on 
Saskatchewan Territory ; the making no 
provision for repairing or bridging even 
the main trails, the refusal to survey 
into lots the timber lands on the north 
bank of the Saskatchewan, and sell wood 
lots to the actual settlers—wrongs that 
could and would be righted by any gov­
ernment that cared for the best interests 
ot the North West. In spite of all in­
justice, tl.e Prince Albert settlers have 
always been loyal The churches have 
still a great work to do—the preaching 
of the everlasting Gospel, the determin­
ed foe of injustice and oppression, the 
reception of the glad tidings alone, can 
bring peace and contentment to the 
hearts of men and introduce the univers­
al reign of the Prince of Peace—[The

“Two gallons shall be a peck, and 
eight gallons shall he a bushel.”

2. Upon the first day of January, in 
the year one thousand eight hundred 
and eighty six, section seventeen of the 
said Act shall he repealed, and tho fol­
lowing substituted in lieu thereof :—

17- In contracts for the sale and de 
livery of any of the undermentioned 
articles, the bushel shall be determiuied 
by weighing, unless conveniences for 
weighing are not available, or unless a 
bushel by measure is specially agreed 
upon in writing—the weight equivalent 
to a bushel being as follows :—■

Wheat, sixty pounds ;
Indian corn, fifty hix pounds ;
Rye, lifty-six pounds ;
Peas, sixty pounds ;
Barley, forty eight pounds ;
Malt, thirty six pounds ;
Oats, thirty four pounds ;
Beans, sixty pounds ;
Clover seed, sixty pounds ;
Timothy see-1, forty-eight pounds; 
Buckwheat, forty-eight pounds ;
Flax seed, fifty pounds ;
Hemp seed, foity-four pounds ;
Blue grass seed, fourteen pounds ;
Castor beans, forty pounds ;
Potatoes, turnips, carrots, parsnips, 

beets and cnions, sixty pounds ;
Bituminous coal, seventy pounds."
“2. The uoverimr m Council may, 

from time to time, add to the fcregoiug 
list such other articles, with the weights 
thereof equivalent to a bushel, as to him 
seem fit ; and every Order in Council 
specifying any such article and declaring 
the weight thereof equivalent to a bushel 
when published in the - Caluydo Gazette, 
shall hive the like force and effect as if 
herein euactud

3. Every person who violates any 
provision of this section shall bo liable, 
for a first offence, to a penalty not ex­
ceeding tunity firedol’ars, and for each 
subsequent offence, to a penalty n it ex­
ceeding fifty dollars."

3. All apples packed in Canada for 
sale shall be packed in good and strong 
barrels of seasoned hardwood or bass­
wood, made as nearly cylindrical as may 
be ; the staves of such barre’e shall be 
twenty-seven inches in length from creo 
to crue, with heads from sixteen and one 
half to seventeen inches in diameter ; 
and eucb barrels shall be sufficiently 
hooped, with a lining hoop within the 
chime», the whole well secured by nails;

2. Every person who offers or exposes 
apple* for sale in barrels, otherwise than 
in accordance with the foregoing pro­
visions of this section, shall be liable to 
a penalty of twenty five cents for each 
barrel of apples so offered or exposed for 
sale :

3. Nothing in this section,. Contained 
shall be constructed to prevent the re­
moval of the heads of barrels for the 
purpose of displaying the contents there­
of, provided such heads are replaced in 
aocordance with the provisions of this 
section, after sale and before delivery.

4. Section four of the Act passed in 
the forty-seventh year of Her Majesty’s 
reign, and chaptered thirty-six, is here­
by repealed.

0. Every hermetically sealed package 
of canned goods, such us fruit, vegetables 
fish, moat, and the like, shall have the 
name and address of the packer, the 
weight of the contents of the tin, can or 
package, and the year when such con­
tents were packed, legibly labelled or 
stamped thereon ; and every packer or 
other person who sells or exposes for 
sale such goods in any such tin, can or 
package, which is not so labelled or 
stamped, shall, for the first offence,incur 
a penalty of tioo dollars for each such 
tin, can or package, and for each subse­
quent offence, a penalty not exceeding 
tuenty dollars, and not lest than four 
dollars, for each such tin, can or pack­
age, and every tin, can or package in 
respect of which auy such offence has 
been committed,and the contents thereof 
shall be forfeited to Her Majesty aim 
dealt with accordingly :

2. Every packer of such canned goods 
who sells or exposes for sale such goods 
in any such tin, can or package in which 
either the weight or the date is misrepre 
tented, shall, for the first offence, incur 
a penalty of tioo dollars tor each such 
tin, can or .package, and for each subae 
quent offence, a penalty not exceeding 
twenty dollars and not less than font 
dollars, for each such tin, can or package

owner thereof to any inspector or 
eietant inspector of weights and measures 
aa forfeited under the “Weights and 
Measures Act of 1879," or if any snm of 
money is voluntarily paid to any such 
inspector or assistant inspector, with the 
consent and approval of the Minister of 
Inland Revenue, as the amount of any 
penalty under the said Act, such aban­
donment or payment shall he deemed to 
be a lawful abandonment or payment ; 
and the weight, beam, balance, measure 
or weighing machine so abandoned or 
given up may be detail with as if forfeited 
under the said Act, and the sum of 
money so paid may be dealt with as if it 
waa a penalty recovered under the said 
Act.

scren hundred and seyenty-eight pounds 
of butter ill eleven months and five days. 
Tho writer, who is ono of the best 
authorities on this subject, gives an in­
teresting sketch of the means taken in 
the Channel Islands to keep the breed 
pure, the laws having for a hundred 
years back excluded all foreign cattle ex­
cept such as were imported for meat, 
which had to be slaughtered at the port 
of arrival ; and his remarks on the pres­
ent state of the stock and its prices in 
this country are of practical value.

In 
the course of a thanksgiving sermon he

“Oh Lord that’s most ridiculous. ”

Whereas information has come to ua 
through the newspapers, giving a list of, 
those appointed by the Dominion BoarcT 
of Commissioners, under the Scott Aot, 
as vendors of liquor for medicinal, me­
chanical and sacramental purpeaes, and 
believing the same to be true, it is here­
by resolved as follows :—“That we view 
with alarm the granting of each licence» 
to persons who nave heretofore been en 
gaged in the business of selling liquor 
under the Crook* Act, as hotel keep ire, 
and other licensed liquor dealers, and 
not granting them to druggists, believing 
that appointments of thia kind are cal­
culated to,bring the Scott Act into con­
tempt, and open the way for tha con­
tinuance of the drinking habit, and that 
thia Association would call the attention 
of the Board of Commissioners, and the 
Government of the Dominion, to the 
aerioua departure which it ia deemed haa 
been made fiom the spirit and intention 
of the Act.

The Association unanimously decided 
to move for the appointment ef a police 
magistrate for the county, and instructed 
the executive committee to take imme­
diate steps to secure the appointment of 
such, recommending John Beattie, Eaq., 
of Seaforth, for the position.

The executive committee waa also 
authorized to appoint agent» to asaiat in 
bringing offender» of the law to justice, 
and very complete arrangements were 
made for obtaining information concern­
ing violations of the law.

Biel’s Headquarters.

A white settler who escaped from 
disaffected region, and who passed by 
Batnuche’s Crossing, near which are the 
headquarters of the rebel leader, reached 
Qu’Appelle. Riel, he says, is guarded 
by a well-drilled body of half-breeds, 
who are conspicuous for their stalwart 
size, and a few Indians. Large crowds 
of rebels continually loiter about the 
place, feasting upon the spoils taken 
from the government stores and settlers. 
The place has quite a military appear­
ance, and the movements of the differ­
ent rebel bands keep up a constant state 
of excitement. Riel lias a large force of 
efficient couriers and spies, principally 
young braves, who are continually com­
ing and going with reports. Not a move­
ment takes place in the east that he is 
net aware of. Riel’s headquarters are in 
a small wooden Roman Catholic church, 
on the spire ot which floats the rebel 
flag. The informant says the flag ie of 
unique design aud costly workmanship. 
On the left side is a picture emblematic 
of the faith to which the half-breeds 
belong, while on the right side is that of 
a coyote or prairie wolf. The centre 
piece consists of a large red hand with 
the index linger pointing heavenwards. 
On the back are the mottoes “Nos chqz 
nous et nos autela” (our homes and our 
altars), “Que Dieu et la liberté guide 
nos efforts ’ may Cîod and liberty guide 

j our efforts). U is the proud boast of 
I the half-breeds that this banner was the 
| work of a few lady friends of Riel in 
Quebec city and was in their hands prior 
to the uprising. The half-breeds say 
that some six or seven ecclesiastics from 
Quebec Province have signified their 
willingness to act as chaplains to the 
rebel forces.

The people of Portsmouth are petition­
ing the Government tp have all the arms 
in that village placed in the Kingston 
penitentiary for safe keeping, it being 
rumored that a raid is to be made upon 
the arm»,, and then the convicts set tree. 
The inhabitant* arc excited.

I have shown the special re­
porters who accompany the Prince of 
Wales the true Irish view of his visit, 
and have vindicated Ireland's name by 
showing its inhospitality to intruders.

A large high crowned hat of 

brown Milan braid is shown, thj 
faced with gathered brown crepe, 
turned up oil the edge with the folds of 
brown velvet.

The only cloudy on the horizon is 
caused by the anxiety as to what the 
students may do with the flag they stole 
from the Mansion house. If they dis 
play it in honor of the prince it will be 
the signal for a riot. The lord mayor 
has bought another flag, which will be 
displayed over the Mansion house.

Tht Prince and Princess of Wales and 
Prince Albert Victor arrived at King­
stown at noon. Large numbers of peo­
ple assembled to greet the visitors. 
Kingstown was crowded with people and 
the town was profusely decorated. Num­
bers of excursion steamers thronged the 
bay decked with bunting, and six vessels 
of the channel squadron were in waiting. 
When the Osborne was sighted she was 
greeted with salvos of artillery. As the 
royal party ditembarked the throng rais­
ed an enthusiastic cheer.

The lord lieutenant received the party 
and the town commission presented an 
address of welcome. The princess re­
ceived numerous hoquets. The crowd 
which numbered thousands kept up con­
tinuous cheering.

The royal visitors reached Dublin at 
j 2 o’clock, and was accorded a splendid 

reception. In answer to the address of 
welcome presented by the citizen*’ com­
mittee and the chamber of commerce the 
prince said ho was delighted to renew 
his acquaintance with Dublin. In pass­
ing through the streets the party was 
everywhere greeted withususm. The 
houses on both sides of the avenues 
were dressed with beautiful decorations, 
and the windows and roofs-were crowd­
ed with spectators. Not a sign of hosti­
lity was displayed. • Many persons were 
-crowded in past the escort of lancers. 
The prince took these irregularities good 
naturerilv, and and shook hands with all 
within reach. Earl Spencer was loudly 
cheered. Lord Mayor O’Connor, who 
drove in official state with the royal 
escort, was loudly hissed by the nation­
alists. Not a sign of welcome was 
visible on the city. The weather is 
beautiful.

As the procession' left the station 
several bands played “God bless the 
Prince of Wales. Considerable excite­
ment was occasioned by “some trouble to 
the royal carriage, which the populace 
exaggerated and made ominous. The 
trouble, however, was trifling. The 
horses became frightened at the crowd, 
but were soon quieted.

At College Green the first stop was 
made. The green was literally packed 
with people, and the advent of the 
royal party was hriled with tremendous 
cheering, A thousand students jauntily 
dressed, carrying waking sticks, floating 
two union jacks, marched in the proces­
sion singing “God Save the Queen."

The Princess of Wales wore a close 
fitting dark green Velvet bodies with 
silk to match and a princess bonnet 
trimmed with dark green feathers. This 
tribute to the Irish colors was instantly 
recognized by the people, and the prin­
cess was everywhere greeted with ap­
plause.

After luncheon at Dublin castle the 
party proceeded to the Royal Dublin 
society’s show at Ball’s bridge. The 
reception there was enthusiastic, and the 
cheering along the route was hearty and 
unanimous.

Police lined the railroad from Kings­
town to Dublin during the passage of 
the royal train this afternoon, but there 
was no occasion for their services. When 
the prince shook hands with the people 
who surrounded the carriage today the 
effect was electrical. The cheering be­
came frantic, and was continued until 
the prince reached Dublin castle. The 
prince telegraph the queen this evening 
that he had a glorious reception.

The city is brillianty illuminated to­
night.

The police had some difficulty in pre­
venting a collison when the nationalists 
began shouting “God save Ireland” a id 
attempted to raise cheers for Parnell. 
An attempt was made to burn the Union 
«lack stolen from the Mansion house by 
the students, but the attacking was 
driven off by the students and loyalists 
headed by a hundred policemen with 
drawn revolvers. The mob broke the 
windows of the house from which the 
flag was flying.

The windows of the Daily Express 
office were also broken by the mob.

The Prtnoe of Wales 
held a levee at Dublin Castle this after­
noon.

This evening the Princes held a draw­
ing room at the Castle. The levee given 
today at Dublin Castle by the Prince and 
Princess of Wales was larger than any 
held in Ire'aud since the visit of the 
Queen in 1849. Good order prevailed.

A correspondent of the Prairie Farm­
er insista that/ to ensure uniformity in 
butter, “make the best butter,” there 
must he enougli at each churning to fill 
the tub or crook it ia to be packed in.

When a knoo cornea off a door bundle, 
you can fasten it on again by filling the 
cavity in the knob with sulphur, then 
heat the iron end of the handle which 
goes in tile knob, just hot enough! to 
melt the sulphur, put tile knob in and 
let it cool. It will bo firmly fixed iu 
place.

The blue denim, or stuff used for 
men’s overalls, haa been applied to de­
corative purpose, in some fine houses 
east, its soft, peculiar bine being con­
sidered very beautiful in draperies With 
lints cf walls and carpets. It would be 
very «décrive over a long gilt pole, a 
single length being thrown in a festorn 
upon it,- with hanging ends. It is cheap; 
try it.

A novel way of mending a woolen 
tdreia in which a roind hole has bjtn 
torn, and where only a patch could rem­
edy matters, is as follows : The frayed 
portion» around the tear were carefully 
smoothed, and a piece of the material, 
inoiatened with very thin mucilage, waa 
placed under the hole. A heavy weight 
put upon it until it waa dry, when it 
waaonly possible to discover the mended 
place by careful observation.

A New Grieana doctor call» attention 
to a very simple fact which merits atten­
tion from medicine takere. If the medi­
cine is mixed with very cold water, and 
a few swallows of the water be taken a 
preparatory dose, the netvea of the 
organ of taste become sufficiently be­
numbed to make the medicine nearly 
tasteless. This method will not diguise 
bitter tastes, but acta well in oiia and 
salines.

If you have “gumption" enough te 
drive a nail, you can manufacture a 
very pretty fancy table at a very alight 
expense. Take the bandies of three 
worn out brooms, sandpaper and paint 
them black ; “ebonite" them. Fasten 
them together firmly, crossing them at 
about two-thirds the length—the only 
really difficult thing to do in the whole 
process of manufacture—nail the head 
of a flour barrel on for a top. Cover it 

ith dark crimson felt, on which you 
have embroidered a bunch of daieiea, 
cluster of leaves, or any pretty design. 
For an edge, add a pretty woolen fringe, 

hich you can buy from 70 cents to 
$1.25 per yard. Or cut leaf pointa of 
the felt einbreidering each, and put on 
a double row, the point of one appearing 
between the curve of two others. The 
result will be a very “cute" little table, 
quite an addition to every room.

Pretty Rag Ruga —The prettiest rag 
ruga 1 have aeen are made by cutting the 
rags an inch and a half long and about a 
half an inch wide, or according to the 
thickness .,f ‘.he goods. Then with a 
ball of wranping twine put twenty-seven 
stitches on a needle. Knit once across, 
then knit one stitch and put a piece 
acruse, the eud from you ; knit a stitch 
aud put the other end over, drawing 
them through tightly ; knit another 
stick, put the rag over .and eo on through 
the needle ; that knit back plain and go 
on with the rags as before. They are 
prettiest to have half of the pieces black; 
you can mix the colors together, or ar 
range them in rows A prettier way 
still is to knit three pieces of a color 
three consecutive times across, which 
brings them in pretty spots, having every 
other spot black, and have about three 
inches of each end of the strips black or 
any dark color. When the stripea are 
made the desired length for the rug, aew 
them together wirii strong thread, and 
stretch and tack it wrong aide up on a 
door ; or better still, aew the aides to a 
qnilt frame, putting abort pieces across 
the ends. Then brush the back over 
with a good Hour paste, having some 
glee m it, and let it dry while being 
stretched. It gives them a good stiff 
foundation. They make very pretty 
soft rugs. Those that. I have made are 
pronounced beautiful. The Diamond 
dyes, which are inexpensive, color very 
bright and beautiful colora.

An excellent present use for emptied 
fruit cans : Unsolder in the fire, tie the 
cylinder with a piece of twine, fill with 
good aoil, in which plant sweet corn, 
cucumber», early wax beam, melona, 
tomatoes, etc., or even early peas, two 
or three week» before the soil ia warm 
and dry enough for outdoor planting. 
When that time cornea place the 
cane in holes made for each, cut the 
string draw the mold around, and slip 
the 'can up to serve as a shelter from 
cold wind while plant ia yet email, and 
the weather sometime* trying.—[Hoitu- 
lanus.

I don't think it pays me te have a 
hotbed for starting cabbage. The plants 
are apt to get leggy or slim before plant­
ing out ; and then it is only for early 
cabbage that early starting is especially 
profitable and the market here wants 
mostly late cabbage for storing in the 
cellar for early winter uae. An early 
cabbage started early is apt to buret its 
head if allowed to grow up to the late 
fall harvesting. I sometime* fail of 
getting good cabbage, but it ie not for 
the reason that the season ie too short. 
If the seed ia sown in hills right where 
each plant ia wanted, the season ia long 
enougli to jjrow a very big cabbage if 
the plant has no serious pullback. This 
applies to the market fnmiihed by email 
country villages.—[Z. K. Jameson, Vt

A hog ia one of the beet gide a farmer 
ean have to help turn hi» farm to good 
aceounL Neither a barnyard nor a pen 
ia his realm. It ia queer that eo many 
firmer» make this mistake and wait on 
their hog* all summer, and then com­
plain tha* there ia no money in them. 
Give a hog a chance and he will consume 
a great deal of coarme material, not ex­
cepting weeds or even thistles, and turn 
them all into money. He will also make 
the land rich faster tnan any other ani­
mal if allowed to do so. Put the hogs 
in the field and feed them there. No 
farm ia complete iu its arrangements un­
less provisien ia thus made for the hog».

It will do to put cattle in the same 
field with eheep while the grass ie freah 
and green, to eat of the coarse part, bat 
after awhile, when the growth ia not so 
rapid, the cattle should be taken out, 
for the cattle’» good, as they do not re­
lish grass the sheep have walked over 
and which haa been tainted by their ex­
crement and urine. Neither do the 
sheep do well when forced to eat from 
the same ground which haa been occu­
pied by the cattle. It ie a mistake, 
then, after the freshness of spring is 
over, to compel oattie and eheep to feed 
on the same ground. Colts will do bet­
ter with sheep, es they do not reject 
either grass or hsy tainted by their 
deposit*. The only dancer ia they may 
ehaee and injure tne eheep. A closely 
eaten pasture ie sailed alike to horses 
and eheep.- (Franklin D. Curtis.

A CHAPTER ON SOÜP3.

SsBiriaiss ei laleresx I# all tieed Usa», 
wives.

Of all soups the most common and sus­
ceptible to variations ieonu in whieh the 
stock ie prepared of beef. The trouble 
with the average American-prepared 
meat ». nip ia that it is too greasy and 
thick. German soups are often t nick, but 
seldom greasy. Everything ia liable to 
be run across in a Scandinavian soup, 
from a small sardine to a raisin or a grain 
of allspice. But the delicious French 
soups ate always clear.

During cold weather the stock forfceef 
soup could be kept on hand.1 At any 
season it should always be prepared the 
day before using. The skin is a good 
piece of this purpose. Have the benee 
well cracked and extract the marrow, 
which almuld be put in the aonp. To 
eacli pound of lean beef allow one quart 
of water. Put the beef, boneaand water 
into a close kettle and set it where it will 
heat gradually. Let it boil very slowly 
for aix or seven hours. Look st it onee 
in a while to see if the water is sinking 
too rapidly. Should this be the case, re­
plenish it with boiling water,taking care, 
however, not to add too much of it. 
When it haa boiled «even hours, set it 
away and let it stand closely covered till 
the next day. Almost an hour before it 
is wanted for dinner take off the cake of 
fat which will be found on the surface of 
the stock ; remove the meat, wnicli can 
be used for mince meat or in making a 
nice salad with 0old potatoes and onion». 
Set the atock over the tire and throw in 
a little salt to bring to the scum. When 
this has alt been carefully removed, put 
in such vegetables as are desired. If 
these are cut tine it is ‘Julian’ soup. If 
young cabbage, quartered and boiled,and 
young carrots and turnips are put in 
whole and dished up with the soup, with 
the addition of toasted crusts, it is the 
French family soup, according to taste. 
The vegetables are better when cooked 
by themselves and added with their 
juices to the soap. The seasoning, too, 
is a matter of taste. Vermicelli or 
macaroni which lias been boiled tender 
can lie added if desired.

Onion soup is made by frying finely 
sliced onions in butter and turning 
boiling water over them. To aix good 
sized onions allow a gallon of boiling 
water. Throw in some parsley, pepper 
and aalt to taste. Serve with a slice of 
bread fried a light brown in each plate.

Pumpkin or squash soup ia almost a 
national dish in France. Indeed, the 
first mentioned vegetable is scerce'y em­
ployed there for any other purpose than 
for soup making. To two quart* of 
thoroughly cooked pumpkin or squash 
allow one quart of milk, plenty of but­
ter, pepper and aalt. Serve with toaated 
bread.

The most common of vegetable soup* 
ia bean soup. Any kind will do, al­
though the beet are the French bean». 
Soak a quart of them overnight in luke­
warm water. Put them over the fire 
next morning with one gallon of water. 
Boil for three ur four hour*. Add 
celery, onion» if desired, and one or two 
thinly sliced potatoes. Simmer until 
the vegetables are done. Caraway cr 
dill seed ia a good addition to the aea- 
soning of beat aonp.

Split-pea aonp can be made in the same 
way aa bean soup, except that it requires 
lees boiling.

Tomato soup can be made iu the two 
following ways, and no one who haa not 
eaten it can have any idea how good it 
ia : To one pint of canned tomatoes or 
four large raw ones add one quart of 
boiling water. Let the vegetable» boil 
till thoroughly mixed through the water. 
Then add one teaapoonful of anda, when 
it will foam. Immediately add one pint 
of milk. Put in plenty of butter, salt 
and pepper to taate. It ie then ready to 
serve. Tomato aonp can be made with­
out milk. To six large tomatoes, or a 
pint and a half of the canned vegelables, 
allow one gallon of water and boil 
thoroughly. Add a large piece of batter. 
Beet an egg to a froth, add a little milk 
or cream and put into the soup just lie 
fore it ia sent to the table. 1

Sorrel is a pest to many a farmer, and 
almost takee possession of his freshly 
broken field». However, sorrel makes a 
fine seup, albeit, like the* pumpkin, it 
ia essentially French. To two quarts of 
sorrel add a good handful of spinach aud 
a few leaves of lettuce. Put thorn into 
a frying-pan with a large piece of butter 
and cook until thoroughly dene. Then 
put them into a kettle with a gallon of 
boiling water. Just before serving add 
two beaten eggs with a little cream. Have 
aquarea of toaated bread in the soup 
tureen. This soup is highly esteemed 
for invalids.

A remarkable example of the facility 
with which deaf-mutes read the motions 
of the lipa was given by a young lady of 
seventeen who is entirely deaf. Her 
teacher stood between the gaalicht and 
the wall, thus outlining hia profile dis­
tinctly.

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THE REBELLION.
FROM FRINGE ALBERT.

Fort Qc’Appelle, N.W.T., April 10. 
—A settler named Win Purvis, an ex­
farm instructor, arrived at Touchwood 
Hills post yesterday morning from Fort 
» la Corne and the Carrot River settle­
ment Ho also brings messages from 
Prince Albert. Provisions are very scarce 
there, and considerable sickness prevails. 
All the settlers who could reach Prince 
Albert have crowded in there. The 
rebel scouts have been seen from the 
town several times, but there has been 
no fight. He says all the bodies of those 
killed at Duck Lake were recovered but 
two. Purvis is ill and cannot move any 
further. He says Riel s men took two 
cannon from the pi dice, and that they 
have planted them at Batoehe’s Crossing. 
Riel is at Urandtn (St Laurent) with 
160 half-breeds and 320 Crews at*d Teton 
Sioux. Fisher, Dumas, Gournot and 
Maxime Lepino have a large force at 
Batoehe's. The settlers uu north are al­
most starving, and help is urgently re­
quired. Thomas McKay’s flour mill at 
Prince Albert has been fortified. Hostile 
Indians are in the woods on the other 
side of the river. All the houses on the 
east side of the town have been evacuat­
ed. The people are praying for the ap 
pearance of the troops.

NEWS OK IRVINE.

Rki.ina,April 10— Lineopcn to Battle- 
ford. Col. Irvine and Assistant Commis­
sioner Reid sent word from Prince Albert 
that all are safe. They are short of 
horse feed and provisions and anxiously 
awaiting help.

Indian agent Rie reports from Battle- 
ford that the settlors from Frog Like 
have come into the fort at liittleford. 
The Stoney Indians are making fur Fort 
Pitt where trouble is expected

Some Indians have been making them 
selves very troublesome seven mile from 
Whitewood, on the C. t\ R., stealing 
provisions, but today they are quiet and 
have gone back to the reserves. Mr. 
Dewdney is at Calgary having a talk 
with Crowfoot and others.

THE FROG LAKE'TRAGEDY
Winnipeg, April 10.—The Hudson’s 

bay commissioner, Mr. Wrigley, gives 
the following account of the massacre at 
Frog Lake : “News from Clarke’s cross­
ing tonight contains particulars of the 
massacre west of Battlefurd at Frog Lake. 
Fourteen persons were ';iHed. A party 
of Indians from Battlefurd approached 
the fort and were attacked at long range 
by the home guard. Two Indians were 
killed. Among %he killed are Agent 
Quinn, Instructor John Delaney, Fathers 
Fafard and Lemarchand ; lay brothers, 
Williscraft and tiouin ; William Gil­
christ ; Mr. and Mrs. Gowanlock. Mrs. 
Delaney is a prisoner in the hands of the 
Indians. Some persons are supposed to 

have been killed at Fort Pitt but the re­
port is not confirmed. It is feared the 
rebels intend attacking Saskatoon.” 
Another despatch received by the Hud­
son Bay company says affairs at Edmon­
ton are approaching a crisis. The 
Indians on the Saddle Lake reserve 
number about 100 with Little Hunter as 
chief.

A STARTLING STORY.
Winnipeg, April 20.—Mr. McIntosh, 

a settler near Batoche’s, who left the 
day before the Duck Lake fight and 
arrived at Brandon today, beüevos that 
Riel’s force numbers over 3,000, as there 
were a number of Indians coming in 
from Battleford way. Batoehe's has 
been Reil’% headquarters all winter, and 
with a man named Jackson, a druggist 
of Prince Albert, who was with Riel 
during parts li last summer, he has held 
inflammatory meetings all through the 
country. It is known that a few days 
before the fight Jackson pretended to 
have become a convert te the Roman 
Catholic faith. McIntosh assisted last 
August in building the telegraph line 
between the two riversj and says at that 
time there were marks of cannon wheels. 
He was also informed that Riel had six 
nine-pounder cannons. All the Indians 
and half-breeds have excellent Winchest­
er and Reminyton rifles.

there before proceeding further. The 
post, however is well-armed and confi­
dent of resisting until some troops can 
be sent.

It is regarded as a settled fact that the 
campaign will last all the summer, or at 
least that it will be unwise to withdraw 
any large portion of the troops until the 
fall, no matter how speedily some kind of 
a settlement may be reached. The 
worst part of the rebellion is the mur­
ders by Indians, of whom aa example 
will have to be made, or they would be 
liable to break out apuin on the slightest 
provocation, or even over an imaginary 
grievance. With the half-breeds a settle­
ment could undoubtedly be reached by a 
compromise, but in their case it will be 
necessary to keep careful and close super­
vision over their proceedings, and for the 
future to nip any hostile demonstrations 
in the bud. To do this a permanent 
force of at least 3000 will be required. 
It will thus be seen what prospects the 
troops as a body have of returning home 
at an early date. Of course the volun­
teers or militia will be dismissed first, 
leaving A and B batteries and C infantry 
to augment the police force, wluch will 
be swelled to at least fifteen hundred, 
and will henceforth be regarded and 
treated more as a military force on police 
service.

So far the troops have made actually 
marvelous time, and it is extremely 
doubtful if regulars could have done 
better or even so well. Gen. Middleton 
has spared neither them nor hnasulf, nor 
shows any position so to do. He 

I about the first up in the morning and 
the last to retire at. night.

The general is daily advised of the 
rebel movements under Riel. Large 
numbers of breeds and Indians are said 
to have crossed the Saskatchewan at 
Batoehe's Crossing and it is thought 
possible it may be neccessary to proceed 
against them on each side of the river.

The Winnipeg Times says : “Some 
dirty work on the part of the ‘Vet’ select­
ing the horses for the Moose Mountain 
scouts is reported. One gentlemen had 
a horse to sell and was asked by the 
‘Vet’ for a bonus. He offered him $25, 
but he refused to pass the horse unless 
$50 was given him. In another case 
$10 was offered aud $50 demanded by 
the veterinarian.”

west of Humboldt yesterday, but saw no 
signs of the enemy.

ALARM AT BRANDON.

Branbon, April 10.—Word from the 
Indian settlements in the Turtle moun­
tain, south of here, says the Indians are 
troublesome and stealing right and left. 
American Indians are coming in from St. 
Peter’s. The settlers are greatly dis­
turbed, and request mayor Smart to send 
them assistance. If the troops are not 
sent south the settlers think there will 
be serious trouble.

AN AMERICAN VIEW.
The Now York Tril-ahe says :—The 

Northwest rebellion is likely to prove as 
much a thorn in the side of the Canadian 
Ministry as the Soudan trouble proves to 
be to the Gladstone Administration. 
Already the Macdonald Ministry has 
been forced to admit that it made a great 
blonder in sending the troops to Winni 
peg from Toronto by the incomplete 
Canadian Pacihc Railway, instead of 
through the United States, as might 
have been done had the Ministry taken 
the trouble to ask the consent of the 
United States authorities. Three days’ 
time was lost by that blunder. In ad­
dition to that, the opposition papers are 
charging that the rebellion was caused 
by neglect of duty on the part of the 
Macdonald Ministry.

Winnipeg, April 13.—From Clarke’s 
Crossing it is understood Col. Otter’s 
division will be despatched to relieve 
Battleford, while the main force under 
Gen. Middleton tackles the rebels at 
Batonche Crossing and proceeds to the 
relief of Prince Albert. Battleford 
should be reached before or by Sunday 
next, and Prince Albert by Friday at the 
latest. Both the beleaguered places can 
undoubtedly hold out until relief arrives, 
unless the Fort Pitt Indians, under Big 
Bear, who have but eighty or ninety 
miles to travel should make direct 
for Battleford. Then the garrison 
would be in danger of falling into the 
enemy’s hand and the inmates of the 
barracks be at the mercy of the savages. 
What the result might be it is terrible to 
contemDlatc- At present the health of 
both citizens and police is reported good. 
It may be mentioued that no great alarm 
is felt regarding an advance of the Fort 
Pitt Indians, as at latest advices the 
Hudson bay post east of Frog Lake, 
witn its 25 police. 20 settlor, and Hud 
mn bay men, was intact,although threat­
ened and it is more than probable that 
Big Bear would complete his outrages

There isn’t much to write about this
