HOUSEHOLD HINTS.

Place Calan.—Pare and stone a 
quart of very eoft peaches. Add one 
pound of sugar end mash thoroughly. 
Add too quarts of rich cream and freeze.

Pixr.apple Sboktcake. — Out thr pine 
apple into bite and cover with powdered 
sugar two hours before it will be needed. 
Bake the shortcake in layers, separata 
them and fill in the pineapple, and serve 
hot with cream aed powdered sugar. It 
ia delicious ; quite as nice as strawberry 
shortcake.

Chicks* Croquettes.—Cut the meat 
of a chicken, or the remnants of Sun­
day's turkey or chicken dinner from the 
bones, mince fine, season with salt and 
pepper, and if you like, the juice of one 
lemon. Let stand an hour. Make a 
buter of two eggs to a pint of milk, a 
pinch of salt, and flour to make a better. 
Stir the chicken into this and drop by 
spoonfuls into boiling fat. Fry brown, 
lay on paper to absorb the fat.

Sweet Grape Wine —Twenty pounds 
of Conootd grapes ; three quarts water ; 
cook twenty minutes in a percelain-lined 
bottle, then strain through cloth. Add 
three pounds of white sugar, and then 
when tt is dissolved strain again, heat to 
boiling, till pint or quart bottles full and 
seal instantly, using new corks and dip­
ping cork and end of bottle into hot seal­
ing wax. This is endorsed by the W. C.

That luxurious living, “faring sump' 
tuously every day," will generally prove 
promotive of habite of intemperance, 
cannot well be doubted. It ie equally 
true that what we mey call artificiel cook­
ery will produae the same effect. The 
spices, pungent», end irritants in gene­
ral, not only tend to deprave the taste, 
preparing the way for intemperance by 
producing morbid eppetitee, but create 
an unnatural thirat, a thirst which is the 
most naturally gratified by the use of in­
toxicants. Hence we shall find that 
boy» fed in thie way during the early 
part of life more generally become intern 
perate than those who have become ec 
costumed to a more abstemious style of 
living. The most unfavorable conse­
quences follow such artificial cookery, 
added to the excessive use of animal 
food, pork, more especially. After the 
tastes hsve been vitiated in this way, 
after the irritants have eo blunted the 
sensibilities, that water—the natural 
drink of man and beast—ia insipid, un­
satisfying, it is perfectly natural that 
some drink of more fiery nature should 
bs demanded. These drinks more gener­
ally contain a certain per oent of alcohol, 
the way being prepared by the use of 
ale, porter, and the whole range of 
been. While it ia true that those who 
really relish plain and simple food, with 
no great display of rich gravies and irri­
tating aauees, are in but little danger of 
becoming drunkards, it is unwise in 
mothers to so feed their children with 
spices, and irritants, radishes, end the 
like, as to destroy the keen relish for 
water, plain food like bread and the 
fruits. It should be remembered that 
auoh articles as mustard, capable of 
blistering the surface of the arm, cannot 
but prove harmful to the sensitive coats 
of the stomach, producing a vitiated 
state of the digestive organs preparing 
the way, as has bsen stated, for degrad 
ing habita.

If we add to this harmful cookery the 
use of intoxicanta, as brandy in mince 
pies, sauces, cake, puddings, the training 
in the direction of drunkenness is carried ! 
still further. It is difficult to conceive 
how an intelligent and thoughtful Chris­
tian mother, after having taken the tem 
pernnoe pledge, can use any of these in­
toxicants in her cookery. It is difficult

Quirk Temper.
A matter not unworthy of remark it the 

ie the almost universal claim laid to that 
supposed-to be undesirable possession, 
a quick temper. “I have a frightfully 
quick temper !" it an assertion often 
made without any sign of regret, rather 
with evident aelf-coinplacency. And 
how often, when, with the intention, of 
saying something pleasing, we remark 
upon the sweetness of a friend’s disposi­
tion to the friend in peraon, sre we met 
with the reply, “Oh, you’re quite mistak­
en I’m one of the quickest-tempered peo­
ple in the world !" given in a tone that 
does not imply modest deprecation of a 
compliment, but a decided sense of unap­
preciated merit.

Now this willingness—eagerness, it 
may even, without exaggeration, be call­
ed—to be convicted of what is acknow­
ledged to be a fault, strikes one as a 
curious anomaly. No one would answer, 
if told, “You are very truthful," “Oh, 
no, I’m a constant liar nor if compli­
mented upon consistent attention to her 
own business, would respond. “Un the 
contrary, scandal-mongering ia my favor­
ite occupation." At least no one would 
give either of these answers in the seri­
ous way in which the claim to the pos­
session of a hot temper is made. May 
there not be, underlying this inconsis­
tency and explaining it, a misconception 
of the real meaning and source of a quick 
temper ? To many minds, this undesir­
able trait seems to be the outcome of 
many very admirable qualities. To be 
hot-tempered means,inferentially,in such 
mental vocabularies, to be generous, and 
large-mind, and unselfish, and—after 
little lapse of time—forgiving. But I 
maintain that it means exactly the reverse 
of all these things. If a man be quick 
tempered, if he give way to anger quick­
ly and unrighteously (for I leave out of 
the question entirely that righteous 
wrath which rises for good reason only, 
and it quite a different matter from tem­
per j, he is generous, for he shows no re­
gard for the coinfort of those around him 
he ia not selfish, fer it is safe to say that 
in nine cates out of ten, if not ten out of 
ten, his fury is kindled by soma fancied 
slight to himself, and is allowed to blaze 
simply as an illumination in honor of hit 
self-esteem ; he it not forgiving, because, 
though he may recover quickly from his 
aberration, and soon be perfectly urbane 
to the whilom victim of it, the restor­
ation is simply forgetfulness, and to for­
get the injury inflicted upon another by 
hit own hasty words is by no means 
synonymous with forgiveness of injuries

THE (WANT TO THE OA RSMEN.
Last week our local contemporary 

worked itself into a etate of mind over 
the fact that'a grant of $60 had been made 
toward paying a portion of the eipentrs 
of two celebrated oaramen who were bill­

ed to giva an exhibition of rowing in 
Goderich harbor. Our contemporary 
not worked itself with a state of mind 
over the matter, but it became hysterical 
and called for the ousting of the mayor 
and councillors who had favored the 
grant. A» ie usual with hysterical peop'e 
our contemporary acted in a very ailly 
manner, and did not know what it waa 
talking about. The lacte of the caae are 
•imply these :

Rev Father Wait, the recently 
appointed incumbent of St Peter’s 
church, conceived the idea of bringing 
in a large excureion to (toderich, and a 
few weeks ego opened up negotiations 
with the Q. T. K. authorities to give 
apeoial rates to this point. Aa an in­
ducement to the excursionists, he cor­
responded with Mr Wm O'Connor, of 
Toronto, the champion oarsman, of 
America, to see on what terms O'Connor 
and Gao. \Y Lee, the New York oarsman, 
could be brought hither to give an exhi­
bition of their rowing powers. The 
terms were sent forward, and the 
rev gentleman, being of opinion 
that at least half of the personal ex­
penses of the oaramen would be defray 
ed by business men of the town, closed 
with the offer made by Mr O'Connor. 
After the date had been set, and tha bills 
printed, the appeal to the business men 
of the town who would be likely to bene­
fit by the influx of excursionists was 
made, but the response waa not in ac­
cordance with what had been anticipat­
ed, and the amount subscribed—some 
$11—was handed back to the doner», 
Thia waa on Monday morning of last 
week, the excursion was billed for Wed­
nesday, and it became a queation with 
Father West whether he would abandon 
the attraction of having the oarsmen 
present, or make a broad appeal to the 
town at large by an application for aid to 
the municipal representatives in council 
assembled. He adopted the Utter 
Course and waited upon Mayor 
Beagar, and explained the condition 
Of affairs. He stated that if the weather 
Were propitious he bad no doubt a large 
number of outsiders would be brought 
to town ; the excursionists would un 
doubtedly put ci nsiderabie money in 
Circulation, and the town would thereby 
derive bemflt ; no charge for admis­
sion to the grounds would be made, and 
the poorer'class of residents, who had 
never had an opportunity of viewing a 
•calling match between first-class pro­
fessional oaramen, would thus be enabled 
to see a race without any bnancial out­
lay ; and lastly, that assistance from the 
Council was a necessity towards getting 
the oarsmen to come, as the eSorte to 
obtain money from individual aources 
had tailed The rev. gentleman wished 
it ito be distinctly understood tha' he 
^wanted no assistance from the council 
(•wards defraying the cost of getting up 
the excursion, so feras printing, posting 
Lilia, telegraphy, correspondence, erect­
ing stands,and decorating and impmvirg 
the grounds were concerned, for three 
were expenses of a purely personal na­
ture ; but what he wanted waa that at 
least one half of the coat of bringing the 
•axemen here should be defrayed by the

public, aa the exhibition would be given 
free of charge, and the publie generally 
would dative benefit from it, aa he bad 
neither the power nor inclination to re­
ceive financial returne by taking gate- 
money from those who witnessed tie 
exhibition.

The Mayor, after listening to the pre­
sentation of the ease by the rev. gentle­
men, said he believed the application
was on all fonra with aimliar application» 
that had been made on behalf of recrea­
tions and games, and stated that he would 

meeting of the council, at which 
1 the matter could be dieoeased and action 
taken. In the meantime it would be wil 
for Rev Father West to place hie appli­
cation in writing, so that it could come 

formally before the council.
In the evening the question waa 

brought before the members of the coun­
cil, in a communication from Rev Fath- 
#• West, which waa read, and by ptr- 
• mal application by the rev gentleman. 
O l the motion that the amount asked 
fir be granted, not a member present 
tore to hie feet and advanced a reason 
why it should not be donated. Tree, 
Mr Thoe Naftel said that his chnreh 
winted money, and if thia waa passed, 
he would advise them to come to the 
council ; but, In reply, Mr Cameron 
stated that if they would incur the ex- 
pence of bringing in a special attraction 
for the purpose of drawing a large num­
ber of excoreioniste, aa was the caae 
tha present instance, he for one would 
favor their getting assistance.

Then the vote was taken and it stood 
For the grant—Meaare. Cameron, Nich­
olson, Smith, Humber. Raddiffe and 
the Mayor—6. Against—Naftel, Reid 
Morton and Cnlborue—t. After the
vote had been taken Mr Nicholson asked 
that the names be placed on record. Mr 
C ilberne objected strenuously, but Rev 
Father West aaid he would like to have 
the result of the vote made known, 
t ie yias and nayr were taken.

That’s the plain, unvarnished story of 
the terrible act which waa committed ty 
certain members of the council, whose 
heads the Star would have chopped off 
at the next municipal election. The 
editor of the Star waa not present at the 
meeting, and aa hii fit of hysteria «aa 
brought about by some second-hand 
versi in of the affair, from some prejudic­
ed or fanatically disposed person, we 
give the true statement of the cate, so 
that he may be in a position to aee that 
o i this occasion, aa on many other*, he 
hat let his bigotry ran away with hie 
common ser.ea.

Now, it ia a well-known fact that It 
haa been customary, time ont of mind, 
for municipal councils, not only of 
Goderich but of other towns, to give 
donations towards attracting features on 
gala days which would be the meane of 
bringing outsiders in large number* to 
the point of attraction. Goderich haa 
in times past been particularly liberal in 
this regard, and within the knowledge of 
the wiiter has time and again made 
money expenditures which were design 
ed to bring returns to the town. The 
Caledonian Day grants, the grants to 
the Mechanics’ institute, the purchase 
and fencing of grounds for the West 
Huron Agricultural society ; the erec 
tion of suitable buildings for the holding 
of a successful fair ; the annual grant to 
the agricultural society ; the grant of 
$1,000 during the past few months— 
(#600 as a gift, and the other $500 as 
loan, if the society be in a position to pay 
it back; ; the erection of swings, seats, 
<&c., last year for the English church ex­
cursion from St Thomas, at an expendi­
ture of some $25; the entertainment of 
the St Thomas civic excursion a few 
years since, where “lots of liquor" waa 
on the table, and the town had to foot 
the bill ; special swings and seats for the 
recent Liatowal excursion, and hack hire 
for the town geests and some of those 
who now object to the present grant. 
These, and scores of other expenditure» 
which we could enumerate did apace al- 
1)W, have been made by the town coon- 
c 1 of Goderich, and winked at by the 
editor of the Star, but when it oomee to 
a question of granting $50 towards help 
l ie to pay the expenses of a couple of 
celebrated oarsmen, who are billed ae an 
attraction to bring in hundreds of out- 
viiitors to leave money iu onr midst, le 
ii seized with hysteria and frantically 
shrieks, “Reform the Council,” “Let 
he voters fur the grant be smitten root 

a id branch. ’’
Why?
Aye, there s the rnb ! The answer ia 

not far to seek. The rev gentleman

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EXPERIMENTS IN FEEDING LAMBS.

Test of the Lew», Josh L VI®— Commit 
Verses 9, U—Golden Text, Eph. vl, i*. 
Commentary ^ by Her. D. M. Stearns.

(Condensed from Lesson Helper Quarterly, by 
permlsson of H & Hoffman, Philadelphia, 
publisher.!
The book of Joshua tells us of the entrance 

of th§ nation of Israel into the promised 
land, the overthrow of the nations then in 
the land, it» subsequent division among the 
tribes and the appointing of cities of refuge. 
The book closes with an account of the fare­
well address of Joshua and his death, at the 
ago of 110 years; also the death of Eleazar, 
the son of Aaron, and the burial of the body 
of Joseph, which they had brought with 
them from Egypt and carried all through 
their wilderness wanderings.

1. “After the death of Moses.” Dead as 
far as any further connection with Israel at 
that time was concerned, but personally he 
was gloriously alive. What a deliverance to 
bo free from the burden of ruling and guiding 
that rebellious and unl>elieving host; what a 
gain to bo ever in the immediate presence of 
Him who had appeared to hi:n at the bush, 
and on the mount and in the tabernacle, and 
to have personal fellowship with Abraham, 
Isaac and Jacob, Enoch and Noah and the 
myriads of the redeemed in glory.

2. “Arise, go over this Jordan.” Joshua 
might have asked how they were to cross 
that river, but he had passed through the 
lied sea forty years before and he knew that 
the Lord was able to make n way, and when 
Ood gave a command ho had only to obey.

3. “Every place tliat the sole of your foot 
shall tread on.” Thus Ho bad said to Moses 
(Dent xi, 24), and now He confirms it to 
Joshua. And yet when Joshua v.as old and 
stricken in years there remained very much 
land to be possessed (xiii, 1); and ho had to 
say to the people, “How long are ye slack to 
go to possess the land which the Lord God of 
your fathers hath pveu youT (xviii, 3.) It 
was all theirs; they bad only to go up and 
possess it, for the Lord would fight for them 
against their enemies ami subdue them; Vat 
it was necessary for them to set their foot on 
the land

4. “Unto tho great river Euphrates.” Thia 
was the eastern boundary of the land given 
to Abraham, but, with the exception of q 
short period in the clays of Solomon, it was 
never possessed nor enjoyed. (Gen. xv, 18;
II ChroiL ix, 26.) It shall all be made good, 
however, after the first resurrection, when a 
greater than Solomon, the true Sou of David, 
shall sit on David's throne and reiga over the 
house of Jacob, and Abraham shall be proved 
to be heir of the world (Luke i, 32, S3; 
Horn, iv, 13.)

5. “I will be with tboo; I will not fail thee 
nor forsake thee.” It was not a question of 
the power or skill of Joshua, but of Him who

- sent Joshua. When Moses asked, “Who am 
I that^I should go unto Pharaoh ?" the Lord's 
answer was, “Certainly, I will be with thee;” 
and when Moses said, “Oh, my Lord, I am 
not a man of words (margin), but I am slow 
of speech and of a slow tongue,” the Lord 
said unto him: “Who hath made man's 
mouth? Have not I, the Lord? Now there­
fore go, and I will be with thy mouth and 
teach thee what thoushalt say." (Ex. iii, 11, 
13; iv, 10-13.) So in our Christian life it is 
never a question of what we are or what wo 
can do, but of what He is and what He can 
do, for it is God who workoth in us both to 
will and to do of His good pleasure. It seems 
to me that the greatest promise in the Bible 
for this present life is this one of the pres­
ence of the Lord with us and that He will 
never fail us nor forsake us. That which 
was the strength of Abraham, Isaac and 
Jacob, Joseph, Moses, Joshua, Gideon, David 
and the prophets, and the last comfort of the 
risen Christ to His apostles, may and ought 
to bo our daily joy and strength, and will be 
if we appropriate the promise in simple and 
sincere faith, thank Him for His presence 
and go forward relying on Him.

& “Be strong and of a good courage.” The 
presence of the Lord was reason enough why 
he should bo strong and courageous; the ne­
cessity of his being so is seen from the fact 
that three times in this exhortation it is urged 
upon him (vs. 7-9). The strength was not to 
be his, but the Lord’s, who perfects His 
strength in our weakness and enables us to 
say, “when I am weak then am 1 strong."

“Thou shalt cause this people to inherit 
the land" (margin). Jesus is the true Joshua, 
who causes all His redeemed to Inherit indue 
time the Kingdom. Moses seems to repre­
sent Jesus under the law and dying for the 
sins of the people, while Joshua represents 
Jesus in resurrection leading his people to 
rest and victory.

7. “Observe to do according to all the 
law.” This is the only way of true wisdom 
and prosperity. There was no law given 
them to keep in the land of Egypt; not till 
after Ho by His own power redeemed and do- 
livered them did He give them His laws and 
statute» to keep and do. Ood does not ask 
the sinner to keep His laws, but to receive 
salvation as u free gift in order that he may 
then keep his commandments and do them 
and thus have fellowship with Him. There 
is too much turning tô the right hand or 
the left on the part of those who pro­
fess to be Christians, and too littlo of 
the “following fully" seen in Caleb 
and Joshua; a little stepping aside to 
the neglect of one command or transgressing 
in reference to another; a saying in reference 
to such precept» as “Be yo holy," or 
“Whether ye eat or drink or whatsoever ye 
do, do all to the glory of God;" that 1» what 
no one does nor can do, and it Is no use to 
try, thus setting aside the command of God 
and making the inconsistencies of Christians 
a reason for increased disobedience. Noth­
ing will do but a cheerful obedience to every 
command and a whole hearted surrender of 
spirit, soul and body to Him who is ready to 
possess ua and live In ua His own life over 
again.

8. Meditate therein day and night, thaf 
thou mayest observe to do.” They were to 
sot their hearts upon the words of the law, 
talk of them in the house and by the way’ 
and teach them to their children, that thus 
their days might bo as the days of heaven 
-upon earth. (Dent, vi, 4-9; xi, ■ 18-21.) If 
this was the command for the people, how

Result» Gained at the Agricultural Ex­
periment Station of Cornell University.
The result of experiments made at 

different times and places In feeding 
pigs has demonstrated that when fed to 
these animals nitrogenous food produced 
a much greater percent of muscle, and 
non-nitrogenoua a greater percent of fat.

To ascertain if lambs would be affected 
In the same way, an experiment was un­
dertaken, during the winter of 1887-8, at 
Cornell university, Ithaca, N. Y. Six 
lambs, six months old, were chosen with 
careful reference to uniformity in size, 
weight, shape, and of the same blood. 
On the 10th of October they were shorn 
and placed in a box stall together and fed 
alike till Nov. 11 to prepare them for the 
experiments.

On Nov. 11 they were divided into two 
lots of three each, the total weight of 
each lot being as nearly equal as possible. 
At the beginning of the experiment lot 
No. 1 was fed daily 1$ pounds of oilmcal 
and 11 ponnds of coarse wheat bran. 
Later on 1 pound of cotton seed meal was 
substituted for 1 of bran. Lot 3 was fed 
8 pounds of cornmeal daily. Both lots 
were fed as much timothy and clover hay 
as they would cat up clean. All ate their 
rations with avidity up to the last of De­
cember. when that of lot 3 had to be re­
duced for a short time to 3 pounds, and it 
was not until March 1, when 4 pounds of 
mangolds were added to the rations of 
both lots, that they could be induced to 
eat their full ration of cornmeal.

Tho experiment lasted ItiO days. The 
difference in the amount of water drank 
was very marked. Lot 1 drank 01 pounds 
in 6 days; lot 2, 21 i pounds. Ail were 
slaughtered April 26. Tho live weight of 
lot 1 was 21 pounds greater than that of 
lot 2. In proportion to live weight, the 
dressed weight of lot 1 was 9 per cent, 
greater than lot 2. The wool of lot*! was 
26 per cent, greater than tho wool of lot 
2. The bones of the hind legs of loti 
were 21 per cent, stronger than those of 
lot 2.

It is thus seen that the valuable parts 
are largest in the lot fed on nitrogenous 
food. The experiment Is only one of a 
«cries to be yet tried; but from its result 
the fact may be deduced that the effect 
of feeding an undue proportion of lion- 
nitrogenous food to skeep is to decrease 
the product of wool by one-quarter, the 
strength of the bones by one-third, and 
to reduce the proportion of both fat and 
lean meet. As no ono of these is desirable 
in sheep husbandry, we may conclude 
that com alone is not tho best food for 
sheep. In this experiment there is no 
evidence thut the ration rich in nitrogen 
caused any marked increase of leari meat 
in lot 1 over that in lot 2.

Cooling Milk.
As a mie 6very farmer cow ccols his 

milk, but many of them never stop to 
think which is the best way to cool for 
given purposes. If you wish to make 
butter, more cream will be obtained from 
a given amount of milk if set to cooling 
at once, without stirring.

To facilitate the separation of cream 
from milk, three things are essential: 
First, that tho cream should be cooled 
from the top. sides and bottom at the 
same time. Second, that It should be 
kept perfectly motionless while the cream 
is separating or rising. And third, it 
should be cooled so rapidly that no pos­
sible change can take place in the milk 
until all the cream has risen.

Because of this, always have the cans 
or pails in which you set your milk com­
pletely under water; if you have no Ice, 
have the cold water enter the cooling 
tank at tho top, and let the milk be un­
disturbed after being drawn from the 
cow if you wish to make butter.

If you wish milk at its best for drink­
ing, it should be submerged at onco and 
kept thoroughly stirred or mixed while 
cooling. In this way tho original emul­
sion is completely preserved; that is, the 
cream is prevented from separating, and 
will not readily separate afterward.— 
Farm, Field and Stockman.

A great many of the men are poor and 
couldei/t afford to give their time, and 
travelling to small, out of-the-way towns, 
— where good speech always has the most 
effect,—is a disagreeable undertaking, 
l’his year speakers ate demanding mure 
than ever before. At thie rate.it isdwubt- 
ful whether or not enough money will be 
left in the treasury of either patty to pay 
for carriages to take lazy voters to the 
poll» on election day. A million of mon­
ey can be spent for oratory by either 
party at the rate things Ire going/'

The removal of S. Corning Judd as 
postmaster at Chicago created a email 
whirlwind among Washington politi­
cians. It is said, I suppose with entire 
truth, that Mr Judd’s disinclination to 
leave the office was very great, ar.d only 
a threat of dismissal called forth his re­
signation.

Nasal Balm

Turnips for Stock.
A correspondent in the New York 

World writes: Turnips make a trust­
worthy food for sheep and other kinds of 
tftock. I especially prize them as food for 
sheep. I also regard their cultivation as 
one of the beat methods of preparing the

Tho varietie in t commonly cul­
tivated are the Gl^i • Swede or ruta­
baga, and the pur; *o; strap leaf. The 
crop may remain in round until hard 
frosts come witl , it ry. I always 
harvest mine the i am tore in a root 
cellar. An anlnw1 can o fattened on 
turnips and hay. M,»y gh uld be cut or 
sliced before feeding them out. I give 
irotii seventy five t a hundred pounds 
per day, in addition to hay or straw, to 
an animal of 1,000 pounds v ht.

Road Dust for Chickens.
Every person who raises fowls should, 

while the roads are dry, lay in a supply of 
finely powdered road dust large enough 
to last through the winter and store It 
away where it will keep <" ntil wanted. 
Keep two or'more lai n&llow boxes 
filled with it to the depth of a foot, and 
under shelter, where the hens can wallow 
in it whenever so disposed. Dust is bet­
ter than ashes, and they seem to like it 
better. After it has been used a while 
empty it out on tho manure pile and re­
new with fresh dust. When fowls are 
plentifully supplied with it they are not 
troubled with insects and will be nealthier 
every way than when deprived of it 
through the season of bad weather.

The potato crop is gcnerflly satisfac­
tory. averaging D3 for he whole country. 
In the New England and middle states 
the condition is above this general aver­
age except in New Jersey. Of tho south­
ern states only Virginia, South Carolina, 
Kentucky and West Virginia rate below 
90, while most of the others have nearly 
a full crop, which in many localities has 
been harvested and marketed. Among 
the western and Pacific states and terri­
tories, Kansas end ( dorado are the only 
ones that average less than 90 in condi­
tion of crops, while Michigan, Indiana, 
Nebraska and California are tho only oth­
ers that fall below the general average of 
the whole country.

Recent returns on tho condition of tho 
applo crop leave tho averages of condi­
tion comparatively high in most of the 
leading states, though from local causes 
the prospect is poor In Connecticut, New 
York and Virginia.

She World’s Harvest of Wheat and Rye.

According to the official report of the 
estimated world’s harvest of cereals, re­
cently issued by the Vienna congress, 
Russia appears to be the only European 
nation with a surplus of wheat. Accord­
ing to the report alluded to, the wheat 
crop of the United Kingdom shows a de­
ficiency of 26 per cent., that of France 28 
per cent, and that of Italy 20 per cent. 
It Is estimated that the European wheat 
crop will be 1,066,000,000 bushels as com­
pared with 1,261,000,000 last year. The 
rye crop is reported to be the shortest in 
several years.
Ï How Fanners May Prevent Sore Feet.

Everybody whose occupation keep» 
them on their feet a great deal ere 
troubled with chafed, sore or blistered 
feet, especially in hot weather, no matter 
how comfortably their shoes may fit. 
Finely pulverized soapstone sifted Into 
the shoes or stockings is a simple and 
good remedy, but a powder used by the 
German army is better. This consists of 
throe parts salicylic' acid, ten parts 
starch and eight y-seven parts pulverized 
soapstone. It keeps the feet dry, pre­
vents chafing and rapidly heals core spots

Blati About Marten That Have aa I 
anas on the Question of Profit and Loot. 
The old time rule of having all the 

cows calve In the spring hae been 
led in many sections of the country, 
entirely changed in some others 

where progressive dairymen approve of 
fresh rows every month of tho year. 
Quite a number of dairymen cUim that 
prices for dairy products are equalized 
throughout the twelve months and prof­
ita of the year thereby Increased, by hav­
ing a part of one’s herd at least 
calve during the fall and early 
winter months. Advocates of this
Ïilau give the assurance that they have 
ewer lick calves In winter than in sum­

mer; that the supply of milk and butter 
Is extended throughout the year Instead 
of being confined to shorter seasons, and 
that there is more leisure to handle the 
stock in winter than In summer.

Tho Important point in raising calves, 
at whatever season these may have been 
dropped. Is to give the animals a fair start 
in lire, for which purpose nothing equals 
milk as it is taken from tho cow. Though 
some practice separating tho calf from the 
cow the day after It is dropped, it is gen­
erally preferable to let it run with the 
row for four or five days, taking all tho 
milk. At least this period ought to clapso 
after a calf is dropped, before the milk 
will bo fit for use as human food. After 
separating the calf from the cow new milk 
should bo liberally fed for two weeks, and 
If tills can be continued even longer, it Is 
advisable. No substitute for new milk 
should be given under two weeks. After 
that, however, more economical food may­
be compounded, if desired, and the calf 
will still thrive. If skim milk can now 
bo afforded, the calf will thrive on liberal 
feeding.

Willard says that if whey and oil meal 
ho properly prepared it can be made to 
servo as a very good substitute for milk. 
Tlie whey should bo dipped dff when 
sweet from the vat, then bring it to the 
boiling point and turn it upon the oil 
meal. Let the mixture stand till night, 
then feed. In the morning whey sweet 
from the vat may be fed. At the com­
mencement a little less than a pint of oil 
meal per day will bo sufficient for four 
calves. This may bo gradually increased 
till each calf hae a daily ration of half a 
pint. At first it is better not to feed 
calves al! tho whev they will drink at a 
time. A large feed of whey cloys the ap­
petite and deranges the health. A half 
pall of whey at first is enough for a feed, 
which may bo Increased to three-fourths 
of a pall and a pail as the calf increases in 
age. Two meals a day, if the calf runs 
in a good pasture, is sufficient. Calves 
fed in this way ought not to be weaned 
qptil they can get a good bite of after feed 
from tho early cut meadows. It is im­
portant to keep them in agrowing, thrifty 
condition with no check. When weaned 
earlier their growth it often checked by 
reason of short, dry or innutritions feed 
in pastures.

When whey Is not to be had for feeding 
yonng calves the following Is sometimes 
used; Take three quarts of linseed meal 
and four quarts of bean meal and mix 
with thirty quarts of boiling water, when 
it is left to digest for twenty-four hours 
and la then poared into a boiler on the 
fire having thirty-one quarts of boiling 
water. It is hero boiled for half an hour, 
being stirred with a perforated paddlo to 
prevent lumps and produce perfect incor­
poration. It is then set aside to cool and 
is given blood warm. When first used it 
is mixed with milk in small quantity. 
The milk la gradually decreased till they 
get the mucilage only. Indian meal may 
be used in place of bean meal. Buckwheat 
meat ’ cooked into porridge and added to 
wliey is reported to have been used with 
good results.

It is considered a desirable point to 
hasten tho maturity of the yonng animal 
by good feeding and care so that it will 
come into milk at two years, as such 
heifers make better milkers than those 
that come In at three years, besides the 
profit of milk for an extra season.

Directions for I aiming Corn.
Tho custom of canning or evaporating 

corn for home use daring the winter U 
growing among our farmers, and house­
wives ore inquiring about recipes. The 
following plan is suggested in Country 
Gentleman;

Cat and scrape the corn from the cob 
while still in the milk; fill glass case full 
and place the glass cover over each can; 
then place the cans in a wash bo tier with 
a narrow atrip of board at the bottom, 
not letting the cans touch each other. 
Now, turn into the boiler sufficient cold 
water to nearly resell the tops of the cans; 
place on the stove and boll without inter­
mission for four Lours. Remove the cans 
to a table and fill rounding full with boil­
ing water; then seal up in the usual way 
and place them in a cool, dark place.

Evaporated corn Is quite equal to canned 
corn. Lut if you cannot avail yourself of 
this process, the next beet way Is to cut 
It from the cob, place it on earthen plate», 
and carefully dry it In the oven stove, 
being very careful not to discolor it by 
too liot an oven. When used, soak over 
night in sufficient cold water to Just cover 
it, and let it boil half an hour just before 
dinner time; then season and serve.
