necessity for women to get out of the 
still comparatively few beaten paths 
in which they have been most success­
ful. in order not to lower wages to 
ktarvation point by overcrowding 
these fewr occupations?

Don't those statistics impress upon 
you your duty to help our wage earn­
ing sisters by sending in to this col­
umn any hints as to unusual occupa­
tions at which women you know or 
have heard of have made their living 
01 even home pin money?

I hope they do.
Here are a tew suggestions that 

have come to me:
1 have heard that the law publish­

ing houses pay Very good salaries to 
women to analyze, designate and 
classify decisions of the Federal and 
State courts. I should think such an 
occupation might be more profitable 
and more congenial to many women 
titan school teaching or ordinary cleri­
cal work. I do not know whteher the 
worker would have to have a full legal 
training or not. Doubtless any pub­
lishing house could furnish this in­
formation.

An interesting way in which a 
stenographer augmented her earnings 
was by advertising to take dictation 
over the telephone from people quar­
antined on account of contagious dis­
eases. The work was done in the 
evening outside of her regular wont­
ing hours, but a public stenographer 
of course could do it at any time and 
it seems to me this wouldn’t be a bad 
plan for some ex:stenographer bride, 
who would like to increase her in­

come a bit.
The profit to he made by raising 

hens has been mentioned before in 
this column, but perhaps this little 
story of another woman who succeed­
ed in this work may be interesting.

"Your request for a suggestion of 
profitable occupations for women in­
duced me to tell you of mine—raising 
chickens—the males for 'Spring frys’ 
and the females for eggs. The 'frys' 
dressed, find a ready sale at twenty- 
eight cents per pound., The eggs to a 
regular customer at the door can be 
sold easily at forty cents per dozen 
the year around or at the highest 
market price. This is more interest­
ing work than most people imagine, 
f have about fifty hens averaging four 
dozen eggs per day. A regular cus­
tomer pays forty cents a dozen, and 
with his auto calls once a week for 
them. Food and supplies average $3.SO 
per month, which you can readily see 
nets a clear profit of $44.20 per 
month. How many shop girls’ salar­
ies exceed this?"

A woman who lives near a jewelry 
factory, wrote this:

“Many women near my home make 
quite a little money making chain 
purses. Women are advertised for by 
the hundreds early in the fall to come 
and learn. Many firms also send out 
links to the women, and with a small 
plyer, a screw Strongly inserted in a 
stick or clothes pin, or a little board, 
the links can be opened, inserted in 
each other, and the little chain purses 
made.

“One young woman whom 1 know 
makes eight dollars a week doing this 
work, but the others get from three to 
five according to the amount of house­
work they have to do."

Whether such work could be obtain­
ed in other localities, of course I do 
not know, but think it would do nc 
harm for anyone who thought she 
would like such work, to write and 
inquire from some wholesale jewelry 
firm whose advertisement could be 
found in any paper or magazine.

Boiled rice or baked potato will gc 
excellently with sweetbreads, and this 
dish is good for the sick.

A cloth shirt should never be hung 
up inside out, as this tends to crease 
it, more than anything else.

To make sure that bread will rise 
in cold weather, warm the flour before 
mixing.

Shoes will last much longer if oc- 
cassionaliy rubbed with vaseline when 
they are new.

A small quantity of chopped figs 
added to a nut and apple salad gives 
an excellent flavor.

To insure that potted plants witl 
thrive, always have a little water in 
the saucer under the flower-pot.

When milk boils over on the stove 
sprinkle on some salt at once. This 
will counteract the disagreeable odor.

Bronzes should be cleaned by rub- 
biqg with syeet oil. Rub dry' with a 
soft cloth and polish with chamois.

After putting buttered paper in the 
cake pans, sprinkle in just a little 
flour. This will keep the cakes from 
slicking.

expert knowledge, and of which the 
King is naturally as ignorant as the 
average layman.

On one occas­
ion, it is said—i the speech was to he 
delivered at the Royal Academy ban­
quet—he had omitted this precaution, 
and, further, found to his dismay that 
he had forgotten to .take the copy 
with him. He proved, however, mon 
than equal to the emergency, trying 
as it was to an inexperienced speaker, 
and delivered one of the best speech­
es of his life, to the surprise and de­
light of his auditors, to whom he con­
fessed his predicament.

In later years, when experience had 
begotten confidence, His Majesty was 
content to master the facts and figures 
of his speech, and to trust to the in­
spiration of the moment for its de­
livery. How happy this invariably 
was—how natural and gracefully ex­
pressed—those who were privileged 
to hear him well knew. ’King Ed­
ward's happiest efforts, however.” 
Ix>rd Rosebery says, "were thos- 
which were quite innocent of any 
preparation. In grace and simplicity 
of language, delicacy of humor, and 
dignity of utterance, the King's im 
promptu speaking might well chal­
lenge comparison with that of any 
after-dinner speaker I have ever 
heard."

On many subjects, too, King Ed­
ward was an expert who needed no 
help in preparing his speeches; and 
many c* his best efforts, on such wide 
a;>: rt subjects as art and agriculture,

and, like all his speeches, gained con­
siderably ironi his clear enunciation 
and his, beautiful, well-modulated 
voice.

The King is a Born Speaker.

King George is. If possible, an even 
better speaker than his Royal father.

Raised in Andalusia and Broilgb$ Up 
for the Ring.

The famous fighting bulls of Spain 
are one of the most interesting fea­
tures of the Andalusian plains.

The Spanish bull often has' a rather 
hollow back. His horns are large, 
rather wide and turned up and in­
ward—never shot, very thick and 
turned downward, as is usually the 
case with English bulls.

In his early youth he roams In com­
parative freedom oyer the plain. He 
early "makes acquaintance with the 
garrocblsta's pic. Though the latter 
is merely a pole with no _blade but 
only a small point like the shod end 
of an aipenstcok. It is a formidable 
weapon when dextrouslv wielded.

At the age of about 2% years a 
crisis in the life of a fighting bull ar­
rives. This ordeal, which every ani­
mal must go through, is one which, 
according to a writer in the Wide 
World, very few foreigners have seen.

In the cool of the late afternoon one 
day a party of horsemen gather on a 
plain, accompanied by a professional 
picador. Two of the number, armed 
with long lances', ride up to the herd, 
round which is a guardian ring of 
horsemen. It should be mentioned 
that the full herd hqs already been 
split up into two portions by the re­
moval of the belled bullocks to a dis­
tance of some half mile away. The 
guards now allow a bull to escape 
and off the latter goes at once to his 
bullock friends, tail in air, scouring 
over the plain, closely pursued by the 
galloping horsemen.

The latter, indifferently mounted on 
ewe necked ponies, do not usually 
succeed in overhauling their quarry 
for a couple of hundred yards or so, 
but then the nearest horseman, with 
his lance in rest, ranges alongside 
and delivers a prod. The bull turns 
to one side, letting up the other horse­
man, -vho in his turn delivers a thrust 
and throws the bull over.

Up gets the bull and again flees, 
pursued as before by the horsemen. 
The whole business is very like pig­
sticking, with a tnucji larger and 
slower quarry. This time the animal 
makes towards the other . horsemen, 
who in scattered groups are for the 
present spectators, and possibly" jud­
ges of the spbrt..

Before the bull reaches the latter, 
however, one of his pursuers ranges 
alongside once more, when he re­
ceives i. third prod and down he 
goes again. Thoroughly annoyed1 be 
swings round for the charge, but his 
immediate adversary has galloped on 
and is out of reach. He Turns his at­
tention, therefore, to No. 2, whose 
I lace has now been taken by the pro­
fessional picador. This man. with 
conclu d lance, awaits the bull's onset. 
The totter charges again, and yet 
again to be received each time on 
fhe point of the lance.

And so the game goes on. If the 
Dull after receiving a plentiful jjijo- 
cessicn of nasty jabs, which merely 
inflict flesh wounds and do no serious 
harm, is undismayed and continues 
10 charge as gamely as ever, he is 
considered to have pluck and fire 
enough to be worthy of the ring.

But should he. finding that his 
charges are fruitless, turn sulky, re- 
mse to charge his opponents and en­
deavor to flee from them, he is brand- 

d as cowardly, is fattened, and *n 
due time turned into beef.

Water Pipes and 
Fountains Frozen

levels tbe water pipes beçÿtnig t'yoqen, 
and plumbers had to attend to them. 
The fountains on several of the upper 
streets also became frozen and people 
had much difficulty in getting a supply 
of water for household purposes un­
til the Council's employees attended 
to the fountains.
