He is aware of ' the pollu-
tion of our only source of water sup-
)1y, for one of the afore-named privies
s withing plain view of -his own
1wuse, being built on the bank of a
stream ‘that flows through the heart of
he settlement, and would, if not pol-
'uted and its waters properly con-
served, supply the whole settlement.
We trust that Mr. Duder’'s tardiness
n moving in this matter is not caused
)y the dread of provoking the resent-
nent of pdrties who make a conveni-
nce of this stream and probably re-
zarding themselves as possessed of
yroprietary rights thereto. And someé
f them are highly placed. The Ma-
zistrate’s failure to move in this mat-
er is most reprehensible. As a re-
sult of this pollution of our only
ivailable source of pure water, we
1ave to be content with the supply
btained from surface wells in the low
parshy land of the Point, and at cer-
tain seasons of the year this subjects
yur people to the terrible danger of
an epidemic of infectious disease.

Reforms in China

Special to Evening Telegram
PEKING, To-Day.

In his first official address, Yuan
Shi Kai made a special reference to
the position of foreigners. Foreign
powers in recent vears, he said, had
adgpted a peaceful and just attitudg
and had shown a desire for the inter-
eat of China which calls for gratitude.
C‘hinese should learn under it and
treat -foreigners with friendship and
candor, and should rejoice over the
establishment of the Republic after. a
thougsand years of despotism. Yuan
emphasized the necessity of forming
a firm foundation on which to base a
policy of brogress. The most import-
ant matter at present, he said, was
finance. FoOreign capital was essen-
tial to China and the Government was
drafting principles of  financial™ re-
form. Yuan recommended plans for
lightening the burdens of the people.
proper surveys of lands for new scaie
of taxation, for a unified system of
currency and for standard weights
and measures. Yuan said owing to
the insufficiency of financial experts
among Chinese, the employvment of
talented foreigners was necessary. He
recommended the employment af for-
eigners at the Finanee Minigtry, so
as to ensure a correct budget and
proper accounting.

AND THEIR SALES.

Mrs, Tucker -says that evgr} one

‘ “must have noticed how snail like our

local fishermen slowly but ' surely
creep up from the fish markets and
soon get among the throng in order
to cffect a ready sale. The first day
that the first fresh fish come in people
go down and buy?from the ‘boat, in
fuct some people go out in: boats to
meet them. Then a few days later
the ﬁshermen reach the market, and
the Council Inspector is on the sccne
with very shiney .brass buttons. But
the fisherman is not contented with
his surroundings, he longs to be with
the people. He can see his rows of
fine fresh fish and he can also see
gangs of citizens pass by the head
of the cove. . He's beginning to feel un-
easy and he thinks that the people
think “there’s no fish in to-day.” He's
been told- by the Councillors how

‘much they spent ‘on the market, but

he fires it all overboard and makes
the
throng.  He's told by the Inspector
that he must “stop in the market,”
but he defies all and soon we behold
him behind two oars on which is dis-
played his catch.

Now, Mrs. Tucker would suggest
that we haul the fish market up out
of the cove, 'tis a poor stand and the
fishernen don’'t get a square show.
No man would-go to the water's edge
to start business, and Mrs. Tucker
says we shouldn’t be ashamed to look
a good fat codfish square in the face.
"Twill do away with a lot of anxiety,
for as it is ncw, no one knows when
fish is “in” or out..

Tucker says that there was no time
like the time he lugged his fish in a
wheel barrow. You were generally
surrounded by inquisitive women that
asked all kinds of questions, and
drove a hard bargain in an eight-
cent black backed fish. If you
could manage to induce the Minister
of Fisheries to see that we'd have all
“black backers” on our local grounds
our local figshermen would become
rich in no time.

Delaney says that there are a cute
crowd in this town that wait till dusk
to buy a load of wood or a six cent
fish, in the hopes that they’ll get the
said load of wood and the aforesaid
six cent fish for nothing. We will
often hehold a black horse at early
morning nding over by Mr. Carter’s
with a load of wood behind him and a
sack of hay in tront of him. There
he stands and there also walks up and
down the man who owns the horse,
the wood and the hay. The “cute
man” with the claw-hammer coat
from which protrades a red handker-
chief arrives on the scene. He asks
the man how are the roads, how are
the trout, how are the hens, asks
about everything but the wood, and
after wishing the man good day and
casting a searching glance  at the
wood, goes home and takes a sleep
for himself and dreams of the bar-
gain he's going to strike at a quarter
to six. But as the bearer of the
“claw-hammer” dreams, he of the load
of wood partakes of stimulants.
