Wagner produces his music -with a
common hickory baseball bat. In
1is leisure moments he plays short-
stop for the Pittsburgh team. He is
a2 stout, short man with large, wide-
branching legs and a pair of hands
that are as grabby as an oil trust. If
the l'egulrar army were to shoot &
three-inch shell at Wagner while he
was shortstopping, he would knock
it down with one hand, pick it up
with the other and shoot it to first
before it had time- to explode.

Wagner is an old man, as base
bzall players go, and has been batting
around Pittsburg for a good many
yvears. Sometimes he bats .400 and
sometimes only .300, but he always
bats enough to make himself a great
pest in New York, Chicago and else-
where. Wagneritis is a common and
very distressing disease among young
pitchers, and most of ithem have suf-
fered from it at one time or another.

Mr. Wagner is a poor conversa-
ticnalist and rarely -attempts to tall
an umpire how far the latter has
descended from the Ape family. e
does most of his talking with his baz.
There are few things more eloquent
than a balanced hickory remark by
this eminent gentleman with {h¢
bases full and the enhemy only ona
run ahead.

- The fact that
there were 173 souls afloat in her has
caused terrible anxiety not only to
tlhieir relatives, but to the communit;.

Dear Sir,—Allow me through your
columns to express my amazement
that any opposition to the formation
of a permanent Marine Disasters’s
Fund, should be raised by any per-
son, and especially by some leaders
of men in this Colony.

The hazardous ecalling which many
of our people ‘have to follow, where
in many cases they have literally to
play with death, in order to support
their families, makes it imperative
that such, a fund should be in exist-
It is criminal that such a
fund is not in being. Here we are
taking things easy. until a big calam-
ity befalls us, and then every one is
wrought into a fever of activity, and
the hat is passed around and funds
are collected to meet the require-
ments of the present catastrophe only
without a thought at all for the fu-
ture. Witness the Regulus, the Erna,
and now the awful calamity that has
befallen us.

Besides the time it will take to
get the funds collected, quite a con-
siderable time must elapse before the
distribution will be able to begin, as
until the amount collected is known
is will be impossible to figure with
any exactness, the amounts each sur-
vivor 'will receive.

Another point which is lost sight of
entirely in this comamunity is when
the "loss  of one seaman occurs, and
how often do such losses occur?

In such cases no public meastings
are called,”and beyond a passing ex-
pression of regret that so-and-so has

been cut off in his prime, etc., eté.,"
no provision is made for his- surviv-

ors, (his widow and children, as the

case may be), and :the only_ reason
if it can be-called a reason, is that he
faced the grim reaper algne and was
not accompanied in the sad journey
by forty or fifty of his companions.
