L. B JArmoury last night, was largely
atten led..’ His Excellency “the Gov-
ernor presided, and with him were Ri.
Hon::8ir B."P. Morris, Premier; Mr. J.
M. Kent; K.C., Leader of:the 01)[)051-
tions “Sir Joséph Outerbridge, and Mr.
Wi J.‘Higgins, Acting Secretary.

His Excellency.asKed that ihe min-
utes of “the previous meeting be de-
ferred, after which the following re-
solution. in menrory of Earl Roberts,
was moved by the Premijer and second-
€d by Mr. Kent, both of-whom paid a
ﬁttmg tribute to the man whose pass-
ing means a great loss to the Army
and -Empire. His influence had been
an inestimable factor in the
cementing of the Empire.The following
is the resolution:—

RESOLVED — That this Patriotic
Association of Newfoundland formed
to organise the men of this ancient
Colony in the defence of the British
Empire offers its homage to the mem-
ory of that distinguished Soldier and
Patriot, Field Marshal Earl Roberts of
Kandahar, Pretoria and Waterford:

His Excellency who also referred to
the death of Earl Roberts, spoke of
the coniribution of soldiers Newfound-
land had given to the Empire to date,
which number 1,099 ° éxclusive . of
those Nwfoundlanders, who had en-
listed abroad. He also mentioned that
as the Imperial authorities had de-
cided to pay for equipment, mainten-
ance, and rations for the Newfound-
land Regiment, the Government would
be saved the' sum of about $200,000.
The Army Council, in messages to the
Governnient had intimated that it was

desirous to form @ reserve to kegp up

the Newfoundland Contingent at the
front. The reserve could be then
idrafted to England, as soon as they
became perfect in drill. It was desir-
ed that our regiment be kept at its
full force. The Governmeént were un-
able to do so yet but would advise the
Home Authorities at the earliest pos-
sible moment.

Sir Joseph Outerbridge on,behalf cf
the recruiting committee, reported
that a draft proclamation’ was prepar-
ed and would be circulated. Capt.
Montgemerie will be the recruiting cf-
ficer, and 'act in conjunction with the
city brigades in raising a force of H00
or more to be sent abroad, as called
upon, pay to commence on or about
the time of embarking.

After some discussion in which the
Premier, Hon. J. R. Benmett, (apt.
Montgomerie, J. A. Clift, J. M. IXent
and W. J. Higgins took part, the re-
port was adopted with the under-
standing that the men who enlist must
be between the years of 18 and 326,
and enlist with the object of going to
the front when called upon. An offi-
cer of experience will be engaged to
do all the necessary' drilling.

Hon. M. P. Cashin read the repoit of
the Finance Committee. Those of the
dependants of the Volunteers who
were in need of immediate assistance
were attended to, and after the aryrival
of the Mongolian with the allowance
shects a more systematic arrangement
will be effected. The amount in sight
for the Patriotic Fund was estimated
at $75,000. His Excellency suggesied
that an early date the Governiment
should be in receipt of all the draft
that would cover the first year of ihe
Regiment, to August 1915, so that the
actual expenses could be estimated,
after which the report was adopted.

The Chairman also thought that
some provision be made for provid-
ing a pension for-the dependanis of
those of the Newfoundland . soldiers
and sailors who fell in the' service,
either through warfare or . illness
while actively engaged.

Hon. John Harvey thought that the
Fingnce Committee should :deal with
the question. On Motion of Mr. J. A.
Cift, seconded by Mr. T. Cook, it was
decided that the Finance Commitice
deal with the pengions.

His Excellency read a letter re-
ceived by Mr. R. G. Reid from 4a
friend who visited Salisbury Plains,
after which the meeting adjourned to

meet again two weeks hence.

NAVAL BATTLE IN BLACK SEA.

PETROGRAD, Nov. 19.

The following official statement
was given out to-day by the Russian
Minister of Marine, regarding a na-
val battle in the Black Sea, between
the Russian and Turkish fleets, on
Nov. 18th. A division of the Black
Sea fleet, returning from a cruise to
Sebastapol near the coast of Anatelia
sighted a Turkish detachment con-
sisting of the Goeben and Breslau.

The encounter continu-
ed 14 minutes, after which the Goeben
withdrew and disappeared in the fog. |
taking advantage of her speed.

The more that we study the‘history
of our cowitry the more do we re-
cognize what a lot there is still to be
learnt.

We have been taking it for granted
for many years that John Cabot was
the first discoverer of our Island, bit
I any thoroughly convinced that such
was not the case.

I have been gathering together
some facts about Jerseymen that I
feel very sure will be interesting as
well as instructive at this season,
and if it will only lead others into
this new field for thought and re-
search, I will be more than recom-
pensed for my work during the past
year.

There is a well founded tradition
in the Channel Islands that Jersey-
men had visited Newfoundland be-
fore John Cabot’s discovery in 1497. I
firmly believe this tradition, and all
my historical researches prove to me
that the Jerseymen had far more to
do in the earliest settlement of our
country than any writer has ever
given them credit for.

Numerous claims have been made
that the Basques were- fishing for
both whales and codfish, for probably
fifty years prior to Cabot’s arrival.

Many ‘facts to prove this have heen

O_m' Island was called Baccalos in all

the maps for over one hundred years
after Cabot’s discovery. Sebastin
Cabot says, this name was given to
the place because of the Red Indian
name for Codfish, which were found
in such quantities. Now this is nct
the Red Indian name for codfish, but
the very fact of the Indians calling
the fish by the Spanish name Bacecalca
proves that the Spaniards or Basque
fishermen had been constant visitors
and the Indians believed that the
crew of the ‘Matthew’ were Basques
in search of codfish.

There are many other facts that I
could mention but in the last num-
ber of the ‘Newfoundland Quarterly,’
published in October, the late lament-
ed Archbishop Howley, in those esti-
mable articles of his on the nomen-
clature of our Island home has this
ito say about the Basque ‘fishermen:
“They played a very important part
“in our early history. Relics of their
“presence are to be found 'in‘ the
“names of a great many places along
“our coasts. It is admitted now by
“almost all students of our early Col-
“cnial history that the Basques had
“in the XV. century and long before
“the voyages of Columbus and Cabot
“visited the coast of Newfoundland.
“It is certain that as early as 1447
“they had a regular. fishery on the
“Grand Banks of Newfoundland.”

I had been preparing this article
long before I saw His Grace's en-
dorsement of this subject, but I have
great pleasure in bringing it forward
no * a¢ there is no greater authority
on this subject. 1 would ask my
readers to give special attention to
the following, as I believe the British
Ambessador’s assertion has reference
to the Jerseymen, as they must have
been the only British .subjects here
previous to Cabot.

Spain made a very determined ef-
fort in 1761 to establish the rights of
Biscayan fishermen to Newfoundland
waters, and this was fully endorsed
by the French, but Wm. Pitt wouldn’t
hear of it, and refused to make any
coneessions that would interfere with
the true and capital interests of
Great Britain. The British Ambassa-

dor writes at this time, that the Bis-
cayans had often made this claim,
but it was as often denied by Eng-
land, and he brings forward further
proof that the uninterrupted posses-
sion from the days of John Cabot
proyed that England was the rightful
owner.

The inference is very pronounced
that English subjects certainly had
some other reason for their claims
besides the right that John’/ Cabot
established in taking possession of

this country in the name of King
Henry VII.
There are other facts .about the

Basques or Spaniards having been in
Newfoundland, but my objeet is to
write about the Jerseymen, who were
of the same adventurous spirit, and a

wonderful class of Rovers. If they
did not 'reach the = Newfoundland
Banks and shores as early as the

Basques, I am certain they were not
long behind and were here before the
Englishmen.

I know very well I cannot make a
statement of this kind. without giving
some good reasons to substantiate
them. The Jerseymen had settle-
ments in every part of our Island
from the Straits of Belle Isle to Pla-

centia, and being the earliest pion-
eers they undoubtedly gave the names
to many of the harbors. It is a very

common thing to name the new har-

bor after the f&miliar spot in the old
home, and this enables us very often
to draw a close connection. In Jer-
sey the French language is very com-
mon. With the daily intercourse be-
tween both France and Jersey it is
not surprising that these names are
very often French, but we also find
some of them English as well.

I believe that the majority of the
names with French derivations
around our coast were given by the
Jerseymen. Many of these mnames
are to be found in the earliest maps.
It is well to mention here that
France never made any claim to be-
ing a pioneer discoverer of New-
foundland, therefore we must give the
Jerseymen the credit of christening
many of these localities. I could give
many instances of this in all parts of
our country, but there is one part of
Newfoundland, the section between
Cape Bonavista and Cape Race, where
there is no record that the French
ever did settle, and it is on this part
of the ceast, that we have the best
information of the early history of
our country, and I will endeavor to
prove my contention that it was the
Jerseymen who gave the French
names that we find in so many ‘im-
portant localities. I will also men-
tion some English names that are so
closely connected with Jersey, and
date so far back in the earliest manu-
seripts of Newfoundland, that it
should bring a new light to many on
this subject.

Conception Bay is the most popu-
lous district of Newfoundland, and
the names of its harbors show it to
have been a Cosmopolitan centre
from the earliest date of discovery.

Here are a few of the pure French
names: Bay-de-Verde, Harbor Grace,
Bay Roberts, Port-de-Grave, Harbor
Main. i

Bay-de-Verde gets its name from
the Green Hill Side, which is a
prominent view in summer time as

vessels approach the headland com-
ing in from the ocean.
Harbor Grace is mentioned in so

many old documents as Havre de
Grace that there is no doubt what-
ever that its long indraft harbor was

‘named from its resemblance to the

well known Harbor at the Estuary of
the River Se~ine.
Port-de-Grave is the port of the
Gravel Beach,
Harbor Main is the harbor with the
shape of a hand.

Rheims, which was inadveriently
stepped upon by the German army
during its September retreat is an
aged and decrepit city of 100,000 peo-
ple which has been doing business in
the same spot for over 2,000 years
and which looks it in some places.

It is situated north of Paris, two
hours by railroad and apparently sev-
eral years by German army and is
the Lowell of France, about 25,000 of
its people working in the cloth indus-
tries.

Rheims has fine boulevards and mod-
ern buildings, but the tourist do not
flock to see these. It is more famocus
for its ancient French houses leaning
towards each other on streets which
are mere. slits in the sky at the top:
and it also has a cathedral which is
one of the most magnificent picces of
sandstone pottery in existence. Thou-
sands of workmen laboured for years
to carve fauna and flora as well as
saints and

Thus it will be seen that entertain-
ing royalty is no novelty to Rhemns,
and if Emperor Wilhelm chances to
stop there during his French enter-
prise the town will doubtless receive
him with a calmness which will al-
most amount to a lack of enthusiasm.
