HAVE NOT YET RECEIVED RE-
PORT.
BERLIN, August 2.

The German authorities have not
vet received a report of the sinking of
the Leyland Liner Iberian by a Ger-
man submarine last Saturday. In ac-
cordance with previous experience,
probably ten days or a fortnight may
elapse before the Admiralty is in a
position to make a report on the in-
cident.

CAPTURE OF WARSAW NOT YET
ACCOMPLISHED.
LONDON, August 2.

It is impossible to state exactly
what is happening on the eastern
front, as obscurity is the most press-
ing need of the Russian army, in re-
grouping ahd shifting its positions,
says the Petrograd correspondent of
the Daily Mail. Thig rearrangement
of forces is in the hands ~of General
Yanushevice, Chief of Grand Duke
! Nicholas’s staff. The capture of War-
saw has not been accomplished ac-
cording to the Telegraph, and the de-
liberate withdrawal of the Russians
is an encouraging feature of the sit-
uation. The Russians have not yet
been dfeated or anything like it, says
the Chronicle, which adds that the
Russians are inflicting fearful losses
on the attacking Germans.

SITUATION AT WARSAW
ATES EXCITEMENT.
PETROGRAD, August 2.
An intimation that the Vistula line
was to be abandoned by the Russians,
and the beginning of the removal of
factories, government institutions;
and hospitals, has created intense ex-
citement among all classes of the
population of the Polish capital. It
was feared that the military authori-
ties might deem the evacuation of the
city by the inhabitants a military ne-
cessity, and would destroy a great
part of the city to prevent its use by
the Germans as a base. Many wealthy
residents - have left for the interior,
{ including many of those who have re-
mained since their families went out.
During the past fortnight stations
and trains have become overcrowded,
the discomfort of the number of pas-
sengers having been increased by the
necessary military precautions. The
streets which generally are thronged,
have, become deserted. The restau-
rants and coffee houses are empty.
The French and Belgian consuls left
the capital in the early days of the
German progress, turning their af-
fairs over to the American Consul.

FRENCH PAPERS ON THE WAR.

§ PARIS, August 2.

The morning papers generally print
reviews of the first year of war, with
statements from prominent men. The
Petit Parisien quoted the French Pre-
mier as follows: “One year has roll-
1ed away since the day when on a na-
tion devoted to peace, which with its
allies had made every effort to main-
tain . peace, Germany and  Austria
loosed war. Never had the virtues of

simplicity, the country more than ev-
er has faith in victory, and is resolv-
ed to do its full duty to accept every
sut‘fering and every sacrifice to defend
its existence, and assure the triumph
of Liberty.”

From the Minister of Foreign Af-
fairs the paper received this state-
1;1ent: “For the Allies to will is to
do.”

THE RUSSIAN BALTIC FLEET.

PETROGRAD, August 2.

Rear Admiral Grigovitch, Minister
of Marine, stated in the Duma yester-
day that the Russian Baltic fleet had
fulfilled successfully the task of re-
sisting the Germans, and, besides re-
pelling attacks had inflicted defeats
upon its antagonists even in their
own waters. The Russian Black Sea
ﬂeet, although weaker than the Turko
German, had rendered its adversaries
inoffensive, inflicting severe lossgs
upon them. He stated that the war
expenses of Russia at the end of 1915
will amount to $3,621,000,000.

PRISONERS TAKEN BY ITALIANS.
ROME, August 2.
Prisoners taken by Italian forces
now number 17,000, including 380 of-
ficers.

AN ADMIRALTY STATEMENT.

LONDON, August 2.

A statement issued by the Admir-
alty this evening, says: The Vice-
Admiral commanding in the eastern
Mediterranean, reports that one of
the British submarines operating in
the Sea of Marmora, has torpedoed a
large steamer of 3,000 tons off Muda-
mia pier, which had several vessels
secured alongside. The explosion was
very heavy. A small steamer close by
was torpedoed.

NO IMPORTANT ACTIONS.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Aug. 2.
There has been no important ac-
tions on either side in the last fort-
night on the Gallipoli Peninsula.

BRITISH STEAMER SUNK.

BREST, France, August 2.

The British steamer Clintonia, 3,-
837 tons, was sunk yesterday morn-
ing, by a‘'German submarine, twenty
miles west of Armen. French smacks
rescued almost all the crew. Some
of the men were injured. They were
taken to the naval hospital at Brest.

THE CLINTONIA.

LONDON, August 2.
The British steamer Clintonia has
been sunk; fifty-four persons were
saved. The vessel was 3,838 tons
gross, and owned by J. Robinson &
Sons, of North Shields. She was last
reported to have sailed from Tyne-

mouth on July 2nd for Marseilles.

BENVORLICH SUNK.

LONDON, August 2.
The British steamer Benvorlich,
rom Manilla for London, was sunk,
and sixteen members of her crew
landed. Others are still in the boats.

GERMAN GUNBOAT

LONDON, August 2.
The Admiralty to-night announced
that a British submarine had return-
ed and reported sinking a German
torpedo boat destroyer, believed to be
of the C-196 class, on July 26th, near

GERMANY’S HUGE ARMIES.

LONDON, August 2.

At to-day’s session of the Meat Car-
go Cases, before the British Prize
Court, Sir Frederick Smith, Solicitor-
General, produced a sworn affidavit,
made by Major Dillon, member of the
General Staff, giving the British esti-
mate, which he says is correct, show-
ing that the number of persons serv-
ing the armyk under control of Ger-
man authorities, aggregates ten mil-
lions.

NEW LOAN FOR GERMANY.

. LONDON, August 2.
The Secretary of the German Im-
perial Treasury has announced that
the third German war loan Will be is-
sued in the middle of September.

COTTON CONTRABAND.

LONDON, August 2.

The Weekly Despatch says it un-
derstands that the British Govern-
ment is about to declare cotton con-
traband, and that it will offer com-
pensation to planters, and make new
arrangements with the neutral coun-
tries of Europe. The paper adds that
it is stated that the Government is
also taking up the question of modi-
fying ‘the Order in Council for the
satisfaction of the authorities at
Washington.

STEAMER GEORGIAN ASHORE.

SAN FRANCISCO, August 2.
Live-saving crews and tugs early
to-day went to the assistance of:the
American steamer Georgian, at Dux-
bury Reef, a few miles north of the
Golden Gate, where she went ashore
in a dense fog last night. Captain
Nichols and the crew of more than 30

men are aboard the stranded vessel.

LONDON BUDGET.

LONDON, August 2.

While the Austro-Germans contin-
ue to tighten the wings of their great
eastern battlefront with success at
both extremities, including the occu-
pation of Mitau in the north and fur-
ther progress beyond Cholm in the
southeast, the Poland situation re-
mains the same. Further additional
details have reached London concern-
ing the plans of the abandonment of
the city, but apparently the time has
not arrived for the Russians to re-
linguish their increasingly precarious
hold on the capital, or at least no
word of -its evacuation has come to
London. Ivangorof, southeast of War-
saw, which was heretofore eroneous-
ly reported invested, is now nearing
that state in fact, according to Ber-
lin’s announcement, but from Ivan-
gorf eastward to Cholm and beyond
the Russians, who had to abandon the
railway, are fighting most desperate-
ly in an endeavor to hold it and stop
Von MacKenzen's advance.

The western theatre furnished no-
thing to alter the general sjtuation.
It remains for the British Navy to
furnish an unexpected contribution to
the day’s news, with the sinking of a
German destroyer off the German
coast by a submarine, and the strange
performance by another British un-
dersea hoat while operating in the
Sea of Marmora. This craft not only
crept so close to Constantinople as to
launch torpedoes at lighters in the
Golden Horn, presumably awaiting
munitions from the arsenal, but with
its guns bombarded and. for a time,
tied up the railway skirting the Asia-
tic coast. destroying troop trains and
causing havoc among the stores, and
in addition the submarine consider-
ably damaged Turkish shipping, and
sunk one craft believed to be a gun-
boat. :

No hint of a separate peace or dis-
satisfaction with England’'s policy
comes from any authoritative source,
and Count Benckendorff made it plain
that while there may have been some
sentimental popular feeling in his
country or in the west to relieve the
strain in Russia. there had been no
criticism 'emanating frem those who
understood the military situation.

REPORT CONFIRMED.

An official communication issued
here to-night, says that a British sub-
marine sunk a large German trans-
port in the Baltic Sea.

NOT YET COMPLETED.

LONDON, August 2.

A despatch to the Exchange Tele-
graph Co., from Geneva, says that the
statement that an agreement has been
completed between Turkey and Bul-
garia, is denied by the Cologne Gaz-
etie, which says that negotiations
st1ll continue. Regarding a settle-
ment, the Cologne Gazette says that
Germany is in entire agreement with

An Anniversary
of Thaoksgivinj.

We are now on the eve of the anni-
- versary of the entrance of the British
Empire into the Great War. August
4th marks the anniversary of Ger-
many’s rejection of the British de-
mand that Germany respect the neu-

trality of Belgium and the consequent
Declaration of War. Britain was
ready to do what it.had always been
her .policy to do. She was not ready
to do what she never expected to be
ealled upon to do. She was ready to
hold her own on the sea against Ger-
many, to prevent an invasion by Ger-
many of the shores of the British
Isles and to prevent the paralyzing
of her sea commerce. She had, how-
ever, no large army to put against
the huge armies of Germany on the
continent. German cruisers, which
at first made depredations on the
ships of the allies, have been either
sunk or driven from the open sea.
The only sea menace '‘remaining is
that of the submarine, and that is
mainly confined to- the vicinity of
the British Isles, the great oceans are
now practically free from danger, and
ships of the allies can traverse them
with.no more danger than in times of
peace. Much reticence has very pro-
perly been observed as to new ships
put into commission  Since the early
days of the war, but from the lists of
warships under construction then by
the entente allies and the capacity of
their yards, it is quite clear that Pre-
mier Asquith did not exaggerate when
he stated some time ago®that the Al-
lies’ superiority on the seas to-day is
much greater than it was when the
war began. In view of the strength
of the German land forces and the
déclared policy of Germany of reduc-
ing the superiority of British Dread-
noughts by submarines, the situation
is one which affords cause for great
thankfulness for Britons the world
over. Britons have cause to rejoice
that German possessions have been
reduced throughout the Pacific.
Thanks largely to the assistance - of
Japan, Kiaou Chau was taken from
her. Thanks largely to the assistance
of AustPalia and New Zealand, her
possessions in New Guinea, Samoa
and New Hebrides are now held by
British forces. German Scuth West
Africa has also been surrendered to
the South African forces; Togoland
has been taken over. Germany is feel-
ing the = effects of British military
strength in other parts of her Afri-
can possessions. Her intrigues in In-
dia_and Egypt have been brought to
nought, and a British expeditionary
foree is making progress in the lower

valleys of the Euphrates and Tigris.
A British army much larger than the
British Expeditionary Forces of. last
August is operating on the Gallipoli
Peninsula, and at present the Domin-
ions and the Colonies have actually at
the front forces far larger than Brit-
ain could send to France in the early
part of last fall. In addition to these
great forces engaged in actual war-
fare, the British Isles is an armed
camp and a mighty munition factory,
and money is available to purchase
munitions from neutral countries and
the seas free to transport munitions
and men. In spite, “therefore, of all
that Germany has done up_to the
present, the potentialities of the fu-
ture are with us. There is every sign
of a long contest, but there is every
sign of increasing strength in British
arms. The British bull-dog is thor-
oughly awake and it will “hold fast
until it has brought the Potsdam
bully to the ground.

The Training of
Papil Teachers.

In his annual report Dr. Burke, Su-
perintendent of Education, says:—

“The present system of Training,
which compels the acquiring of schol-
arship and the acquiring of profes-
sional knowledge at the same time is
in my opinion not the best possible,
and an unnecessary strain on both
teachers and students. I trust that
in the not far distant future arrange-
ments may be made whereby Pupil
Teachers in training may 1levote their
whole time during one or two years,
to the acquiring of scholarship, and
then, that they may be free to devote
at least another six months, or if
possible a full year to the acquiring of
professional knowledge.”

His Grace at Placentia.v

PLACENTIA, Aug. 3.

The most imposing and solemn
church functions which ever took
place in Placentia were held this
week. It was on the occasion of His
Graces first visit to that historic
town. On Sunday solemn high mass
coram pontifice was -celebrated at 11
am. The procession through the
grounds was fine. The weather, the
elaborate decorations of the-Presby-
tery, the coat of arms of the Arch-
bishop and of St. John’s was embla-
ioned on the front. The array of al-
tar boys in red and white, the society
lined up with their band discoursing
music, the large number of clergy
and prelate with His Grace closing
the procession, all tended to make
the display one in keeping with the
grand occasion. Right. Rev. Monsig-
nor St. John was celebrant, with Revs.
Frs. Maher and O’Flaherty, as deacon
and sub-deacon; Rev. Fr. -Sheehan,
master of ceremonies. High priest
Rev. Fr. McDermott; deacons at the
throne, Revs. Vereker and McGrath.
The esteemed Pastor, Rt. Rev. Mon-
signor Reardon, received His Grace at
the door of the church. After mass
addresses . of welcome were read to
His Grace by the citizens accompani-
ed by a purse by three, Magistrate
O’Reilly, Edward O’Reilly and Capt.
Fitzpatrick, J.P. The Star of the Sea
was represented by W. J. Walsh, Pre-
sident; John Collins, Vice-President;
Jas. Collins, J. T. Rose and James
Kemp. The addresses were very fine
and well read by Messrs. 'W. O'Rielly
and W. Walsh, respectively. His Grace
gave a very lengthy reply from the
throne which was specially erected
for the functions. It was difficult,
His Grace said, to find words to ex-
press the feelings of his mind and
heart on this occasion of his first visit
as Archbishop of the Church in New-
foundland, feelings of personal mem-
ories of Placentia, his native place,
but which had to be subordinated by
other feelings. He knew the peoples
welcome was intensified by the dual
element. But as Head of the Church
he was honoured in a special manner.
Placentia church history is the first
in the ecclesiastical annals of New-
foundland; many illustrious Bishops
have ruled over the Church from 1689
and Placentia was always in the front
rank to honour the dignitaries of Holy
Churc¢h. It is gratifying to note the
great material progress of Placentia.

The cultivation of virtue and re-
ligion, of which Placentia has been
noted, are very pleasing facts indeed
to the Bishop of his flock. Thanks to
the guidance of your good pastor and
sisters in religion and other teachers
the lamp of faith burns brighter now
than it did at any time before. His
Grace finished by thanking from his
heart the good people for their wel-
come and their generosity to the
church. In fine he blessed them all,
their families and their undertakings.

Pontifical Vespers were held in the
evening at 7 o’clock. The music at
all services was of a high order. Mon-
day the Sacrament of Confirmation
was administered by His Graece to 140
candidates in the parish church. In
the afternoon an entertainment was
given ‘in honour of His Grace, with
an address from the school children.
It was a very enjoyable time for all
visiting prelates and priests. Motor
drives and boating with illuminations
at night were also part of the pro-
gramme. A garden party on Wednes-
day will finish the visit to the Ancient
Capital.

BELGIAN GRAY EBOOK.

_ Your home must not harbour dirt!

Dirt is the Dreeding place of every
harmful kind of vermin. ¥lies breed
to profusion in such stuff as. potato
rinds and tea-leaves, and from such
places they feed on our j,am, ‘milk,
and other food.

Therefore burn all such refuse, in-
stead of throwing it into the dustbin,
and sweep and garnish everywhere,

so that your house, at any rate,

doesn’t harbour a breedin-place for
flies. It is a good plan also to clean
the window-ledges thoroughly, and
brush them with paraffin. Flies breed
on window-sills owing to the warmtii,
and the paraffin keeps them away.

Fleas carry disease-germs, and a
bite from an infected 1nsect may
cause a serious illness. They breed
behind dirty wall paper; in cracks in
the floor, in dust, and in dirty mats or
carpets. Therefore dust should bpe
destroyed, and the other places kept
scrupulously clean. Dogs harbor
fleas and must be kept clean.

Dirty clothes and hair breed lica.
Clothes infected with the vermin
should be thoroughly boiled or baked,
and dirty hair should be washed with
a mixture of malt vinegar and warm
water (one teaspoonful to a cup), and
then combed. !

Insect powders should be used to
keep away lice and fleas.

It is exceedingly important that
every person should realise thar,
necessary as cleanliness always is,
it is doubly so now, and that it is
their duty, not only to their own fam-
ily, but to the State, to destroy and
keep away disease-spreading vermin.

Leading Italy
to Victory.

General Cadorno, Chief of the Italian
General Staff.

The official Rome reports . of the
progress of the Italian Army in Aus-
tria are signed ‘“Cadorna.”

General Count Luigi Cadorna, Chief
of the ItAlian General Staff, and Gen-
eralissimo of the Italian Army, was
borp on September 4th, 1850, and en-
tered the Military College of Mila
when he was only ten yeavs of age.

Five years later he entered the Mili-
tary Academy at Turin, whicn he left
three years later with the reputation
of being one of the cleverest pupils
who had ever entered it. If examina-
tions prove anything they prove that,
for he easily passed out head of any-
one else.

In 1875 Luigi Cadorna was made a
captain, and for that year he began
those studies which are now going to
prove of such immense value to him
and Italy .

It was in that year that he began
to Jearn all he could. about the
mountainous frontier dividing Italy
and Austria, for he was convinced
that some day the two countries
would be at war, and he knew that a
thorough knowledge of the mountains
and passes would not only be invalu-
able, but would go a very long way
towards viectory.

Every possible moment “he could
spare ‘he devoted to poring cver maps
of the mountains, working out exaclly
how ‘an army would cross them, the

danger spots, the difficult passes, and’

so on. Not only did he make a study
from maps, but every year his holi-
days were spent tramping over those
very passes he has now so success-
fully forced witia the Italian Army.
He published a number of books on
‘the Italian frontier, how it should be
defended, and how the neighbouring
Austrffan mountains should be attack-
ed and conquered. Theseé books have

'bben for, years the ‘text books of

., horesman.

It is said of the Italian “ommandert,
indeed, ‘that his knowledge of the
country over which he is now fight-
ing is so exact that he can mname
every village, road and pass without
the aid of a map of any kind.

For some time he was a Colonel
of the 10th Bersaglieri, the crack
troops of the Italian Army.

To show his knowledge of the
frontier the following story is related
of him. During the manoeuvres of
the Italian Army in 1895 one of the
Generals began a movement which
could only be defeated by an army
outflanking him over the mountains.
All the officers of the staff said it was
utterly impossible for a single soldier
to cross the mountains, let alone an
army.

The Bersaglieri, led
climbed the impossible
springing a surprise on the
won those manoeuvres for their own
side.

Grand Display of
Pririotic Sentiment
At Grand Falls.

Thursday last a patriotic meeting
was called in the Town Hall at Grand
Falls for the purpose of discussing
what the public would do in regard o
the Aeroplane Fund.

Mr. W. Scott was voted to the chair
and intimated that he had received a
tommunication from His Excellency
the Governor, that this Fund had.been
started in St. John’s, and subscrip-
tions from Grand Falls would be ac-
ceptable. Referring to the great sac-
rifices that have been made and are
being made by the soldiers of the
Empire, and particularly by the good-
ly number of Grand Falls boys who
have joined the First Newfoundland
Regiment, the speaker said that the
least that those who are left behind
could do was to see that they are
properly equipped, that though New-
foundland has done nobly, still much
more can be done, and those who
cannot bear arms, can at least sup-
port the' cause by being liberal in
their donations.

Rev. Father Finn, in a speech which
evoked the greatest enthusiasm, in-
troduced a motion that the people of
Grand Falls would authorise the Pat-
riotic Committee to raise the sum of
five hundred dollars for the
plane Fund, and furthermore the sum
of fifteen hundred dollars 1o purchase
two machine guns for the use of the
Nfld. Regiment. He gave a short ad-
dress on the war in general, and in
conclusion pointed out the pressing
necessity of the best and most mod-
ern equipment, saying that what was
to be done must be done quickly, and
now is the time to do it.

In supporting the motion of Father
Finn, the Rev. W. T. Dunn spoke of
the kind of enemy that the Allies were
fighting and the results that would

come if defeat eventually overtook the |

arms of Britain and her helping na-
tions, and asked the people to show
their patriotism in the manner in
which they gave to the Fund.

The next speaker, Mr. Josiah Good-
year, has three sons in the New-
foundland Regiment, and in a few bat
sincere words spoke his views in such
a manner that they could not but have
had a great effect on the audience.
Similarly Mr. A. Southcote, whose son
Arthur is already on active service in
the Dardanelles (it is presumed) ex-
pressed in a straight and direct way
now the subject attected him. Mr. L.
R. Cooper, next took the platform and
very strongly exhorted all the resi-
dents of the town to “bang up the
subscriptions” remembering all the
deeds of the brutal enemy. Mr. J. H.
Ballemy said it was to the might of
the British Navy that we owed our
present prosperity and for that reason
we ought to feel the greatest grati-
tude, and the proper way to feel it
now would be to feel it in our pock-
ets, and take our hands out with a
good donation.

Dr. H. B. Chamberlain recited a
few instances of what he had seen in
some hospitals in London last spring,
among which was a short account of
the plight of a soldier who was a vic-
tim of German gas atrocities.

A very good Sentiment was voiced
by Mr. H. W. Cole, of Badger, in that
we should not give what we could af-
ford but rather more than we could
afford, and by that sacrifice.we would
then be doing only a little of what we’
ought to be doing.

Mr. J. P. Nelson endorsed the re-
marks of the various speakers, and
further emphasised the necessity of
generosity.

On being put to the assembly the
motion was carried by unanimous ac-
clamation.

The subscription lists were opened
at once ‘and twelve hundred and
eighteen dollars and ninety cents
were subscribed on the spot,
systematic canvass of the ‘town was:

Smuggling.

[Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—I saw a note in your pa-
per not.long ago from g “Resident of
Parker’s Cove,” denying that the per-
son referred to in an item in the St.
John’s papers of May 25th, entitl‘ed:
“Smuggler Caught,” was a resident of
that place.

Smuggling and other breaches of
the Customs laws takes place in other
parts of the country besides Placentia
Bay, and the public hears very little
about them if the offenders are pun-
ished at all. Nearly every week the
past Spring could be seen in the St.
K)hn's papers an account of some
sthuggler caught in and about Pla-
centia Bay, giving the man’s name, the
goods seized, the fines paid and so
on.

Now that is all
generally know that there has been
more smuggling than usual (of late
vears) carried on around the districts
of Placentia and “Burin this Spring
and the Customs officials are to be
commended for the manner in which
they have discovered and dealt with
the various cases.

When we attempt to smuggle from
St. Pierre or elsewhere, we do so
with our eyes open, we know the risk
we run and if we are caught in the at-
tempt, we pay the fine imposed, sut-
fer the confiscation of our goods and
any othet penalties that may be im-
posed upon us.

|Sleuths Watch

Munition Factory
in New England.

Worcester, Mass., July 24.—Six of
the twenty-five detectives who have
been working in the various Worces-
ter industries for thé past two weeks
left here this week on orders from
their headquarters for Springfield,
where it is said they will go to work
in the Westinghouse plants in  Chi-
copee and Springfield to watch for
workmen who may have obt.ained po-
sitions there in order to. act as spies.
Six more of the same squad were also
drawn from Worcester and detailed
td take up work in Haverhill. The
remaining members of the party will
continue work in Worcester and ex-
pect to.land men whom they have
under observation.

The detectives are working in the
interests of the Manufacturers’ League
of the United States and are sent to
the various cities where its members
are engaged in the manufacture of
war munitions. Reports have been
made to the head of the league that
German spies are at work in their
concerns and the league has employ-
ed the representatives of a private
agency to follow them up and track
them before they do injury to the
munition plants.

The mission of the detectives is to
ascertain in the various industries
whether there are spies employed by
the firms and detectives are sent only
to those concerns who expect such
characters among their employees.
What details are expected to develop
in the Westinghouse plant at Spring-
field was not divulged, but the men
employed on the Worcester cases ap-
peared greatly surprised when given
instructions to depart for Springfield
and await further orders.

During the past three weeks here
the detectives have worked in nearly
every plant which is a member of the
league and have attempted to size up
the feeling which is prevalent among
the employees. The detectives have
lived in lodging-houses conducted by
the various mills, have warked with
the strike breakers at the Rice, Bar-
ton & Fales iron works, mingled
among the union moulders who are
at present out on a strike, and also
acted as visitors in the various plants
during the night and day. One of the
detectives who was assigned to fol-
low the men at the Rice, Barton &
Fales plant, ‘where a strike of molders
is pending, was beaten.by union men
after coming out of the house where
the strike breakers are quartered by
the company.

The Worcester Pressed Steel Com-
pany which is engaged in the manu-
facture of shrapnel and which has
orders that will keep them going
night and day, has also been troubled
with the spy problem. Two months
ago the plant was damaged by fire
which originated in the wooden addi-
tion of the factory and which gained
considerable headway before the fire
appartaus was summoned.

Hubbard Glacier.

Alaska’s Gigantic Frozen River as it
Meets the Sea—The Mother of Ice-
bergs—Rumblings and Roarings
that Come as the Masses of ice
Break Away from the face of the
Lofty Clifi to Start on their Ocean
Voyages.

The birth of an iceberg is striking-
ly described in a report made to the
National Geographic Society by R. S.
Tarr and Lawrence Martin, who
Leaded the expeditions of the-society
to Alaska for the study of the be-
havior of glaciex;s there.

“The front of the Hubbard glacier,
measured in a straight line, is three
and one-half to four miles wide. But
since the ice-cliff has a sinuous form
with projections in the centre it is in
reality much longer than this, the to-
tal length being between four and
one-half and- five’ miiles. This cliff
rises between 250 and 300 feet above
the water and extends an unknown
distance below it.

“One usually needs to walt but a
few moments to hear from some part
of the cliff the thunder-like rumble or
roar which is the first announcement
of an iceberg’s fall, followed a few
moments later by the appearance of a
great swell, which on reaching the
shore forms a line of white breakers
even at a distance of several miles
from the ice cliff.

“By watching the ice cliff one may
see the huge masses fall from the ice
front and a fountain of water dash
perhaps even' to the top of the glac-
ier and then in a few seconds hear
the report which the rending of the
glacier sends out. ¢

“One is fascinated by the perform-
ance. Sometimes it is only a small
piece that falls, and then a sharp sin-
gle report like the crack of a pistol

gaoes through the air; again a part of
the front crumbles- and the down-
sliding ‘ice, broken into small pieces,
seems from a distance like a foun-
tain of water, awhtle the report is only

may see a huge mass of blue or black
ice.thrust itself up from below the
fiord, some distance from the glacier
front, as a part of the submerged ice
foot is broken off, and then no report
is heard, but the wave that follows
is far greater than usual.

“The water waves which follow the
discharge of icebergs from the front
of Hubbard glacier are of great mag-
nitude. In September, 1913, for ex-
ample, the big steamship Princess
Maquinna was aground on' a reef just
west of Oster Island with the mem-
bers of the international geological
congress, who visited Yakutat Bay
under the guidance of the junior au*
thor. The ship lay somewhat over a
raile from the glacier, and yet the
water wave following the discharge
of icebergs from Hubbard glacier
caused the steamer to roll until she
took in water on the main deck as
first one side and then the other was
tipped far down by the iceberg wave.

“There are periods when for an
hour or two there is very little dis-
charge and then periods, fully as
long, when scarcely a moment elap-
ses without the sound of icefalls from
some part of the glacier front. It is
possible that these differences are in
some way related to the state of the
tide, but we have not determined
whether the periods of quiet and ac-
tivity form part of a regular cycle
or are merely irregular intervals due
to accumulation of strain and relief
from strain or to expansion and con-
traction under sunlight.

“While there are periods of relative
quiet, they are not periods of absolute
repose, and they occupy far less time
than the periods of activity. Day ahd
night the iee falls, and the reports
that pass out through,the air are so
frequent that it is fair to speak "of
the glacier as almost ceaselessly ac-
tive. The noise disturbs one’s sleep
at first, and sometimes, when an un-
usually heavy fall oceurs, wakens one
even after he has grown.accustomed
to the ordinary rumble. A, sense of
nervous relief is felt when camp is
removed to a part of the fiord to
which the iceberg roar and the break-
ers on the coast do not reach.”

THE PALM LEAF FAN.

The palm leaf fan is a five cent sub-
stitute for a $500 summer trip which
is used with great success by millions
of people.

The operation of this wonderful
device is very simple. The perform-
er grasps the fan firmly in his right
hand and waves it back and forth
thus producing a cool refreshing

breeze about as violent as a stage|]

windstorm. As the operator contin-
ues to work he produces a gentle per-
spiration. This evaporates in the
breeze producing a delightful feeling
of coolness, eqaial to that obhtained in
a $4 a day room on the lee side of a
summer hotel.

The palm leaf fan can be bought
anywhere and can be carried around
with no exertion at all, but many peo-
ple are discarding it in favor of the
mechanical fan which works by elec-
tricity and can produce a windstorm
for 1 cent an hour. The electric fan
however, is not as good as the gaso-
line engine with an automobile attach-
ment. By means of this appliance a
man can fan his entire family and one
or two neighbours all evening at a
total expense of 45 cents for gasoline,
25 cents for oil, $7.45 for depreciation
and 70 cents for ice cream sodas and
cigars.

It is no wonder that with such vast
improvements the palm leaf fan is
looked down upon. coldly by all who
are prosperous and adopted with en-
thusiasm by all who intend some day
to become prosperous.

The principal fault of the hand-
blizzard as produced by this sort of
fan is that it requires muscle. Noth-
ing is conserved in these days but
musele. A man would laugh at the
idea of wearing out his wrist during
the week operating a palm leaf fan
when. he needs every ounce of his
strength on -Saturdays and Sundays
to put the last twenty-five yards on
a golf ball which cost him 75 cents
and will be seized by his opponent, un-
less it gets to the hole first.

It is also impossible for a woman to,

manipulate. a fan .and Treserve the
delicacy of wrist mecessary .to . sitfy

through: a long whist,arty at a fair
profit.

They Are the Longest Lived People
in the World To-day.

The fine stature and unique physi-
cal qualities of the athletic Norsemen
are thus described by Price Collier in
an article on ‘“Norway and the Nor-
wegians, From an American Point of
View,” in Scribner’s Magazine.

“The so-called bonder, or agricul-
tural peasantry, form the very back-
bone of the nation in Norway. Each is
proprietor of his own farm, and they
occupy the country from the shore of
the sea to the foot of the hills and up
every glen or valley as far as corn
will grow. They are, as a rule, fine
looking, athletic men, as their pro-
perties are not so large as to exempt
them from work, but large enough to
supply them and their families with
wholesome food.
built their own houses, made their
own furniture, plows, carts, harness,
ironwork, woodwork and basketwork.
Probably there are no communities
anywhere else in the world so self-
efficient, so independent and so com-
fortable.

“Indeed, their size and wholesome
aspect prove this, for they are the
fairest, tallest, broadest chested and
longest lived people in the world to-
day.

In the streets of the towns, at the
farms, on the roads, one seldom sees
a fat man or one who looks unwieldy.
They are sturdily, sometimes heavily,
bult, but they are lean in the flank,
broad of shoulder and thick through,
and, though they do not always carry
themselves lightly or gracefully, they
look to have plenty of room for the
working machinery of living, for
heart and lungs and digestive appar-
atus. Wherever you go in Norway,
from Christiansand to the North Cape,
you cannot go far without going up
and down hill, nor can you go far
without inhaling the champagne-like
mountain air . It is not impossible
that the plain food—a necessity in a

poor country—the physical training
in the schools, the obligatory mili-
tary training, the sensible temper-

ance legislation, the up and down hill
exercise, the almost entire lack of
luxury and the fact that they are not
hard workers—not lazy, perhaps, but
certainly leisurely in their toil, sel-
dom making any undue demand upon
their nervous energy—have produced
what mno artificial legislation can
copy.”
