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Munificent Gift
to St. Joseph’s.

St. Joseph’s has just received its
first stained glass window, through
the spontaneous and munificent gen-l
erosity of the Christian Brothers of !
Mount St. Francis. The Church had
barely been opened, when Rev. Bro-
ther . Ryan intimated to the Pastor,
that he and his pupils should wish to
contribute in some way to the adorn-
ment of the edifice. After mature
consideration a stained glass window
was decided on, which was forthwith
ordered from a distinguished Irish
artist.

It reached St. John’s last January,
but to the intense disappointment of
those interested, the centre panel was
found to be hopelessly shattered. This
portion had to be ordered afresh, and
arrived some few weeks ago. The
whole has now 'been erected by
Messrs. Pidgeon and Murphy.

The window exhibits a figure of St.
Joseph, holding the Divine Infant in
the act of blessing, in his arms. A
nimbus surrounds the head of the
Redeemer and the Saint, while three
cherubs float above them. An in-
scription in artistic old English char-
acters at once dedicates the window
and tells its provenance: From the
Children of St. Patrick’s to the Child
Jesus, The hues and tints are de-
liciously warm and deep-toned, and
blended into an admirable harmony
of color; withal the study evinces
that individuality, restraint and in-
spiration, which ever distinguish the
creations of the true artist, and are
always lacking in mere mechanical
productions.

In .order to throw out the rich
coloring of the glass it was found
necessary to remove the original win-
dow from the space, and replace it
by a large circle of plate glass. Thus
two windows really, and two frames
had to be prepared, and two scaffolds
erected to insert them. These very
considerable extra expenser have
been completely defrayed by the
Christian Brot;hers and their pupils,
who were determined ‘to make their
gift royally complete and perfect.
The jewel is safely set now, and for
many a decade its gleaming facets
will remind coming children of what
their elders planned and accomplish-
ed.

The Pastor and parishioners of St.
Joseph’s Church feel they are in hon-
or bound to make this - public ex-
pression of deep gratitude to the gen-
erous donors.

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The Coastal Service.

The knowledge that the Gov-
ernment hava been obliged to
commandeer the s.s. Portia
and Prospero of the local Red
Cross Line for the purpose of
maintaining the Northern and
Western Coastal Services, will
come* as a surprise to the peo-
ple, but a surprise th-t never-
theless will be dppreciated, and
a feeling of relief will be experi-
enced, generally, because of the
knowledge that at last some-
thing has been done to relieve
a situation which was fast be-
coming alarming.

It was only under the great
stress of the serious condi-
tions prevailing at the hour,
that the Government decided
there was ne alternative but to
put the War Measures Act into
operation and under its provis-
ions take over the boats named.
All negotiations which had pre-
viously taken place had come to
naught, and the urgent demand
for steam carriers, North and
West rendered it incumbent up-
on the Government to take such
steps as were deemed advisable
in order to overcome an intoler-
able situation. No other steam-
boats, other than the Prospero
and Portia, being available for
the carriage of passengers and
freight upon such lengthy and
important routes, there was but
one thing to do, and that has
been done.

The company, apparently,
were standing off on their orig-
inal tender, and any continu-
ance of negotiations might have
entailed the passage of consid-
erable time before finalization,
during which the sections of
coast covered by the service
would suffer greatly, from lack
of shipping facilities and in con-
sequence cause much -hardship
and deprivation, the need for
immedi.te freight conveyance
being increased by the growing
shortage of supplies. By the
action of the Government the
ships are immediately made
available to take up their sche-
dules, and will be operated by
the owners, under official super-
vision.

In the meantime further ne-
gotiations with the company
will proceed, and it is hoped that
a mutually satisfactory agree-
ment will be reached. If not the
Government will keep the
steamers in service until such
time as they can provide others
to take their place.. The com-
mandeering of the Prospero and
Portia has been done in the ifi-
terests of the people. There
was no other way out, the sea-
son being so far advanced that
added delay in providing trans-
portation by water to the nu-
merous ports of eall North and
West would have militated se-
verely against the populations
of these sections and their sum-
mer prospects for the fishery.

They
asked, too, that the subsidy
should be paid whether regular
trips were made or not, where-
as under the 1904 Contract
they were paid by the trip.

Except for an outstanding
question about rates to Treaty
Shore points, to which an in-
crease of one hundred per cent.
was asked, the Lloyd Govern-
ment had agreed to a draft
Contract. But the Cashin Gov-
ernment, considering that sub-
sidy and rates were based on
present conditions, and that
they would be too high when
normal times came, were un-
willing to make a ten year con-
tract, and suggested five.

Seizing upon the opportunity
offered by the proposal for a
five year contract, Bowring
Bros. withdrew their tender, at
the very time that the Cashin
Government reluctantly notified
them of their decision to make
a ten year contract. Efforts by
the Government to renew nego-
tiations have been very slowly
replied to by Bowring Bros,,
and perilous delay thereby caus-
ed, with the result that the s.s.
Portia and Prospero were on
Tuesday, seized under Order-
in-Council, and are, until fur-
ther decided, to be operated un-
der the Department of Ship-
ping. After the seizure, but
not apparently as a result of it
—a belated result rather, of
prior negotiations — Bowring
Bros. have notified the Govern-
ment of their readiness to enter
into a ten year Contract on new
terms. o,

They now want $120,000 per
year subsidy, and permission to
double all passenger and freight
rates, while for French Treaty
ports (East Side) the increase
in some cases would be two hun-
dred per cent. It cannot be
doubted that this new demand
has been made in large measure
because of the encouragement
and aid given by the Opposition
in the Legislature and press.
Their demands for a Contract,
their cries as to the needs of
the Country, their onslaughts
on the Government for relue-
tance to contract, has very nat-
urally emboldened the tenderers
to increase their demands.

It is the obvious duty of the
Government to resist. It were
better that the loss by public
operation should be double the
subsidy than that such a de-
mand should under the circum-
stances be submitted to. “Mil-
lions for defence, not a cent for
It is in this sense at
least that the Government will
be justified in continuing opera-
tions tnder the Department ef
Shipping. While doing so, a
real good service might as well
be given. More commodious
shipping premises than the
coastal boats have had should
be acquired. They should not
belong to a shipper of such
freight as the coastal beats car-
ry. They should be so roomy
that the cartage scenes so com-
mon here should not be seen
again. It may, be that addi-
tional boats will soon be needed.

As our last issue went to press, we
learned of the unfortunate disaster
which put the U. S. Navy dirigible
C-5 out of the contest. This small
dirigible, measuring under 200 feet in
length, had made the flight ffom Mon-
tauk Point, Long Island, to Newfound-
land in good time and shape. Ar-
rangements were completed for the
start of the trans-Atlantic flight.
Everything seemed in favor of the
dirigible. As luck would have it,

3K | however, a storm came up and the

dirigible was torn away from its
{ moorings and blown out to sea. Since
i then no trace of the dirigible has
been found.

From an authentie source we learn
that the C-56 left Montauk Point with
about 525 gallons of fuel. The pas-
sage to the “jumping-off” place at
Newfoundland required but 200 gal-
lons, and there still remained some-
what in excess of 300 gallons in the
tanks. When the C-5 reached New-
foundland there was but a steady,
favorable wind blowing in the right
direction, and the crew were anxious
to take advantage of it. But their or-
ders were to land; and they landed
and anchored their dirigible in the
open. If the dirigible had pushed on
across the Atlantic, it would very
likely have made the crossing at an
exceptional speed.

Everything performed to perfection
in the C-5. The Union engines were
at no time pushed to the utmost. An
interesting feature of the Montauk-
Newfoundland flight was the burning
of surplus hyrdogen in the engines.
Instead of releasing the hydrogen in-
to the atmosphere, it was introduced
in the engines together with the re-

quired amount of air. This procedure
resulted in considerable economy of
fuel.

" As-for navigational difficulties, it is

learned that the radio direction finder,
served to good stead. On more than
one occasion the radio operator came
to the rescue of the navigation offi-
cers and told them the position of the
dirigible. But owing to the fact that
the directional wireless only gives
the line of a station sending signals
by noting its position on that Iline,
the C-5 was “lost” for a few hours to-
ward the end of its flight. However,
under regular -conditions the di-
rectional wireless has proved of con-
siderable aid in aerial navigation.
The operator determines the position
of the sending station by noting the
intensity of the signals. After he
determines the line of the signals, he
has merely to note whether the sig-
nals grow louder or weaker to deter-
mine whether he is approaching or re-
ceding from the station.

As for the disaster which befell the
C-5, it 'is said to have been absolute-
ly unavoidable. The wind was blow-
ing at a high velocity and most lust-
ily. 'One after another of the heavy
anchoring ropes and steel cables were
snapped, as the strain came on one
after another as a result of the
changing winds. Finally, when it
was evident that the big gas bag
would be blown away, the rip cord
was pulled by the last man aboard
the dirigible. It broke just short of
the part engaging with the gas-bag
paich. And just as the bag started
on its wild journey, carrying the
dangling car below it, the last man
aboard jumped some twenty feet to
the ground.

A dirigible, unlike an airplane, is
gafer in the air than it is on the
ground. For in the air it rides with
the wind and is not subjected to great
strains, whereas on the ground it is
securely tied and under the blows of
the wind is subjected to severe strains.
Had there been a shed to receive the
(-5, the accident would not have hap-
pened. Again, if the dirigible had
been tied out to a mooring tower, as
i the British have done with their small
dirigibles, the wind would have caused
little if any damage. So all in all the
disaster serves once more to indicate
the vulnerability of the dirigible on
the ground, and the mngecessity cf
mooring towers or housing facilities.
—Scientific American.

A Notable Detective.

Not many days ago there died in
Denver, Colorado, a man of whom the
present generation never heard, but
who was perhaps one of the most
noted men living in the United States
a half century ago. James McParlan
was a young man in 1873 and a re-
markably active member of the Pink-
erton Detectivé Agency. About that
time and for some years previous
there had been a flourishing murder
and loot society among the miners
of Pennsylvania with the head centre
at Pottsville. This combina‘ion of
predatory gentlemen was known as
the “Molly Maguires.” They murder-
ed objectionable foremen and man-
agers, they caused the frequent dis-
appearance of miners whom they dis-
liked, they robbed paymasters, burn-
ed office buildings, are said even to
have assassinated women, and kept
the’whole region in terror, so that no
man dared to speak or raise hand
against them. Young McParlan be-
came obessed with the determination
to wipe out this abominable banditry
and free the State from the disgrace
of their presence.. Possessed of a
courage which nothing daunted and
gifted with a keen mind, he set out
for Pottsville one morning in Octo-
ber, 1873. His mission was known to
just two people, Alan Pinkerton, head
of the Dectective Agency, and Presi-
dent Grovers, of a coal company. No
time was lost in cultivating the
friendship of the leaders of the “Mol-
lys,” and at length he was accepted
as a full member of the terrible or-
ganization, his assumed name’ being
Jim McKenna. Winning the complete
confidence of the leaders, he was let
into every secret, every move, his ads
vice being sought on all occasions. At
the momentary risk of his life he
managed to send code messages to

delphia every night. And so the net
was woven.
