Find of 1128 Old Coins.

TREASURE TROVE OF 15th: CEN-
TURY.

" A hoard of 1,128 coins has been dis-
covered during excavations for the
foundation of a picture theatre in
Perth, Scotland. The coins, which
were claimed as treasure trove by the
King’s Remembrancer, dated from
the reign of Edward IIL to James IV,
Dr. George Macdonald told the
Society of Antiquaries of Scotland
that the discovery was of great im-
portance to numismatists, and he re-
garded it as extremiely fortunate that
such a hoard, cleaning up debatable
questions relating to 16th century
coinages, was secured practically in-
tact by the King's- Remembrancer.
Five gold coins and 122 of silver
and bullion were: retained for the
National Museum 'of Antiquities and
the Royal Scottish. Museum, and the

.balance was returned to the finders,
‘who were recompensed for those

retained.

Trees That Cause Fires.

Can a forest be fired through the
rubbing together of tree branches in
a gale
