An ‘iceperg has one . great and
curious feature; it is its own execu-
tioner -and- from the moment it sets
sail it is gradually dying.

.As the sun’s rays strike -it, the
surface is continually ~melting, and
pours off in rushing streams.

.This water, which is fresh, is light-
er than the salt sea water, and - so
floats on the surface, wrapping round
the berg like a warm blanket.

This'has the effect of making the
fce melt still more -quickly, for fresh
water is° more readily warmed than
salt, and so aids in the general des-
truction.

The standardization of fish
containers, particularly those
containing varieties of pickled
fish is at once an establishment
of confidence in buyers and a
stabilization of prices. Instruc-
tions have been recently issued
by the Newfoundland Fisheries
Board for the making of stan-
dard barrels for the Scotch
method of pack. These instruc-
tions are very clear and concise
and go into all the details of the
quality of stock to be used in the
- making, as well as defining the
exact measurements -
guidance of coopers, the num-
bers of and material from which
the hoops should be fashioned,
and the process of heading and
hooping béfore the barrels
leave the cooperage. If these in-
structions as to measurements
of stock and other details are
closely followed, it will mean
that no matter who makes these
packages, an uniform size will
be the result, and each will con-
tain the complement of contents
expressed—no more and no less.

We presume that such instruc-

tions have been duly distributed
amongst all those who are mak-
ers of Scotch pack barrels for
herring. But could these not go
farther? Why not standardize
the ordinary pack herring bar-
rel, or boxes in which smoked
and kippered herring of New-
foundland put up are shipped?
In addition there should be vig-
orous and constant government
inspection, in order that no in-
ferior qualities of herring or
other pickled fish be permitted
to be exported under the grad-
ing of No. 1. Such a regulation
is imperative if we are to pre-
gerve the reputation of New-
foundland fish products, because
government inspection should be
an absolute guarantee of qual-
ity and quantity, and, to quote
a contemporary ‘“supplements
standardization to the extent of
making the foreign buyer as
sure of his purchase as though
he were buying a long-establish-
ed and reputable non-perishable
artiele.”
ment has seen fit to take up the
matter of the standardization
of fish containers, and it is en-
couraging to note that packers
in the neighboring dominion are
voluntarily adopting such econ-
tainers. Let us hope that.local
packers will fall in line with the
suggestions and instructions of
the Fisheries department and

MANY PUBCHASEB MADE. —

During the past week the Depart-
ment of Agriculture and Mines has
been busy buying .horses to.be used
on the Deer Lake Road.

Labrador School.

PUPIL'S WORK SOLD:

The sale of goods worked by pupils
of the Labrador Public School, took
place yesterday afternoon at. Canon
Wood Hall, under the supervision of
the Ladies’ of St. Thomas’ Parish. The
gale was largely attended and stalls
gnd tea tables ware well pa%ronized
A concert was held in the evening,
after which the rector of the parish
Rev. E. C. Earp, introduced Rev. Hen-
rv Gordon, of the Labrador Mission-
ary service, and Mrs. Gor-
don. Mr. Earp referredq to - the
good work “Cartwrgiht” Gordon had
done among the Labrador people and
wished him many years to carry on.'
On rising to address the audience, Mrs.
Gordon received an ovation. In telling
language she described the lives. of
the girls and young women on Lab-
rador. Mrs. Gordon has done a world
of good, teaching the fundamental
principles of hygiene, and imparting
useful knowledge to the young peo-
ple. A special work was teaching
the young people to play and to der-
ive full benefit from the vigor anil
bloom of youth. A sad feature uf the
Labrador is the age at which the girls
marry’ and assume the burflens and
cares of family life. The girls are
married just as they are coming .into
womanhood, and bvefore they realizc
what lies beforé them. The .idea is
to fit them out to bear their burdens
properly and so occupy their posit-
jons in life with a proper knowledge
of their duties. Mr. Gordon then
spoke, and in choice language he out-
lined the work of the Labrador Public
School. The ‘dea had originated with
Mr. Kirby, his predecessor. Shertly
after Mr. Gordon took over the work
the school was partly changed into
an orphanage owing to the ravages of
Spanish Influenza. Dr. Padden and
he spent the summer of 1919 collect-
ing the funds to enlarge it. In Nov.
1920 the school again started with
gbout 30 children which rapidly in-
preased to 43. The results obtained
have been highly satisfactory. Rev.
Mr. Gordon’s idea is not to over-edu-
cate the children, but to inspire them
with proper ideals, so that they may
b fitted to fulfill their destinles in
‘heir own land. The people on Lah-
rador are creatly interested in the
ichool and the work, and give con-
Jiderable help. Concluding his ad-
lress Mr. Gordon thanked the Wom-
m’s Home Missionary Society for the
lelp they had”given him. He hopés
o return in a year or so and resume

“View of the State of Ireland;” and,
as one finds it meaning also parish
rélief, the phrase “Bad cess to you”
may be understood, perhaps. In coun-
tries us far apart as Devonshire and
Lancashire they talk of “Cater Cous-
{ns,” quarter cousins, meaning good
friends.” Well, you find this in: “The
Mercha.nt of Venics:" “His master and
he 'are scarce cater cousins.” In the'
ordinary dictionary, you will not find
casing to meai skinning, but it is a dia
lect, and in “All's Well” Shakespeare
uses the word too: “We'll make yon

him.” ‘In Yorkshire and elsewhere,
vinegar is allegar, which is ale plus
aigre—sour ale; and this appears both
in Johnson and a 15th century cook-
ery book. Indeed, every dialect word
{s much older than current English.

Some Yorkshire Words.

Dr. Joseph Wright's “Dictionary of
Dialects” is a book in which I love to
browse. It is inspiring. What makes
it so is not however, the occurence
of words that have dropped out of
literary use, and are merely curious,
but the frequency of a strong, siraple
expression that needs mno explaining.
Such are heart-hold, heart-bound, and
heart-grace, common in North York-
shire.. They denote the sincerity of
those who use them, as well as that of
their speech. What fine words, full
of meaning are house-pride, blue-need
bone-bad, hard earnest, dew-cup (the
morning beer of harvestmen,) hea-
ther-faced (unshaven,) daisy- -quilt
(over modest graves in Ireland,) hen-
hearted, hair-sore, a dandilly maid,
and=the like, most .of .which I found
in one search!

Origin of Dud.

The quaint words with a sound that
gives their meaning are fascinating.
A blunder or a confusion is a bofile;
faltered means antangled clearly;a
thunge is unmistakably a loud, hol-
low sound; a cushle a gentle sliding
down. Is there a more expressive
word than dud, which lately became
common? In most dictionaries you
may look in vain for its derivation.
They connect it with old clothes. But
here is reported from Scotland in the
example “He's a saft dud,” and from
Cumberland. “Thoo wad mak two 0'-
oor Mary, and she’s nea dud.” It first

Conquering a Disease
THOUGHT TO BE INCURALE.

For thousands of years up to quite
recently, the disease known as rab-
fes in dogs, and es hydrophobia in
human beings, was regarded as in-
curable.

“Dread of w;ter”—ls as'a rule caus-
ed by the bite of a mad dog. It does

when once it shows itself it is almost
always fatal.

It was this that induced a French
scientist, Louis Pasteur, in the year

combating the dread complaint.

with poisonous matter, or virus, tak-
en from the spinal column of a mad
dog. The rabbit developed rabies
and died.

The virus from this rabbit, when
injected into a second rabbit, alse
caused death, but less quickly; and
so on from rabbit to rabbit, the virus
becoming less and less powerful, un-
til, finally, at about the twelfth rab-
bit, it had no effect whatever.

Fasteur’'s next step was to inject
into a healthy dog a strong dose of
virus taken from a mad animal, and
then start giving it daily injections
of the virus from the differefit rabbits
beginning with .that from the twelfth
rabbit, and working backwards to
that obtained from the first rabbit
which was, of course, of maximum
strength.

Nothing happened. The dog, which
should in the ordinary course have
gone raving mad because of the first
dose of virus
£, §

Identical experiments
dogs produced like results. In no
single case did any of the ‘animals
so treated go mad. They had Dbeen
protected by the graduated doses of
virus. In theory the same thing ought
to happen in the case of human
beings. In practice, however, it might
be otherwise.

Pasteur’s responsibility was a ter-
rible one. For not everybody bitten
by a rabid dog develops hydrophobia,
and if he injected his hydrophobia
virus into a patient, and the patient
subsequently developed the disease

and a criminal prosecution might
easily follow.

After five years’ patient ex-
perimenting with animals, however,
Pasteur decided to face the re-
sponsibility. On July 6th, 1885, a
wounded child,: Joseph Meister by
name, was brought to his surgery.

The little lad, writes L. Descour in
“Pasteur and his Work,” had been
shockingly torn and mauled by his
father’s dog, which had gone sudden-
ly mad. The boy. had been dragged

Stropping is an attempt: to restore
the arrangement of the molecules, but

rest will work wonders, particularly
if the razor be laid' north and south.
The magnetic pull rearranges the
