The second consideration, and pos­
sibly the more important, was the 
fact that dimming or switching off 
headlights is a great source of dan­
ger to pedestrians, cyclists, drivers 
of ill-lighted carts, cattle, and other 
users of the roads.

None of these can be picked out on 
dark country roads by the normal 
sidelights of a motor-car.

One reason why the practice of 
keeping headlights on has not made 
such headway as it should have done 
is due to the politeness of drivers. 
Many drivers who in their own minds 
are sure that it is safer to keep on 
their headlights go against their bet­
ter judgment when the other driver 
dims his lights.

They consider that courtesy de­
mands an equally foolish action on 
their part. Courtesy among drivers is 
highly, praiseworthy, but courtesy 
that endangers life is mere folly.

It is dangerous not only for the 
drivers themselves to lower their 
lights' but also for other people who 
are using the road.

International Police 
____ •

(By P. N. R. HILL.)
It may be that as a result of the 

International Police Conference to he 
held In New York next month some­
thing more will be heard ot the often 
repeated suggestion of an interna­
tional police force. Actually of course 
such a matter Is for Governments to 
decide, but It is hardly likely that 
when the police chiefs of the world 
meet In conference they will neglect 
to discuss, It only privately, such an 
Important Idea.

The project was first put forward 
by one of the European countries 
some years ago, but nothing came ot 
It. Since then, however, crime, and 
by that I mean large scale crime— 
always excluding murder—has be­
come international rather than na­
tional In character. The great finan­
ciers are not content to confine their 
operations to their own countries and 
similarly the really big crook finds 
one counttry too small for his oper­
ations.

Things are done on a wholesale 
scale nowadays: just as there are 
great commercial corporations so are 
there criminal organisations with 
their ramifications all over the world.

Just now Canada is alarmed about 
the discovery of ■ a large number of 
forged notes on one of Its principal 
banks; the detectives are not looking 
for the forgers In Canada, hut have 
come to Europe. Montreal to a far 
cry from London and the Continent, 
but the Investigators know what they 
are doing. In Spain there is re­
ported to be an organisation which on 
the shortest notice will provide bona 
fide crooks with passports and the 
necessary visas for any country.

America Is the home of the “big 
Idea" In crime, and in the great cities 
of the United States there are or­
ganisations which, existing by fraud 
and chicanery, have their branches 
and agents throughout the world. It 
is with" organisations of this descrip­
tion and the pursuit of a wanted man 
from one country to another that the 
proposed International Police would 
deal.

Presumably It would be composed j 
ot detectives of all nations, and their 1 
warrants and authority would run in 
any country. A member of the force 
would go anywhere in quest of his . 
man and would not be met, is at 
present, with the hidebound régula- 1 
tions and often fatal delays of nation­
al procedure.

and His Budget
The Right Honourable Win­

ston Churchill, the Chancellor of 
the Exchequer, has in his time 
played many parts. The son of 
a man of remarkable ability, 
even if his career was somewhat 
meteoric, and who for a brief 
space occupied under the late 
Lord Salisbury the office held by 
his son to-day, Winston Chur­
chill has served with distinction 
as a soldier both under the Span­
ish and British flags ; he has been 
a noted war correspondent, and 
is the author of several well 
known books. During the past 
twenty-five years he has played 
a prominent part in politics, first 
as a Liberal and then as a Con­
servative, and has filled in turn 
the offices of Under-Secretary of 
State for the Colonies (on two 
occasions), President of the 
Board of Trade, Home Secretary,
First Lord of the Admiralty,
Minister of Munitions, Secretary 
of State for War, Secretary of 
State for Air, and now as Chan­
cellor of the Exchequer, he has 
presented a budget which- meets 
apparently with cordial approval.

Strange as it may seem, this 
man of many talents has been 
more freely criticised at various 
times than perhaps any man in 
public life to-day. He has been

(6) Larceny from the Royal Stores, 
Ltd., one pack of playing cards, valu­
ed at $1.00, the property of the R6yal 
Stores, Ltd., within the past two 
weeks.

(7) Larceny ot one kit box, from 
the auction rooms of Mr. Bastow, 
George Street, also about 4 doz. post 
cards, valued about $3.00 within the 
past two weeks.

An eleven-year-old lad, a brother of 
the accused was also apprehended by 
the police, but was not charged. Con­
stable Bennett ot the Detective Staff 
who was engaged on the case, told 
the court that the accused with his 
brother were found living in a house 
on George Street, and had no bed to 
sleep on. Their only means of getting 
any sleep was after the family would 
retire, when they would lie down on 
the kitchen floor, using their overcoats 
for a matress The constable found to 
a kit box to the possession of the ac­
cused most ot the stolen articles and 
the balance was found to possession 
of the boy’s father. The constable 
also stated that he had described to 
the father the habits of the boys and 
the surroundings in which they were 
living, but stated that the father 
claimed he had done all he could for 
them. In the meantime the father was 
summoned before Court .at the in­
stance ot Inspector Noseworthy, the 
Probationer Officer, and was charged, 
in the presence of his sons, with a 
breach ot Sub. Sec. 2, Section 14 of 
the Children's Act. ,

The accused pleaded Not Guilty to 
the charge, and all that he had to say 
for himself was that after his wife’s 
death he sent the boys to Grand Falla, 
to be looked after by his sister. For 
some reason or other the boys r$-l 
turned to the city, and he then placed 
them in boarding houses and paid 
their board. As to the finding of stolen 
property in his possession he was un­
aware ot it. " i 

The evidence of a second constable 
showed that during the months of 
January and February the boys were 
unable to get into their home, the 
father having being out and kept the 
door locked. The officer also stated 
that on several nights on returnipg 
from liis beat, he would find the little 
chaps lying on his door step, cold and 
hungry, waiting for the father to re­
turn home. On more than one occa­
sion the policeman took pity on the 
boys, and brought them into his house 
and gave them food.

Judge Morris upon hearing the 
facts strongly condemned the father, 
and the manner in which he had 
treated Tits-children. He would not 
punish the boy who had confessed to 
the eight larcenies because his father 
was to blame. The judge read the 
Children's Act for the accused's 
benefit, and inflicted a fine ot $50.00 
or in default two months’ imprison­
ment. He was also ordered to sign a 
bond in the sum of $500, and to look 
after his children in future.

Inspector Noseworthy, the Pro­
bation Officer, was given instructions 
by the Court to see that the order is 
carried out.

PLOT BELIEVED TO BE OF COM- 
MÜNISTIC ORIGIN.

LONDON. Apr. 30.
.The officials of the Foreign Office, 

Home Office and Scotland Yard still 
refuse to discuss the plot against 
Austen Chamberlain, the Foreign Sec­
retary, which culminated yesterday in 
the detailing of guards to protect 
him, beyond admitting the general 
belief that the plot was of Communis­
tic origin. No details were forth­
coming. London newspapers print 
the suggestion that the attack on Mr. 
Chamberlain was to be part of a gen­
eral Communistic disturbance over 
Europe," with which the recent trou­
bles in Bulgaria and France and to­
day’s attempt to wreck a train on 
which the President of Esthonia was 
a passenger were connected. It is 
not expected that disturbances will 
occur in England as the authorities 
have doubled their efforts for guard­
ing the seaports and centres ot pos­
sible Communistic outbreaks. Heavy 
guards have been thrown about Mr. 
Chamberlain's residence and he is 
followed continuously by Scotland 
Yard men.

PREMIES ARMSTRONG GIVES NO. 
TICE OF IMPORTANT RESOLU. 
TION NEXT WEEK.

(Morning Chronicle, April 24.)
A full discussion of Nova Scotia’s 

position in the Union and the con­
ditions which have arisen Since Con­
federation which have prejudically 
affected the interests of the Province 
will take place In the House of As­
sembly next week, according to a 
notice given by Premier Armstrong 
yesterday. The Premier’s notice 
reads as follows:

“I hereby give notice that on a 
future day, probably Tuesday or 
Wednesday next, I will move a re­
solution with respect to certain mat­
ters referred to in paragraph 19 of 
the Speech from the Throne at the 
opening Of this session of the Leg­
islature, of which more formal notice 
will probably be given later.

Paragraph 19 of the Bpepch from 
the Throne, to which Mr. Armstrong’s 
notice refers, was in effect that the 
Government and Legislature of Nova 
Scetia had at various times protest­
ed by petition to the Crown against 
the terms of. Confederation, as they 
affected the interests of this Prov­
ince. The British Government and 
Parliament, while declining te annul 
the Union compact, nevertheless re­
cognised that the arrangements re­
specting taxation and the regulation 
of trade and fisheries should he so 
related and modified that the Inter­
ests of Nova Beotia and of the mari­
time portion of Cased* weald not be 
prejudiced. No action has yet been 
undertaken by the Federal Govern­
ment or Parliament to carry out, in 
their full letter and spirit, the in­
structions of the British Government 
in this respect.

look Who is For some unknown reason, our In­
dustry does not take kindly to edu­
cation. There are, of course, spark­
ling exceptions when individual firms 
in the vbusineps are examined, but in 
general, we stick by that statement 
Assuming that the industrial world 
can be likened to an army on the 
march, we look for the fishing indus­
try, and lo! we find it straggling 
along in the rear, progressing in the 
right direction principally because 
there isn’t any other place to go. And 
for that meagre bit of praise, we, ed- 
itorally speaking, blush.

It is difficult to trace any progress 
in actual fishing methods, with the 
exception of the use of motor-.iriven 
boats instead of sails or oars. The 
actual construction of nets, and the 
methods of operation have changed 
but slightly in the last thousand 
years.

followed. The average housewiie 
still orders fish on Friday with a re­
signed air, although, praise be, she 
is now being taught to separate fish 
from Friday and how to prepare fish, 
thanks to the active campaign of the 
Canadian Fisheries Association and 
the Government.

After ages of fishing, we still ship 
our product in any old kind of pack­
age, and call the fish by whatever 
kind of name is applicable. Standardi­
zation, adopted in practically every 
industry of any consequence, is as yet 
unknown to us.

This year will be celebrated the cen­
tenary of railways, although it was 
not until 1829 that the famous tests 
were made to decide whether the new 
line between Liverpool and Manchester 
should be operated by horses, cable, 
or steam locomotives.

On that occasion Stephenson’s fam­
ous Rocket settled the question, leav­
ing no doubt in the minds of engineers 
that here was the motive power of the 
future. Nevertheless, it is beyond 
question that on September 27th. 1825, 
the first public railway for the convey­
ance of both passengers and goods 
was opened between Stockton and Dar­
lington.

During this year there is *o be a 
Congress in London of the Internation.™ 
al Railway Association, and appro­
priate proceedings in Stockholm, Dar­
lington, and other places. Visitors of 
last year's British Empire Exhibition 
had the opportunity ov seeing the very 
engine, George Stephenson's “Loco­
motive No. 1,” which drew the train 
on that historic occasion.

Aperiodic and Untuned Primaries

Stick to Sunlight and your Customers will stick to you

Of late there is a growing tendency 
on the part of radio manufacturers 
and designers to supply tuning units 
with a fixed number of turns in the 
primary, or antenna, coil. By closely 
coupling this fixed number of turns 
to the secondary it he. possible to get 
fairly good response over the whole 
broadcast wave range without resort­
ing to tuning the primary.

Along with this practice has come 
the name of this “fixed number of 
turns” primary Some call it aperi­
odic and others untuned. We object 
strenuously. In the first place » cir 
cult is aperiodic only when Its resist­
ance is very high relatively to its 
inductance. Such most certainly is 
not the ease in the fixed number ol 
turns primary coil. In the second 
place the circuit certainly is a tuned

cuit If the condenser is a fixed one

turn primary) then the wave length 
of the combination is fixed. It can he 
only a fixed wave as long as the con­
denser capacity and the coil induct­
ance are fixed. Hence the thing we 
have been calling untuned and aprnto- 
dic primaries in the past should be 
called fixed tune primaries.
